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EDITOR'S NOTE

The present issue of Readings is a photomechanical re-
production of four leaves from an unknown Evangeliarium
preserved in the private collection of Sviatoslav Hordynsky
of Verona, N. J., USA. The leaves were brought to America
in 1948 along with the other rariora from the library of the
late Professor Jaroslav Hordynsky of L’viv, Western Uk-
raine. This is the first publication of this text in a printed
form.

From both the paleographic and the linguistic points
of view Hordynsky’'s fragments represent an interesting
Cyrillic manuscript. Written in two columns in the so-called
ustav (uncials) on two old parchment folia in 8° size, they
depict paleographic, orthographic and linguistic characte-
ristics of the late 18th century thus being the oldest Cyrillic
manuscript on the North American continent.

The present edition aims to reproduce the original cha-
racter of the hand-written parts of the fragments. For this
purpose the columns have been separated from each other
and rendered successively in extenso.

The Editor and the Publishers are indebted to the Staff
of the University of Manitoba Printing Department for their
invaluable contribution to the typographical appearance of
this publication.
