SITE PLAN DEVELOPMENT

SELO UKRAINA is a cultural centre unique in North
America, located ten kilometers south of Dauphin on
the escarpment on the north slopes of the Riding Moun-
tains. It consists of 144 acres (58 hectares) of an ideal
blend of mountain valley, creeks, woods and farm land.

SELO UKRAINA is the permanent home of Canada’s
National Ukrainian Festival. It is also to be a center of
heritage preservation and cultural development.

The project is being constructed in four phases with a
completion target date of 1991 —to commemorate the
centennial of Ukrainians’ first arrival in Canada.

Phase One — In the last stages of completion.

1) Professional stage including dressing rooms,
washrooms and workshop and 4000 seat amphitheatre
Completed.

2) First stage of the Convention Centre including
banquet, meeting, and exhibition facilities, to be com-
pleted by fall, 1985.

3) Festival square is being prepared for the 1985
season.

4) Road — Built for the Royal Visit; and taken over
by the Manitoba Government.

5) Parking lot consisting of two sections with a capacity
of 1000 vehicles in each is completed.

6) Washrooms are completed.

7) Lagoon with a three and a half million gallon
capacity is completed.

8) Water treatment plant reservoir with a 115,000
gallon storage capacity is completed.

Phase Two -

9) Two cross-road settlements — including churches,
community halls, schools, teacherages and stores with
post offices. Initial research completed.

10) Five pioneer period homesteads representing pro-
gressive development of our pioneer farmers. Research
initiated.

11) Typical Ukrainian-Canadian pioneer village c. 1920.
Research initiated.

Phase Three -

12) Hotel with full recreational complex and built in a
Carpathian wood architectural theme Presently being
researched.

Phase Four (idea stage only)

13) School of folk arts with a program similar to that
of the Banff School of Fine Arts.

14) Retirement Condominiums.
