Ukrainian war dead and the 25th
anniversary of the death of Gen. Taras
Chuprynka, a Ukrainian national hero,
thousands of Ukrainian veterans
gathered here Sunday in memorial
J services.

The patriotic holiday. called “Zeleni
Swiata’’ ‘celebrates the death of
Ukrainian free-world heroes who gave
their lives in defense of their country.

The event drew members of the
Ukrainian community from all areas of
the northeast, including several hundred
persons who traveled by bus from the
Ukrainian National Home in New York
City.

Highlighting the day's activities was
the ‘*Meloda Dumka Chorus’’, a
children’s choir from New York City,
dressed in formal uniforms with
Ukrainian pattern designs. The
combined male and female youth group
performed at 4 p.m. al the
*Verchovyna'' resort about one mile
south of here .

a&k Earlier in the day. church services
- were held at both the Ukrainian
& vs Catholic and Orthodox churches. and a

memorial service, complete with taps

and a salvo of rifles, took place at the
foot of the burial mound.

Wreaths and flowers were then
ceremoniously p/aced at the top of the
mound in honor of thosemunknown war
dead. The mound itself symbolizes the
**Unknown Soldier™'.

The concert was under the direction
of Semen Komirnyj, who is preparing bi-
centennial activities for the children’s
chorus. Featured were instrumentals
performed on banduras, the Ukrainian
national instrument, as well as, a
““Suma’’ mandolin ensemble.

Harry Polce, president of the veteran
coordinated committee, and Jaroslaw
Balaban, chairman of the holiday
festivities, delivered addresses during
the ceremonies at the mound.
Afterwards Lt. Col. Walter Steck, from
New York City, and Col. George
Lopatynsky, of Hunter, N.Y., gave the
main speeches at a 1:30 dinner.

Meanwhile, children and many adult
visitors, took advantage of the warm
weather to swim in the resort’s pool and
to play volleyball and tennis during the
day's activities. The Ukrainian gift shop
was packed with visitors buying records
available only at the resort and perusing
vases designed with the traditional
Ukrainian screened patterns of red on
white and black.
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
