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FOREWORD

The chief aim of the compilers of this dictionary was to amass and ex-
plain the greatest available lexical material in order to make possible the
understanding of the Ukrainian texts of diverse character: belletristic, scho-
larly, scientific, journalistic, and even those with dialectal coloring. The ex-
tent which it has been given will certainly prove of benefit to all inquirers
whose language requirements are above average. To that effect we have en-
deavored to make the English equivalents of the Ukrainian words as ex-
haustive as it was in our power to do and in numerous cases to make them
glossarial in content. The general result, as presented here, is some ninety-
five thousand words with full definitions plus about thirty-five thousand
idiomatic, popular, proverbial phrases and expressions of varied nature.

Although the compilation- was a labor of arduous proportions requiring
a decade to complete, the task, it is to be admitted, was somewhat lightened
by the existence of several dictionaries from which words and idioms could
be drawn and added to our own catalogue. Among these were Boris Hrin-
chenko’s Ukrainian-Russian Dictionary (2 volumes), Evhen Onatsky’s Vo-
cabolario Ucraino-Italiano, and Ukrainisch-Deutsches Wérterbuch compiled
by Jaroslav Rudnyckyj and Zenon Kuzela. Regrettably, a good, but limited,
Ukrainian-English Dictionary recently published in Kiev under the -editor-
ship of M. L. Podvesko appeared too late to be of use to the present compiler.
Many Soviet Ukrainian and Western Ukrainian literary works and news-
papers ‘were searched for new phrases and neologisms.

In the matter of orthography this dictionary is based on the system ac-
cepted by the Conference of Ukrainian grammarians and philologists at
Kharkiv in 1928 and approved by the then Ukrainian government. This
orthography is now adhered to by most Ukrainians living outside the bound-
aries of the U.S.S.R. In that respect our chief sourcebook was H. Holos-
kevych’s Pravopysniy Slovnyk published in its eighth -edition in New York,
1952, by A. Bilous under the auspices of the Free Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences.

After 1933 this orthography did not obtain in Ukraine under the Soviets.
In the thirties several changes were effected and a new orthographical system
was formed by L. Bulakhovsky and accepted by the Ministry of Education of
the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic in 1946.

It must be stressed that the two orthographies do not differ radically.
Whatever .differences exist, these are comprehensively explained in the
Ukrainian and English parts of the Introduction which deal with the use
of this dictionary. The main divergencies, as will be noted, are indicated
by the various signs by which the inquirer is directed to govern himself
accordingly.
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While the basic terms in all branches of human endeavor are here given,
it is only reasonable to suppose that the compilation is not exhaustive in
strictly technological terminology. If it were, another such volume as this
would be required, as is evident from the list in our possession of some sixty
collections of specialized nomenclature dealing with highly technical terms.
‘When a full list of these compilations will have been gathered and described
by this department of Slavic Studies, it will be published for the benefit of
specialists either in the second edition of this dictionary or separately.

A work of these dimensions is likely to encounter certain difficulties
and hurdles which ‘it would be too strenuous for one to overcome alone. In
this respect I am much indebted to Dr. W. P. Thompson, President of the
University of Saskatchewan, whose understanding and encouragement at
all times have been of great assistance in bringing the work to a successful
conclusion. He and his administrative staff proved most helpful in that re-
gard. A word of gratitude is likewise directed to Dr. J. F. Leddy, Dean of
Arts and Science of this University, whose interest in the venture has been
beneficial and profitable to me personally. Dr. G. W. Simpson, head of the
History Department of the University, and an expert in matters Slavic, con-
tributed much by his practical advice throughout the process of this research.

Special acknowledgment is due to Professor Nicholas Chubaty who in
the critical stages of the work served as a guide in making useful contacts
with the quarters from wh1ch later, canmie the mate«rial assistance needed
for its publication. Being at that time President of the American Section of
the Shevchenko Scientific Society, his influence was greatly instrumental
in that direction.

Four Slavic scholars of note and erudition kindly consented to examine
the manuseript in detail. They were: Professor George Luckyj, of the Uni-
versity of Toronto, and Professor Clarence A. Manning, of Columbia Univer-
sity, both of whom concentrated their attentions on the English part of this
dictionary; while Professor D. Cizevsky, of Harvard, and Professor George
Sherekh, now of Columbia, scrutinized the Ukrainian entries. To all these
gratltude is here tendered for the generous critical advice offered. Professor
Cizeévsky read letters A. B, B (to “sinpaxyearu”), X, 3. JL. M, H. L. (from
“nocrynatn”) P, Y-fI; Professor Sherekh read the remainder. Additional
thanks 'is ‘here proffered to Professor Sherekh for supplying information
regarding the basic differences between the two systems of orthography
mentioned above. Part of his material appears in the Ukrainian section of
this introductory material.

