2. In the western lands of Ukraine a Ukrainian government is created which will be subor
dinated to a Ukrainian National administration to be created in the capital of Ukraine, Kyiv.

3. The Ukrainian national-revolutionary army, which is being created on Ukrainian soil, will
continue to fight against the Muscovite occupation for a Sovereign All-Ukrainian State and
new, just order in the whole world.

THE ACT OF RESTORATION OF THE UKRAINIAN STATE
JUNE 30, 1941

For centuries Russia has been the main adversary of Ukraine. After
the unfortunate battle of Poltava in 1709, in which the head of the Ukrai-
nian state, Hetman Ivan Mazepa, together with his ally King Charles XII
of Sweden, were defeated by the Russian Tsar Peter I, the Ukrainian strug-
gle for liberation continued until in 1917/18 Ukraine succeeded in restoring
its national state for three years.

The outbreak of the Soviet-German war on June 22, 1941, brought the
Ukrainians a new chance in their century-old struggle for independence.
In many parts of Ukraine units of insurgents led by the Organization of
Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN) staged armed uprising against the Rus-
sians while the population at large resorted to acts of self-defense. On their
part, the Russian security forces murdered tens of thousands of impri-
soned Ukrainians throughout the country.

Once the city of Lviv was cleared of the Russians, the Organization
of Ukrainian Nationalists under the leadership of Stepan Bandera sur-
prised the Nazis with a fait accompli by seizing power in Lviv, convening
a National Assembly, and proclaiming on June 30, 1941, the Restoration
of the Ukrainian Independent State. The National Assembly ratified the
Act of Restoration znd appointed Yaroslav Stetsko Prime Minister of
the newly formed Ukrainian Provisional Government. Radio Lviv broad-
cast the news throughout the country.

The Nazis responded to the Act of Restoration with mass arrests and
widespread terror. The Head of the Organization of Ukrainian Nationa-
lists, Stepan Bandera, and Prime Minister Yaroslav Stetsko were arrested
on July 12, 1941, and, after rejecting Hitler’s repeated demands to revcke
the Act of Restoration, were sent to a concentration camp along with thou-
sands of other Ukrainian nationalists. The holocaust created by Soviet
Russia and Nazi Germany during World War II cost the lives of an esti-
mated 5.5 to 6.7 million Ukrainians.

By 1342 the numercus Ukrainian insurgent and popular seli-defense
groups, and military formations such as the Ukrainian Legion merged
with the paramilitary units of the OUN to form the Ukrainian Insurgent
Army (UPA) under the command of General Roman Shukhevych, Deputy
Minister of Deiense in the Ukrainian Government, and Head of the OUN
network in Ukraine. By 1844 the UPA grew into a fighting force of over
200,000 men and women. Ukraine was now engaged in a two-front struggle
against both Nazi Germany and Soviet Russia. After the Nazi defeat the
armed struggle of the OUN/UPA against Moscow and its satellite allies
lasted well into the fifties.

The OUN/UPA created and upheld politically, socially and militarily
what history has termed as the Ukrainian Underground State which existed
for a whole decade (1941-1951). The Act of Restoration of June 30, 1941,
marked the beginning of this latest period of Ukrainian statehood and
struggle for independence.
