The Ukraine has been a battlepground fran times immemorial,

Seing mostly without any natural barriers it lay open to the

inroads of numerous nomadic hordes from 48ia ang the barbsrian

invaders from Northern, Western and fouthern Lurope. First
recorded armed clash in the Ukraine took place in the year

512 B.C., vhen Darius I ordered his Phoenician shivwrights

to build for him a tremendous fleet of boats and ships in

4s soon as this formidable Toe lznded on the coasts of ny
iiotherland he zot a sursrise.

£11 these continual armed conflicts weakxened the resistance
of my people and led to the parvitioning of the Ulraine by
Russia cn one side and the 0ld sustro-Hungarian lionarchy on
the other. iy Land and its sod drenched thousands of times
with the Llood of my dauntless ancestors finally beceme divided
anong the thieves and murderers of my neople, Ly entire Kation
had been reduced to serfdom which lested until the vear 1848 in
~ustria, and the year 1861 in nussia, Thou~h liberzied from the -
bondage of serfdom, the autochthons were bereft of the countless

:
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millions of acres of their bast land, Great masses of peobnle

were reduced to poverty.

I saw sturdy young boys and men in the prime of their

manhood gettiné their wages of 60 crowns (1l2dollars) per annum-

365 days of their labour in sweat and blood. I saw men threshing

with flails the vwhole dey and getting their day's wages of
20 hellers (4cents in Canadian coin), The masses of Ukrainian
farmers owned no more than 2-15 acres of land, from wvwhich to

wrest the sustenance of their usually large families,

The great lund~wners did their utmost to instil into the
masses the idea that peasants were created to root in the soil,
that every "Ann" was destined to necome a goose-girl, and every
"Ivan", a swineherd. Hisher education was not intended for the

sons and daurhters of the autochthon.

Suci were the conditioms that compelled gireat masses of

Uxrainian peonle to sesrch for better conditions elsewhere.

The news that the Cawuadfan Governuent fgives free of charge
farms of 160 acres to every family willins to work was very

stirrinc and excitin~ to every land-hungry Ukrainian farmer.

In spite of the Tfact that the ..ustrian Government was exceedin; ly

nostile to the idea of mass emirration, hundreds of thousands of



desides the natural hunger for land there was another Tactor
encouraging a mass emigration: the howe for the young lads
of escaping the compulsory service of three years in the

Austrian Army. . Thus begpan the great exodus of my Feople.

The Ukrainian emirration started in the eishties of
thé lest century, first to South smerica, i.e., Sruzil snd
Argentine, next to the United States and the Hawiian Islands,
then, finally, in 1891 to Canada. <*he first Ukrainian immicrants
to this country viere Ivan ?&1y;iv~and Vasyl' Elenaik, who came
to .innipeg. ‘“here they found a job among the Cerman ienonites
near Greta in ianitoba., After a shors experience they discovered
that Canada was the promised land of which they hau dreened.
Consequently, Ivan Pylypiv returned to his native ville;:e in
Galicia to bring to Canada his ovm and Zlenisak's family, as
viell as many other friends and relctives willing and able to
venture across the oceesn. Iis stories avout this creat free
country, her unlimited resources, her boundless forests full
of game and wild fowi, her lakes and rivers teening with fish,
her rich soil vielding abundant crops, her Ireedom, her democratic
system of government, etec, aroused such wild enthusiasm azong
his countrymen that +he officials of the ..ustrian government
becamne alarméd, and, in order to ston this propaganda, nut
the agitator behind the iron bars for a durarion of three

months,




But Pylypiv was stubbornly determined to shuke off this yoke

of oppression ang poverty., After a long struggle he succeeded

in overcoming all obstacles. He got his passpdrt and came to

Alberta in 1893, bringing along with him the following citizens

of Nebyliv: Vasyl! Feniak, five sielnyk families, Puleshy,
Paish, Chychaks, Podrutski, and a Tew otners., They settled in
the area svrrounding the Limestons Lake, P.0. Edna, north of
vhat is now Lamont, in Alverta, Vasyl' Eleniak is almost

