BARVINOK DANCING SCHOOL

This School was organized in 1968. The objective of the School,
is like any other, to teach Ukrainian dancing in a friendly and
happy atmosphere.

The School has experienced a steady growth in enrollment and
this year the number of students enrolled is 107. These students
are divided into four groups: the Beginners, the Advanced Beginners,
the Intermediates and the Seniors. Their ages are from 6 to 14 years
of age. The lessons are held once a week in the parish hall.

Occasionally, some groups have an opportunity to participate in
special events such as Artfest, the annual Yarmarok, parish functions
(for example - coffee socials, Easter Dinner, etc.). There is always
an annual concert where the entire School participates.

The School is open, not only to the parish children but also, to
every child in the community which would like to learn Ukrainian

dancing and, thus, experience a bit of our culture.

ST.MARY'S MENS CLUB OF ST.MARY'S DORMITION UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH
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The chief objectives of the Men's Club are to promote social unity
among its members and to inaugurate and take part in non-political
activities for the benefit of the parish and its affiliated
organizations and the community. Membership is open to any male
member in good standing with St Mary's Church who is at least 19
years of age. Associate membership is available to any male who
is a member of another Ukrainian Catholic parish.

In the past few years the Club has participated in carolling,
various construction, gardening and maintenance projects, and
preparation of the parish Fritterfest float; it has contributed to
the organizational work of Yarmarok and to the operation of several
Yarmarok activities such as the beer garden and security. The Club,
along with all parish organizations, sends a representative to

the Parish Council. Malanka is directly managed by the Club with
the proceeds from this function and any other fund raising activity
being turned over to the parish or used to support other Club
undertakings such as Monte Carlo Nights, lenten lectures, golf
tournaments, sleigh rides, ski weekends and the annual Club dinner
which includes wives and girlfriends. The scope of our activities
is limited only by the membership's initiative. The monthly
meetings are rather informal and typically end in a social hour.

While the Club has enjoyed a small increase in its active

membership this past year, reversing a trend that saw its activities
carried out by a small number of individuals, we are eager to
increase our membership and, thus, the variety and depth of our
involvement in the parish.

UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC BROTHERHOOD

Founded in 1979, the Ukrainian Catholic Brotherhood
is comprised of adult male parishioners, who dedicate
their efforts toward the spiritual, cultural and social
development of their membership and all parishioners in
general.

Among the organization's more notable projects are
the continued financial support of Ukrainian seminarians
in Brazil, and the maintenance of parish grounds. In-
come is generated by dances and other events, which are

BARVINOK DANCE TROUPE

The Barvinok Dance Troupe is Mississauga's first of-
ficial Ukrainian dance organization. Founded in 1979, it
is a self-sustaining, non-political, non-profit cultural
body. The troupe provides the church community with an
opportunity not only to participate in and learn the Uk-
rainian dance art form, but also to preserve and develop
our culture. To achieve this goal, emphasis is placed up-
on the skill and techniques necessary to evolve Ukrainian
dance into a viable art form. Physical fitness through
dance is complemented by the many social activities in
which members participate.

Past performances have included: The Canadian National
Exhibition, Caravan, CHIN Picnic, The Canadian Opera Com-
pany, and American Tour and others. Membership is open to
anyone from 16-35 years of age. Experience is an asset but
not a pre-requisite, although many members are graduates of

the Barvinok Folk-Dance School. Rehearsals are held weekly.

As of the final week of September, a new organization formally
came into existence at St. Mary's under the official title,
"Friends of St. Mary's". The name, according to its members,
most appropriately represents the meaning and aspirations of this
association. The primary raison d'etre, which became apparent
subsequent to our initial gathering, is to meet fellow young
adult parishioners, thus opening the possibility to new
friendships with the underlying goal being to contribute to the
development of a more cohesive parish community. Not only, is it
to be a social vehicle, but by natural extension, the
organization of this segment of the parish membership will
channel both talent and energy towards the growth of our church.

WHO ARE WE?

We number approximately 25 members, the majority of whom find
themselves in the 20 or 30 year range. Some have recently joined
the parish having moved to Mississauga, or neighbouring
communities while others have grown up in the parish. This
constitutes the present social make up but in fact, there exists
no particular age prerequisite, nor should it be misconstrued as
simply for married couples. In broad terms, we are an adult
community.

WHAT DO WE DO?

In past months we have organized a full range of social
activities from bowling, baseball, dancing and dinner parties to
informal get-togethers at members' homes. This has resulted in a
very congenial, relaxed atmosphere and the growth of new
friendships. We meet regularly to discuss our social calendar
and to determine how and when "Friends" can organize or assist in
church functions. Most recently, we committed ourselves to
Yarmorok and hope to contribute to its success. There appears,
as well, to be a serious interest in Christmas carolling as a
church sponsored group. Thus, in a relatively short time we have
been successful in establishing a solid core of parishioners who
are committed to pursuing its stated aims. We feel very positive
about our future and extend a warm invitation to join and help
us, along with various other church organizations, to build a
parish community in which we can all feel comfortable and take a
deep sense of pride.



BINGDO

The conducting of Bingo games by our parish be-
gan in 1964 at the Club Kingsway in Toronto. The fre-
quency of operation is every third week-end (Friday and
Saturday) .

Sunday evening Bingo came to St. Mary's Parish
Hall in December 1976. Dedicated parishioners from age
16 upward work once a month because of the existence of
four rotational staffs.

Besides enjoying the company of fellow-parishioners
and friends while at Bingo, such volunteers have been in-
strumental in generating more than $100,000.00 annually
for the church, thereby greatly diminishing appeals for
church support from the pulpit.

Volunteers are always needed.
