UKRAINE

By Fatver Grecory, O.5.B. M.

The history of Ukrainian people
is approximately fifteen hundred
years old.

There is a wealth of relics found
in caves, or buried underground,
to suggest some idea as to the
existence of human life in the
Ukraine. These include articles
of handiwork, tools, dishes, re-
mains of human sheliers and other
remnants. Main features of the
life of this era can be gained from
ancient Ukrainian customs and
descripticns found in early writ-
ings.

The first sign of man was found
when excaving clay for making
brick. This is the Cyril Street site
in Kiew, occupying an acre of
two to ihree acres. Some forty to
seventy feet below the surface
were found a large number of
bones of mamoths, including over
a hundred tusks. In higherlevels,
bones of other animals, now extin-
ct in Ukraine: such as the lion,
hyena and the cave bear were
unearthed. Among these were
found charcoal and flint tools
fashioned by man in that time.

On Desna River near the vil-
lage of Misyn in the province of
Chernihiv a whole settlement was
discovered, which lay buried be-
neath two layers ofclay in a stra-
tum of stones deposited by glac-

iers.

In the 7th. century B. C. the
Greek colonists, fleeing from
strife and warfare, seltled in Uk-
raine along the coast of the Black
Sea. Here they introduced their
own ways of life. When Greeks
were subjected toRome, Roman
influence penetrated to Ukraine
through the Greek cities, In the
4th. century the Greek colonial
settlements on the Black Sea coast
fell before the onslaughts of the
warlike tribes which poured a-
cross the Steppes.

Ukrainian Ancestry

In the third century B. C. the
Slavs or Vendae inhabited the
country surrouned by the Baltic
Sea on the north, the Vistula on
the west, the Dnieper and Dnies-
ter on the south and northern
Dnieper on the east. Later they
began to migrate southward.
About the 7th. century we distin-
guish several tribes namely: Pol-
ians, Drevlians, Volhynians, Du-
liebs, Tivertsains, Ulitches, and
Siverians. By the gradval amal-
gamation of these Slavic tribes,
the Ukrainian nation was formed.
These people called themselves
Rusj from a Scandanavian term-
Ruotse, applied to the Slavs of
Kiew.

The ill-behaved man
may have all the solid virtues imaginable, but if his manners are un-
sympathetic, we shall much prefer dealing with those who are more
pleasant, and you may, for that matter, be no less worthy and capable.
It is reasonable to assume that good manners imply good sense and
many other desirable attributes. For the person of good manners will
be one who has intelligence to realizs their importance and judgment
to cultivate them. Gocd manners imply also usellishness, discernment,
self-control, power of observation, quickness of thought, readiness
of action and many other good useful qualities.

Cne who has these qualities of praseverance, honesty, co-op-
eration, tact, good manners, initiative and self reliance can hardly
{ail to be loyal to his friends, to the people he serves and to his daily
duty. All these qualities seem a bit indefinite, but they are, never-
theless, the most real and lasting elements which will Vspell’” success.

In conclusion I wish to quote Thackeray, who once asked this
question, 'What is it to be a gentleman?’’ and answered it thus: “'It
is to be honest, to be gentle, to be generous, to be brave, to be wise,
and possessing these qualities, to exercise them in the most gracetful
outward manner”’.

So let us mend our ways lest they mar our fortunes.
