Ukrainian embroidery has its beginnings in very early
times, possibly even before the Christian era.

Because unstable materials were used, earliest
embroideries were not able to survive; although we may
find some from the 17th and 18th centuries. Nowadays
the embroidery is still very much in use, not only in
Ukraine but in most countries around the world. Over
the centuries the embroidery did not lose its character. It
developed and grew together with the people and their
needs.

The ancient embroidery was based on home woven
fabrics. Floss was colored using vegetable or natural
homemade dyes. These dyes produced the clearness and
brilliancy of the colors which we still find in the
embroideries up to the present day.

Now due to advanced techniques, we are able to use
standard materials and count on the colors to always be
true and alike.

Ukrainian embroideries are of two basic kinds:
counted and uncounted.

1. Counted is executed on evenly woven fabric,
linen or cotton — Hardanger, counting the thread of the
weave. Stitches that are used include: cross stitch,
nabyruvanya, nyz, zmorschuvanya, flat stitch, cut out
work, towel stitch, yavoriw stitch and others.

Embroidery floss to be used is D.M.C. The numbers
marked on the skeins always correspond to the exact
color. There are different kinds of D.M.C: Rayonne a
broder, Coton perlé and Mouliné, which is six strand,
and should be divided according to the weight of the
fabric. The colors to be used should be clean, strong and
natural.

If the fabric is too tight or hard to count thread, one
string canvas is used and drawn out when the embroidery
is finished.

2. Uncounted embroidery is executed on silk or any
kind of fine fabric using silk embroidery floss, Soie de
Perse, in any pastel colors. Stitches that are used are
mainly satin stitch and couching stitch.

Ukrainian embroideries have many uses: home
decor, dresses, church decorations. They are divided by
regions, towns or villages, depending on the stitches or
colors used.

Further information is given in conjunction with the
corresponding plates.

Imported fabrics such as brocades and other woven
materials, which were often used in the early churches,
had a big influence on the special kind of embroidery
used as decoration in churches in the future and also in
homes. This gave a new style of embroidery that is high-
ly artistic and most valuable. Floral design prevails. The
pattern is lightly indicated in pencil on silk or any light
fabric. The outline is embroidered in stem, chain or back
stitch, then filled out with satin or couching stitch. It is
executed in silk floss of pastel colors or metallic gold or
silver. Metal thread usually is attached with another
thread. Pattern 1 — Podilya. Pattern 2 — Sumy. Pattern
3 — Lviv. Pattern 6 — Kiev.

The embroideries of Horodenka are renowned for their
unusual execution. These are the patterns 1, 2, 3 and 4.
The outline is worked in black in cross stitch and double
running stitch, then'filled out in bright colors in a special
stitch. Often silk floss is used.

Patterns 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 are from Yavoriv,
which, too, have a completely different way of
embroidering. Most are worked in rows, using bright
colors in many different stitches. They are known as
Yavoriv embroidery.
