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Chapter 1

THE SITCH MOVEMENT IN UKRAINE AND
IN AMERICA - AN OVERVIEW

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

The Sitch society originated as a network of athletic and fire-
fighting organizations that were active in Western Ukraine from 1900
to 1930. Founded in 1900 in Galicia, the Sitch movement soon ex-
panded into the neighboring regions of Bukovyna and Transcarpathia,
all of which were at the time parts of the Austro-Hungarian empire.
Organized into local and county societies and headed by a central ex-
ecutive body, the Sitch organization by 1913 comprised over 900
branches and about 80,000 members in Western Ukraine. Soon there-
after, the Sitch movement was exported to Ukrainian communities in
Western Europe and North America.

The organization derived its name from the Ukrainian Kozak
(Cossack) fortress “Zaporozhian Sitch”, venerated in Ukrainian his-
tory as the military and political center in the struggle for Ukrainian
freedom and independence between the middle 16th century and 1775,
when the last Sitch fortress was destroyed by Russia. Drawing upon
the Kozak traditions, the Sitch executive body adopted the titles of
Kozak officers. Sitch members were expected to wear either Ukrainian
folk costumes, or specified military-style uniforms with crimson (maly-
novyi) sashes over their shoulders, inscribed with the name “Sitch” and
the member’s branch, a hat with a red feather and a star-shaped badge.
Each member also carried a small Hutsul ax (topir). In addition to
their statutory goals of athletic and fire-fighting activity, Sitch branches

were to promote national consciousness and to raise the educational-
cultural level of their membership.

In 1913, a military branch of the society was formed, called the
“Ukrainian Sitch Riflemen”, which later evoived into a Legion within
the Austro-Hungarian army, and eventually became the nucleus of the
Ukrainian army.

The Sitch movement first arrived in the U. 8. when a gymnas-
tics and rifle society called the “First Branch of the Ukrainian Sitch
Riflemen” was formed in New York on July 27, 1915, Lacking a place
of their own, the Sitch members initially reached an agreement with
the Czech “Sokol” society to exercise in their hall. The New York ac-
tivists soon organized 4 more Sitch branches in the area, with the
Ukrainian newspaper “Svoboda” helping in the promulgation of the
Sitch idea. On November 11, 1916, the first Sitch congress convened in
New York. It established the central “Sitch Organization of Ukrainians
in the U. §. A.” under the leadership of Peter Zadorecky, adopted its
by-laws, chose the colors of blue-and-yellow for its official flag (the
traditional crimson flag to be retained by the individual branches), the
Galician lion (later, the trident) as its emblem, and a seal containing its
name with the emblem in the middle. Also, the first congress specified
the type of uniforms that members must wear for parades and for
gymnastics. Initially there were difficulties in obtaining a charter. The
first application was rejected by Albany on the grounds that the name
Sitch was not explained satisfactorily. The second application was also
turned down because in its historical context Sitch appeared to be a
military formation. Eventually, Sitch was chartered in the state of New
York under the name “Ukrainian Gymnastics of the United States of
America, Inc.”.

On July 15, 1917, the New York branch staged the first Sitch
festival, which included a parade with a marching band and a program
of physical exercises performed by members of the Sitch branch from
Elizabeth, N. J. as well as guests from the Croatian “Sokol”. On July
13, 1918, the first issue of the society’s magazine “Sitchovi Visti” (1918-
1924) was published. At that time, there existed in the U. S. a total of
14 Sitch branches, including in such towns as Brooklyn, N. Y., Cohoes,
N. Y., Bayonne, N. J., Bridgeport, CT, New Britain, CT, Holyoke,
Mass., Allentown, PA and Philadelphia, PA. Subsequently, Sitch
branches were organized in the Midwestern and Western states as well,
and by 1920 the central Sitch organization could boast of 60 branches
with nearly 3,000 members.
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In addition to physical exercise and gymnastics, Sitch members
in the U. 8. participated in a variety of sports and underwent paramili-
tary training. The society also founded a commercial enterprise called
the “Sitch Bazaar”, with a publishing house and a bookstore. Signifi-
cantly, it published manuals on physical education.

AT ATTEMPT BY “SITCH” IN THE U. S. TO ORGANIZE
A UKRAINIAN LEGION

1918 was the year in which Ukraine declared independence
and immediately faced the onslaught of hostile invaders on two fronts
— the Red and White Russian armies from the east and the Polish army
from the west. Given these circumstances, the Sitch societies in the U.
S., considering their paramilitary component, decided to organize a
“Ukrainian Legion”, that would go over to Ukraine to help in her
armed struggle for freedom. This project proposed by the Sitch leader-
ship received a favorable response from the War Department in
Washington and a preliminary plan was drawn up to organize such a
“Ukrainian Legion” along the same lines as the Polish-American divi-
sion commanded by general Haller. (Eventually, this divison grew into
a Polish-American army considering of 8 divisions. Ostensibly organ-
ized to fight against Communist Russia, it was actually deployed, under
the command of French officers, against the Ukrainian Galician Army
and became the decisive factor in the Polish victory over Western
Ukraine).

The proposed Ukrainian Legion was to have been outfitted,
trained and supplied by the U. §. Army. The military operations of the
Ukrainian and Polish Legions were to be coordinated by a joint Gen-
eral Staff, thus excluding any chance of conflict between them. Having
gotten this far, some of the Sitch leaders, unfortunately, committed a
blunder. Not wishing to shoulder the sole responsibility for a project
affecting the entire Ukrainian community, they turned it over for con-
sideration to the “Federation of Ukrainians”, an umbrella organiza-
tion. However, this Communist-leaning Federation not only rejected
any idea of a Ukrainian Legion, but proceeded to wage a vicious cam-
paign against the New York branch of Sitch, eventually leading to the
latter’s demise. Having learned, belatedly, the true colors of the “Fed-
eration of Ukrainians”, the Sitch organization cancelled its member-
ship in it. Thus, the Ukrainian-American community may have squan-
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dered its historic opportunity to provide (perhaps decisive) assistance
to Ukraine in her struggle for independence in the years 1918-1920.

The above internal strife within the Ukrainian-American
community as well as additional political factors led to a splintering of
the Sitch network in the U. S. into the “Hetmanite® Sitch Society” and
the “Chornomorska Sitch Association”. It is the Newark branch of the
latter whose 75-year Anniversary of continuous activity is being cele-
brated with this publication in 1999.

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Chapter 2

“CHORNOMORSKA SITCH” IN NEWARK, N. J.

On December 21, 1924, a group of nationally conscious
Ukrainian immigrants gathered in Newark, New Jersey to organize a
local branch of the nationwide Chornomorska Sitch Association’. Af-
ter the principles of the Sitch movement were explained by P.
Zadorecky, a former Sitch president in the U. 8., 12 members joined
the Newark branch, which was named in military terms as the “Third
Sitch Company” (sotnya). The first two companies of Sitch had been
founded earlier in New York and in Jersey City, N. J., respectively.
Branch members elected as their first President (“company com-
mander”} Ivan Hrynyk, a veteran of the Ukrainian war of liberation,
who had initiated the drive to organize the Newark branch of Sitch.
Lev Mular was elected as its first Secretary.

The founders formulated the objectives of their society in most
idealistic terms: to unite all Ukrainians without regard to their relig-
ious affiliation or political convictions, to promote and strengthen
Ukrainian national consciousness among its members and in the com-
munity as a whole, to engage in cultural and educational activities, to
aid the sick and unemployed members, but most importantly, to culti-
vate physical exercise and sports.

) Actually, a1 that time the national Sitch organization was still united, but not
for long. When on March 10, 1925, its branch in New York City had split into separate
“Hetmanite Sitch” and “Chornomorska Sitch™ societies, the Newark branch declared
its allegiance to the latter.
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WHY THE NAME “CHORNOMORSKA SITCH”?

It was mentioned earlier that the name “Sitch” in general was
chosen in order to tap into the glorious traditions of the “Zaporozhian
Sitch™, which symbolized the Ukrainian struggle for freedom and in-
dependence in the 16th through the 18th centuries. However, after the
last fortress of the “Zaporozhian Sitch” was destroyed by the Russian
army in 1775, the remnants of the Kozaks, some 17,000 strong, mi-
grated to the Kuban area, where they settled along the Black Sea
coast, hence their new name, the “Black Sea Sitch”, or “Chormomor-
ska Sitch”. Evidently, the Ukrainian immigrants who founded the
“Sitch” organization in the U. S. identified with the “Chornomorska
Sitch” Kozaks, who were also political refugees, living in the diaspora.
Actually, the Kozak Black Sea settlement became the starting point
for a robust Ukrainian colonization of the entire Kuban region.

THE ACTIVITIES OF CHORNOMORSKA SITCH

The history of our Association can be viewed in terms of three
distinct periods: 1) From its foundation to World War II (1924-1941).
2) During the War and in the immediate postwar period (1941-1956).
3) A revival - 1956 to the present.

1) The Period of Growth (1924-1941)

At the time when the Newark branch of Ch. Sitch was formed,
Ukrainian community life in the U. S. was rather feeble. On the other
hand, as new Ukrainian immigrants continued to arrive in the wake of
World War I, there was a growing need for an organization capable of
both cementing and revitalizing the Ukrainian-American community.
The newly founded Sitch in Newark was ready to assume that role.

The Newark branch followed the organization and procedures
as directed by the Supreme Command of the “Ch. Sitch”. The frequent
branch meetings were opened by the singing of the well-known Sitch
march from Ukraine (“Hey tam na hori Sitch ide™). After completing
the business part of the meeting, the members would engage in physi-
cal exercises and paramilitary training, and then conclude each meet-
ing by singing the patriotic Ukrainian song “Ne pora”. Induction of
new members entailed a strict swearing-in ceremony. In accordance
with the tradition of the Zaporozhian Kozaks, the first question each

candidate was asked by the branch President was “do you believe in
God?”
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As a result of internal conflicts within the national Sitch or-
ganization, the activity of Newark Sitch was interrupted in the years
1926-29, but resumed with great vigor in 1930. The boost for renewal
came from a meeting addressed by Dr. Longin Cehelsky, the former
Ukrainian ambassador toc Washington and by M. Nychay, a member of
the Ukrainian Military Organization. Following that meeting, 100 new
members joined the Newark branch of Ch. Sitch. In 1930, our Society
changed its by-laws and adopted as its patron the late Col. Dmytro Vi-
tovsky, a Ukrainian war hero. In 1931, stricter rules were introduced,
whereby Sitch members had to speak Ukrainian in the clubhouse and
sing Ukrainian songs. In 1932, Sitch acquired uniforms for its members
to be worn on festive occasions, as well as rifles for their military exer-
cises. Exemplary order and discipline prevailed in the Newark Sitch
branch, which became a model for other branches throughout the U. S.

Initially, the Sitch clubhouse was located in the Ukrainian
Catholic parish house at 249 Court St. and in 1932 it moved to 229
Springfield Ave. With a membership of about 500, Sitch became the
strongest Ukrainian organization in Newark at that time and began to
contemplate the purchase of its own home.

The original objectives of the Sitch organization in America
were to organize the Ukrainian immigrants, to defend the rights of
Ukraine in the political arena, and to prepare its members, through
physical exercise, sports and paramilitary training, for a possible return
to their native country, ready to fight against the occupiers of Ukraine.
Of course, the world political situation developed in such a way that
the desired return never materialized. Furthermore, the same Com-
munist fifth column which in 1918 had thwarted the formation of a
“Ukrainian-American Legion”, as was mentioned earlier, later contin-
ved its destructive action against the Sitch, movement in the U. S. In
particular, the Communists were feeding the U. S. Government with
false and malicious information about patriotic Ukrainian-American
organizations, including Sitch. The combination of internal political
struggles within the Ukrainian-American community as well as certain
pressure from the U. 8. Government brought about a gradual decline
of Sitch as a nationwide organization. Only the Newark branch of the
Ch. Sitch, its “Third Company”, managed to survive thanks to the
foresight of its leadership in 1935.

