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THE TRAIL TO HOLODOMOR-GENOCIDE
1932-1933

Usually when we hear about Holodomor of 1932-1933 in
Ukraine, which resulted in the death of millions of people, we learn
about collectivization and the artificial famine. However, taking a closer
look at the events in Ukraine, particularly from 1926 to the end of 1933,
one discovers several interrelated issues, which explain the origins of the
tragedy. Collectivization and the Holodomor that followed were only the
last, although determining, segments of the tragedy, which, in the past,
could not have been documented since the archival materials were
inaccessible.

As I was reading the documents, dealing particularly with the
period of August 1932 to November 1933, I was impressed by the
repeated use by the Communist leaders of the same terminology in their
attacks against “the petliurites, nationalists, bourgeois nationalist,
nationalist deviationists, counter-revolutionaries and Ukrainization™.
This, more than anything else led me to the conclusion that Stalin’s plans
went beyond the question of collectivization and grain deliveries. Indeed,
while collectivization and industrialization, were important aspects of
Soviet planning, they were only a part of Stalin’s great scheme to
transform the USSR into a great power. Stalin saw the Soviet Union as a
centralized state based on Russia, Russian language and culture, there-
fore he was concerned with the growing sense of national culture, as
reflected in the spirit of Ukrainization and national independence,
particularly among leading members of the Ukrainian Communist Party.
This spirit of growing independence was articulated by such influential
writer as Mykola Khvyliovy whose words “Away from Moscow”,
emphasizing 4hat Ukraine’s future should be looked for in Europe and
not in Moscow. Khvyliovy also argued in his Apolohety pysaryzmu that
while “the (Soviet) Union remains a Union, Ukraine is an independent
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state”. But he was not the only one. Indeed, he was in the forefront of a
whole movement among whom we also find economist Mykhailo Volo-
buyev, and others who “accused Russia of pursuing the old tsarist policy
of colonial exploitation of Ukraine”.'

The central core of the movement was the policy of Ukrainiza-
tion, whose very source was building the national identity on native roots
(korenizatsiya), which had many cultural, artistic, literary and political
dimensions. Stalin, a champion of political centralism, questioned the
ideal of national sovereignty when he criticized the policy of Ukrainiza-
tion.? Stalin stated his position clearly in his letter of April 26, 1926 to
Lazar Kaganovich, who was the Secretary of the CP(b)U at that time,
when addressed the question of Ukrainization as a crucial problem.
Comrade Shumsky, wrote Stalin, referring to the Commissar of Edu-
cation, does not realize that in Ukraine...such a movement...may assume
in places the character of a struggle for the alienation of Ukrainian
culture from all-Soviet culture, a struggle against “Moscow,” against
the Russians, against the Russian culture and its greatest achieve-
ments...I need not point out that such a danger grows more and more
real in Ukraine... At a time when the Western European proletarians look
with enthusiasm to the flag that flies over Moscow, this Ukrainian
Communist Khvylovy has nothing to say in favor of Moscow except to
call on the Ukrainian leaders to run away from Moscow as fast as
possible...Comrade Shumsky does not understand that only by combating
such extremist views is it possible to transform the rising Ukrainian
culture and Ukrainian social life into a Soviet culture and Soviet social
life?

From Stalin’s letter to Kaganovich begins an ever increasing
criticism against Ukrainization and particularly against Shumsky and
Khvylovy, leading Ukrainian communists, who were accused of natio-
nalist “‘deviation”. As it gained momentum in 1927 and later, increasing
number of individuals and organizations were subjected to criticism and
persecution for “bourgeois nationalism”, for being “promoters of

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counterrevolution” and for other alleged crimes against the Soviet state.
The first victim of this policy was the Ukrainian Autocephalic Orthodox
Church, whose existence as a spiritual institution was terminated.* In the
same year, in 1929, the GPU, (secret police known as State Political
Administration) “uncovered” fictitious organizations which were alle-
gedly conspiring against the Soviet State. What followed was a show
trial of leading Ukrainian intellectuals who, allegedly, belonged to the
Union for Liberation of Ukraine (SVU). The show-trial was held in
March 1930 (very appropriately) in a Kharkiv theatre where 45 members
of the fictitious SVU were found guilty and were sentenced to a ten-year
imprisonment — usually in concentration camps.’

The true intent of the trial was stated in the journal Bilshovyk
Ukrainy in 1930 in which the author stated: In the trial of SVU the
Ukrainian proletarian court examines not only petlurite counterre-
volutionary scraps, but it judges, in historical perspective the entire
Ukrainian nationalism, the nationalist parties, their traitorous politic,
their abominable ideas of bourgeois self-determination [and] indepen-
dence of Ukraine”.® The Communist objectives in organizing the SVU
trial was even more clearly stated by prosecutor S.S. Brook who said:
“We have to put the Ukrainian intelligentsia on her knees, that is our
task — and it will be done; those who will resist — we will execute!’”’

Great many changes that impacted the entire society were
initiated in the Soviet Union in 1928 and in 1929 after Stalin, having
overcome all opposition within the Party, emerged as the unchallenged
leader. His article “The Year of the Great Turning-Point”, which ap-
peared on November 7, 1929 in the newspaper “Pravda” provided a
direction in which he wanted the village economy to go. He wanted the

farmers to join collective farms in order to gain two objectives: 1. Obtain
absolute control over grain procurement and 2. Establish complete
control over farmers who displayed a high level of independence and
resisted collectivization, which they considered serfdom of modem
times.®

Preceding collectivization was “the liquidation of the well-off
(kurkuls, kulaks) farmers as a class”. Practically it meant expropriation,
deportation to remote northern areas or imprisonment, with possibility of
execution, and deportation to concentration camps. It has been estimated
that about one million people became victims of this ruthless state
persecution. This process, according to the decision of Communist Party
of January 30, 1930 was to be completed in four months — from February
to May 1930. As a result, whole families were thrown out of their houses
without food or appropriate clothing.’

