To the bishops, priests, religious and faithful who gave their lives and fortunes to establish, expand and
develop St. Nicholas Cathedral and who have passed on to their eternal reward: Veechnaia Pamiat! (Perpetual
Memory). To the bishop, the pastor and the other priests, to the religous, and to the dear people of God who are
continuing in their footsteps today: Mnohaia Leeta! (Many Years).

First Bishop of the St. Nicholas Diocese for Ukrainians in Chicago

His Excellency, Most Reverend Jaroslav Gabro, was the son of the late John and Katherine n. Tymush and
was born in Chicago, Ill. on July 31, 1919. It was at the present St. Nicholas Cathedral that he was baptized,
confirmed and received his first Holy Communion.

He received his primary and secondary education here in Chicago and then attended St. Procopius
College, Lisle, Ill., for two years. He pursued his philosophical studies at St. Basil’s College, Stamford, Conn.
and St. Charles Borromeo College, Catonville, Maryland. For his theological studies he attended St.
Josaphat's Seminary and the Catholic University of America, Washington, D.C. Upon completion of these
studies he was ordained to the Holy Priesthood on September 27, 1945, by the late Archbishop Metropolitan
Constantine Bohachevsky in Philadelphia, Pa., and celebrated his First Solemn Divine Liturgy in the present
St. Nicholas Cathedral on September 30, 1945.

Bishop Gabro fulfilled pastoral duties in several Ukrainian Catholic Parishes, among them, St. Viadimir's,
Scranton, Pa., St. Joseph'’s, St. Joseph, Mo., Immaculate Conception, Hamtramck, Mich., and St. Josaphat's,
Rochester, N.Y. In July of 1949 he was named pastor of the Church of the Assumption in Perth Amboy, N.J.,
where his pastorate was marked with the construction of a new church and rectory, as well as a parochial
school and auditorium.

His Holiness, Pope Pius XlI, on May 10, 1958, elevated him as Papal Chamberiain with the title of Very
Reverend Monsignor.

With the announcement of the creation of the new St. Nicholas Diocese in Chicago for Ukrainians, Bishop
Gabro was selected as the diocese’s first bishop on August 14, 1961, by the late Pope John XXlil. He was
subsequently consecrated Bishop in the Cathedral of the Immaculate Conception, Philadelphia, Pa., on
October 26, 1961 and installed as the first Bishop of the St. Nicholas Catholic Diocese in Chicago, on
December 12, 1961.

For more than 18 years Bishop Gabro shepherded the far-flung St. Nicholas Diocese, during which time
the young diocese grew and prospered under his guidance. On March 4, 1980 Bishop Gabro was hospitalized
for what turned out to be a fatal iliness.

The beloved Bishop of our St. Nicholas Diocese died on Friday, March 28, 1980, and was buried on April
1, 1980, in the family plot in St. Nicholas Cemetery, following three days of Liturgical wake services, which
were attended by thousands of his faithful. He is survived by two sisters, Marianne and Stephanie.

ST. NICHOLAS UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC PARISH
1906-1981

It seems just as if it were yesterday that the parishioners of St. Nicholas were celebrating the Golden Jubilee
of St. Nicholas Parish, but that was way back in 1956. Not long before thatin 1931 it was the joyous ceremonies
of the Silver Jubilee, but there are very few people who are still amongst us who recall that event. Then, another
jubilee came along and in 1967, commemorating 60 years of existence, many former pastors of the Basilian
Order joined the secular priests to concelebrate a Mass of thanksgiving. Here we are now at the doors of a
glorious tribute to the St. Nicholas Parish on its Diamond Jubilee—75 years have passed since the conception
of its birth on January 28, 1906.

The early immigrants congregated in the vicinity of Chicago Avenue and Noble Street, known as Ekhart
Park. For several years, the parishioners engaged in serious discussion about the idea of establishing a parish
and the building of a church which would service the Ukrainian Catholics of Chicago. These people had an
earnest desire to have their own priest, in their own rite, and their own place of worship.

