THE FIFTH GENERAL CHAPTER

The Fifth General Chapter was held
from June 30 to August 8, 1983. The
Chapter worked out and accepted a
definitive text of the Constitutions
and the General Directory called THE
KENOTIC WAY. Perhaps most sig-
nificant was the formulation and ac-
ceptance of the Identity and Mission
statements of the Basilian Sisters

The Identity Statement speaks of
who the Sisters of St. Basil are and
how by God’s grace they hope to be-
come transformed into the likeness of
Christ. It also identifies the mission
to which they are called in the
Church.

The Mission Statement further am-
plifies the kind of service that the Sis-
ters are called to in making known the
Kingdom of God in the here and now.

The Apostolic See approved the
Constitution and General Directory of
the Sisters of the Order of St. Basil
the Great on July 10, 1984.

UKRAINE

After the Second World War, monasteries in Ukraine were
seized and the Sisters were forced to leave, or they were sent
to Siberia. Those who lived through these horrors, now live by
one or two in apartments. In their hearts the fire of religious
consecration to the Triune God still burns. In the furnace of
persecutions and repressions they sing the hymn of praise to God
as they await the coming of Christ’s Kingdom.

In order to remember those that hallowed these places by
prayer, fasting, and the living out of the evangelical counsels,
we briefly list the monasteries of Basilian Sisters that existed
prior to World War II.

Javoriv - Patronage of the Mother of God Monastery.

Basilian Sisters arrived in Javoriv in 1621 and settled near the church. Margaret Zuhajevyc
Duskevyc gave the nuns a garden near the church. Later, when she entered the monastery,
she built a house for the Sisters.

In 1961, together with the Peremysl Eparchy, the nuns became united with Rome and two
years later opened a novitiate. Under Austrian rule there was danger that the monastery would
perish, and for a while the monastery property was leased out. In 1847, a few nuns from Slov-
ita came to Javoriv. They established a school and internat. In 1906, a teacher training sem-
inary was opened, and in 1933, this seminary became a gymnasium (high school).

The Javoriv monastery had three additional houses. In Drohobych (1921), the Sisters ad-
ministered and taught in a teacher training seminary and elementary school. In Peremysl (1902),
the Sisters had an internat for the students of a teacher training seminary and preparatory
schools. The third house was located in Vysockomu Nyzne. The number of Sisters belonging
to these monasteries was 46.

The monastery was founded in 1881 by Sisters from the Slovita monastery. An internat,
gymnasium and preparatory school were established on the monastery grounds. A few Sisters
taught in the gymnasium, but generally, they were responsable for the upbringing of the stu-
dents entrusted to them. The monastery had two additional houses: in Zyravci (1922), and
Mylosovycach (1928). Number of Sisters belonging to these monasteries was 45.

Lviv, Potockoho 95. Monastery of St. Macrina.

The monastery was founded in 1912. An elementary school for boys and girls, a teacher
training seminary and orphanage were also found here. The Sister taught and took care of
the upbringing and education of the orphans (in Zbojsk) and youth entrusted to them. The
monastery had two additional houses: in Kaminec (1922), and in Rivni Jasinski near Pidljutiv,
where the Sisters had a school and orphanage. There were 82 Sisters.

Lviv, Uboc 4. A Contemplative Monastery founded in 1925. The monastery had 7 Sisters.

Mukaciv. The Sisters worked in the elementary school, at the girls internat and childrens
hospital. Later, they administred a government-sponsored home for the aged.

Pidmychajlivci, Monastery of the Holy Trinity

To 1930, this monastery was a filial house of the Slovita monastery. At first it was located
in Zydavni (1920-1930); in 1930, property was obtained in Pidmychajlivei, where the Sisters
and orphans moved. The monastery had 19 Sisters.

Rachiv. The Sisters had an internat, pre-school and also taught in the local elementary school.
Slovita, Monastery of the Holy Cross

The monastery is first mentioned in 1581. Later descriptions of life in the monastery show
that the nuns lived in small houses surrounding the church. Their life was eremetical.
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With Galicia coming under Austrian rule (1772), the nuns were to join those in the Lviv
monastery. The monastery was spared when other nuns came to Slovita from smaller closed
monasteries.

In 1822 the nuns began their educational activities. The school was transferred to Lviv, Dlu-
gos Street. A small internat and later an orphanage remained near the monastery. The mon-
astery had two additional houses, Vysnivcyku (1923), and Korcyni (1927). There were 57 Sisters.

