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PREFACE

The post-Soviet period has witnessed a rapid and unprecedented growth of interna-
tional trade and commerce with business people from the countries of the former USSR.
As aresult, there has been a corresponding growth of practical interest in the mastery of
the required foreign languages in both western and former eastern bloc countries. No
one understands better than business people that the main requirement for the successful
conduct of business matters is agreement based on a complete and thorough understand-
ing of one’s associates. However, it is obvious that the simple attainment of a certain
level of proficiency in English and Ukrainian will not in itself suffice for the achieve-
ment of such aims in the business world. It was with this consideration in mind that the
present project was undertaken.

As the language of the business world is in a state of constant flux, we have used a
wide range of up-to-date materials — business correspondence, commercial documents
from information agencies, specialist periodicals, etc. — in the compilation of this unique
Dictionary. Practical knowledge and experience also find their reflection in the Dictio-
nary by means of our familiarity with the current economic situation in Ukraine and the
local subtleties of meaning found in the lexicon of the Ukrainian language and of several
English speaking nations as well. Our aim was to have the Dictionary embrace the cur-
rent terminology used in economic and business spheres of communication. New terms
have recently appeared as a consequence of new realities, and we have included these in
the present volume.

At all times we have kept in mind the point of view of the potential user, for whom it
is essential to be able to quickly find the appropriate term or word combination in its
expected place. Once the user has found the required form, he or she can also obtain
information regarding its application in specific circumstances. Thus, in numerous in-
stances, an entry contains not only the various translations of a word or word combina-
tion but also, in parenthesis, how it is to be interpreted.

Each entry is also followed by a list of examples of its use in various phrases. As the
meanings of thematically specialised terms very often can only be determined within
the context of word combinations, these examples will assist the user in more quickly
and accurately finding the translation of the required term in a given context.

The present work is intended first and foremost for business people in Ukraine and in
English-speaking countries who are already, or intend to be, part of a commercial enter-
prise in that country. Its use is not limited to the world of commerce, however. Transla-
tors should find it to be a valuable reference source as should those studying or teaching
Ukrainian/English who wish to attain a better grasp of the given thematic vocabulary.
The Dictionary will also be of use to secretaries, managers, foreign trade consultants,
workers in joint ventures and many others involved in international commerce.

The Dictionary is compiled alphabetically. Illustrative word combinations are pro-
vided in alphabetical order under the corresponding key word, regardless of whether or
not the key word appears first in the phrase. Within each entry the word combinations

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are listed alphabetically according to the word beginning the phrase. Where English
terms yield more than one equivalent in Ukrainian, the Ukrainian words are listed ac-
cording to the following convention: synonyms are separated by commas, whereas words
of similar meaning are separated by a semi-colon. Different meanings of the same term
are enumerated.

All nouns in the Ukrainian section, other than those appearing in oblique cases, have
their definitions followed by their gender and, if the noun is used in the plural, a plural
marker is used. All words in the English section have their grammatical categories indi-
cated. If a word is used only in the singular or plural, this too is indicated in parenthesis.
In the Ukrainian section of the dictionary words having more than one syllable have their
stress indicated.

At the end of the Dictionary there is a List of Abbreviations. The user is advised that
English does not have a single norm for fixing the forms of abbreviations or acronyms.
For example, in various texts one can encounter the following abbreviations:

asap; ASAP as soon as possible sikoMdra ckopile, sikoMora wB#aLe
ass.; assn. association 06’éaHaHHs, acouiduis, TOBapHCTBO

Our list offers the most widely used forms of abbreviation, but the reader is advised
that, should the necessary abbreviation not be found in a familiar variant, it may be rep-
resented in some other form.

In addition to the above, we draw your attention to the fact that we have avoided
forms that are not characteristic of Ukrainian (e.g. active participles with the ending -
yuu#t, -tounit, and others). Nouns of the third declension are given in the genitive singu-
lar with the inflectional ending -u (labor theory of value — po664a Tedpis Baprocth). The
use of r and r is differentiated.

American orthography has been employed except in those cases when the term is
restricted to the usage in other English-speaking countries and has a spelling which dif-
fers from the American.
