65th ANNIVERSARY of UNR in EXILE

An independent Ukrainian National Republic was created
by the Ukrainian people, resulting from the 1917-1920 revo-
lution for national liberation. However, the Soviet Russian
government declared an open war on the Ukraine in December
of 1917, just after it had announced on November 15th, 1917,
a "declaration of rights of the nations of Russia" and officially
recognized the Ukrainian government,

The Bolsheviks realized that a free Ukraine represented
a complete disintegration of the Russian colonial empire and
an end to Russia's traditional messianism-imperialism.Thus,
the Ukraine became the first victim of red Russian imperialism.
Into the hands of a dictator fell a land that was, not including
Russia, the largest country of Europe (603, 700 square kilome-
ters) as well as the richest in natural resources, with a popula-
tion of nearly 50 million and a 1,000 year history of Christia-
nity.

The victorious allies did not recognize that an indepen-
dent Ukraine would create a balance of power in favor of
a free Europe and a stable peace for the world. The fourteen
points of Wilson, dealing with "rights of nations for a national
self-determination" did not reach the Ukraine, nor any of the
other nations enslaved by Russia... The free world is paying
dearly for this oversight today and will pay even more dearly
in the future.

The Ukrainian people who were the first to become en-
slaved by the occupant have paid, and are still paying, through
millions of victims killed, mass deportations into lethal concen-
tratin camps, genocide by an induced mass starvation, a calcula-
ted and measured extermination of the national elite, a whole-
sale destruction of the Ukrainian Church and of its leadership,
a forced Russification and destruction of the national order
of life and of Ukrainian culture.

Despite tragic serious losses, Moscow admitted that Ukraine
presented a "fortress of resistance” during the war of National
Liberation (1917-1920) -- and continues to stand in the forefront
of a struggle for liberation. The free world, which for the
last 65 years has faced the deathly threat of the "devil's em-
pire", is beginning to realize clearly that our struggle for
liberation is at the same time its own defense, which demands

a unity of purpose of all forces of the free world and of the
nations enslaved by Moscow.

The existence of a government-in-exile of the Ukrainian
National Republic, as a bearer of civic traditions and as a
lawful representative of the enslaved Ukrainian people, is just
another proof of the power and unconquered will of our nation
for a return to freedom and to an independent Ukrainian state.
