CURRENT ACTIVITIES AND THEIR COSTS

In order to realize its goals, as set out in its constitu-
tion, resolutions of the Congress of delegates and the
decisions of the Plenary Session of its Secretariat, the
World Congress requires very large human and financial
resources. Just to carry out the most essential activities
requires an annual budget of over $100,000.00.

The WCFU has two sources from which it can draw
funds. The first is the assessment, in the form of annual
dues, of Member Associations and National Central
Representations from various countries, This, however,
represents only a small fraction of the required budgetary
sum. The second and major source is the voluntary
contributions of individual Ukrainians and groups from
the countries represented in the Congress.

The major projects to be financed in this way include:

* The activities of the Human Rights Commission,
including the maintenance of an information bureau at
the seat of the United Nations in New York. This requires
at least $40,000.00 annually.

* The activities of the Information Service which
include distribution of press releases, publication of the
WCFU Bulletin, and informational materials on Ukraine
and Ukrainians require an additional $30,000.00 yearly.
This also covers research and publication of a statistical
compendium of Ukrainians in the Free World, documents
dealing with the suppression of human rights and religion
in Ukraine, and materials associated with the achieve-
ments of Ukrainians in the Olympic Games.

* The Councils and Commissions of the WCFU have
special responsibilities in areas such as culture, educa-
tion, aid to refugees etc. The minimum budget for the
work of these bodies is $25,000.00 annually.

* The cost of convoking a single Plenary Session
amounts to over $5,000.00 even when participants bear
part of the costs.

Additional funds are needed to finance the main office
of the WCFU in Toronto.

THE WORLD CONGRESS OF FREE UKRAINIANS
AND ITS AIMS

The Wolrd Congress of Free Ukrainians (WCFU)
is an international co-ordinating body representing over
2,500,000 people of Ukrainian descent living in 20
countries of the free world.

The WCFU was established in 1967 by delegates from
North America, Europe, South America and Australia,
presenting 230 organizations involved in all aspects of
religious, social, political, economic, cultural and educa-
tional life of their respective communities. The Congress
strives to co-ordinate the efforts of Ukrainians through-
out the wolrd in areas of mutual concern.

The primary aims of the WCFU, as set out in its
constitution, are:

a) to give all possible aid to the Ukrainian nation in
its struggle for freedom and independence;

b) to work for the realization of the rights of the
Ukrainian people in accordance with the Universal Decla-
ration of Human Rights;

¢) to co-ordinate the activities of its members, in
accordance with the resolutions of the First and sub-
sequent Congresses; and

d) to preserve Ukrainian national identity and to devel-
op and pass from generation to generation the Ukrainian
language, culture and traditions. .

The Congress functions through an elected Secretariat,
at present (1973-78) based in Toronto, Canada. The
Secretariat consists of representatives from national
central representations of Ukrainian organizations in
various countries, delegates from individual Ukrainian
community organizations in their respective countries,
and the hierarchies of Ukrainian Churches. Complementing
the operation of the Congress Secretariat are various
permanent Commissions and Councils, such as the Human
Rights Commission, the Council for Cultural Affairs, the
Educational Council, and others. The Presidium is the
executive organ of the Secretariat.

The President of the WCFU is the Rt. Rev, Msgr, Basil
Kushnir, Other members of the Presidium include Mykola
Plawiuk (First Vice-Pres.), Stefania Sawchuk (Second
Vice-Pres.), William Kereliuk (Third Vice-Pres.), Yuri
Shymko (General Secretary), Dr. Frank Martyniuk (Trea-
surer) and Dr. Jurij Darewych (Member-at-large). The
Ukrainian Churches are represented by the Most Rev. Met-
ropolitan Maxim Hermaniuk (Ukrainian Catholic Church),
the Most Rev. Metropolitan Mstyslav Skrypnyk (Ukrainian
Orthodox Church), and Pastor Josaphat lwaskiw (Ukrainian
Protestant Churches).
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
