FINANCIAL REPORT
Period from October 26, 1949 to February 29, 1952

An itemized report of Income and Disbursements with supporting schedules follows and indicates the amount
of money received and paid out by the Cogress Committee since the 4th Congress in 1949 to the end of our fiscal
year 1952, All records from which this report was com piled including bank books, bank statements, check books,
cancelled checks, cash receipts and disbursements journals, and other supporting data have been inspected and
audited by the Auditing Committee and are available for further inspection by any delegate who desires to do so.
The records are detailed and complete and the bookkeeping department will be glad to answer any question
pertaining to money received or paid out.

All Income was properly recorded and deposited in a bank account in the Hudson County National Bank of
Jersey City, N. J. All payments were made by check signed by the Treasurer and the first Vice President.

Every effort was made to attain maximum results for every penny expended. Rigid economy was practised
at all times. This policy, abetted by the complete willing ness of most Executive Board members and employees to
fully cooperate and to unselfishly devote extra time and effort without compensation, made possible the outstanding
progress and achievements of your Congress Committee during the past 215 years.

The Committee in 1950 had at its disposal the sum of $34,000 and in 1951, approximately $40,000. These
amounts are relatively small, particularly since the opportu nity and manpower exist for broadening the scope of the
Committee work with the assurance of maximum results. This Convention should give this matter serious thought
and take definite action to provide a substantial increase in the amount of money that will be available to the Com-
mittee over the next three years.

REPORT OF INCOME AND DISBURSEMENTS

Period from January 1, 1950 to March 11, 1951

The following report lists the monies received by the National Fund and how they were disbursed. The
Congress Committe, as the representative for the Trustees of the National Fund, collected, recorded and deposited
all donations to a separate bank account in the Corn Ex change Bank Trust Co., Terminal Branch, Dey & Church
Streets, New York City. Every dollar received was ack nowledged by a separate receipt and subsequently a list of
names of donors was published in the Svoboda and Ame rica.

All payments for expenses in connection with the administration of the Fund were made by check signed by
the Treasurer and the first Vice-President. At frequent intervals and as approved by the Executive Board, distribu-
tions were made from the Fund to the various organizations as shown on the statement following.

It might interest you to know that the $102,000 collected in 1950 was donated by approximately 8,900 organ-
izations and individuals. In 1951, the sum of $130,000 was donated by approximately 11,980 organizations and
individuals. The largest individual contribution was made by the Ukrainian National Association. The total amount
donated by this organization over the two year period was $10,500. The names of other large contributors were
announced in the newspapers.