In the publication of the work splendid cooperation was received from
My, J. Hominuke, M.A., B.D., head of the Gospel Press, whose idealistic bent
of mind made it possible for us, even under the straitened material circuri-
stances we encountered; to begin, proceed with, and eventually complete
a work as extensive as this one. The endeavor entailed much sacrifice: on
his part, for which recognition is now rendered him. No less did he prove
vslaeble in going through the final proofs and offering his advice.
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The technical part of the work was admirably performed by Mr. Michael
W. Woytko and his assistant Mr. Walter Ciona, both of whom gave their
utmost in mechanical knack and ability to ensure a product which, without
their zealous application, might have deteriorated and declined. My con-
nection with them was constant in the two years preceding the publication,
and always it has been a happy and amicable one.

The labor of the compilation was financed by the Rockefeller Foundation
during a period of four years in three ample subventions; while the East
European Fund supplied a generous amount for its publication. Both these
funds were administered by the Business and Bursar’s Offices of the Univer-
sity of Saskatchewan.

NOTE TO SECOND PRINTING

The publication of this dictionary almost twenty-five years ago was an
important event in Ukrainian-Canadian scholarship. It was a successful
attempt to provide readers with a comprehensive (indeed the original title
was ‘complete’) Ukrainian-English dictionary. Few of us thought at that
time that this dictionary would remain unsurpassed for decades. To be
sure, new Ukrainian-English dictionaries have been published since 1955 in
Kiev, but they have their limitations. Andrusyshen’s dictionary, too, has
its shortcomings but, on balance, it is still the most comprehensive and
useful work in the field. These are the reasons which led to a decision by the
Canadian Institute of Ukrainian Studies to subsidize the republication of
the dictionary which has been out of print for several years. We have
neither the time nor the resources to undertake a revised edition so the
original version has not been altered. We believe that the new printing will
serve thousands of students well, as the old one has done for many years.

Hard “o” is softened by prefixing “A” to it, as in “fioro”; or by adding
“p” to the consonant which precedes it, as in “Hboro”.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

The Ukrainian language is phonetic, i. e, words are pronounced exact-
ly as they are written or printed. The pronunciation of the above letters
is given at the beginning of each letter section in the compilation. The
softening element is dealt with under b at the end of the work.

Compound consonants such as A3 are pronounced as ds in adds, and mx
more harshly than j in jam.

All Ukrainian words and expressions are here printed in bold type. The
main entries are given in full; the derivatives are shortened, those parts
of them which are not given being represented by the sign +~~ which—sub-
stitutes the letters preceding the vertical (|) line dividing a word. E. g,
KopOTK|uih (-Ka, -ke); ~icTb (-xocTH)T f; ~yBaTHi (-Ta, -T€). In each case where
the sign ~ appears, one is to supply the syllables KopoOTK... which that sign
represents. Where there is no vertical (|) line, the sign ~* “represents the
entire word in thé& entry, and the endings of the derivatives given are to
be added to it to form complete words: — Gopuy (-Iy); ~HK (-Ka) m; ~éBuit
(-Ba, -Be) = Gopu, 60puI-HK, GoplL-EBHIL

The sign 1 is placed: after certain nouns of the feminine gender,
especially those ending in -ictb. It denotes that a variant ending may be
used in the genitive of a given noun: — cBigoMicrs (-MocTH) T f; KpoB (-BH)T f.

In each of these two examples the genitive (according to the new So-
viet Ukrainian orthography, 1946) is: csinomocri, xposl. The genitive forms
given in brackets are those which were accepted by the Ukrainian Aca-
demy of Sciences in 1928 and used by most Ukrainians outside the bound-
aries of the Soviet Union.

The sign 1t follows certain words in which there may be an internal
variation in the vowel structure. It is established that where there are two
consecutive vowels (except at the end of words), the first being hard, the se-
cond must be a soft vowel; e.g., couisaicr. The new Soviet Ukrainian or-
thography, however, requires 2 — counjanicr. The same applies if the letter
that follows i is 10, as in rpifomd. The E.U. orthography accepts — tpiymd.

The sign = indicates equality in meaning.

Two parallel vertical lines (||) denote a division between meanings
which are somewhat dissimilar; or serve to separate a new word or words
from phrases or expressions belonging to. a preceding word or words in
the same section.