a centenerian now. A few years aco he was invited to Cttawa
to receive from the hands of the ?rimehtinister of Canada the .
Certificate of Canadian Citizepship No. 2, - No, 1 being

resexrved for the Chief himself,

In 1895, a Ukrainian gentlemen, Frofessor Dr. Osyp Oleskiv,
visited Canada, During his visit the first settlement Nebyliv-
Edna was formed., Soon afterwards he returned to Lurope and
published a booklet with illustretions portraying Canzda's
riches and resources,

the gates of this Country were flung wide Oopen to the peoples

swprising nrosress, They also wrote letiers to their relatives

and friends at hone (in Ukraine) encouraging them to come hither,

Notwithstandins all their weaknesses, drawbucks, illiteracy, these

pioneers cherished « nrofound respect for educated and.cultured

individuals in their neizhborhood, They were craving for
education for ticir owm children, and this they were deter..ined
to pive them,.after they had overcome many difficulties in
their strugéle for the accuisition of the material necessities

of life.




The first homes were frequently so infinitely humble that it

vas heartbreaxing to behold them. 3ut little by little they

improved., I came to ..lber:s in lay, 1926, Zven at that

time I found a szreat number of iiserable looking mud-plastered

loz cebins. 3ut now in their ctead thers are thousands of

luxurious homes, fit to stand vroudly in the richest residential

sections of any modern Cenuiirn city.



FInNST TEACHERS OF UKRAINIAG OnIGIN

IN ALBERTA

The very first Teachers ever to teach in this “Tovince
were: (l)‘Gregofy ilovek, who later becéme a rhysician; he
taught at Sich School far two years, with cxcellent results.
(2) T. Starodvoriv, who did not teach very long; one day he
went fishing at Beaver Lake, caught cold, contracted pleurisy

and died.

In the years, 1911 - 1912, Lr. Fetro _vurych was able
fo in-ort to .lberta sane Tkrainian iteachers vho had alrezdy
had some training in Znglish -in Zrandon and Aegina., They were:
Rudko, 3.S8.lykytiuk, Kuriets, iiariko, ‘illiam Chumer, .., wozlovskyi,
Julian Sytnyk, I. Bozhyk, il. Goshko, Johurn Genyk and & few others.
Their number increased every year until it reached a very high
percentage when conpared with the number of tezciers descending

from other etnnic groups living in -dberta.

These teachers have not only tausht schools, Frequently
they were the only leaders the Ukrainian pioneers had here.
They helped to build churches, both Greci-.:tholic and Greek-
Orthodox, They collected funds for the Ul=rinian National rress
in Canada. They orgsanized and helped to rui u» Ukrainian
Community Halls which have alweys been the im-ortant factors in

social life of all Ukrainian communities. ~hey prevared concerts,




festivals, plays, debates, leétures, sports, which never

failed t o attract great crowds of people. .These teachers
organized Reading Clubs, Agriculture Clubs, Gréin Clubs,

Swine Clubs ste, They organized}Parents-Teuchers Associations,
They wrote articles to the Ukrainian and the Znslish Tress,
diécussing different important problems of the day. They
combatted Communism, One group of them travelled from oné
community to the other delivering lectures almost every second
day. Those lectures rust have been a great success. Even the
Communists must have respected the speakers' opinions though
the speaches were always Qirected against the Iluscovite heinous
propaganda, In one rlace, for instance, the communist asgitators
brought with them a double crate of ecgs to bombard the speakers.
After the lectures had been delivered, .there was a dead silence
in the hall. TFinally an old communist rose and said, "Comrades !
though the speakers snoke against us and our convictions, we
nust aduit that they are idealists and very sincere and honest
in their propositions." L4 dead silence sreveiled. “obody lert
the hgll in s;ite of the late hour (3 o'clock in the morning).
Nobody dared to molest the speakers in any way. In another
vlace a cammunist hireling brought swith him eicghteen young

men to harass-ahd hackle the sneaker, while he was adaressing

a great crowd, OSomeone fram the audience called the ~olice, wvho
wrote dovn the names of the 3olsheviks znd threw thenm out of the

hall,




Two or three weeks later they all were sumaoned Lo appear
before a rolice magistrate and paid a fine. The anticommunist
Speaker defied their defense counsel, a sly old iox and a X.C.