Probably anticipating the impending developments, Newark
Sitch officially changed its name with the Department of State of New
Jersey from “The Ukrainian Athletic Association Sitch” to “Ukrainian
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Athletic Association Chornomorska Sitch, Inc.” on August 7, 1935.
When soon thereafter, on August 16, the Supreme Command of the
national Ch. Sitch organization had announced in the press the dissolu-
tion of its Newark “Company”, the leadership of the Newark Sitch re-
sponded by placing the following notice in the papers, dated August
26, 1935: “ATTENTION UKRAINIANS IN AMERICA: This is to
inform you that the Third Company of the “Chornomorska Sitch” in
Newark, N. J. has not been dissolved, but comprises 146 members (103
adults and 43 juniors). Furthermore, we declare that the Third Com-
pany has been incorporated in New Jersey under its English name
“Ukrainian Athletic Association Chornomorska Sitch, Inc.” There-
fore, what the Supreme Command of the “Ch. Sitches” in the U. S. had
announced on August 16, 1935 was not true. According to our by-laws,
our branch can be dissolved only by its own members, once their num-
ber is fewer than 7",

The local leaders responsible for this historical move which
saved the Newark Sitch were W. Feylo (President), T. Rudyj (Secre-
tary) and W. Tkacz (Treasurer). In the same year, our Association ac-
quired its own crimson flag, which was consecrated in the Ukrainian
Catholic church in Newark in the presence of a multitude of people, in
a ceremony in which gen. Volodymyr Sikevych, an honorary member
of Sitch, took part.

Thanks to its energetic, patriotic leaders and good public rela-
tions, the Newark Ch. Sitch has been able to accomplish much in the
realm of civic, cultural, educational, political, charitable and sports ac-
tivity. Qur Association has participated in the Ch. Sitch conventions in
the years 1932, 1935, and 1939, hosting a “Day of Sitch” in 1935. It or-
ganized joint picnics with other Sitch Companies. Furthermore, it
staged many festive concerts devoted to Ukrainian national holidays
and anniversaries, in which its own choir and band participated, often
together with the choir of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church. An annual
event was the celebration of the Ukrainian Mother’s Day. Newark
Sitch developed an amateur acting group, which staged a number of
Ukrainian plays. Lectures and discussions on various topics of interest
were arranged, featuring prominent guest speakers, such as: gen. M.
Kapustiansky, gen. V. Sikevych, col. Ye. Konovalets, editors Dr. L.
Myshuha and S. Shumeyko and many others. Noteworthy was a speech
by a member of the British parliament Rhys Davis entitled “Free and
Independent Ukraine as a World Problem”. In 1934, Sitch showed a
film “United Ukraine” (“Soborna Ukraina™).
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Affiliated with the Newark Sitch was a Ukrainian-American
Political Club, whose goals were to inform America about Ukrainian
problems and to engage in political action, including demonstrations,
on behalf of Ukrainian causes. In the 1930’s, the Club staged protests
against the Polish repression and violence against the Ukrainian
population in Western Ukraine. When Transcarpathian Ukraine de-
clared its independence in 1939, Sitch sent there an emissary, M. Boy-
chuk, with a substantial financial subsidy for that fledgling country.
After Transcarpathian Ukraine was crushed by the Hungarian army
(with the blessing of Adolf Hitler), Newark Sitch lodged appropriate
protests against such flagrant violation of the right of self-
determination for Carpatho-Ukrainians.

The membership of Newark Sitch not only kept track of the
suffering of their brethren in Ukraine, but provided them continuously
with financial aid. This started with the purchase of some shares of the
Ukrainian Mortgage Bank in Lviv in 1925. A fund-raising drive (koly-
ada) was conducted annually around Christmas time, with the pro-
ceeds going to such causes in Ukraine as Ukrainian-language private
schools (Ridna Shkola), the Organization of Disabled Ukrainian Vet-
erans, the Organization of Ukrainian Political Prisoners, the Ukrainian
Military Organization, the monument in honor of col. Dmytro Vitov-
sky, etc. In its charitable activities, Sitch did not neglect its local com-
munity, in particular by contributing to Ukrainian churches of all de-
nominations. A substantial contribution was made to the building fund
of the Ukrainian Day School attached to the Ukrainian Catholic
Church in Newark. Our Society also had a Committee devoted to vis-
iting members who were sick and providing them or their families with
financial assistance.

In 1938, Sitch finally purchased its own house, at 596-598 18th
Avenue in Newark, for $19,000 - a substantial sum at the time. The
Committee that was charged with the purchasing of the house con-
sisted of; M. Petraszyk, M. Malecky, 1. Lobur, W. Berkij, T. Hawryluk,
F. Malecky, M. Basarab, T. Prystach,W. Chuy, D. Drabichak and S.
Troscianecky. The acquisition of its own home increased the Associa-
tion’s activity both in sports and in the cultural-educational area. Sitch
took care of having its membership well-informed by subscribing to
several Ukrainian publications, such as “Svoboda”, “Narodna Volya”,
“Kanadiyskiy Farmer”, “Chornomortsi” (New York), “Sitchovyi
Klych™” (Newark), “Batkivshchyna” (Detroit) as well as “Svoboda”
from Transcarpathian Ukraine in 1938-39.

“Ch. Sitch” again offers its financial support for the Ukrainian day school at the St
John the Baptist Ukrainian Catholic Church in Newark. A check for 3500 is being
handed to the pastor, Rev. O. Schadiak, by the "Sitch” officers, O. Twardowsky, the
vice-president and D. Bobelak, financial officer.
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The main sport cultivated by Ch. Sitch before World War 11
was baseball. Unfortunately, our predecessors left little by way of rec-
ords pertaining to their athletic activities. We have photographs of the
Sitch baseball teams, showing them in uniforms with “UKRAINI-
ANS” written across their chests and with caps adorned with the
Ukrainian emblem, the trident. The roster of the 1931 team is shown
beneath their picture. In 1935, the team manager was W. Zelinsky. The
names of the players were: Dernoha, Lubyn, Kowtko, Shahula,
Olearnyk, Mazur, Chuy, Benducha, Kashmar, and Renko. In that year,
the Newark Sitch team competed successfully against such Ukrainian-
American teams as Sitch - Carteret and Sitch — Elizabeth, as well as
against the “Slovak SC”, Saint Benedict SC, “Newark BC”, “Mercer
Bad” and “Mohawk Aces”. Several new players were added to the
team in 1936, among them Takowsky, Horvat, Panosky, Skibiak, Na-
polesky, Morewsky, and Myrey. Basketball was the second most
popular sport. The Sitch basketball teams competed first against
American teams, but eventually wound up playing in the Ukrainian-
American League of New Jersey. Bowling and wrestling completed the
sports interests of pre-World War II Sitch, An interclub wrestling
championship was held in 1934. Also in 1934, Stephen Weiss, a mem-
ber of the Newark Sitch, won the U.S. championship in weight lifting.

2) A Period of Stagnation — World War 11 and
the Initial Post-War Period (1941-1956)

The war interrupted most of the Sitch activity, as hundreds of
its members joined the U. S. armed forces. Most of them had experi-
enced some paramilitary training within the Sitch organization with the
hope of participating some day in the armed struggle for the liberation
of their native Ukraine. Ironically, they wound up fighting now on the
same side as the most brutal enemy of Ukraine — Red Russia. Al-
though much of the Sitch activity was suspended during the war, the
Association persisted thanks to its Women's division as well as the
14th branch of the Ukrainian National Association and the 197th
branch of the Ukrainian Workingmen’s Association, both affiliated
with the Newark Sitch.

Some Sitch members lost their lives in World War II, among
them Stefan Fik, a notable activist. Some returned as invalids. Those
who came home in good health gradually resumed some of their pre-
war activities. They formed a Relief Committee, which collected food,
clothing and money for Ukrainian refugees in Europe. The Political
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Club helped stage anti-Soviet demonstrations in New York (1949) and
in Newark (1952). The first athletic team to be reactivated was the
basketball team, headed by N. Scheskowsky and J. Chuy and coached
by Dr. J. B. Bemko. In the 1950’s, the Sitch team resumed its competi-
tion in the Ukrainian Basketball League of New Jersey, Their original
roster was: V. Romanyshyn, Jr., N. Scheskowsky, S. and M. Har-
matiuk, E. Misiuk, J. Plechy, M. Hussar, D. Chuy. R. Bryk, M. Golom-
busky, M. Kobryn, and K. Fera. Next to be reactivated was the bowling
team, which competed successfully in a variety of tournaments and
won scores of tropies. In the 1950s, the bowling team consisted of J.
Chuy (captain), W. Tera, J. Watson, E. Komon, P. Chuy, and J. Melny-
chuk. In the 1960’s, the bowling team roster included P. Chuy, N.
Piechy, J. Laska, W, Tera and J. Chuy.

3) The Rebirth of Sitch (1956 to the present)
Sports Activity

After World War 11, a large number of new Ukrainian immi-
grants, refugees from Communism, settled in Newark and the sur-
rounding communities. Among them there were many young people as
well as some accomplished athletes, who needed a club where they
could enjoy organized sports activity and a social life in a Ukrainian
setting. The Newark Sitch, as an athletic association with its own
building, seemed like a natural home that could meet their needs, but
acceptance of new immigrants into the ranks of Sitch was by no means
automatic. First there was some distrust and intolerance to be over-
come between the old and the new immigrants. On the other hand, the
leadership of Sitch was becoming increasingly concerned about the
future of their Association, being painfully aware of its ageing and
dwindling membership. Eventually, thanks 1o the wisdom and foresight
of the Sitch leadership, headed by its President Ivan Atamanec, the
doors of Sitch were opened wide to new immigrants in 1956. They
could now join as members of the Sports Section, an independent unit
of the parent organization.

On June 30, 1956, an organizational meeting of the Sports Sec-
tion was convened by a group of sports enthusiasts, among them: Ya.
Kryshtalsky, L. Rudzinsky, Yu. Helbig, B. Huralechko, O. Twardow-
sky, L. Blonarovych, L. Holinaty, N. Babiak, P. Kozyra and others.
They elected Dr. Volodymyr Huk as the first President of the Sports
Section. The Section adopted the name “Ukrainian Athletic Associa-

The first “Ch. Sitch” home, at 596-398 18th Ave. in Newark, N. I, purchased in
1939, It served the club and the Ukrainign community until 1963.

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tion Chornomorska Sitch”, although its shorter version “Ukrainian
Sitch” became the more common English usage. In Ukrainian, the
popular name became “Chornomorska Sitch”.

Thus, the year 1956 became a major milestone in the history of
Newark Sitch. The newly founded Sports Section expanded tremen-
dously the range of sports activity available to its members. In addition
to the existing basketball and bowling activity, there appeared now
soccer, volleyball, tennis, table tennis, swimming and chess, with
hockey, skiing, bridge and golf added later. Naturally, the availability
of such a gamut of sports activity attracted large numbers of the
Ukrainian youth in the area to Ch. Sitch, inaugurating a period of un-
precedented growth and success. As a result of the dedicated efforts on
the part of its players, coaches, club officers and supporters, Ch. Sitch
soon developed into one of the leading Ukrainian-American sports
clubs, both in terms of competition within the Ukrainian Sports Fed-
eration of USA and Canada (USCAK) and in the larger American
sports arena. A detailed sport-by-sport account of our Club’s activity
and accomplishments will follow in subsequent chapters. However,
there are two unique achievements of Ch. Sitch that deserve high-
lighting in this overview: 1) For 35 years as of this writing (1999), it has
been publishing a bilingual annual magazine “Our Sport”, the only
Ukrainian sports magazine published outside of Ukraine. 2) For 30
years (since 1969), Ch. Sitch has been running a sports school for 4
weeks each summer, attracting hundreds of Ukrainian youngsters from
all over North America and, more recently, some from Ukraine as well.

Activities on Behalf of Ukrainian Causes

In the course of its 75-year history, Ch. Sitch, in addition to its
athletic and cultural-educational activity, has been engaged continu-
ously in Ukrainian community affairs as well as national causes, while
scrupulously avoiding any narrow political stance or conflicts. Men-
tioned earlier was the work of the “Ukrainian-American Political
Club” in the years preceding World War 11. The Sitch efforts in the
political arena continued also after the War, often in collaboration
with other Ukrainian-American organizations. It worked to have an
annual “Ukrainian Day” declared by a number of towns in New Jer-
sey. In 1961, it participated in the activities commemorating the cen-
tennial of the death of the Ukrainian bard Taras Shevchenko, includ-
ing the campaign to have a U. S. postage stamp issued in his honor.
Furthermore, Sitch appealed to members of the U. S. Congress to de-

Later, when hundreds of
Ukrainian dissidents wound up in Soviet prisons and concentration
camps, Sitch interceded on their behalf in Washington, with petitions
and letters to many members of Congress and to the President of the
United States. In particular, it was very active in our community’s ac-
tion to free Valentyn Moroz.

As the time became ripe for a separate organization to be
dedicated to such activity, Ch. Sitch promoted the formation of one
named “Americans for Human Rights in Ukraine” (AHRU), which
has devoted itself to the defense of Ukrainian rights ever since. The
founders of AHRU were prominent members of Ch. Sitch: Thor Ol-
shanivsky, Ivan Oryniak, Volodymyr Bodnar and Bozhena Olshaniv-
sky, among others. In effect, AHRU has continued the work of the old
“Ukrainian-American Political Club”,

Thus, the entire history of Ch. Sitch has been marked by ener-
getic and selfless efforts of its idealistic activists for the benefit of their
community and of Ukraine. The present-day actions of the Ch. Siich
leadership on behalf of the now independent Ukraine are detailed
next.