The ruthless treatment of the farmers, whom they called “Kur-
kuls”, spread fear among the people and some, to save themselves,
reluctantly joined the collective farms, but many did not and now they
were also called kurkuls and were treated appropriately. Therefore the
name “kurkul” was the instrument of terror against the farmers. But
despite the documented resistance collectivization continued without,
however, producing the expected quantity of food. There were two
reasons for this: 1. The farmers were not used to work collectively and 2.
They were not paid adequately for their work and, as has been estab-
lished, 48% of the collective farms did not pay at all their workers in
1931. Therefore, the collective farms, and Ukraine as a whole, were in a
state of crisis, between 1930 and 1932. Particularly the countryside was
ravaged by Communist activists, who tried to fulfill the grain procure-
ment quota imposed by Moscow. The quota was above grain prodction
level for Ukraine and Kuban region, which was within th& Russian
Federation, but 2/3 of whose population was Ukrainian.'®

On April 26, 1932 Stanislav Kosior wrote a letter to Stalin
informing him that there are villages in Ukraine that were starving.
Stalin was not moved by the reported tragedy. Instead he sent two of his
trusted henchmen — Viacheslav Molotov and Lazar Kaganovich to the
Conference of the Ukrainian Communist Party, which was held on July
6-7, 1932 to convince the Ukrainians to fulfill the established grain

delivery quota. A month later, on August 7", a decree was issued “On
Protection of the Property of State Enterprises”, which became the first
direct instrument of persecution of individuals who, in one form or
another, were accused of taking possession of public property.'’ Searches
for grain, actually for all edible products, were increased creating a
hopeless situation for the people. Stalin, informed about the tragic
situation in the Ukrainian villages, wrote a letter to Kaganovich on
August 11th expressing his concern over the developments in Ukraine.
“Unless we start immediately to improve the situation in Ukraine”,
wrote Stalin,”we may lose Ukraine”.'”> This new emphasis on Ukraine
in different variations, such as “Petliurivshchyna”, “Ukrainizatsia”, na-
tionalist counterrevolution, nationalist deviation, find themselves among
the accusations for not delivering the assigned grain quota.

The accusation of Ukrainization, which essentially referred to
the national and cultural renaissance of the 1920’s, was particularly
rigidly applied to the Kuban region where Ukrainian was eliminated in
schools as the language of instruction, newspapers had to changed to
Russian as well as all social, economic and administrative offices. Also
the Poltava stanytsia, with 9,187 inhabitants, were deported to the north.
Other stanytsias followed them. While the people of Ukraine and Kuban
were already dying of hunger and punished for being Ukrainian, a
Resolution was adopted by the Central Committee in Moscow (Dec.
14,1932) addressed specifically to the problem of Grain Procurement in
Ukraine and in Kuban. It demanded that grain and sunflower delivery
from those regions be completed by the end of January 1933." That
resolution was adopted despite the already raging famine in Ukraine and
in Kuban with cases of reported cannibalism! The Resolution also called
upon the Communist Party to be attentive in Kuban (which was part of
the Russian Federation) and in Ukraine to Ukrainization, bourgeois-
nationalistic elements, Petliurites and other counterrevolutionary ele-
ments. The question arises, why in the middle of famine Stalin empha-
sizes Ukrainian national consciousness? What was his primary concern,
grain procurement or the danger of Ukrainian separatism?

The Resolution of the CC was immediately implemented —
police and party activists went from house to house and requisitioned not
only grain, but any food they could find. Starving farmers, those who

still could walk, tried to save themselves and their families by going into
neighboring Russia or Belarus hoping to buy some bread. Stalin, how-
ever, issued a Secret Directive on January 22, 1933 ordering to stop the
exodus of the starving people from Ukraine and Northern Caucasus.'
All those who were caught trying to purchase bread by crossing the
borders of Russia or Belarus were either arrested, executed or returned to
their villages. In other words, they were condemned to death — and they
did die — by the millions. While people were starving in other regions of
the USSR, in Ukraine and in the Kuban district of the Northern Caucasus
they were condemned by Stalin’s Decree to starve to death.

The Russian Federation, as the heir to the Soviet Union, has
consistently insisted, however, that the famine in Ukraine and in Kuban
was the same as in the rest of the Soviet Union. If it were so, one might
ask, then why would Ukrainians cross the borders trying to purchase
food in Russia and Belarus? I think that the directive of January 22, 1933
answers the question. It might be interesting to note that on behalf of the
head of the archives of the Russian Federation, V. P. Kozlov, V. V.
Kondrashin issued on January 17, 2007 instruction about the proper
presentation of the famine of 1932-33. Professor Kondrashin states that
the documents about the famine should be selected in such way as to
make clear the tragedy of the entire soviet peasantry, without an accent
on Ukraine."

From the Resolution of Dec. 14, 1932 and Stalin’s Directive of
Jan. 22, 1933 it should be obvious that Stalin’s principal objective was
not grain procurement, at least not in the second half of 1932 when the
farmers and the collective farms were physically incapable to produce
anything. His objective was to crush the Ukrainian spirit of independence
and to make Ukrainians submissive to his commands. Stalin’s henchmen
in Ukraine, who executed his policies, stated it very clearly. Mendel
Khataievich, who was one of the individuals in charge of grain ; »-
curement program stated clearly at the meeting of the CC of the CP(b)U
in November 1933: “A ruthless struggle is going on between the
farmers and our regime. It’s a struggle to the death. This year was a
test of our strength and their endurance. It took a famine to show
them who is the master here. It has cost millions of lives, but the

collective farm system is here to stay. We have won the war”.'®

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Chief representative of Stalin’s genocidal policy in Ukraine was
Pavel Postyshev, who reinforced the statement of Khataievich by saying:
“Under the immediate leadership and direct instructions of the
Central Committee and personally of comrade Stalin we smashed
the Ukrainian nationalist counterrevolution”. The Consul General of
the Royal Consulate of Italy made his own assessment about the
dramatic and tragic events in Ukraine in his report of July 19, 1933.when
he wrote: The Ukrainian people are about to go into an eclipse, which
could well turn out to be a night without end, because Russian im-
perialism, with its present tender mercies (i.e. tender communist
mercies), is capable of wiping a nation — nay, a civilization — right off
the face of the earth if we aren’t very careful."’

Similar view on the nature of Stalin’s crimes against the
Ukrainians expressed Raphael Lemkin, whose work on Genocide had a
significant influence on the creators of the United Nations Genocide
Convention, which was adopted in 1948. In his essay “Soviet Genocide
in the Ukraine” Lemkin stated: “It is a case of genocide, of the destruc-
tion, not of individuals only, but of a culture and a nation”."

From the above statements it should be obvious that the purpose
of Famine, which destroyed the villages and the entire social structure,
together with millions of innocent victims, was — as stated by
Khataievich and Postishev — to establish, at whatever cost, the mastery of
the communist regime. The famine, therefore, was an instrument of
genocide by other means.

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FINANCIAL REPORT

Stephen J. Kerda

Chief Financial Executive

At the conclusion of this report you will find the income and
expense reports covering the years 2004 through 2007. The numbers
speak volumes as regards the health of our association.

When asked four years ago the question — how much does it take
to run our New York office and how much does it take to run our
Washington DC office — the answer was never really clear. The accounts
of the Washington DC office were not part of the consolidated financial
statement of UCCA. In late 2003, we incorporated the UNIS accounts
retroactive with January 1, 2002 into the consolidated financials of
UCCA. We can now positively tell you that it takes $124,000 per year
for the occupancy and operations of the New York UCCA office. It takes
$135,000 per year for the occupancy and operations of the Washington
DC UNIS office. However, the average receipts from UNIS donations
and rentals have only been approximately $126,000 per year.