Upon learning of the existence of an Eastern rite church on the south side of the city, the then-future
parishioners of St. Nicholas formed a committee to approach the pastor, Reverend Victor Kowalecky, to obtain
his advice. His immediate action was to baptize the first child of the yet-to-be parish— Michael Olenec —and
then aided in creating a new parish.

The initial church committee was composed of:

Reverend Kowalecky, president
Peter Winarski, treasurer
Dr. Wolodymyr Siemenowycz, secretary.

Shortly afterwards, as if a miracle descended upon them, the parishioners purchased a wooden frame
church from a Danish protestant congregation which was located at Bickerdike and Superior Streets, for
$8,000.00. The parish then totaled 51 persons on its books.

In 1907, the parish welcomed its new pastor, Reverend Nicholas Strytynsky who remained at St. Nicholas
Church for the following fourteen years.

Since the church was purchased with a mortgage, the heaviest burden of the parishioners was to pay this
debt. In the meantime, the membership steadily increased, and this smea'l church building proved to be
inadequate for the parish. Now the efforts of the pastor and his flock turned their attentions to acquire land for the
construction of a larger church. A new site had to be found.

In 1912 another church committee was found in which the following parishioners participated:

Reverend Nicholas Strytynsky, spiritual leader
M. Kowalecky, president

Mykola Morantez

Dmytro Krivy

Peter Motalo.

Their goal was to find an appropriate parcel of land on which to house a larger church and also a rectory.
The committee achieved their task when they found a lot on the corner of Oakley Blvd. and Rice Street—the
present location of St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic Cathedral. This land was purchased for the sum of
$8,000.00. At first there was some hesitation about buying this area because in those days Oakley Blvd. and
Rice Street was so far away from where they were. This property was considered to be on the outskirts of the city
—way beyond the reach of the people for there was no public transportation beyond Ashland Avenue. To walk
the distance during inclement weather where. there were no sidewalks was unbearable. This land was on the
other side of the boundaries of Milwaukee, Chicago and Grand Avenues near Halsted Street. How would they be
able to attend the church services of their fatherland? But, the enthusiasm and dedication of these hard-working
pioneers overshadowed the inconveniences that they would later overcome, and thus, in the spring of 1913, the
construction of the church began. Immediately a problem was found. The building was to be flush with the
sidewalk and the basement under ground. No way could the contractor break through the hard bedrock. So the
decision was made —a wise one —to fill in the area and built the church on a hill. Because of this, our church
today stands as a magnificent structure soaring its domes to the heavenly skies. The cornerstone was layed and
blessed by the Most Reverend Soter Ortynsky, O.S.B.M. on November 27, 1913. On January 1, 1915, the house
of worship was completed and on January 6, 1915, the first Christmas Eve vespers were sung and on
Christmas, according to the Julian calendar, the first Divine Liturgy was celebrated in thanksgiving for the graces
from the Almighty Lord for blessing this great project and the fruitful labors of the people.

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The church is built according to the Byzantine architecture and art, featuring the ikons, mosaics, the
traditional iconostasis and the outside towers on the building. Originally, the church was to be modeled after the
basilica of St. Sophia in Kiev with thirty-two domes at the cost of $175,000.00, much more than the parishioners
could afford. Thus, after much deliberation, it was agreed to construct the church with only thiteen domes,
reducing the cost by $25,000.00.

Thirteen years went by before any thought was given to the interior of the building. In 1928, the inside walls
were painted and decorated in the Byzantine style according to the sketches of Reverend Hlib Verhowsky, and
the artistic talents of Theodore Katamay were utilized to do the actual painting. The white marble altar and
tabemacle were imported from Italy,

Reverend Nicholas Strytynsky was an industrious organizer, and under his guidance the Lysenko Choir
was formed with the cantor (diak) Isidore Kostiuk as its first director. The Lysenko Choir still flourishes today
under the leadershlp of the diak Dmytro Evankoe. During the pastorate of Reverend Strytynsky, in 1917,
the first evening school classes were held in the church hall under the direction of the cantor-teacher
Wasyl Kociubynsky.