Stanyslaviv, Petra Skarhy 17. Monastery of St. Joseph.

Basilian Sisters lived in Stanyslaviv from 1900. From 1909, they administered the «Institute
of Mary», an elementary school and a teacher training seminary. The monastery had one ad-
ditional house in Kudrycjach. There were 42 Sisters belonging to this monastery.

Suchovolia, nine kilometers from Lviv.

This contemplative monastery was founded by the Servant of God, Andrej Sheptvckyj. The
monastery existed unitl the dispersal of the Sisters in 1952. There were 13 Sisters in the mon-
astery.

Uzhorod, Minajska 34. Monastery of the Sacred Heart

The Basilian Sisters began their apostolic works here in 1921. They came from the Sta-
nyslaviv monastery to undertake the education and upbringing of orphans. The army occup-
ied the living quarters designated for the orphans, so the Sisters went to Prjasiy. in Slovakia.
They returned in 1924 to Uzhorod. Here, three internats for girls and young women were given
to the care of the Sisters. In 1925, a novitiate was opened.

Until World War II, the Sisters’ apostolic works grew. In Uzhorod alone, there were five
child care centers and orphanage - internats. The Sisters taught in the school and in the teacher
training seminary.

Xust. The Sisters established an internat here, a child care center, and taught in the school.

At the request of the Basilian Fathers, two
Sisters from the monastery of Pidmychajlivci,
Halycyna, went to Argentina in 1939. Mother
Sofronia Erdely, M. Margareta Fendio and
Sister Ahneta Hladys volunteered for the mis-
sion. Sister Ahneta became ill and died prior
to the Sisters departure. Metropolitan Andrej
Sheptyckyj blessed the Sisters saying ‘‘in the
name of God, may these two Sisters go’’.

The Sisters landed in Buenos Aires harbor
on August 20, 1939, and settled in Apostoles,
Misiones Province. Apostoles already had a
sizeable Ukrainian population, and the Basi-
lian Fathers had their monastery there. The
Fathers procured a small house for the Sisters.
The Sisters immediately began their many-
faceted apostolate among the faihful. They
took care of the churches, taught religion, the
Ukrainian language, and they undertook the

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upbringing of the children entrusted to them.
During the summer months, the Sisters trav-
eled to the colonies to teach catechism.
Already during the first summer in San Jose,
75 children were prepared to receive First Holy
Communion. Along with the parents and rel-
atives, 140 persons received the Sacraments.

In 1940, the first candidate entered the con-
vent. In time, the number of Sisters increased.
Sister Rafaela Kaszynski, from the Pidmy-
chajlivci monastery, came by way of the Un-
ited States to Argentina. After the war. M.
Macrina Chudiak and M. Maria Turkalo ar-
rived.

Fifty years later, the religious community
in Argentina has 79 members, 70 with per-
petual vows and 9 with first vows. There are
two novices and one candidate. Five elemen-
tary schools, two secondary schools, five inter-
nats for girls, and two shelters for children
constitute institutes that are owned and op-
erated by the Sisters. One elementary school
in San Vincente is staffed by the Sisters. In
the elementary schools, over 2500 children re-
ceive instructions; in the secondary schools ap-
proximately 390 students are enrolled, and in
the internats, 120 girls receive a Christian up-
bringing. During the year, but especially dur-
ing the summer months, Sisters immerse
themselves in pastoral ministry in the colo-
nies. In 1988, the Sisters taught catechetical
classes in 11 colonies.

The words, ‘‘may these two Sisters go in the
Name of God’’ are actual in the hearts of the
Sisters. Understanding the needs of the
Church, they provide Sisters for missionary
territories. Eleven Sisters from Argentina are
permanently stationed in Australia; four Sis-
ters have been sent to St. Joseph Mission in
Brazil.

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vince sent an additional Sister to help, and
soon a child care facility was opened.

God blessed the sacrifices and endeavors of
the Sisters. Five young women entered the can-
didacy program and were sent for their no-
vitiate formation to Argentina. Three years
later, experience showed that it was necessary
to establish a novitiate in Brazil. A monastery
and novitiate house was built on land pur-
chased in Curitiba. St. Basil Monastery was
completed and blessed in 1977.

In Canoinhas, a new child care facility was
built and dedicated in 1978, and in 1980-1985,
a monastery and internat for girls was com-
pleted.