Since adverbe are generally derived from adjectives, it was thought

advisable, in many instances, for reasons of space, to omit entering them -

in full. It is therefore left to the consulter to form them .in ea¢h case
where an adjective is followed by an asterisk (*). Regular adverbs are
formed by dropping the adjectival ending and adding the vowel “o” to the
stem; e.g., rapi-Hii — raps-o.
Also in order to save space, the words of the main entry in idiomatic or
proverbial expressions that follow are represented by a double dash (——).
‘The matter of “r” and “r” sounds presents a thorny problem to a lexi-

cographer. The present tendency is to do away with the consonant “r”

and replace it by “r.” Although it is our contention that the. “r” sound
should be preserved in every respect, we cannot but follow the general
trend, without, of course, eliminating it altogether, as has been done
by the Soviet Ukrainian grammarians. This problem in the future should

receive close attention from .Ukrainian specialists. The sign ¢. following .
the words (except dialectal) in which “” appears indicates that in some -

parts of Ukraine “r” is substituted. If a word begins with “r”, one may also
find the same word beginning with “r” under “r” section, or vice-versa.

In the Ukrainian language the accent (stress) is not fixed, and presents .

difficulty even to an adept grammarian. All words (except monosyllabic)
are here accented. If a shift in accentuation is noted, the stress on the
previously accented syllable automatically disappears. If no accent appears
in the ending or in tm_a -suffix, the first syllable of a- given -word is ‘to be
stressed. If no accent in capitalized words appears, the stress usually falls
on the capital. Some words which have two accents may be stressed on
either of the syllables bearing them.

The definitions in an entry usually taper off, the first equxvalent being
the exact one, the last implying an extended meaning.-

The semicolon puts an end to a group of similar equivalents.

Words in brackets following equivalents usually indicate that the
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bracketed words may be substituted for the preceding ones; or explain the
equivalents further; or imply a sense of belonging.

If the genitive case of certain neuter nouns is not given, it is to be un-
derstood that the genitive is the same as the nominative.

Parts of speech are indicated by the abbreviations following each entry,
with - the sole exception of the adjective whose denomination is made
obvious by the endings given in brackets, e.g., no6pufi (-pa, -pe).

The Ukrainian language abounds in diminutive and augmentative
forms in almost all parts of speech. Often no English equivalents exist.
In that case appropriate adjectival qualifiers are to be supplied: in diminu-
tives, such as: very, pretty, precious, tiny; in augmentatives: big, large, huge,
ugly, monstrous. Often the diminutives denote caressing or endearing terms;
the augmentatives, on the other hand, usually render derogatory or scorn-
ful terms. If the corresponding form for the diminutive. is not given, it is
{o be understood that one is referred to the word beginning an entry.

Verbs are usually accompanied by their corresponding aspects, given

_in brackets. If no English equivalents follow a verb, the verb in brackets

is to be referred to. In some instances it is quite difficult to get exact shades
of meaning to distinguish the two aspects of a given verb. Then one
is advised to bear in mind that the Imperfective Aspect denotes continuity
of action, while the Perfective Aspect denotes completion of action. One
will thus be able to govern himself accordingly. Reflexive verbs always end
in -cs. If the equivalents are not given, the variants of oneself are. to be
supplied: :myself, thyself, yourself, himself, herself, ourselves, yourselves,
themselves. It is to be noted that not all verbs ending in - are re-
flexive. Many are so-called reciprocal or mutual verbs.

- It will be noted that in some rare instances the words do not follow
strictly alphabetically. This is not an oversight, as the compiler, for reasons
of space, was compelled to group words with identical roots together. This
however, neéd not confuse one, as the words, in all such cases, are in close
alphabetical proximity. ; :

Dialectal forms are presented here qulte extenswely It was thought
advisable to.include them for the benefit of those who. read Ukrainian re-

. gional literature which abounds in thesé forms. The colloquial terms gwen

often merge with the dialectal. -.

Ukrainian nouns, pronouns, adJectlves, numerals, and verbs are highly
inflectional, there being seven cases, each differing (according to the threé
groups: Hard, Soft, Mixed) in number and gender. For the benefit of the
inquirer, paradigms'of regular and certain irregular. declensions and:
conjugations-are given below. For more irregular grammatical formations
the appendix of a reliable Ukrainian Grammar is to be consulted. This is
especially necessary as concerns the shifts of accents, which are often un-
predictable.

In general, masculine nouns end in a consonant often in “#” and “p%,

and occasionally in “o” or “a”. If in “a”, they are declined like feminine
nouns. .
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Feminine nouns, regularly, end in“a” or“a”, and often in “p”. Irregu-
larly, feminine nouns end in a consonant. . N : ‘
Neuter nouns, regularly, end in “o” “e” or “s”. If in “a”, the preced-

ing consonant is doubled if, in turn, it is preceded by a vowel.