Someone rwust have written sbout this incident to Ottawa - since

the speaker received a personal letter of thanks and congratulations,

from the Prime .linister of Canada.

In another hall (kyrnam) the Speaxer s»noke ‘our hours and
fifty-eicht minutes, without a vause adaressing & mixed crowd,
Catholics and Coimunists, There was no interruntion. <There
was no recess. blobody left the hall. "The Zdmonton Journal had

a short memento about this in its editorial.

Those were hard times (1929-1939). Y“here was no em:loyment .
The farmers sold their wheat at elsven cents a buchel . (when it
was slightly tough), and vhen they shipped their cattle to &
nacking plant, they were sometimes asked to deiray a part of the
transportation costs which were higher than the vrice the packers
afford to pay for their livestock, Those were ideal times for
the Comnunist acents., ‘heir nropacanda had to be met with a

desperate counter rroparanda. The teachers did it,

Some of the teachers performed almost miracles in the
school distriéts vhiere they taucht. For instance out of the 3.D.
ol Sokal, where L, Prokoniuk taught school for six vears, we find
a list of forty teachers, amone them men lilke Villiem Lobay,

Supervisor of rield Crops, iLepartment of sgriculture, an

citizens of foreign birth who propagate and who follow the
radical teachings intended Tor the destruction of our
democratic system of goverm.:nt.m

The first Ukrainian Zchool Trustees' Conyéntion was held
in Vegreville, on the 1l5th. of February, 1912, Ninety-five
trustees reﬁresenting fifty-two school districts took pzit in
the discussions.

John Boyle was appointed as :iinister of Zducation in
1913. *e had to go back to his electoral district of Sturgeon

River for the apvnroval of his appointment, i.e. for his

reelection. Joyle had a very stronz opronent in the Conservative

candidate (Taylor). Ilany of the electars were of Ulrezinian origin.

To win the elections one had to know how o appeal to the
people of his constituency. So John 3oyle appealed to Fetro
Zvarych for support promising him $1000.00 for two weeks of
campaigning., 3ut Zvarych was selling C.F.x. lands at‘that

time earning as much as $1000.00 commission a week. .leing

a very practical man, Zvarych promised to go into the Field on
condition-- (1) that Boyle, if electec as . inister of Zducation.
would open a Training School in Vegreville, where some of the
Ukrainian boys with high-school education from EurOpg could
learn ZInglish and in 2-3 years would becone teachers.

(2) that the Ib:grtment of IZdéucation would aproint a Ukrainian
School Orgrenizer, (3) that the Department would hire s

competent person to translate the fichool Crdinance into Ukrainian
(4) that the above promides be given in writing, John Boyls
gave & written promice, Zvarich went to work for him in his

ovn brend new Ford cer (the first to be sold in Ve:rsville

for ,1250,00). ‘iithout being charged a cent for canpaigning,

John Boyle was elected,
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Four months later the " English School for roreigners "
was opened up, Stickle was ité first principal and TFord
was his assistant, P. Zvarych and J. Kret got the job of
translating the School Ordinance. 3ut only the :lberta residents
were permitted té apply for admission to this School. The
advertisement appeared in the " Ukrainian Voice " that any high—
school boys, especially those with a high-school matriculation,
might come to &lberta where a satisfactory ~rospect would
be guaranteed to them. <“here were tuenty-orc applicants.
By signing a 4150.00 note for 10 months of studies, the
students got their board, rcom and tuition. <‘ere are their
nemes: P, Delavrak, John Hrynqhyshyn, H. Voitsenko, Illia
Shklianka, Klymok, im, Hutsalf wm.