Chornomorska Sitch Assists in the Rebirth of Sports in Ukraine

The efforts of Sitch to aid Ukraine have continued after the
Soviet Russian empire had collapsed in 1991 and Ukraine declared her
independence. Actually, the first Sitch action in support of sports in
Ukraine took place even earlier, in December of 1990. At that time a
delegation of the Sitch leadership, consisting of Myron Stebelsky
(President), Omelan Twardowsky (Vice-President) and Alexander
Napora (Treasurer), who also held analogous offices in the USCAK
organization, went to Montreal, Canada 10 meet with the swimming
team of Ukraine, which participated there in world championship
competition. Our officers met for the first time with the representa-
tives of the Swimming Federation of Ukraine, their coaches and
swimmers. As a result of this meeting, a decision was made to establish
under the aegis of USCAK a “Fund for the Rebirth of Sports in
Ukraine”. A fund-raising campaign in the Ukrainian-American press
was launched by O. Twardowsky, the USCAK Press Secretary, for the
above Fund, which has been administered by M. Stebelsky and A.
Napora. Eventually, friends of sports in Ukraine in the U. S. have con-
tributed about $300,000 to the Fund.
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The money was used first of all to pay for the membership fees
of Ukraine’s 38 Federations of various sports, so that athletes repre-
senting Ukraine could enter the international sports arena. Subse-
gquently, the Fund paid for the airfare of the Ukrainian Olympic team
in the 1994 Winter Olympics in Lillehammer, Norway, it purchased
modern gymnastics equipment for Ukraine's Olympic team in 1996,
subsidized Ukraine’s bobsledders and the sports media in Kyiv and
gave financial support to the Lviv State Institute of Physical Culture.
Most importantly, our Fund enabled a portion of Ukraine's 1996
Olympic team to come and practice in the vicinity of Atlanta, Georgia
in 1995, for the purposes of acclimatization, and then to return for the
Olympics proper in 1996. Finally, Ch. Sitch as well USCAK have pro-
vided financial support to a Ukrainian secondary school in Mykolaiv.

Since Ukraine’s independence, the leadership of USCAK (M.
Stebelsky, O. Twardoswky, A Napora) has held a number of meetings
with the top officials of the National Olympic Committee of Ukraine,
the Ministry of Youth and Sports of Ukraine, and the various Sports
Federations of Ukraine in order to coordinate their activities and im-
prove cooperation for the benefit of the rebirth of sports in Ukraine.

There has been considerable interaction between Sitch and
Ukraine in the area of chess. Dr. Orest Popovych, the Director of the
Chess Divisions both in Ch. Sitch and in USCAK, published in 1996 in
Lviv, Ukraine a book entitled “The Games and Stories of an American
Chess Player” (in Ukrainian). After the book had received many fa-
vorable reviews in Ukraine, came requests from Ukrainian journalists
for more information about Ukrainian chess players in North America.
Based on such information, provided by Dr. O. Popovych, two news-
papers, “Chas/Time” (Kyiv) and “Krymska Svitlytsya” (Simferopol),
published biographical articles devoted to each of the top Ukrainian-
American chess players, including their selected games. The Sitch
chess masters featured in these articles were Lev Blonarovych, Orest
Popovych, Peter Radomskyj and Steve Stoyko.

In 1991, on the initiative of Ch. Sitch, a delegation of USCAK
that included representative All-star teams in soccer, men’s and
women's volleyball and tennis, swimming as well as chess, visited and
competed in Western Ukraine. Sitch officers M. Stebelsky (the Presi-
dent of Sitch and USCAK), W. Wasylak, E. Chyzowych, M. Bokalo
(swim coach) and O. Popovych (captain of the chess team) made up
part of the USCAK delegation. A large number of Sitch members par-
ticipated as players on the All-star teams.
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Chornomorska Sitch and the Ukrainian Fraternal Organizations

The history of Newark Sitch is intertwined with the activities of
the two largest Ukrainian-American fraternal organizations, the
Ukrainian National Association (UNA} and the Ukrainian Fraternal
(formerly Workingmen's) Association (UFA). Many decades of coop-
eration between Sitch officers and the executives of these Associations
have proved to be mutually beneficient. Thus, the fraternals have pro-
vided Sitch with material support and later with the sites and facilities
for sports events, while Sitch members have reciprocated by establish-
ing and administering branches of these Associations, attached to their
club. For example, in pre-World War II days, Michael Otrok first
founded a UNA branch at Ch. Sitch, branch 14, which at one time
numbered several hundred members. Another UNA branch, #371,
called “Zaporizka Sitch”, used to be located at one time in the Sitch
home. In 1963, Omelan Twardowsky, then the sports correspondent of
“Svoboda”, organized at Ch. Sitch the 214th branch of the UNA,
which he has been administering to this day. There were years when
the above three UNA branches attached to Ch. Sitch comprised a
combined total of over 500 members.

Similarly, the Sitch home used to host the UFA branches 197
and 277. These are now defunct, but a new branch, #259, was organized
in their place by Ivan Oryniak, a Sitch officer, which he built up to a
membership of several hundred. After Mr. Oryniak’s death, branch
259 was taken over by another Sitch officer, Alexander Napora, who
has been managing it to this day.

With the expansion of the Sitch sports activity after 1956, co-
operation with the fraternal associations assumed an added dimension,
as the fraternals began to provide Sitch with the venues and facilities
for a variety of sports events at their resorts — UNA’s “Soyuzivka” in
Kerhonkson, N. Y. and UFA’s “Verkhovyna” in Glen Spey, N. Y. By
now, the annual Ukrainian-American Championships in swimming and
tennis at “Soyuzivka™ have become a tradition. Sitch members, both
competitors and officials, participate in these events in large numbers.
Such names of coaches as well as divisional and tournament directors
as Z. Snylyk, A. Lapychak, Dr. R. Slysh and M. Bokalo, come to mind.
It is noteworthy that for many decades, the mananger of “Soyuzivka”
was a Sitch member, the late Volodymyr Kwas.

A special enduring relationship has existed between Sitch and
the UFA with respect to the latter’s sports facilities at the “Verk-
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hovyna” resort. This resort has been the site of annual Ukrainian and
international soccer matches. In the past, “Spring Sports Meets” used
to take place there, combining programs of sports competition with
recreational events and social dances. Most significantly, “Verk-
hovyna” has been playing host to the Sitch Sports School, which has
been running there during four weeks each summer for the last 30
years. Each summer hundreds of Ukrainian youngsters graduate from
the Sports School enriched not only with improved physical ability and
athletic skills, but with a raised consciousness of their Ukrainian iden-
tity. Obviously, the executives of the UFA and the management of
“Verkhovyna” have decided long ago that the expenditure of their re-
sources in support of the Sports Scheol and the other Siich initiatives
represents worthwhile service to the Ukrainian community.

Both the UFA and the UNA should be commended for their
cooperation with Chornomorska Sitch and their sponsorship activity,
all for the benefit of the Ukrainian youth.

The Sitch Foundation

A very useful branch of Ch. Sitch, which provides the financial
assistance for our Association’s athletic and educational projects, is
The Sitch Foundation, a non-profit humanitarian organization founded
on March 11, 1984. All donations to the Sitch Foundation are deducti-
ble from the state and federal taxes.

The Jubilee year 1999 also marks the 15th anniversary of the
Foundation. Throughout the period of its activity, the Foundation has
enjoyed the confidence and support of the Ukrainian community in
New Jersey, which has responded generously to the Foundation's fund-
raising drives. The donations are used primarily to support such proj-
ects as the Sitch Sports School at “Verkhovyna”, the Fund for the Re-
birth of Sports in Ukraine and the building fund for a new sports and
cultural center for our youth.,

The chief architect of the Sitch Foundation was the now de-
ceased Ivan Oryniak. Its first governing board consisted of: O. Stash-
kiw — president, M. Stebelsky — vice-president, O. Twardowsky -
member. The auditing committee consisted of V. Klapishchak, Dr. V.
Bakun and W. Wasylak. Over the years, 2 number of our members
have selflessly devoted their time and energy to the Foundation. The
present leadership of the Sitch Foundation consists of Andre J. Woro-
bec, president, Myron Stebelsky, vice-president, Mary Maszera, secre-
tary, Slava Wasylak, treasurer, Nestor Olesnycky, Esq., legal counsel,
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A. Napora, O. Twardowsky, D. Bobelak, W. Wasylak, R. Pyndus and
O. Trush — members of the governing board. The Foundation plants to
continue its efforts on behalf of the Ukrainian youth and the commu-
nity as a whole. However, its success will depend to a large degree on
our community’s continued generous support, which the Foundation
so richly deserves.

We conclude this overview with the names of the people who
held the top leadership positions at Sitch throughout its history. New-
ark Sitch had a total of 23 presidents, whose names, in chronological
order, were as follows: [.

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Chapter 3

THE SPORTS SCHOOL OF CHORNOMORSKA
SITCH

In the 1960’s, not only Sitch, but many other Ukrainian clubs in
the U. 8. A_ and Canada enjoyed a golden era in terms of activity and
accomplishments in a number of sports. Particular emphasis, however,
was being placed on semi-professional soccer, which paid off in the
short run, when Ukrainian clubs had won the U. S. national soccer
championship 5 times, in addition to a multitude of lesser titles and
prizes. There was, however, a downside to this type of success, because
in the pursuit of soccer titles, other sports as well as youth programs
were being largely neglected. Fortunately, Newark Sitch did not suc-
cumb to this trend, because its leadership had the vision to recognize
that true success of a sports club lay in the continued development of
young athletes. Thus, rather than resting on the laurels of their past
achievements, Sitch officers looked to the future by establishing their
own Sports School, the first such Ukrainian school outside Ukraine.

The idea of a sports school of our own was conceived in 1968
by Omelan Twardowsky, vice-president and press officer of Sitch, and
in 1969, it was realized jointly by him and Myron Stebelsky, the Sitch
president, with the assistance of other club officers, in particular, I.
Oryniak, E. Chyzowych, B. Hayduchok, 1. Hamulak and V. Matiash.
Beginning in 1970, the Sports School has been functioning for a period
of 4 weeks each summer, at the “Verkhovyna™ resort of the Ukrainian
Fraternal (originally — Workingmen’s) Association (UFA) in Glen
Spey, N. Y. Indispensable to the success of this project has been the
cooperation of the UFA management and the “Verkhovyna” admini-
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stration, starting with Dr. R. Rychok, the resort administrator in 1970.
O. Twardowsky and M. Stebelsky had assumed the directorship of the
Sports School from the start and have been sharing it for the last 30
years. In the carly years, the directorship of the School was also
shared, on a rotational basis, with other Sitch activists, among them L
Oryniak and Dr. S. Janiw.

Admission to the Sports School was never restricted to boys
and girls who were members of Sitch, so that the School has attracted
Ukrainian youngsters from all over North America and, more recently,
from Europe, including Ukraine, as well. In particular, large contin-
gents of students have come from such Ukrainian-American clubs as
the SUM *“Krylati” of Yonkers. N. Y., “Levy”, Chicago, “Lviv”,
Cleveland, and “Chernyk”, Detroit.

The Sports School first went into action in the summer of 1970
as a soccer camp, run by the well-known Ukrainian-American coach
Eugene Chyzowych, assisted by his brother Walter and Dr. Leonid
Lucenko. However, in 1971, the sports program was expanded to in-
clude also volleyball, under the direction of Bohdan Hayduchok, and
by 1972, it encompassed instruction and training in tennis, swimming
and track and field. In certain years, there was also instruction in gym-
nastics, basketball, wrestling, table-tennis and archery. At the begin-
ning, the duties of chief sports instructor were performed by E. Chy-
zowych, V. Matiash served as the head counselor, and H. Matiash, as
the School nurse. By 1973, the School could boast of as many as 170
students.

No doubt, much of the School’s attraction has been due to the
professional quality of its instructional staff, which the School man-
agement has kept maintaining and improving upon over the years. In
1976, it hired Thor Chupenko, a professional soccer coach from
Ukraine, who has been serving as the School’s chief sports instructor
ever since. In addition to those already mentioned, the School was
staffed over the years by such outstanding instructors as Dr. O. Stre-
mecky, the brothers P. and M. Kovalenko, M. Treybych, O. Fedash
and M. Hanych - all in volleyball; and Dr. I. Huryn in gymnastics.
Ukraine’s independence in 1991 has enabled the School to engage the
services of even more professional sports instructors from Ukraine.
Some of the most recent Ukrainian additions to the instructional staff
have been: V. Kovalov (soccer), R. Balash (soccer and swimming), [.
Rudavsky (volleyball and tennis), Yu. and A. Kolb (both - tennis).