It is important for all our branches, members, and friends to
realize that to sustain an active and influential presence in Washington
DC requires serious financial support. Branches should actively encour-
age their members to support the UNIS office financially. Members
should feel free to pass around the UNIS brochure developed in 2007 to
their fellow Ukrainians and talk up the excellent work of the UNIS office
and the need to support it financially. An additional $100,000 in do-
nations per year to support UNIS would allow its work to proceed
unimpeded and allow for a necessary cushion with which to react to the
ever-fluid events in Washington. Additionally, this reserve will allow
the operations of UNIS to continue without having to get sidetracked
when a major issue arises such as the funding of a roof replacement or
HVAC system replacement.

It costs the UCCA approximately $15,000 per year to publish the
Ukrainian Quarterly in its current state of publication. UCCA has ex-
pended approximately $56,000 for all the various Famine Commemora-
tions held over the last 5 years.
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During this last term, UCCA conducted two more “roundtables”,
together all UCCA sponsored roundtables ran a total of almost $250,000,
while UCCA took in $219,000 for these events. Additionally, in 2005,
UCCA sponsored a Business-to-Business session where proceeds were
$133,000 and expenses $130,500.

In 2006 and 2007, UCCA received a total of $70,000 from the
National Endowment for Democracy to cover expenses associated with
people traveling to Ukraine to participate as ‘election observers’ in the
elections in Ukraine.

Over the last term, we have received several donations derived
from the estates of UCCA supporters and benefactors. These individuals
remembered the UCCA and UNIS in their last wills and testaments.
Some have talked about providing for UCCA through an annuity.

However, when we look at the amounts received for the
Ukrainian National Fund and compare those figures with the two most
immediate prior Congress reporting terms, we see a steadily increasing
decline. For the term 1996-1999, a total of $468,442 was collected for
the UNF; while for the term 2000-2004, a total of $369,336 was col-
lected. During this last term, $285,230 was collected. We must realize
that the UNF is our primary source of operating funds! If the collections
for the UNF do not perform a dramatic turnaround, but continue on a
downward spiral, we are in peril of continuing operations, as we now
know them. Our annual receipts for the UNF have fallen to about
$50,000 per year from a high of $124,000 just eight years ago.

Branches need to actively engage in either collecting and expedi-
tiously passing on annual UNF collections; or provide their members and
any other interested person with pre-addressed envelopes allowing them
to mail their UNF donations directly; or providing to the UCCA the
names and addresses of the membership in their local areas as well as
names of potential donors. In turn, the UCCA needs to step boldly into
the 21* century and conduct a coordinated, concerted, directed, direct
mail solicitation for UNF donations. If AAA, AARP, Heritage Founda-
tion and others can solicit funds that way — why can’t we? If we state to
have 20,000 names — then these should be good, solid names and
addresses of supporters and not just driftwood! Surely out of 20,000
good, solid supporters — 75% of them should support the UNF. And at
$50 a person for 15,000 people that equals to a whopping $750,000 per
year — IMAGINE THAT!!! Think what we could do with that type of
financial support! Think of the additional professional help we could
hire! Think of the programs we could run without having to look for
financial support around every corner!
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Our annual receipts from caroling — koliada have fallen from a
high of $15,000 per year down to about $7,500 per year. Incomes from
video and book sales have fallen by 50% from an average of $4,000 per
year to approximately $2,000 per year. Dividend income is down con-
siderably due to the decline in dividend rates over the last several years
and the total amount of funds available for investment.

Donations to the Ukrainian National Information Service — our
Washington DC office — have been varied with the pendulum swinging
from $57,000 to $134,000. In large part due to our Ukrainian credit
unions and foundations, who see the need to support the works of UNIS,
we have had several banner years in funding support of UNIS. Over the
last two years we had major capital improvements to the UNIS building
from a new roof, new HVAC system, new plumbing, and a refurbish-
ment of the rental spaces on the top two floors. Luckily over the last four
years UNIS donations have risen from $359,000 in the previous term to
$432,500 this term — enabling us to complete all of these major
renovations. Additionally, we have competitively leased the top two
floors of the UNIS building to a foundation which will bring us
approximately $50,000 in rental income for 2008.

UCCA is the owner of properties located in New York City;
Washington, DC; Phoenix, AZ; and Bayonne, NJ. The last two properties
are not income producing properties to UCCA, but allow me to say that
the Phoenix property is not posing any financial drain on the finances of
UCCA.

When we review the reports of the last eight years, we quickly
see that in only one of those years (2001) did UCCA have a positive
operating year. A concerted, realistic review must be undertaken to
determine whether we continue operations ‘as is’ or do we streamline
and modify. The question of a need for two offices, New York and
Washington, DC, must be seriously discussed and resolved. The need
for new avenues of income must be researched and attempted — for to be
complacent and do nothing could mean the financial closure of our
organization in a few short years. The properties we own need to looked
at realistically to determine if we need them, could we derive better
financial benefit by leasing out the second and third floor of the New
York building or should we sell our portion of the New York building?
The hopes and promises of the Bayonne, NJ property have not proven
financially viable and a concerted effort must be made to bring in a
tenant who will provide a steady income source for UCCA or maybe we
need to look at selling this building as well.

Introduction

Although the work of the UCCA has always varied greatly, the
focus of 2004-2008 has been on two particularly important issues; the
ever-changing political situation in Ukraine and the preparations and
events related to the 75th Anniversary of Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-
1933.

Firstly, the UCCA has been closely monitoring the volatile
political situation in Ukraine, and with every new political election that
has surfaced, we have been poised to organize and conduct election
observer missions and civic education programs when necessary to help
ensure that the election process in Ukraine is conducted in a free and fair
manner.

Secondly, the UCCA has worked diligently to prepare for and
appropriately commemorate the 75th Anniversary of one of Ukraine’s
greatest historical tragedies. Not only have we focused on raising funds
for the memorial to the victims of the Genocide, which will be built in
our nation’s capitol, but we have been disseminating information about
the Holodomor throughout the country, conducting numerous events,
publishing informational brochures and creating and updating a new
website dedicated exclusively to the Holodomor, among many other
projects.

That being said, the National Office, as the coordinating body,
also manages the daily operations of the UCCA. Although coordinating
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such activities is not always glamorous, it is an important aspect of our
work. In addition to maintaining the organization's financial records, the
National Office coordinates the work of our branches, maintains the
subscription base of The Ukrainian Quarterly, deals with member
inquiries, responds to various correspondence, manages our interns,
establishes and maintains contact with other organizations, and the like.