Upon the departure of Reverend Stnutynsky, the parish was under the spiritual leadership of Reverend
Wasyl Steciuk from 1922-1923. The youth organization “Sitch” was organized and formed a choir which was
comprised of 100 voices. This choir became very famous for the concert it performed at the Municipal
Pier in 1922,

After the death of Reverend Steciuk, the keys of the parish were turned over to the Reverend Philomen
Tarmawski who came from Cleveland, Ohio. Reverend Tarnawski organized the girls’ Blessed Virgin Sodality,
fostered the growth of the evening classes, and in 1925, encouraged the Sisters of St. Basil the Great to arrive in
Chicago to assume the responsibilities of teaching in the evening school. He, also, convinced the church
committee to purchase the “forest” on Higgins Road for $10,000.00 on which now stands our parish cemetery.

In 1926, the Eucharistic Congress of the Latin rite churches took place in Chicago. On May 23, our bishop
Most Reverend Constantine and Bishop Dionysus Naryagi from Yugoslava concelebrated the Divine Liturgy in
our church.

The late twenties were indeed trying times, enhanced by the Great Depression, and the burdens and
problems of this new parish were increasing day by day. Atone time it seemed as if the parishioners would lose
their church. However, in 1932, His Excellency, Bishop Constantine.Bohachevsky entrusted the St. Nicholas
Parish to the Order of St. Basil the Great. Father Epiphany Theodorvych; Su, ; Father Sylvester Zurawecky,
pastor, and Father Andrew Truch, missionary, were the first Basilian Fathers to’ 'in Chicago. By this time the
parish flourished to 2,200 parishioners. The debt of $170,000.00 rested on { houlders of these dedicated
monks. Money was difficult to come by, and the bank constantly demanded payments. However, the trustees of
the bank agreed that if the parish payed half of the debt, the other half would be dissolved. The Basilian Fathers
under the able leadership of Father Theodorovych, O.S.B.M. worked earnestly to obtain the needed amount and
erased the heavy burden; the burning of the mortgage took place soon afterwards. The church was not lost! After
the departure of Father Truch to Canada, Fathets#\mbrose Senyshyn and Maksym Markiw arrived to serve the
parishioners 'of St. Nicholas.

The Golden Era of the Basilian Fathers flourished between the years 1932 and 1962. During this period the
following members of the Order of St. Basil the Great served as pastors:

*Reverend Sylvester Zurawecky, OSBM (1932-41)
*Reverend Ambrose Senyshyn, OSBM (1942-43)
*Reverend Sylvester Zurawecky, OSBM (1944-48)
*Reverend Beassarion Andreychiuk, OSBM (1948-51)
*Reverend Wolodymyr Gavlich, OSBM (1951-56)
Reverend Soter Holyk, OSBM (1956-58)

Reverend Michael Wawryk, OSBM (1958-60)
Reverend Athansius Pekar, OSBM (1960-61)
Reverend Innocent Lotocky, OSBM (1961-62)

(*These Fathers have left this earth for their eternal reward.)

As in the life of each parish—then and now—attention was turned to the youth. How could the youth of the
parish be preserved? Therefore, plans were formed to build a parish hall where the youth could congregate and
hold social affairs, and shortly afterwards, the building of a new school took root. On September 8, 1936, the first
school term began under the sincere and endless labors of the Sisters of St. Basil the Great. A second school
was built and blessed on May 2, 1954, to accommodate the influx of children after World War |l.

Some of the highlights of parish life during the years of the Basilian Fathers were:

June 23, 1940—blessing of the Memorial Cross located on the cemetery grounds, commemorating the
950th anniversary of the Christianity of Ukraine.

June 25-29, 1941 —Eurchastic Congress of the Eastern rites of the Catholic Church.

March 8, 1942—Ordination of 5 priests of the Basilian Order.

October 22, 1942—Reverend Ambrose Senyshyn, pastor, consecrated as auxiliary bishop and later to
become the Metropolian of the United States dioceses.
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September 30, 1945—Reverend Jaroslav Gabro ordained a priest—later to become the first bishop of
the St. Nicholas Eparchy in Chicago.