Religious life is developing in Brazil. The
Sisters are engaged in apostolates in the par-
ish and mission churches belonging to the par-
ishes. In the internat, 15 girls are receiving a
Christian upbringing and education. The Sis-
ters teach catechism, visit the aged and ill, di-
rect groups of the Apostoleship of Prayer, and
direct and teach in the child care center. Dur-
ing the summer months, the Sisters become
intensively involved in catechetical work in the
colonies where children and young people (ap-
proximately 290 persons) benefit from reli-
gious instructions, and learn religious and
Ukrainian folk songs.

The Mission of St. Joseph in Brazil is un-
der the jurisdiction of Christ the King Pro-
vince in Argentina. Presently, four Sisters
from Argentina work, form, and help the
young Sisters in Brazil. There are six Sisters
— native to Brazil; four with perpetual vows
and two with first vows. There are six novi-
ces and one postulant in the novitiate.

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In 1922, at the request of the Bishops of Uz-
horod and Prjashiv, five Basilian Sisters, M.
Magdalena Humeniuk, M. Irene Oleksiuk, M.
Ahneta Cenkner, M. Basilia Hlibovecka and
Sister Markijana Matias, from the the Stanys-
laviv monastery arrived in Uzhorod. Since the
quarters designated for the Sisters were occup-
ied by the army, the Sisters went to Prjashiv,
where they administered an internat for the
girls. In 1929, Bishop Gojdych, OSBM, pro-
cured a new monastery for the Sisters. Part
of the monastery building was designated for
the use of the internat. Each year, approxi-
mately forty girls benefited from the internat.

Monasteries in Uzhorod were liquidated af-
ter the war, so for a brief period (1947-1950),
Prjashiv became the center of the Basilian Sis-
ters life. In 1950 all monasteries were liqui-
dated. Old Sisters and those incapable of
working were placed in state institutions;
younger Sisters were assigned to work in state
institutions for severely retarded children and
adults.

In Czechoslovakia today, 26 Sisters are reg-
istered as Basilian religious.

In the name of the Sisters in Ukraine, whose
monasteries were siezed and who, to the
present day, are dispersed and forbidden to
undertake any religious activity, the General
Administration of the Basilian Sisters in Rome
assigned two Sisters to «Maria Schutz» in
Krefeld-Traar. This was done at the request
of the Apostolic Exarch for Ukrainians in Ger-
many, Bishop Platon Kornyljak.

In Krefeld, Sisters Anisia Sarna and Marta
Ratai continue the Basilian way of life and ap-
ostolic service near the Ukrainian Rite Church
and Nursing Home for the aged called «Maria
Schutz». This Mission was established with the
hope that new members will join the Sisters,
and that the Mission will contribute to the sav-
ing of this center for the Ukrainian Church.

In 1935, the Basilian Sisters came to Hun-
gary from Uzhorod. In a relatively short time,
they established a separate monastery and no-
vitiate in Mariapocs.

The Sisters worked in internats, schools,
cared for the beauty and good order of
churches, and served in the seminary. Up to
World War II, the Sisters were found in Ma-
riapocs, Nyiregyhaza and Budapest.

After the war, in keeping with the govern-
ment decrees, the Sisters wear secular garb.
As their circumstances and capability permit,
they work in churches and the pilgrimage
shrine at Mariapocs.

Mother Macrina Mieczyslawska was the
foundress of the Basilian Sisters in Albano.
M. Macrina came to Rome from Minsk in
1845. In Rome she won over the support of
influential persons and so was able to found
a monastery into which girls of the Latin rite
entered. Pope Pius IX, in 1873, moved the
nuns to a monastery on the papal grounds in
Castelgandolfo.

A broad vision and a deep love for Christ’s
Church impelled Bishop Dionisius Narjadi
and prelate Danylo Sostovic to nurture the vo-
cations of three young women, who expressed
a desire to enter a monastery to serve God.
The Bishop sent these young women for their
novitiate to Slovita, Halycyna. The first
World War forced the Sisters to return to
KriZevci. Mother Anna Teodorwycz came to
KriZevci a few years later, in 1917. In KriZevci
the Sisters administered an internat for young
women who attended a teacher training sem-
inary nearby.