As regards the " English School for Jorgirners" in
Vegreville, ¥r, Zalizniak writes as follows: * “his School
was built by the Zrovincial Liberal Govern:ent for the Newcomers
and was called the " Znglish School for rereirners" ( an ugly nane)
On the ccmrletion of the prescribed cour:ses, the students
could receive only a " Third Class Lon-Froressional certificate"
That Certificate was only'a fe:mit and nothing else. ‘+that

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UKRAINIAN THSTITUMES OR BUMSAS

The " English School for oreigners" was closed in 1917
because of the ‘‘ar and lack of students with a satisfactory
educational background, i.orecver by that time the Ukrainians
beéan to organize their own cdrcational centres called 3ursas
or Institutes, such as the well imovm :iikhailo Hryshevskyi
Institute in Edmonton, These sursas were primarily intended
to accomnodate those suudznts o wanted to vecoime school
teachers and, therefore, had to attend one of the -rovincial
KNormal Schools. 7This Institute was renamed St, John's Institute
and moved to 82nd. &ve., in Edmonton. The establishment of
these Sursas aroused so much enthusiasm among the Ukrainians
in Alberta that some individuzls donated several hundred dollars:
Mr. Zvarych gave eight hundred and {ifty two dollars at one time@
not counting his smaller contributions to the cause ol education.
Thousands of Ukrainian boys wnd rirls, teenagers cnd olcder
students, have Lsen directly or indirectly conneqted with these
institutions owing them much ior their education. They have
served the Ukrainian Communit:- very faithfully for a solid

generation and continue to co so,

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ThE P=CSBYTERIAN SCHOOL IN VEGIEVILLE

This school was esteblished with the purpoée of
"converting" the Ukrainian Greek-Catholics and Greek-Orthodox
veople to Christianity. ihen in 1907 the infamous Sarfymsihchyna
(Zussian Urthodox Church) was disbanded, some of its =mriests
joined the Fresbyterian Church and started the " Lteformation"
among the Ukrainian settlers of the Irovince. I have no doubt
that the " Reformers" were sincere and honest in their intentions.
Soon after a dormitory for boys was ready , the " keformers" gqt
a very cecent gentleman by name Broadfoot,vfor their principal.
Some of the studenmts were: Abdrew Zvaerych, i, Chernaivskyi,
K, sharuk, P. Odynskyi, _i. Soldan, I. »its, K. Lakusta,
St. Mykyforuk, etc. The school's principal, Sroadfoot, instructed
in Tnglish and Zvarych in Ukrainian., The Fresbyterian nission
naid .,19.00 for each student for board and room. The same school
was open every evening ror the boys and girls residing in town
and unzovle to asttend their classes during the day. Some years
later the rresbyterian mission erected two very coﬁfortable
dormitories, orie for boys and one {for the girls, and then
gave them voard and all other accommodations entirely iree of
charge, or in some cases for a very insignificant fee. <Some such
students as ?he present physciian r, coan Verxhomyn and his sister

ilary ( the first Ulkrainian nurse in ..lberta), stzyed at the

dormitories as long as six to eight years,
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Besides getting their instructions at the Joys' and the Girls'
Homes, the students attended the Fublic Schools and High Schools

of the town of Vegreville.

In 192/ these liouses were enlarged and the work was continued,
About sixty voys and girls received thei; instructions which were
given to them in a t1ue Christian spirit. The iiission exyected
that at least saae of these studénts wogld saireday become Ministers
or ..issionaries among the Kew Canadians. Thus the Home ilission
Society of the'Eresbyterian Church spent ior this entexprise alone
about :5200,000.00. From this money the two Houses and the local
Hospital were kept up, the f¥ive ministers, - ilessrs Glowa,
Zalizniak,.Perih, Danylchuk, and Bay,- were naid, and the teachers
were hired, At least one hundred boys and girls bendfited from
what they learned in these schools. Thanks to the establishment
and maintenance of these houses they got an education which

otherwise they would have never received.