The Sitch Sports School has also played a much broader educa-
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tional role, Instruction in the Ukrainian language has been offered by
Marika Bokalo, a teacher by profession. Ukrainian national conscious-
ness of the students is cultivated with the aid of lectures, films and dis-
cussion groups. Noteworthy are the traditional evening gatherings at a
bonfire, where youngsters recite Ukrainian poetry and sing Ukrainian
songs.

If one were to ask whether all this expenditure of time, effort
and money to keep the Sports School running for the last 30 years has
been worth it, the answer would have to be a resounding “yes”. In con-
trast to many other Ukrainian sports clubs in North America that have
either folded altogether or maintain a limited program, often relying
on non-Ukrainian players, the Newark Sitch today, thanks to its Sports
School, is able to field competitive teams in men’s, women’s and junior
soccer as well as in men’s and women’s volleyball. All of the Sitch
teams play regularly in their respective leagues on the East Coast of
the U. 5. A. Furthermore, Sitch has maintained a group of active
swimmers and tennis players. Sitch athletes in all sports compete
regularly in the annual USCAK championships of Ukrainians in North
America. Ch. Sitch is not the only Ukrainian club that has benefited
from the Sports School. Many of its graduates have used the skills and
the knowledge acquired there to become outstanding athletes and
coaches in their own clubs. One such success story involves two soccer
players from the Ukrainian team “Levy”, Chicago — Yaro Dachniwsky
{goalie) and Bohdan Nedilsky, both graduates of the Sitch Sports
School. Both of them played on the USCAK all-star team which com-
peted in Ukraine in 1991. Already at that time, B. Nedilsky was play-
ing for the “Karpaty” soccer team of Lviv, Ukraine. Y. Dachniwsky
became the goalkeeper for the U. S. Olympic handball team that com-
peted in the 1996 Olympiad in Atlanta. Another Sports School gradu-
ate that made good is Stephan Kachnij, who became goalkeeper and
captain of the Ukrainian soccer team “Chernyk”, Detroit.

As we approach the eve of the 30th Anniversary of the Sitch
Sports School, it behooves us again to give credit to those people who
had the foresight to found the School in the first place and then
worked for it continuously for the last 30 years. The principal founders
were Omelan Twardowsky and Myron Stebelsky, who have served as
the School’s directors from the start and until now. Among the many
Sitch activists who have devoted decades of service to the School, there
stand out: Marika Bokalo — secretary, teacher and school nurse; Volo-
dymyr and Yaroslava Wasylak - counselors; the late Lidia Bokalo — a

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counselor; and Christine Prociuk — a velleyball and swimming instruc-
tor, and more recently, the school nurse. All these people and many
others who contributed to the flourishing of the Sports School for the
last 30 years deserve a vote of gratitude from the entire Ukrainian
community.

In these sentiments we are joined by a remarkable voice from
the past. Let me quote this historic greeting, which appeared in the
1979 issue of the magazine “Our Sport”, both in Ukrainian and in
English: “CONGRATUILATIONS to the FAMOUS STAFF of
CHORNOMORSKA SITCH, ALL THE MEMBERS AND SUP-
PORTERS on their dedicated work in expanding the sports program
in the Ukrainian Community, on their Sport School, which is led so
successfully by president Myron Stebelsky and activist Omelan Twar-
dowsky. Wishing yvou further success in the work with our Ukrainian
Youth. Respectfully yours, The first secretary and founder of Chor-
nomorska Sitch in Newark, LEV MULAR.”

Fifty five years after he had founded Chornomorska Sitch, its
first secretary still kept track of the status of his creation and sent his
blessings to those who continued his work. What a touching testimony
to the continuity of the Newark Sitch!

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Chapter 4

36TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE SITCH MAGAZINE
“OUR SPORT”

The idea of establishing our own bilingual (Ukrainian and
English} publication was conceived by the Sitch press officer Omelan
Twardowsky, who then realized it, with the cooperation of the entire
Sitch leadership, in September of 1962. Now, on the eve of the 75th
anniversary of Ch. Sitch, we have published the 35th annual issue of
“Our Sport”. The last issue comprises a total of 80 pages, including 24
pages of greetings and advertisements - a far cry from its modest first
issue, which had just 16 pages, with 5 of them devoted to greetings and
advertisements. Similarly, the quantity of the published copies, which
had started with only 400, eventually reached 1000, and more recently
has stayed in the vicinity of 500-700.

Initially, the readership of “QOur Sport” was limited to our own
members and the local Ukrainian community, but over the years it has
expanded to other states, Canada, and in the last seven years, to
Ukraine as well. In fact, “Our Sport” has received accolades from
journalists and historians in the Ukrainian cities of Kyiv, Lviv and Sim-
feropol. For example, Hryhoriy Rudnytsky, the Associate Editor of the
weekly “Krymska Svitlytsya” in Simferopol, and a historian, has re-
ferred to our magazine as the “chronicle of the Ukrainian sports in
North America”, holding it up as an example that sports writers in
Ukraine might want to emulate.

Our magazine is proud to have published reports and articles
by such renowned Ukrainian sports writers and historians as O. Novyt-
sky, Dr. E. Zharsky, Dr. I. Huryn, R. Dublanytsya, R. Kolisnyk (Can-
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ada), Dr. O. Popovych (a permanent contributor) and others. Since
Ukraine’s independence in 1991, the circle of contributors to “Our
Sport” has expanded to include several prominent authors from
Ukraine. They include historians O. Vatseba, O. Hrechanyuk and Yu.
Koziy, journalist P. Bezpalko, and M. Hertsyk, the president of the
Lviv State Institute of Physical Culture. Throughout its history, “Our
Sport” has been involved with virtually all of the outstanding Ukraini-
ans in the area of sports, either by reporting on their activities, or by
welcoming them as its contributing authors.

It must be noted that from the very beginning and to this day,
the founder and permanent editor of “Our Sport”, Omelan Twardow-
sky, as well as all of its contributing authors have worked for our
magazine without any financial remuneration. All of them are benefac-
tors, without whose free services it would have been financially impos-
sible for Ch. Sitch to publish its sports magazine, the only one of its
kind in the Ukrainian diaspora. They deserve our sincere gratitude.
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Chapter 5

THE OLYMPIC CONNECTION

Given its long history of sports activity, Sitch can boast of
scores of its members whose excellence and experience in sports gave
them a chance to participate in various Olympiads as competitors,
coaches and officials.

First, the select few who made it to the World Olympiads. Top
honors here belong to Zenon Snylyk, the soccer star, who was a mem-
ber of the U. S. Olympic team three times, in 1956, 1960 and 1964.
Myron Worobec, a product of the Sitch youth program, made the U. S.
Olympic Soccer Team in 1966. There are two former Olympic swim-
mers who have subsequently represented Sitch - Nadia Stavko, a
member of the USSR team in the 1976 Montreal Olympiad and Ron
Carnaugh, a U. S. Olympian in Barcelona in 1992.

In 1936, a Sitch contingent, which appeared under the name of
“Newark Ukrainians”, competed in the 1st Ukrainian Olympiad, held
in Philadelphia. Competition involved swimming, track and field,
baseball and volleyball. The record passed on to us gives the names of
some of the Sitch representatives: John Tango, Vasyl Switana, Nicho-
las Shewkun, Nicholas Wowchuk, Stefan Jacus, Michael Surma, Victor
Romanyshyn, Daniel Shumenko and John Popaca. Unfortunately, we
have no specific information about them. The only known technical
result is the fact that Sitch finished third in the swimming competition
and won the bronze medal.

The next Olympic experience for Sitch as a team came in 1980
in the 1st Free Olympiad, which was held in Etobicoke, Canada, in-
volving competition among Estonian, Latvian, Lithuanian and
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Ukrainian All-star teams in several sports. Two Sitch players, Andrew
Bakun and Volodymyr Tkacz, were members of the Ukrainian soccer
team, which won the gold medal. The Ukrainian women’s volleyball
team, which won the bronze, had six Sitch players on it. One of them,
Daria Twardowsky, was alsc a co-organizer of the All-star team.

Sitch participation was even more numerous and successful in
the 2nd Free Olympiad, held in 1984, also in Etobicoke, Canada. This
time, participation was expanded to five ethic groups, including now
the Armenians. Sitch vice-president Omelan Twardowsky was one of
the organizers of the Ukrainian All-star soccer team, while Dr. Zenon
Matkiwsky, the director of the Sitch Tennis Division, had organized
and managed the Ukrainian tennis All-stars. This time, the Ukrainian
soccer select, which again won the gold, included four Sitch players:
Andrew Bakun, Marian Hamulak, Paul Hunczak and Volodymyr
Tkacz. In women’s tennis, Sitch stars Olenka Matkiwsky and Luba
Matkiwsky helped the Ukrainian team capture the gold medal. Eric
Matkiwsky of Sitch, many times champion in Ukrainian championships
of North America, competed on the Ukrainian men's team, which won
the silver.

By far the biggest in terms of participation and success by Sitch
members was the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Philadelphia, which
celebrated the millennium of Christianity in Ukraine. Sitch president
Myron Stebelsky and vice-president Omelan Twardowsky served as
Olympic officials. Other Sitch officers were in charge of running the
competition in several sports: Eugene Chyzowych - soccer, Alexander
Napora and Christine Prociuk — volleyball, Dr. Roman Slysh and Ma-
rika Bokalo - swimming, George Chranewycz — table tennis, Dr. Orest
Popovych - chess, Oles Kolodij and George Tarasiuk — track and field.

In the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad, Sitch was the only sports club
that competed in all the sports offered. The Sitch All-star team won a
combined total of 18 gold, 17 silver and 11 bronze medals. The gold
came in swimming (9), tennis (3), table tennis (3), and one each in
men’s soccer, pole vaulting and chess. The silver medals were earned
in swimming (13), table tennis (2), women's volleyball and chess. Re-
sponsible for the bronze medals were mostly the swimmers (10), plus
the junior soccer team.

The performance of the Sitch contingent in the 1988 Ukrainian
Olympiad — players, coaches and officials — provides ample proof of
both the diversity and quality of its sports program at the time.

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Chapter 6

THE SPORTS PROGRAMS - A SUMMARY OF
ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The dramatic revival of sports activity at Chornomorska Sitch
launched in 1956 involved the formation of several new sports divi-
sions. Those programs that have flourished uninterrupted to this day
are soccer, volleyball, swimming, tennis and chess. Also table tennis
enjoyed sustained periods of popularity, until recent years. Ice hockey,
golf, bridge, skiing, track and field as well as bowling, baseball and
basketball — all have contributed to the rich sports mosaic at Newark
Sitch, but activity in these areas has been either short-lived, or limited
in scope.

Due to space limitations, what follows is only the highlights,
sport-by-sport. Generally, only the champions and occasionally, the
vice-champions in the various categories are tabulated. However, the
reader is alerted to the fact that the picture captions, which are bilin-
gual throughout this book, contain additional, sometimes detailed, in-
formation, such as team rosters, names of coaches, managers and club
officers at the given time, as well as other specifics.

SOCCER

At Ch. Sitch, as in all Ukrainian sports clubs of North Amer-
ica, soceer is king. So it is no surprise that the new burst of sports ac-
tivity would start with the debut of the men’s soccer team, which oc-
curred on August 19, 1956. The men’s 1st team entered the American
soccer scene by competing in the “B” Division of the New Jersey State
Soccer League in the 1956/57 season. In the 1957/58 season, a men’s

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2nd team was fielded in the League’s “C” Division; eventually, a men’s
3rd team was also activated. In 1959, a junior (18 and under) and a ju-
venile {16 and under or 15 and under) team were organized. In later
years, younger boys’ teams, such as “13 and under”, “10 and under”
and even 9 and under” (the “midgets”) would complement the youth
program. All have competed in their respective leagues or divisions.
Thus, in a typical season, a combined total of 5 or 6 men’s and boys’
teams might have seen action. It took a while, but in 1994, also a
women’s team entered league competition, followed by a girls’ team in
1995.

All the first places and cups won by Sitch soccer teams over the
years are listed chronologically in Table 1. Among the top prizes won
by the men’s st team, three stand out: 1) the Lewis cup of the semi-
pro American Soccer League (ASL), in the 1962/63 season; 2) the
championship of the Major Division of the Schaefer League of New
Jersey in the 1973/74 season; and 3) the gold medal in the Ukrainian
Olympiad in Philadelphia in 1988. The women's team achieved a rare
feat in sports by winning a league championship in their rookie season
- that of the Women’s Major Division of the Garden State Soccer
League, in 1994/95.