Although it is impossible to report on every aspect of the
National Office's work, I have tried to emphasize some major projects to
provide our membership with an outline of our work. What follows are
some highlights of our work throughout the last four years.

CIVIC EDUCATION PROGRAMS

Having conducted seven far-reaching voter education programs
in Ukraine since 1994, and securing over half a million dollars in grant
money, the UCCA has had great success in conducting innovative civic
education projects and bringing together voters and representatives of
political parties and blocs in traditional Town Hall-style meetings. Our
civic education programs continued during this four-year period as well.

In 2006, the UCCA secured $50,000 from the National Endow-
ment for Democracy (NED) to conduct the “Voice Your Vote” civic
education program. The program aimed at bringing the major parlia-
mentary candidates together in town hall meetings in 15 cities in central
and eastern Ukraine, where campaign abuses had been most widely
reported. The program invited all 45 registered political parties and blocs
and provided equal time for each representative to acquaint the electorate
with his/her party’s platform. The meetings stimulated greater debate and
interaction between voters and the candidates, who were able to present
their views free of media bias. The format, which encouraged an open
exchange of ideas, attracted 39 parties/blocs to participate in the UCCA
Town Hall meetings. Voters also received copies of UCCA-produced
voter-education materials.

Then, in August 2007, the National Office received a positive
response from the National Endowment for Democracy (NED) to its
grant submission to conduct a civic education program entitled
“Ukraine’s Choice 2007 prior to Ukraine’s extraordinary parliamentary
elections. Due to time constraints, the UCCA's civic education program
included the conduction of a series of modified Town Hall meetings that
brought together representatives of political parties and blocs and
members of the media. The program was a departure from earlier
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UCCA-sponsored Town Halls in Ukraine, as this new format included
the Fourth Estate (print, television and radio) who served as stewards of
the electorate, engaging the political parties and blocs on the voters'
behalf. The Town Halls were broadcast live on regional television and
radio stations, bringing the discussion directly into voters’ homes.
Additionally, viewers and listeners were encouraged to phone in
questions, thus expanding the debate. During each Town Hall meeting,
volunteers manned the phones, taking questions from callers. The
average number of callers for each Town Hall exceeded 100 individuals,
illustrating the success of the modified Town Hall meeting format.

In total, close to 14 million Ukrainian voters had a chance to
listen to our Town Hall meetings in six Ukrainian cities: Kirovohrad on
September 14, Odesa on September 15, Lviv on September 17, Kharkiv
on September 20, Donetsk on September 21 and Chernihiv on September
24. Representatives of 15 political parties and blocs participated,
including: Our Ukraine-People’s Self Defense Bloc, Yulia Tymoshenko
Bloc, Party of Regions, Ukrainian National Bloc, Communist Party of
Ukraine, All-Ukrainian Party of National Trust, Pensioners Protection
Party, All-Ukrainian Association Svoboda, Ukrainian Social-Democratic
Party, Socialist Party of Ukraine, Lytvyn Bloc, Green Party of Ukraine,
Christian Bloc, Agrarian Ukraine Bloc, and Progressive Socialist Party
of Ukraine. Interestingly enough, all the parties that passed the 3%
barrier — Party of Regions, Yulia Tymoshenko Bloc, Our Ukraine-
People’s Self Defense Bloc, Lytvyn Bloc and the Communist Party of
Ukraine — actively participated in the Town Hall program.
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INTERNATIONAL ELECTION OBSERVERS

Since 1994, the Ukrainian Congress Committee of America
(UCCA) has been hosting delegations of international election observers
to monitor Ukraine's presidential and parliamentary elections. I have had
the pleasure of heading all the UCCA Election Observer Missions,
providing the training seminars for our volunteers and preparing all the
final observer reports. However, I would be amiss if I didn't thank our
Kyiv Bureau for all their support, including registering our Observers
with Ukraine's Central Election Commission, providing all of the in-
country travel and lodging logistics, and helping to coordinate the
regional contacts for every observer team.

2004

In a widespread appeal from the UCCA for volunteers to serve
as election observers for the re-runoff of Ukraine’s presidential elections,
2,408 people sacrificed their holiday celebrations and traveled to Ukraine
to help ensure a free and fair election on December 26th. Surpassing the
OSCE's delegation by almost 1,000 members, the UCCA's delegation
was the largest ever registered at Ukraine's Central Election Commission.
The delegation included teams from the United States, Australia, Canada,
Great Britain, France, Poland, Belarus, as well as individuals from Ger-
many, Italy, Denmark, Sweden, among others. While in Kyiv, hundreds
of election observers attended two UCCA briefing sessions on December
23rd and 24th to acquaint themselves with the Election Law of Ukraine
and their responsibilities for serving as independent, objective election
monitors.

Following the briefing sessions, teams of observers left Ukraine's
capital and traveled to various regions of Ukraine, primarily the southern
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and eastern oblasts, where many election violations were reported in the
two previous rounds. The UCCA election monitoring teams were
deployed to the following oblasts: Chernihiv, Cherkasy, Crimea, Dnipro-
petrovsk, Donets'k, Kharkiv, Kherson, Kirovohrad, Kyiv, L'viv, Myko-
layiv, Odesa, Poltava, Sumy, Zakarpattya, and Zaporizhzhya. Early
morning reports from the various international election observer teams
indicated that there were no widespread voting irregularities, but some
technical violations were noted.

Following the successful Observer Mission, the UCCA, in
cooperation with the Congressional Ukrainian Caucus, held a briefing in
Congress on January 26, 2005, to report on the election process. Several
of UCCA's International Election Observers testified before Congress
during the hearing.

As a show of thanks, the UCCA National Office hosted an
Evening Reception honoring UCCA International Election Observers on
January 27, 2005. The reception, held at the Ukrainian Institute of
America, included welcoming remarks from UCCA President, Michael
Sawkiw, Jr., followed brief statements by Askold Lozynskyj, President,
Ukrainian World Congress; The Honorable Serhiy Pohoreltsev, Consul
General of Ukraine in NYC; and, Walter Nazarevych, President of the
Ukrainian Institute of America and co-host of the reception. The Na-
tional Office prepared a special slide show, set to music, from dozens of
photos submitted by the UCCA Observers. As Director of the National
Office, I had the honor of providing the closing remarks and presenting
Special Awards from President Yushchenko to each UCCA International
Election Observer.

2006

The UCCA was the first international organization registered
with the Central Election Commission (CEC) to monitor Ukraine’s
March 26" Parliamentary Elections, registering the first observers on
January 27, 2006. Comprised of 208 International Election Observers,
hailing from throughout the entire United States, as well as several
individuals from Canada, France and Great Britain, the UCCA election
observers were experienced election monitors, as many had observed
both parliamentary and presidential elections in Ukraine since 1994.