May 4, 1947, visit of the late Cardinal Tisserant, Secretary of the Oriental Rites in Rome.

1949—Parish Ukrainian radio program established by the pastor Reverend B. Andreychuk, OSBM,
which is still in existence.

December 16, 1949— Ukrainian Day at the Solemn Novena Services at Our Lady of Sorrows Basilica.
—Participation in the Archdiocese of Chicago Tribute to Our Lady at Soldiers’ Field.

December 4, 1954—Marian Year Tribute at St. Nicholas School with the late Samuel Cardinal Stritch
participating.

June 14-16, 1957—Celebration of the Golden Years of Harvest of St. Nicholas Parish.
—1960—First visit of the late Albert Cardinal Meyer to St. Nicholas Parish.

August 14, 1961 —Elevation of our former pastor, Most Reverend Ambrose Senyshyn, OSBM, as
Metropolitan of the Ukrainian Catholics in the United States.

August 14, 1961 —Appointment of one of our parish sons, Reverend Jaroslav Gabro, as first bishop of St.
Nicholas Diocese.

August 25, 1962—Farewell banquet in honor of all the Basilian Fathers who worked so unselfishly for the
Ukrainian Catholics in Chicago.

To keep the parish together, various new religious organizations developed. The B.V.M. Sodality, Apos-
tleship of Prayer, Holy Name Society, Slavuta Choir, St. Nicholas Social Athletic Club were among the
most active.

Thus, ended the history of the fruitful labors of the Basilian Fathers at St. Nicholas parish. Throughout these
years of service, these devoted priests have brought comfort to the dying, hope to the despairing, cheerfuiness
to the ailing and spiritual happiness to all the parishioners.

And now, a new era in the life of the St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic Parish in Chicago was born.

On August 14, 1961, Pope John XXIII created a new Ukrainian Catholic diocese in the United States and
appointed the Reverend Jaroslav Gabro as the first bishop, and Chicago was chosen as the diocesan seat. The
parish was once again given over to the diocesan clergy. The first Cathedral pastor was Msgr. Stephan Knapp
whose pastorate reigned from 1962-1964. From 1964 to 1981, the parish was under the capable administration
of Msgr. Peter Leskiw, who spared no time or efforts to make the Cathedral one of the outstanding buildings in
the city of Chicago.

With the needs of the parish continuing to grow and with the convent and rectory in the state of despair, it
became obvious new buildings had to be erected in order to effectively and efficiently administer the Cathedral
of St. Nicholas. In 1967, the former rectory was demolished and by the fall of 1968, the new edifices were ready
for occupancy.

Through personal sacrifice and because of their love for their Ukrainian Catholic Church, the parishioners
have been able to liquidate debt after debt. Now, they faced a new debt of $500,000.00 for the construction of the
convent and rectory. In the tradition of those first parishioners of St. Nicholas, the financial obligations were met,
and the burning of the mortgage took place at the parish Sviachene on April 29, 1973.

The visitations of His Beatitude Josef Cardinal Slipyj left a memorable impression upon the parishioners
and citizens of Chicago. During his first visit on Saturday, July 27, 1968, in his honor a concert was held in
Orchestra Hall. Then on Sunday, July 28, the Divine Liturgy was concelebrated with His Beatitude as the main
celebrant, at Grant Park by the shores of Lake Michigan. Five years later, His Beatitude payed another visit as
part of his tour of the United States and Canada. At this time Cardinal Slipyj blessed the new section of the St.
Nicholas Cemetery.

To keep a parish alive, progress must always be in the foreground in the minds of the parishioners and their
spiritual leaders. Activities must exist so as to keep the parish unified as one whole family. Thus, hand in hand,
the parishioners and the pastor Msgr. Peter Leskiw undertook the task of improving the cemetery grounds,
which included installing better water and electric facilities and paving the road.

The remodeling of the church hall came next. Today, everyone can be proud of the beautiful paneled walls
throughout the basement which was converted into various meeting rooms and a large area for socializing plus a
kitchenette. This hall has been put into constant use and the spending of $81,367.00 for the remodeling has not
been regretted.