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With time, additional Sisters trained in Ha-
lycyna, began their apostolic activity in So-
sice, where up to the Second World War the
Sisters taught in the area elementary school.
On the monastery grounds the Sisters estab-
lished a preschool program for children and
culinary and sewing courses for older girls and
women. World War II brought many changes.
Not until 1956 were the Sisters able to rebuild
the monastery in Sosice. One of the rooms of
the monastery houses a fine Zumberak eth-
nographic exhibit.

With God’s help, the Sisters continue their
life of religious dedication and apostolic ser-
vice among the Croatian population of the
Greek Catholic rite. Within that which is pos-
sible, they are engaged in catechetical work in
a few of the Greek Catholic parishes and their
mission churches. The Sisters take care of el-
derly and aged women and serve in the Greek
Catholic seminary in Zagreb. Since 1973, the
Sisters are the custodians of the Cathedral and
Bishop’s Residence in KriZevci.

The Vice Province has 24 Sisters with per-
petual vows, and one novice. It owns four
houses.

The first Basilian Sisters arrived in Krizevci
in 1915 from the monastery in Slovita. At the
request of Bishop Dionisius Narjadi, the Sis-
ters moved to the bishop’s residence in Sid
(1920), in order to begin apostolic service
among the Ukrainian and Ruthenian peoples.
In time this community became the nucleus
that forms the Province of St. Michael the
Archangel.

The upbringing and education of orphans
as well as an internat was entrusted to the Sis-
ters. Prior to World War II, the Sisters were

not only in Sid, but also in Miklusevci and
Osijek. During the war, convents, internats,
and schools were closed. The Sisters were
forced to hire themselves out as day laborers
in the fields in order to support themselves.
In time, they were able to work in hospitals.
Nursing enables the Sisters to support them-
selves and to develop other apostolic en-
deavors such as catechesis of children and
youths.

Presently, the Sisters are engaged in pastoral
ministry, they visit the sick and infirm and
teach catechism during the school year. Dur-
ing the summer months the Sisters go out into
the villages and organize intensive religious
programs and retreats for young people.

The Province has 32 Sisters; 29 with per-
petual profession and 3 with first vows. The
Province has six houses, and one small sum-
mer home in Bosnia.

In the Millenium Year of Christianity in
Rus-Ukraine, with the united efforts of the
Sisters and priests, a Spiritual Center was
blessed in Prnjavor, where intensive pastoral
work is being undertaken.

After the storm of war, in 1945, on the ter-
ritory of what is designated as Poland, a small
number of Basilian Sisters remained in Pe-
remysl. Three Sisters were resettled in a Latin
rite convent. One remained in the Peremysl
monastery with the Latin rite Sisters and the
orphans who were moved there. Later the gov-
ernment confiscated the building.

In 1949, two Sisters from the Slovita mon-
astery came to Poland, M. Ahneta Halmaj
and M. Elena Sladek. They scttled in Luban.
In the fifties, three more Sisters came to Po-
land, two from the L.viv monastery and one
from Slovita.

Superior of the Basilian monks, delegated to
M. Onysyma Szuszkiewicz the task of gath-
ering the Basilian Sisters. With the blessing of
the Archbishop of Wroclaw, Cardinal Boles-
law Kominek, a novitiate was opened in Lu-
bomierz, and the life of the Basilian Sisters
in Poland began anew.

In 1959, the Sisters in Poland were formed
into a delegature by a Decree of the General
Administration of Basilian Sisters in Rome.
In 1971 the Delegature was elevated to a Vice
Province.

In the Millenium Year of Christianity of
Rus-Ukraine, the Basilian Sisters in Poland
are actively engaged in several centers of Uk-
rainian resettlement. In Peremysl, a small
house was purchased in 1972. In Paslenk a
pastoral and catechetical center was estab-
lished. Two hundred seventy-five children par-
ticipate in regularly held religion classes-ca-
techism. In the I.emko area, a monastery was
blessed. It is the center of Basilian life and ac-
tivity in this region.

The Sisters continue the apostolates that
they were engaged in after the war in Janow-
ice Wielkij and in Lubomierz. In Zalesie
Gorne, near Warsaw, several young Sisters
who are studying in Warsaw reside. The Vice
Province has 25 members, 19 Sisters with per-
petual vows and 6 with first vows. One no-
vice is completing her novitiate.

On the feast of the Nativity of Our Lady,
in 1958, a new Basilian Community emerged
in Astoria, New York. With the centralization
in 1951, the Constitutions required the cre-
ation of cloistered-contemplative monasteries
in order to preserve the privilege of profes-
sing solemn vows.