Viar, the mission's funds were exhausted by the year 1934.
The buildings which originally had cbst the lission a sum of

#45,000.00 were sold as follows:

This sale included also the two blocks of land on which the

The very first Ukrainian Catholic Church was built in 1898

by thr LReverend Father Nestor Dmytriv, not very far from the

First School,

rrobably the second Ukrainiah Greek-Catholic Friest ever
to enter the Irovince of Alberta was the Reverend Fatner
J. Zaklynskyi. He came fram U.3.4. to his people in the vicinity
of “egreville. In the company of Mr. Zvarych he covered an erea
of 600 square miles alréady setiled by the Ukrainian newcomers
of that time (1901). In about 9 more years the Ukrainians of
kundare had their own Greek-Catholic Church, Lionastery and then
their Grotto. Uhe history of their Tirst Church in iLlundare has
two famous names recorded ir its annais. The first is that of
the Canadian Prime llinister Sir Jilfred Laurier, who laid the
Church's cornerstone, and the name of the lietropolitan srchbishop
Count Dr, Andrew Sheptytskyi, who consecrzited the Church,
The Church hes now a beautiful monastsly, many moniks and nuns,

and also a hocrital necarby,

The first Ukrainisn Comaunity Centre and reading Hall was
built in 1909 in iyrnam, and just a few months later another
sinilar Hall was built in Vegreville. “he Tirst was organized
by two centleren, lessrs . Ielayk and Jillian :-onaniuic, and

On the 2nd of December 1940, the world press published
even more sensational and exciting news. A Ukrainian youth
from Vilna, Albertz, Pavlo Pavlovskyl, was crowned at the Chi-
cago exhibition as the world champion of ocoats. This same lad
received In the year 1941 the highest distinction of grand
championship for his six-row barley.

All this indicates how much the Ukrainiesn Ethnic Group
is contributing to the oculture and fame of Canadas

A Ukralnian district agriculturist, Mr. Williem Pid-
ruchnyi has been a "spiritual father" of most of the Alberta
grain champlons. Another agriculturist, Fred Magera, is sec-
ond in this respect. ZEach of these two agriculturists had
five pupils who got prizes at the iworld Exhibition in Chicago.

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TEACHERS' LOT

Teachers' Profession is one of the noblest and the
ugliest jobs in.the world. This point is not debatable at
all. Therp is proof of this in the fact that, according to
Doctor La Zerte, former dezn of the Faculty of Educationm,
in a single decade, which passed a few years ago, out of a
nunber of 60,000 qualified teachers in Canada 49,500 leit

their profession,

It ‘is generally agreed that the educational progress depends

upon four factors: the supply of schools and classrooms, the
supply of teachers, the ability of the local districts or the
divisional boards, as the case might be, as vwell as the
provincial departments of education to pay for good schools,
The temper of the people how much money should be spent on

education should &lso be considered,

In ilberia, according to the records of the Department
of Education, %here are now, in the year 1953, 173000 pupils
in 6,800 classrooms, Alberta's population is increasing
30,000. The Ukrainian population constitutes roughly one
tenth of thq ent ire population of the Irovince. So there
must be from 17,000 - 18,000 school children of Ukrainien
origin in this Frovince, enourh to £ill up about 700

classroans,
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As Tar back as 1938 the. Alberta Teachers' Association
warned the public about the sﬁbrtage of teachers., However no
action was taken until 194/ when the standards for entrance to
the Faculty were lowered, and a short course in teacher
training was stérted. Later, isdlation bonuses, bursaries,
and a planned recruitment program were used to attract more
high school graduates into teaching, The shortage has continued,
and it is now obvious that the underlying causes are low
salaries, inadeguate pensions, lack of security, unsatisfactory
living, unsatisfactory working conditions., It is also obvious