Noteworthy are the significant contributions made by the Sitch
soccer program to U. 8. soccer at all levels. To be sure, Sitch did start
out with a core of accomplished players, but its Sports School and the
ambitious youth program have been developing excellent young soccer
players, many of whom have been sought after by college and club
teams, and some were selected to various All-star teams, including U.
S. national teams. Zenon Snylyk, an accomplished Sitch star, played on
three U. S. Olympic teams (1956, 1960 and 1964) as well as on U. S.
National and Pan-American teams. Overall, he represented the U.S. in
99 international matches. Volodymyr (Walter) Czyzowych, top scorer
and “the most valuable player” of the ASL in the 1965/66 season, was
selected to the U. S, National Team in 1965, as was Volodymyr
Kazdoba. In the years 1965-67, V. Czyzowych made 48 appearances as
player on the U. S. National team and in 1976 was named to be its
coach. Myron Worobec made the U. S. Olympic Team in 1966. W.
Czyzowych, Z. Snylyk, Vol. Kazdoba and M. Paulyshyn were named to
the ASL All-star team in 1966. Over the years, a number of Sitch play-
ers made the New Jersey All-star teams: Zenon Shpon, Myron Hura,
Vasyl Koval, Danylo Chromowsky, Oleh Dutkevych, Ivan Savicky,
Volodymyr Kazdoba, Andy Bakun, Marian Hamulak, Roman Sol-
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chanyk, Myron Worobec. The following players, developed by the
Sitch youth program, were selected to the “All-American” college
team: Andy Bakun, Myron Bakun, Lev Hura, Myron Hura, Vasyl
Kazdoba. The Ukrainian gold-medal winning team at the 1984 Free
Olympiad in Etobicoke, Canada, included four Sitch players: Marian
Hamulak, Andrew Bakun, Walter Tkacz and Paul Hunczak. Sitch vice-
president Omelan Twardowsky was one of the organizers of the All-
star team.

Furthermore, not to be overlooked are the contributions to
U.S. soccer by those Sitch members who became coaches and teachers
of physical education. At the high school level, they were: Eugene
Chyzowych (also coached the U. S. National Team), Vasyl Kazdoba,
Voloedymyr Leoniv, Roman Boyko, George Chapla, Stepan Kasianen-
ko, Oleksander Popovych; at the college level: Volodymyr Czyzowych,
Dr. Leonid Lucenko, Dr, Ostap Stromecky, Anatol Ochrimenko.

VOLLEYBALL

Next to soccer, this is the most popular sport at the Chorne-
morska Sitch. The Volleyball Division was organized in 1957 by Lev
Blonarovych, then President of the Sports Section and a prominent
chess master, who headed the Division in its initial two years. First to
take to the courts was a women's team, in 1958, followed by a girls’
team. From the very start and for the next two decades, both teams
were coached by Adrian Lapychak, and it was to a large extent his skill
and enthusjasm that ensured their enduring success. The roster of the
first women's team to compete in official tournaments, in the 1960/61
season, read as follows: Taissa Turiansky (captain), Ya. Olesnyckyj, L.
Lapychak, N. Choma, M. Kydan and L. Klachko. Beginning in the
1965/66 season, two men’s teams were also activated and, eventually, a
junior squad as well. The names of those pioneers who started men’s
volleyball at the Newark Sitch are: Bohdan Hayduchok (player-coach),
J. Olijnyk, N. Olesnyckyj, T. Hunczak, L. Lisevych, M. Mahmet and T.
Tymchak. The height of popularity and participation for the sport may
have been reached in the early 1970's, when the Volleyball Division
was further enriched by three additional girls’ teams.

All Sitch teams have joined the United States Volleyball Asso-
ciation (USVBA) and the Amateur Athletic Union {AAU), and have
played regularly in their official tournaments in New Jersey and
throughout the Eastern U. S., particularly in the so-called “Garden-
Empire” region, which comprises the tristate area of New Jersey, New
York and Connecticut. With “Ukrainjan Sitch” displayed on their uni-
forms, ours have been the only teams representing Ukrainian-
American clubs on the U. 8. volleyball scene regularly for over 40
years now. Sitch teams have also competed in the annual Ukrainian
Championships of the U. 8. A. and Canada (USCAK) as well as the
Ukrainian-American Championships of the Eastern U. S. (SUAST-
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East, since 1978 - USCAK-East).

In the Ukrainian Championships of North America, most im-
pressive have been the accomplishments of the women’s team. Sitch
women have won the USCAK crown in 1978, 1980, 1986, 1989, 1991,
1993, and 1994. They won the SUAST (USCAK) - East title in 1973,
1978, 1979, 1980, 1982 and 1984. The men’s team became USCAK
champion in 1979 and 1996 and that of SUAST-East in 1972, 1973 and
1978. Both the girls and the juniors won their respective USCAK titles
in 1975, which for the juniors meant the defense of their 1974 title.
SUAST (USCAK) - East titles were won by the girls’ teams in 1961,
1973 and 1993 and by the juniors, in 1970, 1978 and 1993.

Table II lists chronologically all the first places won by Sitch
volleyball teams, other than their Ukrainian (USCAK) Champion-
ships, which were enumerated above. Among the tabulated victories,
however, some deserve to be highlighted. The men’s New Jersey AAU
titles in 1971 and 1972 earned them invitations to the AAU National
Championships. They took advantage of the invitation only in 1971
and played in that year’s AAU Nationals in Cleveland, Ohio. The
women’s team, which became champion of the Women's Volleyball
League of New Jersey in 1970 and 1971, also won the New Jersey
AAU title three years in a row, in 1970, 1971 and 1972. Arguably the
best year in the history of the men’s teams was 1975, when Sitch domi-
nated the Eastern U. S, by winning 9 top prizes, including the New Jer-
sey AAU and the East Coast AAU Championships, as well as placing
3 times in runner-up positions. This winning team was coached by one
of its star players, Georgi Vyshyganov, and managed by Omelan
Twardowsky.

In the 1970's, Sitch members made other memorable contribu-
tions to U.S. volleyball. In 1977, Dr. Taras Hunczak, an outstanding
player and director of the Sitch Volleyball Division at the time, was
elected Commissioner for the Garden-Empire region of the USVBA
as well as chairman of the AAU Junior Olympics. In 1979, Sitch vol-
leyball star Nestor Paslawsky was selected to the U.S. National Team
that competed in the World championship.

Noteworthy are the results of the women’s team in the 1985/86
season, when playing under a new coach, Bob Cece, it turned in 6 first-
place performances, including 2 in USVBA tournaments, and the US-
CAK title. Undoubtedly critical to that team’s success was the partici-
pation of Melanie Panko, the MVP at Drexel University in Philadel-
phia for 2 years and a player with a long resume of All-star selections,

including one to the First Team of the East Coast Conference.

The outstanding performances of the Sitch teams have ex-
tended into the 1990°s. The USVBA “Garden-Empire” Champion-
ships were won by the Sitch women in 1990 and by the men in 1996.
The women's championship team was coached by Paul Haley and cap-
tained by Sonia Morawsky-Haley. The victorious men were led by cap-
tain-manager Oles Hladky and coached by Michael Zawadisky. In the
1990’s the men's team has been strengthened by Thor Akinshyn, a star
player from Ukraine. The longevity of a successful Volleyball Division
is one more proof of the vitality of the Newark Sitch in general and of
its youth program in particular.

SWIMMING

Strictly speaking, the swimming activity at Ch. Sitch could
claim a rich tradition, dating back at least to 1936, when a Sitch swim
team won the bronze medal in the 1936 Ukrainian Olympiad in Phila-
delphia. Unfortunately, we have no additional information about the
compwosition or the fate of that original Sitch swim team, so that a “fast
forward™ across a span of thirty years is in order.

Within the context of the rebirth of Sitch activity in sports
since 1956, the present Swimming Division was one of the late comers,
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activated towards the end of 1966 on the initiative of Dr. Volodymyr
Wirschuk and Yaroslav Turiansky, starting with just 6 swimmers. Since
its first full year of existence (1967), the swimming team has competed
regularly in the Ukrainian Championships of North America (US-
CAK), which take place annually during the Labor Day Weekend at
the UNA resort “Soyuzivka” in Kerhonkson, N. Y., and are hosted
and sponsored by the UNA. Sitch swimmers have also competed in the
Ukrainian Championships of the Eastern U. S, known as SUAST
(USCAK) - East and in the Ukrainian Youth Games.

Thanks to the capable coaching and management by Michael
Lebed, Sitch was able to enter 13 swimmers already in the 1968 US-
CAK Championship, where several of them won medals in different
events and age categories: Nestor Paslawsky — gold; Larissa Sygida and
Maria Fedynyshyn - silver; Zoriana Tkacz, Orest Lebed and Markian
Paslawsky - bronze. The Sitch swim team finished second over-all. In
1969, when the Division had expanded to about 30 swimmers, Sitch
organized an intraclub swim meet, in which 20 of its swimmers partici-
pated. This event, which was probably the first of its kind for any
Ukrainian-American sports club, took place at Columbia H. S. in
Maplewood, N. J. and was attended by representatives of USACK, the
School Council of the Ukrainian Congress Committee of America, and
the UNA, with the last awarding prizes to the winners, Ever since, the
UNA has been the sponsor of the championship trophies in the annual
USCAK swimming competition.

Plenty of young talent as well as regular training and prepara-
tion under coaches Volodymyr Potezny and Michael Lebed, have
combined to bring the young swimmers of Sitch, boys and girls in the
8-18 age range, ever closer to their goal of becoming the Ukrainian
Champions of North America. The 1970 USCAK championship was a
harbinger of an imminent era of success, when, despite their second-
place finish, the Sitch swimmers gamered 5 gold, 4 silver and 4 bronze
medals, all under the gaze of about 1,000 spectators. The gold medal-
ists were Andrew Slysh (3 medals), Nestor Paslawky (1) and Ilena Po-
chtar (1); the silver was won by Orest Lebed, Danylo Pochtar, Ilena
Pochtar and Nadia Slysh. Orest Lebed, Rosalia Chapla and Maria
Kuchynsky were the bronze medalists.

For the Sitch swimmers, the watershed year was 1971, when
after five years of systematic training and competition, their well-
deserved dream of winning the USCAK team title finally came true.
Once the ice was broken, the Sitch swimmers established themselves as
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a regular dynasty, successfully defending their title for an incredible 8
consecutive years, i. €., they held the USCAK title for 9 years in a row,
from 1971 through 1979. In the process, the Sitch swimmers retired
three separate UNA championship trophies. It should be noted that
the awards ceremonies in the USCAK swimming championships are
festive occasions, where top executives of the UNA and the USCAK,
respectively, present UNA medals and USCAK certificates to individ-
ual winners and the UNA trophy to the winning team.

As if to celebrate their club’s 50th Anniversary, the Sitch team
pulled off a near sweep of the gold medals in the individual events at
the 1974 USCAK Championship. Andrew Slysh won 3 of them, his
younger brother Marko and sister Nadia — one each, while Ilena Po-
chtar and Lida Ocheretko added 2 more. Sitch swimmers were also
victorious in a couple of relays.

After a few years of interruption, when Sitch swimmers had to
content themselves with the status of USCAK vice-champions, they
proceeded to establish a second “dynasty” by claiming the USCAK
team crown for 5 consecutive years (1984-1988). This performance
they topped by winning the team gold medal in the 1988 Ukrainian
Olympiad in Philadelphia. In the meantime, three USCAK-East titles
(1986, 1987 and 1989) were captured as well. In the early 1980’s the
previously mentioned swimmers have been gradually complemented
or replaced with new talent: Daria Kaczmarczyk, Victor Kazdoba,
Alina Kazdoba, Christine Hura, Markian Kowaluk. The late 1980°s
brought to Sitch a new crop of gold-medal winners: George Cho-
piwsky, Ihor Ponomarenko, Mykola Porychynsky, John Bilon, George
Kihichak, Renata Danchewsky, Taissa Bokalo, January Szoludko, An-
drea Huk. In the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad, Andrea Kushnir received
5 gold medals and Gregory Kushnir, 2 gold, 1 silver and 1 bronze. Indi-
vidual gold winners at the 1988 USCAK championship were Alexan-
der Huk (3), Markian Kowaluk, Gregory Kushnir (3), Ihor Pono-
marenko, Andrea Huk (3), AndreaKushnir (2), January Szoludko,
Marika Kushnir, Taissa Bokalo. The Swimming Division was directed
in the 1980’s by Dr. Roman Slysh with the help of Marika Bokalo, who
took over the swimming activity in the 1990's.