Following the elections, on Tuesday, March 28, 2006, the UCCA
issued the following preliminary statement: “More than 200 international
observers from the Ukrainian Congress Committee of America (UCCA)
fulfilled their duties at various polling stations in 15 oblasts of Ukraine
and the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, as well as 4 out of 5 polling
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stations in the United States. The UCCA finds that the 2006 parliament-
ary elections in Ukraine were conducted in a free, open and transparent
manner."

2007

In light of President Viktor Yushchenko’s decision to disband
Ukraine’s parliament and call for new elections, the UCCA once again
hosted a delegation of International Election Observers. The UCCA
fielded a delegation of 156 observers to monitor Ukraine’s snap Sep-
tember 30, 2007 parliamentary elections. Officially registered with
Ukraine’s Central Election Commission, the observers hailed from
throughout the entire United States, as well as several individuals from
Australia, France, Canada, Great Britain, Poland and Belarus. Over 75%
of UCCA'’s observers had long-time experience in monitoring Ukraine’s
election process, and over 95% spoke fluent Ukrainian.

The UCCA deployed observer teams to Crimea, Lviv, Odesa,
Poltava, Donetsk, Kyiv, Kharkiv and Cherkassy oblasts; while smaller
groups observed the elections in Zaporizhzha, Chernihiv, Luhansk,
Zhytomyr, Rivne and Ternopil. The UCCA also observed the voting
process at election stations in the United States including at the Ukrain-
ian Embassy in Washington, and the Consulates in New York City and
Chicago, Illinois. On Election Day, the UCCA Observer Mission was
able to visit over 500 polling stations and determined that Ukraine’s
election process was conducted in a free, fair and transparent manner
with few infractions witnessed on Election Day.
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HOLODOMOR - UKRAINE'S GENOCIDE OF 1932-1933

Each year the UCCA organizes a solemn requiem service at St.
Patrick’s Cathedral in New York City, to mark the anniversary of
Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-1933. The now traditional observance
includes an ecumenical memorial service, co-celebrated by the
hierarchies of the Ukrainian Catholic and Orthodox Churches with the
participation of the Dumka Choir of New York, after which various
Ukrainian diplomats, U.S. politicians and individuals address the
thousands in attendance. Over the past few years, the following speakers
have participated in the commemoration: Senator Charles Schumer (D-
NY); Rabbi David Lincoln, Sr. Rabbi of the Park Avenue Synagogue,
Nigel Colley, great nephew of British correspondent Gareth Jones;
Ambassador Oleh Shamshur, Ukraine’s Ambassador to the United
States, Ambassador Valeriy Kuchinsky, Ukraine's Ambassador to the
United Nations; among others.

75th Anniversary of Ukraine's Genocide of 1932-1933

The year 2007 took on a special meaning, as the community
prepared for the launch the 75th anniversary of the Holodomor. On
behalf of the National Committee to Commemorate the 75th anniversary
of Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-1933, the UCCA National Office spear-
headed and was responsible for organizing and/or coordinating various
events, highlights of which are outlined below.

March of Remembrance and Requiem Service at St. Patrick's Cathedral

In conjunction with the newly reactivated UCCA NYC Branch,
the National Office made preparations for the National March of
Remembrance. Together with a group of volunteers, two weeks in the
evenings were dedicated to designing and drawing 60 posters for the
March as well as producing four banners. On November 17, 2007, the
UCCA New York Branch, working closely with the UCCA National
Office, launched the 75" anniversary year with a National March of
Remembrance in New York City. Commencing with 1,500 participants
at St. George Ukrainian Catholic Church on 7" Street in the East Village,
the columns swelled to over 2,000 marchers by the time it reached St.
Patrick’s Cathedral on 51 Street and 5" Avenue. Participants shed light
on Ukraine’s genocide, by distributing informational brochures and at the
same time rallying the world community to stop genocide from hap-
pening today.

Following the March, thousands of Americans of Ukrainian
descent gathered at St. Patrick’s, the largest gothic-style Catholic
Cathedral in the United States, to remember their brethren who were
deliberately starved to death in 1932-1933. Launching this 75" anniver-
sary year of the Ukrainian Genocide, a solemn requiem service co-
celebrated by the hierarchy of the Ukrainian Catholic and Orthodox
Churches with the participation of the Dumka Choir was held. Several
prominent officials addressed the standing-room only crowd, including:
Congressman Maurice Hinchey (D-NY), Andrew Stuttaford, Contribut-
ing Editor of the National Review, Askold Lozynskyj, UWC President;
The Hon. Oleh Shamshur, Ukraine’s Ambassador to the U.S.; and The
Hon. Yuriy Sergeyev, Ukraine’s Permanent Representative to the United
Nations.

The National Office issued several press releases and two media
advisories that were faxed and emailed to every newspaper and television
in the tri-state area. As a result, our event was covered on the 6PM News
of WNBC; and a feature article about a Holodomor survivor was
published in The New York Times.

PR and Press Kits

To generate interest in and knowledge of the Holodomor, the
National Office conducted a series of interviews throughout 2007, to
highlight the 75" anniversary of Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-1933.
Interviews were conducted with Ukraine's Permanent Representative to
the United Nations, Ambassador Yuriy Sergeyev; Consul General of
Ukraine in New York, Mykola Kyrychenko; and President of the
Ukrainian World Congress, Askold Lozynskyj. The Interviews were
published in the Ukrainian American newspapers and excerpts were also
included in UCCA's Bulletins.
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In an effort to assist our UCCA Branches and local Holodo-
mor Committees, the UCCA National Office developed a starter kit
dedicated to the 75th anniversary of the Holodomor, which included
archival photographs and documents, eyewitness accounts, talking points,
sample proclamations and press releases related to the Holodomor.

Famine Wristbands/T-shirts

As part of a fundraising cam-
paign, the National Office, in cooperation
with the UCCA NYC Branch, designed
silicone remembrance wristbands that state:
"Voices for Victims — Ukraine's Genocide
'32-33". President Yushchenko showed his
support for our fundraising efforts by
wearing the "Voices for Victims" wristbands
at a May 15, 2008 press conference in Great

President Yushchenko Britain. The photo published in Tabloid
wearing the “Voices for Magazine in Ukraine accompanied a lengthy
Victims” wristband article about the work of the National Com-

mittee to Commemorate the 75th Anniver-
sary of Ukraine's Genocide of 1932-1933. The black wristbands with
white lettering sell for $4 each, with all the proceeds going toward the
building of the Holodomor memorial in Washington, DC.
Additionally, the UCCA National Office designed a “Walk
Against Genocide” T-shirt to coincide with the NYC Branch’s Walk
Against Genocide, part of the International Torch Relay event. The
T-shirts, which sell for $20 each, were generously donated by Self
Reliance (NY) FCU, allowing for all the proceeds from the sale to go to
the building of the Holodomor memorial in Washington, DC.