The church itself was once cleaned and repainted in various areas when Reverend B. Andreychuk, OSBM,
was pastor. But, never was there a major overhauling taken place as was planned in 1974. The parish hired
Zenon Mazurkevich as the architect, and the renovation began in September, 1974. Work was done to the
exterior and interior of the church. The tremendous chore of painting the Cathedral according to the Byzantine
rite was commissioned to the firm of Boris Makarenko and Associates. On June 15, 1975, His Excellency, Most
Reverend Jaroslav Gabro biessed the new crosses which crown the thirteen domes of the Cathedral. Then, on
April 17, 1977, a new cornerstone was laid as a reminder to all generations of the outstanding project which was
undertaken by the people and the priests. The new cornerstone was blessed by His Beatitude Josef Cardinal
Slipyj on his third visit to the St. Nicholas Parish. The beautiful mosaic of Our Lady of Pochaiv was blessed by our
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Bishop on September 11, 1977, the fifth anniversary of the Parish's Traveling lkon. Upon completion of the
renovation, solemn dedication ceremonies were held on Sunday, October 30, 1977.

From 1961 to 1980, the Cathedral parish blossomed and flourished; the parishioners worked industriously
and diligently with the parish priests under the spiritual leadership of His Excellency, Most Reverend Jaroslav
Gabro. However, at the beginning of 1980, sadness began to hover over the diocese. His Excellency showed
signs of deteriorating health; on March 28, 1980, the Almighty God sent for His faithful servant and spiritual
father of the diocese and parish. Bishop Gabro left this earth for his Heavenly Home.

Avyear later, the glad tidings came from Rome that Reverend Innocent Lotocky, OSBM, former pastor of St.
Nicholas, was appointed the second bishop of the diocese and was installed on April 1, 1981, to fill the
emptiness that a father leaves when he is gone from his children. On April 5, 1981, Msgr. Peter Leskiw
presented the symbolic key of the Cathedral to His Excellency.

The deeds and hard work which Msgr. Peter Leskiw has displayed during the seventeen years as pastor will
not be forgotten. The exquisite and beautiful Cathedral, modern convent and rectory, and the neatly-kept
cemetery will always be reminders of the outstanding labors of this dedicated pastor. At the end of December,
1981, Msgr. Leskiw will bid farewe!l to St. Nicholas parish. The duties of pastor will then be taken over by
Reverend Walter Klimchuk.

In just a few weeks, a new year— 1982—will be heralded in and with it, the parishioners begin the next
twenty-five years which will lead towards the celebration of the Centennial jubilee of St. Nicholas Parish. What
will the future bring? Who will and how will the 100th anniversary of the parish be celebrated? There will be new
generations—new technological inventions to make life easier — new means of transportation, maybe an
airplane in each garage instead of a car — new medical advancements to prolong life — new ideas in
architecture, fine arts, music — entertainment.

But, always there will be faith in God—and this faith will keep the St. Nicholas Parish alive. As long as there
are good-hearted, dedicated and hard-working, generous parishioners, St. Nicholas Parish will keep up with the
times and will progress. St. Nicholas Cathedral will continue to be the spiritual home of the Ukrainian Catholics in
Chicago and will provide the essential services which will lead its parishioners to their Heavenly Home.

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OUR SCHOOL

A parish is like a beautiful tapestry being woven of many different colored threads into ¢~ intricate design.
Some of the patterns run through the entire piece. Others appear only for a short time. There are those threads
which form the background and those which tell the story. Some march through in repetitive harmony, others
surface for a short time never to be seen again.

As we look back at the completed part of our parish tapestry we see with satisfaction the golden moments of
our days. We understand the meaning of our dark hours of suffering and frequently forget to notice the grays of
the daily struggles which bind the bright and dark into a beautiful whole. We realize that all are necessary, for
without contrasts, without joys and sorrows, struggles and victories, without the daily commitment to one's own,
there would be no tapestry, and no story to tell.