Four Sisters were selected from the Phila-
delphia Province to form the nucleus of the
newly erected Monastery of the Sacred Heart.
They were: M. Theresa Bochnewich M. Aure-
lia Szelak, M. Eustachia Matuch and M.
Georgeann Snihur. Prayer, namely the Divine
Praises, form the substance of each day in the
life of the community.

In 1988 the community has ten members,
all with solemn vows.

Seventy-seven years ago, in 1911, the Ba-
silian Sisters began their missionary work in
the United States. With the blessing and en-
couragement of Metropolitan Andrej Shep-
tyckyj, four nuns, Mother Olena Langewich,
S. Pafnutia Tymochko, S. Eufimia Kurylas
and S. Jeremia Iwasechko, set out from Jav-
oriv in Galicia for Philadelphia.

Bishop Soter Ortynsky, OSBM, gave the
Sisters a home on Seventh and Parrish Streets
and delegated to them the upbringing and ed-
ucation of orphans of Ukrainian immigrants.

In the years 1913-1914, property was ob-
tained in Fox Chase, where the motherhouse
and novitiate were moved. In 1930, under the
leadership of Mother Josafata Teodorwycz,
Superior, a new monastery was constructed
and a high school and internat for girls were
opened under the name of St. Basil Academy.

With a constant growth in membership, the
education apostolate became highly devel-
oped. In 1947 land was purchased for a new
orphanage, and the same year Manor College,
an institution of higher learning, was founded
in Fox Chase.

More than three quarters of a century later,
this religious community has ninety professed
members and one member with simple vows.
In 1988, in the educational institutions owned
by the Sisters, over one thousand students.
were entrolled. The Sisters administer and
teach in eight parish elementary schools and
two high schools where approximately 1500
students are enrolled. The Sisters teach cat-
echism, prepare children for the reception of
the sacraments of Reconciliation and Holy
Communion and visit the sick, elderly and ne-
glected.

The printing house and book store founded
by Bishop Ortynsky continue to spread good
religious Ukrainian literature. The Mission-
ary, a monthly magazine of the Apostleship
of Prayer, is edited and published by the Sis-
ters. The Sisters continue the sewing of vest-
ments, altar cloths and church banners, a
ministry begun in the early days of the foun-
dation.

In 1981, two Sisters were assigned to a par-
ish in Mississauga, Canada. There, the Sisters
are engaged in helping in the parish and in
teaching religion in school. They also are in-
volved in the pre-school program in St.
Sophia’s School.

In the fall of the Millenium Year of the bap-
tism of Rus’-Ukraine, the Sisters initizted a
Pastoral Center pilot program in the Sz. Josa-
phat Eparchy, in Pennsylvania. 12 order to
better meet the needs of the fai:hiul of the
Ukrainian Church in the United S:zazec.

The history of the Province of Our Lady
of Perpetual Help begins on January 19, 1921.
On that day, Mother Macrina Melnychuk,
Mother Macrina Marie Hardi, and Sister Eu-
phemia Kurylas arrived in Cleveland, Ohio.

It was in Uniontown that one of the major
apostolates of the Sisters began; namely, the
annual Pilgrimage in honor of Our Lady of
Perpetual Help. Now in its 67th year, this
event brings thousands of people each year to
Uniontown, seeking spiritual refreshment, rec-
onciliation, new life and healing in the Lord.

The apoostolate of education, the first ma-
jor work of the Sisters, still involves a large
portion of the membership. The Sisters staff
twelve elementary schools, teach catechetical
classes, and serve in the diocesan offices of
religious education.

At the Retreat Center, over a thousand
women and men are welcomed for spiritual
renewal and/or spiritual direction over the
course of a year. Care of the sick and the aged
is provided at two locations on the Mount, St.
Basil’s Home for Women and Mount Macrina
Manor Nursing Home, a skilled care facility
for both men and women.

Ecclesiastical arts and sewing, promotion of
religious greeting cards and publications, and
parish ministry, are also within the scope of
the works of the Sisters.

The Province is now in the 67th year of its
existence and numbers 110 final professed
members. 5 simple professed, one novice and
one postulant. From its center, where the ad-
ministration of the Province is carried out, the
paths of the Sisters radiate in every direction
as God calls them to continue their service to
His People.