that the teaching must compete with business and industry for

higit school graduates.,

The attitude towards schools and teachers_is outdated,
oldfashioned and stupid. “hy should a teacher, who Irequently
has from 1 - 4 university diplamas, teach for less than a
corrmon lavorer, wio in many cases, has no more thcn Grade 3 - 6 ?
That is one of the reasons that teachers are runnings away from
their jobs, T“his is a great crime, especially in Alberta
vhich is fabulously wealthy. It has agriculture, oil, ninerals,
gas, coal, lumber, and manufacturingz. srecially oil and rus

indqustries have reached phenomenal develo ents.
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The big question in education in Alberta today is the
attitude of people towards ecucation. DBusiness and industry
are strong supporters of educatiaon. BSoth need more well-

trained employees. Organized labor also supports educaﬁion.

However the ma jority of small business men and farmers
often put dollars ehead of schoois. They worry about taxes
especially school taxes, since the school house stanas
in their midst and always reminds them that they haven't paid
their taxes yet. As a result, schools in small towns and
in the rural areas of alberta, vhich are run by business men

and farmers, are suffering mare than the schools in the

cities, where the school trustees are peorle in industry, labour

and the professions, as well as in business,

If farmers h:ve a thought for the future, they should
realize that there are good reasons that rural distriects
should have the best schools, MNost farmers want their children
to be farmers, and do not apnrove of their young children
moving to the citics., However the cities have slways depended
on farms for their (urban) erowth, and there has been a steady
miération of the surplus population on farms to the cities,
for years. There is no other place for these youngz neovle to
go. ‘loday, because of the large families on farms and the
increasing size of farms, there is no future in an a rearian

economy for all the sons and the daughters of all the famers.




The owner of a small business fuces the same problem
as thz farmer, Only one son can be expected to succeed
his father in the family business. The others must seek

employment elsevhere, generally in the cities.

Ever& farmer and business man should realize that the
better the schools are, the bettér will be the opportunities for
young peopnle who have to leave the farms and the small towns
for the cities, where they will be forced to compete with
graduates of city schools. Other things being equal, such as
health and perseverance, the success pf the young peownls,
who have left the farms and hamlets or small towns for the

cities, will be determined to a lsrge extent by their education.

“hen the peonle of slberta realize the relationship
between a good educetion for their children and their futures,
schools will have good buildings, good attractive teacherages,

good equipment and a well-trained stuaff of efiicient teachers.,

Salaries, like those some districts used to pay ( in two
cases in Canada the monthly salary did not exceed 320.00),and
many teacnerages, called "residences" and locking worse than

sane of the poorest pigsties in the district, cannot attract

and keep a hisgh school graduate who has some selfrespect. Teachers

therefore, run away much faster from their profession, than all

the lormal Schools znd Facultiss of Zducation can produce them.
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Conclusionse.

In my thesis I have shown that the history of
Ukraine is the cause of my people's emigration.
The first Ukrainian settlers arrived in Alberta

in 1893 in a district of Edna or Star, as it is called

now, just a couple of miles north of Lamont. Other iirai-
sraznts settled around Chipméh, liundare, ¥Vegreville,

Smoky Lake, Two-Hills, etc. Later they spread on béth
sides and lengtawise the banks of North Saskatchewan River
from Edmonton towards the boundaries of the Province of
Saskatchevian.

Their first aim was to build sone kxind of shelterfor
their femilies and to prepare enough land for cultivation
that would enable them to feed tiieir cerendents.

As soon as this had been done, they immediately
started biilding.churches and organizing school districts;
the first of these arising in the first Ukrainian settle-
ment of Edna (Star).

The first Ukrainian teachers viere Gregory Hovak and

vhen @rjtgéérych had imported to Vegreville some educated
young Ukrainians from Brandon and Regina.