A memorable event in the life of the Sitch Swimming Division
was the trip of some of its members to Ukraine as part of the USCAK
All-star contingent in several sports that went to compete there in
1991. Marika Bokalo, the Director of the Sitch Swimming Division,
served as the head coach of the USCAK All-star swim squad. Of the
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Sitch swimmers, Andrea Kushnir, Marika Kushnir and Adriana Bahrij
competed on the All-star team.

In 1996, the Sitch swimming contingent that came to compete
in the annual USCAK championship got an unexpected boost from a
sensational new team member — the 1992 U. 8. Olympian in Barcelona
and 5 times U. S. Champion in his 200-meter specialty — Ron Car-
naugh, who acknowledges his Ukrainian origin. Not surprisingly, Ron
breezed through the competition in the three individual events that he
chose to enter, not only capturing the three gold medals, but setting
new USCAK records in the process. For the record, Ron Carnaugh’s
times were as follows: 100 m indiv. medley — 57.73 sec; 100 m free style
- 51.39 sec; and 50 m butterfly — 26.04 sec. Also competing for the Sitch
team was a former Olympian, Nadia Stavko, who was a member of the
USSR swim team in the 1976 Olympiad in Montreal. She captured one
gold and two silver medals for the Sitch team, which won first place
easily.

Although the Olympians did assure Sitch of a team victory in
1996, they didn’t accomplish this alone. Little noticed in their shadow
was a new crop of rising young medalists, some of whom had contrib-
uted to the 1996 victory and then, in 1997, proved that they can also
make it on their own. The youngsters captured the Club’s 16th US-
CAK championship. Here are the names of the new medalists: Roman
Petruniak, Oles Myronov, Gregory Zelenka, Carolynn Gludish, Elena
Kapitanova, Maria Dzul, Antonina Korduba. As you can see, the
names of the medalists are changing almost annually, the Sitch swim
team roster is perpetually renewing itself. That's why the Sitch swim-
ming program lives on.

TENNIS

The Tennis Division was activated in 1961 by Dr. Volodymyr
Huk, who headed it until 1964, when he passed the divisional baton to
Borys Kuchynsky. Dr. Huk, however, remained an active competitor,
representing the colors of Sitch until his untimely death in 1975. Some
of the other players on the initial Sitch tennis team were E. Ko-
lankiwsky, A. Honcharenko, S. Huk, L. Huk and R. Andrushkiw,

The primary showcase for the Sitch tennis talent has been the
annual Ukrainian Championship of North America, run by the KLK
{Carpathian Ski Club) of New York on behalf of the Ukrainian Sports
Federation of U. S. A. and Canada (USCAK), for both men and
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women, in several age categories. These USCAK Championships are
traditionally held during the Labor Day Weekend at the Ukrainian
National Association (UNA) resort “Soyuzivka” in Kerhonkson, N.
Y., with the championship trophies sponsored and presented by the
UNA. Sitch representatives have also competed in the Ukrainian
Championships of the Eastern U. §., held under the aegis of SUAST
{(USCAK) - East and in the Ukrainian Youth Games. Some of the
young Sitch tennis players have excelled at the state level in high
school competition and in the intercollegiate arena.

In 1963, the Sitch Tennis Division was joined by Zenon Snylyk,
the soccer star, who became a successful tennis player and a perennial
organizer and director of Ukrainian-American tennis events. In 1974,
he won the USCAK men’s title. In the late 1960’s and early 1970’s,
Sitch benefited from two new members who excelled in USCAK
championships: B. Burachynsky, who won the senior (45) crown in
1968, and George Mychajluk, who became the 16 and under champion
in 1972. By 1973, Dr. V. Huk had won the USCAK senior (45) title five
times.

The golden era of Sitch tennis, which lasted from the mid
1970’s through 1990, was marked by the dominance of the extended
Matkiwsky family. During that period, the Tennis Division was run by
Dr. Zenon Matkiwsky, who competed actively himself, conquering the
USCAK senior (35) title 8 times. For three years in a row (1986-1988),
the men’s crown belonged to his son Eric, who complemented it by
winning also the gold medal at the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Phila-
delphia.

Also the USCAK women’s title seemed to be owned by the
Matkiwsky family, with Roxanne capturing it 5 times in a row (1986-
1990), Zenia — 4 times, and Luba — once. Zenia Matkiwsky was also
crowned the gold medalist at the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Phila-
delphia. Another Sitch representative, Vira Syvenky, won the Olympic
gold in the girls’ “18 and under” category. Nadia Matkiwsky captured
the women’s senior (35) title in 1985.

The Matkiwsky family figured prominently in the success of
the Ukrainian All-star teams in the 2nd Free Olympiad, which was
held in 1984 in Etobicoke, near Toronto, Canada. There they com-
peted against Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian All-stars. Sisters Luba
and Olenka Matkiwsky propelled the Ukrainian women’s team to their
gold medals, while their younger brother Eric helped the Ukrainian
men get the silver. Their father, Dr. Zenon Matkiwsky, managed the

A generational change occurred in 1991, when the Matkiwsky
family essentially discontinued their participation in the Sitch Tennis
Division. As a result, tennis activity passed from experienced players
to juniors — recent graduates of the Sitch Sports School. To their credit,
these juniors proceeded to win several USCAK titles in their age cate-
gories. Thor Lukiw became the director of the Tennis Division. A
summary of the USCAK championships won by Sitch members in the
period of 1965-1996 is shown in Table 3.

CHESS

Within the community of Ukrainian “new” immigrants, i. e.,
those who arrived in the U. S. shortly after World War 11, chess activity
preceded the establishment of Ukrainian sports clubs. As early as the
1949/50 season, local Ukrainian chess enthusiasts spontaneously or-
ganized a chess tournament at the “Ukrainian Center” in downtown
Newark, N. J., which attracted more than 20 participants. The strong-
est chess players among the Ukrainian new immigrants easily inte-
grated into the mainstream of American chess. The first mention of
Ukrainian chess players, future Sitch members, in the American press
occurred in conjunction with the 1953 New Jersey Intercollegiate
Chess Championship, which was won by Orest Popovych, with Lev
Blonarovych finishing second. In the 1950°s, Blonarovych and
Popovych were active in the team matches of the North Jersey Chess
League and also played in several U. 8. Opens.

Thus, when sports activity at Sitch was rekindled in 1956, the
Chess Division not only found plenty of enthusiasts in Newark and
vicinity, but also an able organizer and director in the person of Lev
Blonarovych. In 1939, he was joined at Sitch by Dr. Orest Popovych,
fresh out of graduate school. By now, both Blonarovych and Popovych
had earned their titles of chess master from the United States Chess
Federation (USCF). In 1959, Sitch chess was strengthened further by a
new member, Dmytro Kulyk, the 1957 champion of the city of To-
ronto, Canada, who in the USCF rating system achieved the rank of
chess expert (master candidate). Another chess expert who repre-
sented Sitch in the 1960’s was Zenon Shpon. There were many other
noteworthy players who also represented Sitch over the decades: Dr.
Joseph Andrushkiw, Bohdan Andrushkiw, Roman Andrushkiw, Peter
Havrushchenko, Constantine Ehlert, Leonid Kharchenko, Adam Hor
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dynsky, Omelan Twardowsky, George Iwankiw, Vasyl Matiash and
Steven Misilo, to name just a few.

In the 1960-1973 period, Sitch chess players competed regu-
larly in the individual Ukrainian Championships of the Eastern U.S,,
conducted by SUAST-East (renamed USCAK-East after 1978). The
two Sitch masters exercised a virtual monopoly over that Ukrainian-
American title, with Lev Blonarovych winning it 4 times (in 1960, 1961,
1968 and 1970) and Orest Popovych, 8 times (in 1963, 1964, 1965, 1967,
1969, 1971, 1972 and 1973). In the process, Popovych retired the only
two SUAST-East championship trophies. Sitch was also victorious in
the two SUAST-East team championships, in 1964 and 1971. Equally
important was the contribution of Sitch to the organization of Ukrain-
ian chess in the Eastern U. S. Thus, the Club played host to seven of
the SUAST-East championships, and Sitch members were running the
Chess Division of SUAST-East for most of its history. In the 1961/62
period its director was Lev Blonarovych, who was succeeded by Orest
Popovych in the 1963-1973 period, after which the Division became
inactive,

In the 1970’s, Sitch was enriched by two young chess masters,
Peter Radomskyj and Steve Stoyko. Eventually, Popovych, Stoyko and
Radomskyj would have the distinction of “Life Master” accorded to
them by the USCF. In addition, Radomskyj became a correspondence
chess master. Popovych and Stoyko achieved the highest rank avail-
able in the USCF rating system - that of “Senior Master”, as well as
the title of “FIDE Master” from the International Chess Federation.

In 1966, Dr. Orest Popovych organized a Chess Division within
the Ukrainian Sports Federation of U. S. A. and Canada (USCAK),
which had the effect of expanding Ukrainian chess championships to
encompass all of the U. S. A. and Canada. In the period from 1966
through 1998, 32 such individual championships of Ukrainians in North
America have taken place under the aegis of USCAK, of which the
masters representing Sitch won 18. Thus, Dr. O. Popovych won the
USCAK title 9 times (in 1966, 1967, 1968, 1972, 1986, 1988. 1992, 1994,
1997). His 1988 USCAK title was doubly significant, as it included the
gold medal in the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Philadelphia. Steve
Stoyko won the USCAK title 4 times (in 1970, 1987, 1989 and 1991 -
jointly with P. Radomskyj). Lev Blonarovych became USCAK cham-
pion 3 times (in 1971, 1973, and 1985). In the 1988 USCAK Champion-
ship, which was part of the Ukrainian Olympiad, L. Blonarovych tied
for 2-3 places with the Rev. Marian Procyk and won the Olympic silver

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medal. At that time he was already quite ill and it was to be his last
USCAK tournament: Lev Blonarovych died on January 27, 1989, at
the age of 61. Peter Radomskyj won the USCAK crown also 3 times
(in 1991 — jointly with S. Stoyko, 1993 and 1996). With a few interrup-
tions, the USCAK Chess Division has been run to this day by Orest
Popovych. In the years 1970-72, it was headed by Lev Blonarovych.

Sitch masters also won two out of the three Ukrainian-
American invitational round-robins. In 1967/67, Lev Blonarovych fin-
ished first in the only Ukrainian-American correspondence champion-
ship. In 1982, Steve Stoyko surpassed three masters and two experts to
capture first place in a Ukrainian-American invitational in Philadel-
phia.

Sitch players Steve Stoyko (board #1), Orest Popovych (board
#3) and Peter Radomskyj (board #4) formed the core of the six-man
USCAK All-star chess team that went on a tour of Western Ukraine in
June 1991. It was part of a large USCAK contingent, comprising also
teams in soccer, volleyball, tennis and swimming. In addition to a hec-
tic program of non-stop meetings, receptions, concerts, interviews and
bus trips, the team played 9 tough matches in 10 days. Peter Radom-
skyj turned in an outstanding performance in Ukraine by scering an
impressive 6.5:2.5. Popovych achieved the plus score of 4.5:3.5. He was
the organizer and captain of the team.

As one can surmise from their titles, the chess masters who
represented Sitch had to be very active and rather successful on the
American and, occasionally, international chess scene as well. Their
best results (ist and 2nd places only) in major non-Ukrainian tourna-
ments are collected in Table 4. Some of these achievements, however,
deserve to be highlighted. One is the New Jersey state title, which was
won by L. Blonarovych in 1956 and 1963; by O. Popovych, in 1959,
1961 and 1985; and by S. Stoyko, in 1973 and 1983. In 1978, S. Stoyko
played on a team that won the U. S. Championship. The major accom-
plishments of O. Popovych are winning the New England Champion-
ship in 1957 and 1958, the Atlantic Open (New York) and the National
Chess Congress (Cleveland) - both in 1971. Probably surpassing all of
his other results in significance were Popovych's vice-championships of
the top two New York chess clubs — twice of the Marshall C. C. (in
1965 and 1971) and of the Manhattan C. C. (in 1971).

Late in 1996, Orest Popovych published in Lviv, Ukraine a
book presenting not only his own selected games and highlights of his
chess career, but also a short history of organized Ukrainian chess in
North America. The book, whose name in Ukrainian is “Partii ta Roz-
povidi Shakhista z Ameryky” (“Games and Stories of an American
Chess Player”), received many favorable reviews in Ukraine, followed
by requests for additional information on each of the outstanding
Ukrainian-American chess players. Based on such information, pro-
vided to Ukrainian journalists by Orest Popovych, biographical articles
with selected games appeared about a number of Ukrainian- American
chess players in the newspapers “Chas/Time” (Kyiv) and “Krymska
Svitlytsya” (Simferopol). All four Sitch masters — Blonarovych,
Popovych, Radomskyj and Stoyko had their chess careers publicized in
Ukraine in this manner, Finally, they were all immortalized in a book
entitled “Chess Players of the Ukrainian Diaspora” by Petro Bezpalko,
published in Kyiv in 1998 (in Ukrainian).