Website- launched in 2008

The National Office worked extensively with our website
designer to build out the contents of the National Committee to
Commemorate the 75th Anniversary of Ukraine's Genocide of 1932-1933
website — www.ukrainegenocide.org. The National Office wrote various
materials and provided the developers with all the pertinent information
for them to upload onto our website. The website was launched in April
2008, and has been configured so that we can continuously update the
site with new information and/or events. The website also has a donation
page where members of our community can directly donate to the work
of the National Committee by credit card.
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2008 International Holodomor Torch

At the initiative of the International Coordinating Committee of
the Ukrainian World Congress, Ukraine’s Foreign Ministry organized the
journey of an International Remembrance Flame. Similar to the Olympic
Torch — the International Torch Relay, was designed to raise awareness
about the Holodomor during this 75" anniversary year. The Relay began
in April in Australia and will travel through 33 countries before returning
to Ukraine in November 2008, to officially mark the state commemora-
tion of the 75" anniversary of Ukraine’s Genocide of 1932-1933.
Throughout the month of May the Holodomor Torch toured over 20
cities, including Seattle, San Francisco, Los Angeles, Salt Lake City,
Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland, Pittsburgh, Buffalo, Syracuse, Hartford,
Boston, Yonkers, Albany, Ellenville, Kerhonkson, South Bound Brook,
New York City, Philadelphia, Baltimore and Washington, DC, before
completing the U.S. leg of the International Torch Relay and heading to
South America. The National Office, in cooperation with UNIS, co-
ordinated the route of the International Torch, distributed press kits, and
publicized the events through the National Committee's website and
Ukrainian American media outlets.

EVENTS

The UCCA National Office hosts various events for our com-
munity and the greater public to obtain a better understanding of current
Ukraine-related topics. In addition, the UCCA actively advocates issues
of importance to our community and Ukraine. Along with the major
events listed below, over the past four years, we have also hosted a
variety of events, such as: a book launch for Mary Mycio, author of
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“Wormwood Forest”; film screenings of Oles Yanchuk’s feature film
“Company of Heroes”; and rallies in support or defiance of various issues.

International Conferences

On March 30-31, 2005, the UCCA co-hosted the Ukraine — U.S.
Business Forum Networking Series: Forum II held at the New York
University's Center for Global Studies in New York City. With over 300
people in attendance, the two-day event brought together experts from
the corporate and academic world, as well as key representatives from
Ukraine, the United States and the European Union to evaluate Ukraine's
ability to advantageously compete in the global economic arena. As co-
sponsors of the event, I had the opportunity to serve as its moderator.

On September 27-28, 2005, UCCA co-sponsored Ukraine's
Quest for Mature Nation Statehood — Roundtable VI: Ukraine's Transi-
tion to an Established National Identity held in Washington, D.C. The
conference brought together government and key non-government
representatives of Ukraine, the United States and several of Ukraine's
neighbors as well as experts from academia to evaluate Ukraine's ability
to develop a “firm center of gravity as a nation/state” and to define a
"distinct sense of place in global affairs", particularly in the aftermath of
its historically significant performance during the "Orange Revolution".
The National Office provided logistical support for the conference,
including invitations, registration, and all PR work. As in previous
roundtables, 1 had the opportunity to serve as a moderator. Over 70
speakers addressed the participants. From the U.S. side speakers
included: Dr. Zbigniew Brzezinski (CSIS); Senator Richard G. Lugar,
Congresswoman Nita Lowey, Anthony Wayne, Assistant Secretary for
Economic and Business Affairs; Steven Pifer, Deputy Assistant Secret-
ary of State in the Bureau of European and Eurasian Affairs; among
others. From Ukraine, speakers included: Anton Buteiko, 1st Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs; Oleh Zarubinskyi, Acting Chairman of the
UA Parliamentary Committee for European Integration; as well as
representatives from the political parties, including Serhiy Shevchuk,
BUTy; Serhiy Sobolev, Reforms and Order; Pavlo Kachur, Nasha
Ukraina; Ihor Yeremeyev, Agrarians; Yaroslav Sykhyj, Party of Regions;
Liudmila Suprun, Narodni Demokraty; and Vitaly Shibko, Socialist Party
of Ukraine. Additionally, several ambassadors addressed the proceed-
ings, including: Ambassador of Georgia to the United States Levan
Mikeladze; Ambassador of the Republic of Latvia to the United States
Maris Riekstins; former U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine, William Green
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Miller. The Roundtable was a resounding success, which has resulted in
improved cooperation between the governments of Ukraine and the
United States. The roundtable provided a forum for think tanks and
policy advisors from both countries to discuss "hot topics" that are be of
bilateral interest.

Ukrainian Days

The intent of “Ukrainian Days” is to promote the concerns of the
Ukrainian American community, as well as to establish better contacts
with our elected representatives in Washington. The National Office
assists UNIS with briefing the participants on issues of concern that the
community representatives will be advocating in their meetings with
Members of Congress, as well as in the preparation of the policy papers.

On March 2-3, 2005, the UCCA held its second Ukrainian Days
to advocate issues important to the Ukrainian community and Ukraine.
Members of the community had an opportunity to attend an advocacy
briefing session, meet with various U.S. legislators, dine with members
of the Ukrainian Congressional Caucus, and attend a reception hosted by
the Ukrainian Embassy. Meetings were held with Senators George
Voinovich, Charles Schumer, Edward Kennedy, John Warner, Carl
Levin, John Corzine, and Frank Lautenberg, as well as with Congress-
men Joseph Crowley, Dennis Kucinich, among others.

On March 28, 2007, the UCCA conducted its third annual
Advocacy Day in Congress. Meetings were held throughout the day with
Congressmen Joe Wilson (R-SC), Thaddeus McCotter (R-MI), Steven
Rothman (D-NJ); Senior Staff members of Senators Richard Durbin (D-
IL), Robert Casey (D-PA); Barbara Mikulski (D-MD); Congresswoman
Nita Lowey (D-NY); and Congressman Frank Wolf (D-VA). During the
full day of meetings in our nation’s capital, the UCCA delegation dis-
tributed policy papers and addressed such important issues as: Recogni-
tion of the 1932-1933 Ukrainian Forced Famine as an act of genocide
against the Ukrainian nation; sustained U.S. foreign assistance to
Ukraine; instituting a fair and competitive process of the U.S. Agency for
International Development (USAID); repealing the intended cutbacks to
VOA and RFE/RL Ukrainian—language programming; and, the inclusion
of Ukraine in the Visa Waiver Program Extension.