The tapestry upon which we look today with pleasure has been seventy-five years in the making and is far
from complete. Among the intricate patterns we notice a small thread of golden hue begin its course in 1917.
This thread is the thread which was designed by its makers to record their deep love for their own church and
Ukrainian heritage, which they wished to preserve for their posterity.

Thus, in 1917, in the church basement, an evening school was established under the direction of the
cantor-teacher Wasyl Kociubynsky. After a full day of classes in public schools the children of the first
parishioners gathered daily for two more hours of instruction in religion, reading and writing, history and
geography and the cultural arts of their Ukrainian ancestors.

As the parish membership increased, so the number of students in the evening school increased. In 1922
Prof. Dmytro Atamanec, the new cantor-teacher, with the assistance of Dr. Semen Kochy, P. Gudzey and S.
Musiychuk, reorganized the Ukrainian educational courses to meet the needs of the increased enroliment.
Within the next three years (1922-25) over three-hundred students received certificates of completion in
Ukrainian studies. This successful accomplishment inspired the parishioners and in 1925 a residence for Sisters
was purchased to house the newly arrived Sisters of St. Basil the Great, who then assumed the responsibility of
conducting the expanding school.

The evening school exacted sacrifices from both parents and pupils. The former had to raise the necessary
funds for books and materials, while the latter had to give up precious playtime. Nevertheless, despite these
demands, many fond memories are still recalled, wonderful friendships were formed, and an appreciation of the
enriching experience in the evening school lingers on.

What was learned in class was practically applied at home and in community life. The students of the
evening school frequently entertained their parents and friends with dramatic skits, Ukrainian folk dances, choral
singing and drills, performed on the all too small stage of the church basement. To this day these graduates of
the early evening school cherish the many hours spent in the Ukrainian evening school which taught them to
love their church and their Ukrainian heritage.

The evening school continued its efforts in the face of many problems, especially the depression years
which brought on many financial difficulties for ‘- parish. These. indeed. were gloomy years for everyone and
for the parish community. However. ihin.s .. . o wnen the priests cf the Order of St. Basil the Great were
assigned to the parish by the iate Bisnog Consiantine Bohachevsky. A fresh renewal of hope was in sight at last.

Committed to the task of serving the young, the Basilian Fathers embarked upon the task of providing the
parish with an all-day parochial school. Under the capable leadership of Father Epiphany Teodorowych, OSBM,
the construction of a parish school building was undertaken in 1935.

Before the completion of the structure some obstacles had to be overcome. Parents had to be convinced of
the value of a Catholic education for their children before they would send them to the new school; funds had to
be raised for the maintenance of the school and its teaching staff. To solve these fundamental problems Fr.
Ambrose Senyshyn. OSBM, was assigned, while the work of recruiting the first pupils for the newly constructed
school fell upon Fr. Sylvester Zurawecky, OSBM. The efforts of these zealous priests finally paid off, and in
September of 1936, 89 pupils were enrolled in the first four grades of the parish school. Classes for the first
month were held in the church hall, as the new school building was not as yet completed. In October of 1936 the
children entered their new premises.

Each successive year one more grade was added and it was a proud day for the parish when on June 22,
1940, His Excellency, Most Reverend Constantine Bohachevsky distributed diplomas to the first graduates of
the eighth grade of St. Nicholas School.

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To administer and conduct the new parochial school, Mother Josaphat Teodorovych, Provincial Superior of
the Sisters of St. Basil the Great, assigned five teaching Sisters with Sister M. Jerome as the first principal of the
newly established school. Under their capable direction the school made rapid strides toward a well-rounded
educational institution. To the basic requirements of an elementary school, courses in religion, Ukrainian culture
and rite were afforded the students. The students thus developed intellectually and formed a living faith
community within the parish. Also, to supplement the $1.00 tuition, the students presented various programs in
which they displayed their talents in dramatics, music and art, and thus provided extra income for the
maintenance of the school.