As the years wvent on, there were more schools and

more teschers of Ukrainisn origin. These Teachers

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‘besides teaching school, took part in all phases of social
1ife of their compatriets. +they prepared concerts, gave
lectures, took part and conducted plays, organized sports,
helped to build churches and community halls, and combatted
commurnisme

The first Ukrainian School Trustees'! Convention was
held in Vegrevillern the 15th of February 191z with ninety-
five trustees present.

The first Ukreinian Teachers' Convention was held in
Edmonton in 1915 with seventeen teachers present.

In 1922 there were about 40 Ukrainian leachers in

~Albertae.

The "English School for Foreigners" was organized in
Vegreville to prepare Some ijew Canadians of Ukrainian
descent to teach in the province.

The Presbyterian Home lMission School in Vegreville

"was organized by the wiission to "convert" the Usrainian
boys and girls tgtphristianitif But it did no harm to any-
body. In fact it helped many boys and girls to get
some education which otherwise they would never have had.

The Ukrainian li.H. Institute in Edmonton produced in
the course of its first 25 years of existence (up to 19%3)
76 university graduates (doctorg, lawyers and egriculturists)
120 school teachers, 79 stenographers, 64 businessmen, 200

different occupations viici cives us a number of 718 talten
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a2ll together. Since 1943 that number has been almost
doubled. B

In the year 1917 - 1922, and 1925 -(iQB?,the Ukrainian
Taras Shecvchenko Institube of Edmonton prod&ggd about three
hundred students. But, unfortunately, this Institute did
not last very long.

The Ukreinians in Alberta have to-day five school
superintendents, about eight hundred and fifty school
teachers, about three hundred and fifty university students,
several university professors, twelve lawyers, five of them
yueen's Councilors, eleven dentists, sixteen pharmacists,
twenty-five doctors, five chiropractors, five veterinarians
fifteen agriculturists, five civil engineers, forty-four
Ukrainian Catholic priets, four Russian-Greek-Orthodox
priests, Fwo United Church ministers, fifty Ukrainian
implement dealers, three hundred fifteen storekeepers,
sixty-five hotel owners, twenty-eight insurance agents,
ten credit unions, twenty cooperatives, many machine shops,
garages, shoemaker shops, -vlacksnith shops etc.

I could add some two hundred stenographers, many
clerks, orfice workers, postmasters, telephone onerators,
telegranihers, forest rangers, roadmaster's assistants,
treinmen, etc..

In the last waXl the nuuber of Ukrainien boys enlisted
in the Ceanadian forces was 11% while the Ukrainian sthnic

Group consisted at that tirie of only 6% of the entire
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Canadian population. The same ratio and proportion applies
to alberta as well. '[he same may be said gbout the Ukrain-
ian boys from Alberta. Some of them served with distinction
and_23§2~ranks overseas in the Army, Navy and Air Force. %bty;;
Lliany lost their lives. Forty-four Ukrainian neues egppear
on the IHonor kKoll of the University of Alberta.

Noﬁ only in the realm of education, art and music
did some of the young Ukrainians win distinction, scholar-
ships, prizes, gold medals etc., but many of them have
wonderfully cxcelled in the field of agriculture.

Three Ukrainian farmcrs, John kelynka of Vegreville, .
John Porozhnyi of ¥illingdon and John Skrypitskyi have been
acknovledged-as master farmers and awvarded with plagues and
1000 dollars each by the Departaent of asgriculture.

As to wneat, ocats and barley kings at the World Fair
in Chicago, Skladan Brothers, John Iliuk and Pavlovskyi
Brotners head the list. liany other Ukrainian farmcrs ob-
tained secondary prizes at the iiorld Fair in Chicago in
1939 and 1940. There were eleven winners altogether. In
1942 there were three VWorld Chanpions, all Ukreininas from
zlberta, one for wheat, one for oats, one for barley. Out
of secondary prizes, Ukreinians won 10 prizes for waeat,

3 for berley, end 11 out of 16 for oats.

Thus I have shown that my people in Alberta have made

a tremendous progress of which any ethnic group in the

world would be proud.