TABLE TENNIS

Although the Table Tennis Division, started early in 1957 by
Vasyl Hryb, existed for over 30 years, its activity surfaced only in
spurts. The first period of its activity was 1957/59, when the following
players made it happen: V. Hryb, George Olesnycky, I. Kihichak, 1.
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Seniuta, G. Holuka, S. Kosonocky, Taissa Turiansky and Nadia
Choma, among others. In 1959, Sitch hosted the Ukrainian Champion-
ship of the Eastern U. 8. (SUAST-East), where its own O. Dutkevych
won the junior title.

The Division went dormant until 1966, when its new director,
Zenon Shpon, ran another SUAST-East championship hosted by
Sitch. In this event, Shpon won the men's title, while George Chra-
newycz captured the senior crown. In 1966, the other table tennis play-
ers on the Sitch roster were: V. Markus, O. Chaika, O. Mychajluk, A.
Pytlar, [. Kulchycky, O. Lisevych, E. Kushnir, V. Kowblansky, V.
Wirschuk, [. Jarosz, E. Chyzowych and L. Lucenko.

In the late 1960’s, the Table Tennis Division was taken over by
George Chranewycz, who conducted several Ukrainian tournaments
throughout the 1970's, with Sitch hosting all of them. The annual
SUAST-East championships were held in the Newark/[rvington area,
while friendly tournaments took place at the UFA resort "Verk-
hovyna" in Glen Spey, N. Y. In 1970, G. Chranewycz won both the
men’s and the senior title in the SUAST-East competition. He re-
peated as the senior champion in 1971. Other Sitch players in the 1971
SUAST-East championship were G. Hordynsky, Ya. Wilchynsky, M.
Jaworsky and Q. Twardowsky. In 1972, the SUAST-East event at-
tracted 30 players. The results by Sitch representatives were impres-
sive: G. Chranewycz won both the men’s and the senior title and then
paired up with A. Loyko to capture the doubles crown. Borys Ol-
shaniwsky and Dora Olshaniwsky took the junior and the girls’ title,
respectively. The friendly tournament at “Verkhovyna” that year was
also won by G. Chranewycz. Despite all of this activity, however, fur-
ther development of this sport at Sitch was hindered by the lack of our
own adequate indoor space and the necessity of renting such space
both for practice and tournaments.

In 1976, Sitch reaped its biggest harvest of table tennis prizes.
In the USCAK championships, S. Wyshnewsky won the men’s title and
Volodymyr Kravchenko, the junior crown. In the 1976 SUAST-East
contest, Volodymyr Kravchenko captured the men’s title, Victor
Kravchenko — the junior prize and the duo of Volodymyr Kravchenko
and George Chranewycz - the doubles. In 1979, George Chranevycz
claimed the men’s title both in the USCAK and the USCAK-East
(formerly - SUAST-East) championship. He defended his USCAK
title successfully in 1984.

The last burst of table tennis activity at Sitch was prompted by
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the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Philadelphia. There, Sitch players
captured gold medals both in men’s singles (J. Jarema) and doubles (J.
Jarema and V. Loyko). George Chranewycz directed the event, which
attracted 23 players. After 1988, there was no more significant table
tennis activity at Sitch. George Chranewycz passed away in 1996,

OTHER SPORTS

(Ice hockey, bridge, golf, skiing, track and field, bowling, baseball,
basketball)

The vitality of a sports program, or any other organized activ-
ity, that lacks mass support within the Ukrainian-American community
is bound to be tenuous and generally dependent on the energy and
commitment of one or two enthusiasts. Should such individuals leave
the scene, the program they promoted is likely to come to a halt. This
is one reason why some areas of sport enjoyed relatively short periods
of activity within the Sitch organization or made sporadic appearances
without establishing any continuity. There have also been other objec-
tive reasons for the diminution or cessation of activity in certain sports,
such as generational and demographic changes, key players moving out
of the area, the restructuring of a league organization, changing inter-
ests within the community, etc.

Some of the short-lived sports programs at Sitch had started
with a lot of enthusiasm, energy and initial success. ICE HOCKEY is
the prime example fitting this scenario. The Sitch hockey program had
its origins in the “Saint John’s Hockey Club” associated with the paro-
chial school at the St. John the Baptist Ukrainian Catholic church in
Newark, N. J. Back in 1963, the Rev. Yaroslav Dybka, then director of
the parochial school, introduced a group of about 20 of his students to
the game of hockey. Assisted by Rostyk Robak, a high school student,
Rev. Dybka proceeded to teach them how to skate, followed by the
rudiments of the game. After several years of such training, the boys of
St. John's were ready to advance to league competition in hockey.

This is where Chornomorska Sitch stepped in. Ivan Hamulak, a
Sitch officer, initiated a Hockey Division within our Club and regis-
tered it in the “Valley Skaters” hockey league. In its first, 1971/72 sea-
son, the roster of the Sitch hockey team read as follows: John Bar-
badyn, Volodymyr Wasiczko, Bohdan Dziman, Tom Feher, Marko
Budnyj, H. Buniak, Val Olijnyk, Dan Koch, Mark Quinn, Alex Kuziw,
Orest Lebed, P. Prociuk; Volodymyr Danyluk was the coach and Peter
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Semeniuk, the manager. Success came as early as the 1972/73 season,
when Sitch competed in two leagues — the “Valley Skaters” and the
stronger “Union County Hockey League™. Sitch skaters won the
championship of the “Valley Skaters” as well as their A-division play-
offs for the Filigree Cup. In the “Union County League”, Sitch fin-
ished second in the championship, but then proceeded to capture the
play-offs for the County Cup.

The 1973/74 season was probably the most successful for the
Sitch hockey program. The team played only in the “Union County
Hockey League”, running away with the league championship with a
record of 13-0-1 and then defending successfully the play-off Cup. This
winning team deserves to be recorded in full for posterity: John Bar-
badyn, Joe Smokowsky, Andy Balysky, Dan Koch, Don Surowitch, Joe
Hudak, Mike Laschuk, Mark Quinn, Tony Musciotto, Peter Melnyk,
Zenon Semanyshyn, Roman Semeniuk, Eugene Semeniuk, Tom Masi,
I. Surowitch, Bernie Smokowsky, Alex Kuziw, Marko Budnyj, Tom
Feher, Paul Me¢le, Bohdan Dziman. Paul Quinn was the coach, Peter
Semeniuk - the manager, assisted by Mike Gudzy. It should be noted
that the above Sitch team contained a core of seven skaters who played
also for the “Newark Sabres”, a semi-pro hockey club.

In the 1974/75 season, the hockey team finished second in its
league. However, the high point in its season came in the Ironbound
Hockey Holiday Tournament, where Sitch defeated “Union™ by a
score of 8:0 and the “Newark Ironbound”, by 4:1. Mark Quinn of Sitch
was awarded the tournament MVP trophy. This was a suitable way for
our hockey team to mark the 50th Anniversary of Sitch in 1974.

In the 1975/76 season, Sitch hockey experienced a crisis, as
many of its best players became ineligible to play in their league, due
to age limitations. Sadly, this crisis proved to be terminal, because soon
the league itself had disbanded and the Sitch hockey program followed
suit to its own early demise.

One last hurrah for the Sitch Hockey Division involved an
auspicious occasion, when on February 14 and 15, 1976, Sitch played
host to two intemational matches between its own team and the
Ukrainian-Canadian club “Kozaky” from the University of Manitoba
in Winnipeg. The matches were played at the Branch Brook Park Ice
Center in Newark, N. J., attracting local politicians, hockey league offi-
cials and the mainstream media. Our Canadian guests won both of the
matches handily. In the last season, Don Surowitch was the coach and
Val Olijnyk, the manager.

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BRIDGE and ice hockey as games may have nothing in com-
mon, but their programs at Sitch happened to follow analogous paths,
where each experienced a short period of intense activity that ended
abruptly. The Sitch bridge club came into being in the 1969/70 season
(November to June) on the initiative of Myroslav Jaworsky, who
headed the Bridge Division throughout its existence. Club champion-
ships, conducted according to the rules of the American Contract
Bridge League, were run each season for individuals and pairs. Al-
ready the first season attracted some 35 players. E. Fedorenko won the
individual championship and paired up with A. Lapychak to win the
pairs. Other ranking bridge players were B. Zuk, Dr. D. Stachiw, Mrs.
Ya. Stachiw, 1. Pelensky, V. Hentysh, B. Hayduchok, Dr. J. Andrush-
kiw and George Polansky.

The 1970/71 season recorded 738 matches and brought first
place to Dr. D. Stachiw as well as to the pair Dr. D. Stachiw - B. Zuk.
There was no let up in the 1971/72 season, which saw 17 participants in
the individual competition and 11 in the pairs, for a total of 774 games.
The individual champion became A. Lapychak, who with his steady
partner E. Fedorenko also triumphed in the pairs competition. Partici-
pation grew further in the 1972/73 season, when 28 individual players
and 19 pairs fought it out for their respective titles. A. Lapychak and
the pair V. Hentysh and B. Cetenko were the winners.

In 1974, the Bridge Division of Sitch organized the first ever
tournament for the individual and pairs championship of Ukrainians in
the U. 8. A. and Canada. Twenty bridge players entered this event,
which was held at the UNA estate “Soyuzivka” in Kerhonkson, N. Y.
and was directed by Myroslav Jaworsky. In the end, three pairs tied for
first: S. Berehulka - S. Iinycky, Dr. 1. Koropecky — E. Stachiw and A.
Lapychak - L. Rudzinsky of Sitch. The individual title was captured by
Yaroslava Olesnycky of Sitch. The second Ukrainian bridge tourna-
ment for the U. 5. A, and Canada was held in 1975, again at
“Soyuzivka”. Among the 14 pairs that competed, first place was won
by Volodymyr and Roman Hentysh of Sitch. After this tournament,
organized bridge competition at the Sitch club ceased to exist.

Organized GOLF activity at Sitch spanned the period of 1930
through 1988, centering primarily around the annual Ukrainian golf
tournament, which was organized and partially sponsored by Sitch.
These tournaments would attract about 50 — 75 participants from all
over the East Coast and concluded with festive award banquets.
Ukrainian goH tournaments enjoyed the sponsorships of the UNA,
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UFA and a number of Ukrainian-American businesses in the New-
ark/Irvington area. George Tarasiuk and Nestor Olesnycky shared the
duties of tournament organizers and directors, in addition to being ac-
tive competitors themselves. Borys Mychajliw and Steve Nahorniak
were the other two Sitch golfers who helped in some of the organizing
activities. In addition to those mentioned, Dr. Steve Bodnar, George
Polansky, M. Harasym, V. Mencinsky and S. Sosiak were some of the
names of Sitch golfers who took part in competition, among many oth-
€T5.

In the 1988 Ukrainian Olympiad in Philadelphia, Sitch was
represented by 4 golfers: Nestor Olesnycky (captain), Volodymyr
Wynarchuk, P, Wynarchuk and V. Cmajlo, but none of them reached
the medal rounds. Later that year, Sitch staged the 9th and last of its
annual Ukrainian golf tournaments. This time the Sitch Olympians
Volodymyr Wynarchuk and Nestor Olesnycky acquitted themselves
creditably by finishing second and third, respectively.

SKIING activity at Sitch started in 1968, thanks to the efforts
of one enthusiast, Yaroslav Tkacz, who with his children, Andrew, Bo-
rys, Virlana and Zoriana, constituted the initial and enduring core of
the Sitch skiing team. Y. Tkacz was assisted in his efforts by Askold
Hajwas, also an accomplished skier. Much of the participation in skiing
seemed to run along family lines. There was also the Kobziar family of
outstanding Sitch skiers — Ksenia, Andrew, George and Peter — as well
as the three Kurylko’s.

In the period of 1968 to 1977, Sitch skiers participated regu-
larly in the annual Ukrainian championships of the U. 8. A. and Can-
ada run under the auspices of USCAK. These championships, which
were held in the ski areas of the upper New York state, typically drew
in the vicinity of 80-90 skiers, among them 15-20 Sitch representatives.
Although scheduled annually, some of the USCAK championships
never took place because of uncooperative weather.

Already in the 1969 USCAK championship, Andrew Tkacz
earned the gold medal in the downhill race. At that time, Virlana and
Borys Tkacz as well as Ksenia, Andrew, George and Peter Kobziar
have excelled in mainstream American ski competition.