NYC Bangquet for President Yushchenko

On September 16, 2005, Ukraine's President, Viktor Yushchenko
was honored at a banquet at The Pierre by the New York Ukrainian
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community during his first trip to the United States as President. The
community committee responsible for organizing the banquet was spear-
headed by the UCCA and in large part organized by the National Office.
In addition to the leaders and members of the Ukrainian American
community, the banquet drew several prominent individuals including
Ukraine’s Minister of Foreign Affairs, Borys Tarasyuk; Former US
Ambassador to Ukraine, William Green Miller; Ukraine’s Ambassador
to the United Nations, Valery Kuchinsky; Consul General of Ukraine in
New York, Serhiy Pohoreltsev; and heavyweight boxing champion,
Vitaly Klitschko. I had the honor of opening the evening's banquet,
which hosted over 380 guests.

Additionally, during President Yushchenko's visit to New York
City, the National Office also organized a meeting with various editors of
the Time Wamer Group, including editors of such prestigious publica-
tions as Time Magazine, Fortune Magazine, and People Magazine, and
the International Editor of CNN.

Race for the Rada series

In December 2005 and January 2006, continuing in the spirit of
"Razom Nas Bahato" [Together We Are Many], the UCCA National
Office launched a special program entitled "Race for the Rada." To
generate support for and interest in Ukraine's 2006 parliamentary elec-
tions, the UCCA joined forces with the Shevchenko Scientific Society,
the Columbia University Ukrainian Studies Program, and the Brooklyn
Ukrainian Group, to organize a discussion series that touched upon a
variety of topics that appealed to different interests and tastes, enabling
participants to obtain a better understanding of the "hot topics" in modern
day Ukraine and provide an open exchange of ideas in a relaxed and
enjoyable atmosphere. The series was a great success as was made
evident by the high level of participation and the discussions that ensued.

Town Hall Meeting

On February 13, 2006, the UCCA hosted a Town Hall in New
York City with Congressman Joseph Crowley (D-NY) and special guest
Congressman Alcee Hastings (D-FL) to discuss democratization and the
upcoming parliamentary elections in Ukraine. Events such as these
afford the Ukrainian community the opportunity to discuss issues of
importance with their elected representatives.
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COMMUNITY EVENTS, INTERVIEWS AND SPECIAL GUESTS

Part of the duties of the National Director is to represent and
promote the organization at various events, conduct special programs, as
well as host prominent dignitaries and delegations from Ukraine in order
to facilitate closer relations between the United States and Ukraine. As
part of this program, the National Office organizes meetings for our
guests with their U.S. counterparts and provides a forum for them to
meet with the community to discuss issues of mutual interest and con-
cern. The National Office also actively participates in events hosted by
Ukraine's Ambassador to the United Nations and the Consul General of
Ukraine in New York City.

Over the past four years, I have had the pleasure of hosting a
variety of guests at the National Office, attending a plethora of meetings
that addressed issues important to the Ukrainian community, as well as
establishing closer ties with NGO leaders. As it is too lengthy to list all
of the meetings, below I have listed, by year, a few key events attended
and special guests who visited the UCCA National Office:

2005

In August, during a trip to mark Ukraine's 14th anniversary of
Independence, members the UCCA were invited to meet with Prime
Minister Yulia Tymoshenko. The UCCA's six-person delegation met
with Ukraine's Prime Minister on August 23rd to discuss issues of im-
portance to the Ukrainian American community as well as the develop-
ment of U.S.-Ukraine relations. Prime Minister Tymoshenko warmly
welcomed the delegation and began her remarks by thanking the UCCA
for is work in organizing the largest delegation of International Election
Observers during the last round of elections, stating that "Our victory
was your victory — It was our mutual victory that brought President
Yushchenko to power."

In November I had the opportunity to attend a breakfast meeting,
hosted by UCCA, for Ukraine's new Prime Minister, Yuriy Yekhanurov.
Immediately following the meeting, members of Congress held an
impromptu press conference in the halls of the U.S. Capitol to voice their
support for WTO accession and the repeal of the Jackson-Vanik
Amendment for Ukraine.

2006

In February, Yuriy Pavlenko, Ukraine's Minister for Family,
Youth and Sports, visited the UCCA National Office, to apprise us of the
current political situation in Ukraine as well as to thank us for hosting
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such a large delegation of International Election Observers to monitor the
run-off elections on December 26, 2004.

On April 16, 2006, Volodymyr Ariev, one of Ukraine’s few
investigative reporters, came to New York to screen a new film he
produced entitled "Day Seven." UCCA hosted an evening for our
community to view the film, which includes exclusive interviews with
the top Ukrainian leaders and uses incredible footage taken during the
Orange Revolution. "Day Seven" is a tale of the most dramatic moment
of the Orange Revolution, when the Kuchma-Yanukovych regime
allegedly came perilously close to drowning in blood the peaceful mass
protests in Kyiv.

2007

On February 20, the UCCA hosted a community event with Ilko
Kucheriv, founder and director of Democratic Initiatives Foundation
(DIF) of Kyiv who spoke on the topic of "Embracing Euro-Atlantic
Values: NATO Membership and the Future of Ukraine." Mr. Kucheriv
based his discussion on recent polls DIF conducted on this topic.

In November I had the opportunity to attend a community
meeting with Yulia Tymoshenko, leader of the eponymous political bloc
and head of the Ukrainian opposition, during her trip to the United
States. The meeting was held at the Rayburn House Office Building in
Washington, DC.

On Super Tuesday, primary day, Voice of America sent a special
correspondent, Ruslan Petrychka, to cover how the diaspora votes in the
U.S. elections. The UCCA prepared various contacts for the journalist
and interviews were featured in two video reports on Voice of America.

On November 27th, I attended a special Conference dedicated to
the 75th anniversary of the Holodomor. The Conference was held at the
United Nations.

In December, the National Office organized a speaking tour for
Oles Yanchuk to discuss his upcoming feature film about the life of
Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky. Mr. Yanchuk, the film's director,
spoke in New York City, Philadelphia and other cities about "Vladyka
Andrey." Additionally, as UCCA is a co-sponsor of feature film, we
issued a series of interviews with the film's director to generate interest
and funding for the film.

2008

On January 31st, on behalf of the UCCA, I attended a special
discussion with Congressman Thaddeus McCotter (R-MI), at a luncheon
held in New York City. The Congressman addressed the state of freedom
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in the world, Russia’s re-Stalinization, communist Chinese aggression,
and the recent spread of authoritarianism. Rep. McCotter, the fourth
ranking Republican Leader in the House, also discussed efforts needed to
promote freedom and actions necessary for the future. In response to a
question, the Congressman stated his support for recognizing the Holo-
domor as an act of genocide against the Ukrainian nation. Rep. McCotter
not only supports this issue but also mentioned Walter Duranty’s denial
of the Famine, which he called unfathomable.