The school struggled through the World War |l years with a limited enroliment and readied itself for the influx
of hundreds of new students who would soon fill the classrooms of St. Nicholas School. This expansion in
enroliment came with the advent of hundreds of new Ukrainian families to Chicago in the late 1940’s and early
1950’s. These young families were forced to leave their homeland (Ukraine) upon the occupation of their country
by the Soviet Communist regime. They came to seek a new life in a free country, where they could raise their
childrenin an atmosphere free from fear and opposition. They also knew the value of education and immediately
enrolled their children into St. Nicholas School with full knowledge that their children would not only receive a fine
education but also would be in close association with their church and their Ukrainian heritage. Thus did the
school enroliment increase to unforseen proportions in a few short years.

Soon the original school building was inadequate to accommodate the increased enroliment and plans had
to be made for the construction of still another building. This task fell upon the pastor of the time, Rev.
Wolodymyr Gavlich, OSBM. With the cooperation of a mindful congregation the new school building was
erected and blessed in 1954. This foresight proved to be valid, as in a few short years the school enroliment
reached in excess of 1,200 students.

The school became a vibrant and valuable asset to the parish, fostering many activities and organizations,
such as Sodalities, Altar Boys organizations, school bands and orchestras, vocal groups, folk dancing, and
athletic teams of various sports. The many trophies and awards won in various competitions attest to the
vibrancy of the numerous school activities. The parents and parishioners had the opportunity to witness the
excellence of school talent by attending the many concerts and dramatic presentations which the students
presented on successive religious or patriotic occasions. This all-inclusive school program served well for the
students of St. Nicholas School and this is attested by the fact that so many of the graduates went on to continue
their educational pursuits in some of the finest high schools, colleges and universities and now have taken their
place in some of the noblest professions.

In 1961 the new St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic Diocese was established and St. Nicholas Church became
the Cathedral Church of the diocese. Appointed to be the first Bishop of the newly created diocese was a native
son of the parish, a product of the educational program of the parish, the Most Reverend Jaroslav Gabro. Thus
St. Nicholas school became the Cathedral school and entered upon a new era of prominence and activity. Soon
within the school walls numerous church dignitaries would be welcomed and the school administration was
eager to welcome the new responsibilities.

The mid-sixties and early seventies brought on new challenges for the Cathedral school. The Second
Vatican Council, the release of our Major-Archbishop, Metropolitan Joseph Slipyj, the exploration in space
brought great joy and inspiration. However, the social unrest of the time, the clash among races, rebelfions
against established norms and authority, the proliferation of drugs and cults, left their mark even on the
Ukrainian youth. Values for which their parents fought and sacrificed were abandoned by those of weaker
convictions. The changing neighborhood also took its toll. The school enrolliment began to dwindle, as many of
the younger generation sought homes in far-flung suburbs. Gone was the closely knit community of Ukrainians
and most especially did the school suffer. Efforts are still made to provide courses in Ukrainian language, history
and culture through the Saturday school, but this cannot supplant the benefits derived from daily attendance in
the parochial school.

Although the enrollment in our St. Nicholas School has diminished, nevertheless, the efforts to keep high
the standards of excellence, the cherished goal, has not diminished and we look forward to still another renewal
and a resurgence of the glories once known.

Times have surely changed, as did the surroundings in which we find ourselves today, but the need for
education, and thus the school, shall continue to remain. As long as this need shall remain, St. Nicholas School
with God'’s help, shall continue to fulfill its responsibility toward those who seek its benefits.

We have seen the weaver weaving his tapestry in harmonious symmetry and we have learned how the
pattern of our parish life is woven from multicolored moments into timeless beauty. There are countless numbers
of bright threads running through the history of St. Nicholas Cathedral Parish and many of the most important
ones are intertwined with our school.

Today when we look back on our accomplishments and behold the grandeur of the work we can rightfully be
proud of our past endeavors and bow our heads in prayerful gratitude for those who had great dreams and were
not afraid to soil their hands to bring them out of nebulous wishes into concrete reality.

Let this moment of remembrance be for us a point of inspiration and recommitment, that we may celebrate
our centenary with our heads high and our school and parish a truly vital, learning and worshiping community,
the ever growing Mystical Body of Christ. 70