A major success was achived by Sitch skiers in the 1972 US-
CAK championship, held at “Snow Ridge” in Turine, N. Y. Gold med-
als were captured by George Kobziar in men’s slalom and by Yaroslav
Tkacz in two events — the slalom and the Alpine combination in the
senior’s category. Andrew, Borys, Yaroslav and Zoriana Tkacz as wel!
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as Ksenia, Andrew and George Kobziar won several other medals. As
a result, Sitch as a team finished second in a field of 9 Ukrainian ski
clubs,

Sitch participation in the annual USCAK championships con-
tinued to be strong in 1975 and 1976. In the 1976 event, the gold in the
grand slalom was won by George Kobziar in the men’s group and by
Yaroslav Tkacz among the seniors. In the same year, Peter Kobziar
captured the Empire State Cup in the New York State Ski Champion-
ship in Lake Placid, N. Y. Aside from those already mentioned, some
of the other Sitch skiers competing at that time were G. Bohacky, R.
Wasiczko and O. and M. Chuchra.

The organized Ski Division at Sitch had ceased to function in
1977. Since that time, only individual Sitch skiers have continued to
appear in small numbers at the annual USCAK championships.
Yaroslav Tkacz, the founder and the heart and soul of the Sitch skiing
program passed away in 1996.

TRACK AND FIELD activity has existed at Sitch since 1970,
when it was first organized by V. Potezny, but it has been largely lim-
ited to the Sitch Sports School, where it is practiced by boys and girls
age 18 and under. Representatives of the Sports School compete
regularly in track and field in the Ukrainian Youth Games, which are
staged each summer at the SUMA sports camp in Ellenville, N, Y.
Over the years, youngsters from the Sitch Sports School have won
many medals in track and field in the Ukrainian Youth Games. Sitch
can point with pride, however, to one adult champion, also a graduate
of its Sports School: he is Gregory Maik, who in the 1988 Ukrainian
Olympiad in Philadelphia captured the gold medal in men'’s pole-vault
competition.

BOWLING was one of the few sports reactivated at Newark
Sitch after World War II. In the 1950’s and 1960’s, teams representing
Ch. Sitch competed in the Ukrainian National Association Bowling
League, which had 10 teams. Sitch captured the League title three
years in a row, in 1953, 1954 and 1955, and then again, in 1961. In 1954,
Ukrainian Sitch won also the championship of the American Bowling
League. Unfortunately, the bowling teams at Sitch had no youth pro-
gram, and once the veteran bowlers had retired, around 1969, there
was no one to fill their shoes.

BASEBALL was the number one sport at Chornomorska
Sitch in the 1930’s, but the only record of that program to survive in
the Club’s files is a couple of team pictures and their captions, provid-

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ing us with the team rosters. In 1976, an attempt was made to bring
back the baseball program to Sitch, but despite the fact that in 1978
our team, playing under the name of “Ukrainian Sitch”, became the
champion of the “Irvington Intermediate Baseball League”, this sport
just didn’t take.

A similar fate befell the Sitch BASKETBALL program. As
was mentioned in the historical overview, in the early 1950’s Sitch bas-
ketball teams had resumed their pre-war competition in the Ukrainian
Basketball League of New Jersey. This activity, however, turned out to
be short lived. The last attempt to revive Sitch basketball was made by
some enthusiasts in 1959, in conjunction with a Ukrainian Basketball
League of New Jersey for juniors, 16 and under. This effort too fizzled
out within one year.

Evidently, the post World War II first- and even second-
generation Ukrainian Americans were not ready to embrace these
most popular American sports - baseball and basketball - with any
kind of conviction, at least not within the organizational structure of a
Ukrainian sports club. Certainly, the tradition-oriented Ukrainian im-
migrant community could hardly be expected to provide the necessary
support for sports it did not import from the old country.

CONTRIBUTIONS OF CHORNOMORSKA SITCH
TO UKRAINIAN FESTIVALS IN NEW JERSEY

For more than two decades, the Ukrainian Festival in New
Jersey used to be the biggest attraction for Ukrainians on the U.S. East
coast, each year draving crowds of 4,000 to 10,000 people. The
Festivals were initiated by the New Jersey State Council of the
Ukrainian Congress Committee of America, with the Festival Com-
mittees manned by volunteers from all over New Jersey and even New
York. What distinguished the New Jersey Ukrainian Festivals from
other Ukrainian Festivals was inclusion in their program of sports
events, such as men's and women’s soccer and volleyball tournaments,
featuring both Ukrainian and non-Ukrainian clubs. Such tournaments
were sanctioned by the Ukrainian Sports Federation of U.S.A. and
Canada (USCAK) and were conducted on a high level.

When the Ukrainian Festivals in New Jersey were first started
in 1974, they would feature some sporadic, informal volleyball
tournaments, but had no serious sports program. Sports became a
significant component of the Festival program since 1980, when the
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Festival Committee was chaired by Stanley Jakubovych. The other
attractions of the Festivals were always the performances by some of
the top Ukrainian choral and dance ensebles as well as soloists from
U.S.A., Canada and Ukraine. During daytime, the Festivals featured
exhibitions of paintings, Ukrainian carvings, embroidery, Easter eggs,
books, cooking, etc. The tradition of including sports in the Festival
program was continued by subsequent chairpeople of the festival
Committee: V. Yurcheniuk, K. Semanyshyn, S. Palydovych, R. Mys-
kiw, L. Sira, O. Korduba and H. Hywel.

From 1980 to 1997, i. e., for a period of 17 years, the sports
program at the Ukrainian festivals was run by Omelan Twardowsky,
the director of Sports Activity at Chornomorska Sitch, who was also a
member of the Festival Committee throughout those years.

Each year, two or three men’s and women'’s teams of Ch. Sitch
would participate in the Festival tournaments, bringing with them a
significint number of Sitch members and other fans, thus raising the
popularity of the Festivals. The successful sports program at the
Ukrainian festivals became a model for other ethnic Festivals — Polish,
German, Slovak and Scottish — all of which introduced similar soccer
tournaments in their own programs.

Unfortunately, for various reasons, especially because of an
unfavorable attitude of the Garden State Arts Center in Holmdel, the
Ukrainian Festival had to abandon that venue, moving in 1998 to
Whippany. There it is trying to carry on the tradition in the form of a
“Ukrainian Day”, but with a much diminished format.

The results and reports from the New Jersey Ukrainian
Festival tournaments have been recorded for history in the Ukrainian-
American press, particularly in the then daily “Svoboda”. Below is a
list of the top three finishers in each of the six-team soccer
tournaments that took place at the Ukrainian Festivals in the years
1981-1997, inclusive.

CURRENT STATUS OF CHORNOMORSKA SITCH

The pessimistic-sounding concluding passages of our previous
segment might have left the reader wondering about the current vital-
ity of the sports program at Ch. Sitch. Let me begin by assuring you
that in 1999, its anniversary year, Newark Sitch remains a sound ath-
letic-educational organization, housed in its own home, which is fully
paid for and self-supporting. Additional financial support from the
Ukrainian-American community is funneled into our Club through the
tax-exempt Sitch Foundation. Ch. Sitch continues to administer its own
Sports School, which runs for four weeks each summer at the UFA
resort “Verkhovyna” in Glen Spey, N.Y. The School receives subsidy
from a Federal Program for room and board for its needy students. Ch.
Sitch is the only Ukrainian sports club in the diaspora that publishes its
own magazine, “Our Sport”.

Several Sitch officers hold key posts in the Ukrainian Sports
Federation of U.S.A. and Canada (USCAK), which in addition to its
traditional function of organizing Ukrainian sports competition in
North America, has in recent years expanded its activity into fund-
raising in support of sports in Ukraine. As of today, the following Sitch
members hold USCAK offices, as indicated: M. Stebelsky (President),
A. Napora (Financial Secretary), O. Twardowsky (Press Officer), Dr.
O. Popovych (Director of the Chess Division), Marika Bokalo (Direc-
tor of the Swimming Division), M. Palivoda (Director of the Soccer
Division), V. Rudakewycz (Director of the Volleyball Division) and S.
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Brenych (member of the Auditing Committee). All of the above offi-
cials have held their USCAK posts for several terms now, and they
also occupy identical positions within the Chornomorska Sitch organi-
zation.

Currently active at Ch. Sitch are programs in soccer, velleyball,
swimming, chess and tennis. The Soccer Division has presently one
men's and one women'’s team (20 players each), and two junior teams
(around 30 boys). The program is run by M. Palivoda, Ya. Twardow-
sky, H. Serhiiv, E. Dorch, A. Shmyr and V. Kovalov (coach).

The Volleyball Division has a men’s and a women’s team, with
about 10 players in each. Its director is V. Rudakewycz, who also man-
ages the women’s team. When the Sitch Sports School is in session
each summer, junior teams — boys’ and girls’ — are aiso organized, and
they compete in the annual Ukrainian Youth Games. Hena
Shevechenko and Thor Akinshyn are the coaches of the men’s and the
women’s team, respectively. Both are recent arrivals from Ukraine and
are themselves outstanding players of the Sitch men’s team.

The Swimming Division, headed by Marika Bokalo, comprises,
on the average, more than 20 swimmers. Sitch is the only Ukrainian
club that participates each year in the swimming competition both at
the USCAK championship and at the Ukrainian Youth Games. For
the last several years, the swimming coach has been Nadia Stavko, a
former Olympian and many times swimming champion of Ukraine and
the former USSR. Her students have excelled not only in Ukrainian-
American swimming championships, but in mainstream American
events as well.

Members of the Chess Division, headed by Dr. Qrest Po-
povych, have continued to win top prizes in both the Ukrainian-
American and mainstream American championships. This is particu-
larly true of the three Sitch chess masters: Orest Popovych, Peter Ra-
domskyj and Steve Stoyko.

As of this writing, there is no one in charge of the Sitch Tennis
Division. However, Sitch does have a number of talented young tennis
players, products of its own Sports School, which promises well for the
future of our tennis program. Finally, Sitch provides track and field
training cach summer at its Sports School, in preparation for the an-
nual Ukrainian Youth Games. Track and field is coached by O. Kolo-
diy.

To summarize, Chornomorska Sitch has been in every respect
the leader among the Ukrainian sports clubs in North America so far,
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Cmatuxis, A. Kypuaxo, P. Bapuyx, mrp. I Xauyanx.

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Chapter 7

AMERICA RECOGNIZES THE CONTRIBUTIONS
OF CHORNOMORSKA SITCH

It is no surprise that the work of Newark Sitch has gained the
respect, recognition and appreciation within the Ukrainian-American
community, The multitude of warm greetings from a variety of
Ukrainian-American organizations as well as individuals, which are
published annually in the magazine “Our Sport”, are ample evidence
of that. After all, Sitch is an integral part of the Ukrainian-American
community, with its athletic teams and the Sports School touching di-
rectly the lives of hundreds of youngsters and their families, year after
year. Current activities of Sitch are publicized regularly by the
Ukrainian-American newspapers “Svoboda”, “Narodna Volya”,
“America” and the “Ukrainian Weekly”. The magazine “Our Sport”
provides an annual summary of the club’s activities. Thus, a Ukrainian-
American has every chance to be well-informed about the contribu-
tions of Ch. Sitch to his community.

But what about the wider American community? Obviously,
the successes of our athletic teams, which proudly display the name
“Ukrainian Sitch” on their uniforms, have earned name recognition for
our club in the mainstream media as well. Sample headlines about
Sitch from the sports columns of English- and German-language news-
papers are displayed elsewhere in this volume. Less obvious, but by no
means less important, is the fact our Association has also received ac-
colades from a gamut of American political figures, spanning the range
from the mayor’s office to the White House.

For example, the 60th Anniversary of Sitch in 1984 elicited
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greetings from the governor of New Jersey, Thomas Kean and from
the President of the United States, Ronald Reagan. The Anniversary
festivities were covered prominently by the Newark “Star Ledger”. A
particularly impressive bouquet of “warmest greetings and congratula-
tions” was received by Sitch on the occasion of its 70th Anniversary in
1994. They came from the U. 8. President, Bill Clinton, U, S. Vice-
president Al Gore, the governor of New Jersey, Christine Todd Whit-
man, U, S, Senators Bill Bradley and Frank R. Lautenberg, U. S. Con-
gressman Herb Klein, the mayor of Newark, Sharpe James and the
chairman of the Essex county Democratic Committee, Thomas P.
Giblin. Collectively, the well-wishers praised Sitch for its outstanding
service to the community in the areas of sports, culture, entertainment,
politics as well as the preservation of the Ukrainian ethnic pride and
unity. “1 congratulate you on your achievements and 1 extend best
wishes for many years of continuing success” — ended his letter Presi-
dent Bill Clinton. Copies of the above letters as well as other expres-
sions of recognition are displayed in the exhibits that follow.