On February 19th, I attended the Memorial Service for Dr.
Dobriansky in Washington, DC, and together with other UCCA members
had the opportunity to meet with Ukraine’s First Lady, Kateryna
Yushchenko at the Ukrainian Embassy.

On April 10th, I attended a conference entitled, "The Ukrainian
Famine-Genocide: Reflections After 75 Years", which was hosted by
Rutgers University in Newark, NJ.

UCCA PUBLICATIONS

In an effort to keep our community abreast of our work, the
National Office publishes a variety of documents. Below is a brief
synopsis of our publications.

65th Anniversary of the UCCA

In 2005, the UCCA marked its 65th year of service to the
Ukrainian American community. To commemorate this anniversary, the
UCCA embarked on a yearlong public relations campaign to apprise
Ukrainian Americans of the work the UCCA has done on behalf of our
community since its founding in 1940. As part of this campaign, the
UCCA Bulletin, prepared by the National Office, uncovered a different
decade each month by highlighting interesting facts from each period. As
part of the PR campaign, the National Office created a "post card"
marking our 65th anniversary which stated, "65 Years and Counting...
The New Face of UCCA...Become a Part of It" and was published in
various Ukrainian American newspapers. Additionally, the National
Office designed new UCCA Membership Forms, UNIS Internship
Flyers, UQ Flyers, and UCCA Film Fund Flyers, which were distributed
to all of our branches to help them entice new membership, as well as
raise funds for the work of the UCCA.

UCCA Backgrounder
In March 2005, the National Office launched its new informa-
tional mailer titled, UCCA Backgrounder, which touches upon policy

matters and issues of importance to our community and Ukraine. To
date, close to 20 UCCA Backgrounders have been published on varying
issues, ranging from WTO to the Holodomor.

UCCA Bulletins

The UCCA National Office continues to issue monthly bulletins
that encapsulate our work. The format of the Bulletin has improved with
the addition of photos and a special branch highlight section. Each bul-
letin is sent to over 2,000 people by email as well as regular mail. The
Bulletin is a way to keep our Branches, members and friends apprised of
the work of the UCCA, inform them of upcoming events and anniver-
saries, and exchange information about the activities of our branches.

Christmas Appeal

As part of the UCCA's fundraising efforts, the National Office
publishes an annual Christmas Appeal, which is sent to over 20,000
members. The tri-fold brochure briefly highlights the year's work as well
as apprises our membership and supporters of some projects planned for
the upcoming year. The Christmas Appeal also brings to light the work
of the various UCCA Offices and Committees, allowing our membership
to donate to their specific interests and programs.

Annual Report

In 2007, the UCCA National Office launched a new publication
— a comprehensive Annual Report. In an appeal to encourage new
membership, the document outlined the UCCA's major projects through-
out 2006, and plans for the upcoming year. The publication was emailed
to our Branches and friends and is now posted on the UCCA's website.

INTERNSHIPS

The National Office maintains a working relationship with
various Universities in the New York City area and beyond. Updating
our internship program yearly with various university Career Services
centers, the National Office enlists numerous students (both under-
graduate and graduate) to its internship program. Moreover, the UCCA
is listed with several international internship programs, attracting
students from both Ukraine and Europe. Over the last four years, the
National Office has hosted over 10 interns hailing from such universities
as: Johns Hopkins University, MD; New York University, NY; Seton
Hall University, NJ; Bates, College, ME; Ohio State University, OH; and
such international schools as the Institute of International Relations of
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Kyiv Taras Shevchenko National University, Kyiv, Ukraine and Tbilisi
State University, Georgia.

Additionally, the UCCA offers internship opportunities to the high
school students of St. George Academy in New York City. In the past four
years we have maintained 10 students of various backgrounds and
nationalities (Ukrainian, South Korean, Polish, Romanian) who have
volunteered their time to assist the National Office in administrative duties.

And finally, I have tried to represent this organization with as
much respect and dignity as possible, and would like to thank the UCCA
for their faith in me as the Executive Director of their National Office.
During this four-year term, I would like to express my appreciation to all
of the members of the UCCA Executive Board, National Council and
Branch Presidents for their continued cooperation and assistance.
Moreover, I would be amiss if I did not personally thank a few
individuals, with whom I had the pleasure of working with on a regular
basis, in particular: Serhiy Zhykharev, Viktoria Hubska, Marie Duplak
and Michael Sawkiw, Jr., President of the UCCA. I would also like to
thank all of the interns we had the pleasure of working with.

In the fall of 2007, Prof. Taras Hunczak, who had served faith-
fully as the editor-in-chief of The Ukrainian Quarterly for four years,
passed the mantel of editor to Leonid Rudnytzky. The Fall-Winter 2007
issue (Volume LXIII, Numbers 3-4) was the first issue under the new
helm. The innovations introduced under the new editorship include
revised “Guidelines for Submissions,” which underline the editorial
policies and provide instruction for the submissions of articles and
reviews. The most significant innovation introduced by the new editors is
the peer-review procedure, whereby every article must be evaluated by
the editors as well as two readers. More details concerning this informa-
tion can be found in the above referenced issue on page 362.
Additionally it should be noted that the Book Review section has been
considerably expanded to reflect truly that The Ukrainian Quarterly is “a
Journal of Ukrainian & International Affairs,” as stated in the masthead
of each publication.

The next publication of the journal is a double issue devoted in
its entirety to the Holodomor. It commemorates the 75" anniversary of
this tragedy and features Roman Tatchyn’s brilliant translation of
Mykola Rudenko’s poem Xpecm (The Cross). Copyright for the publica-
tion was obtained from the St. Sophia Religious Association of Ukrain-
ian Catholics, Inc. USA. This issue of the UQ explores and analyzes the
1933 man-made catastrophe from the perspective of several disciplines:
history, historiography, sociology, psychology and literature. Despite
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being an emotionally charged topic, the authors present their finding in
the spirit of true scholarship, sine ira et studio. It is hoped that this
collection of materials will contribute toward a deeper understanding of
the horrendous tragedy that occurred 75 years ago and help keep alive
the memory of its victims in the consciousness and conscience of our
readers.

Plans for the future include special thematic offerings ranging
from the Kyivan-Rus’ period up to the present era. Also under considera-
tion are issues dedicated to noteworthy historical figures and Ukrainian
cultural icons as was done previously with the Ivan Franko edition.

Due to various circumstances, the journal has fallen behind its
projected publication time table. However, the editors fully expect to be
back on schedule by the end of 2008.
