THE UKRAINIAN ASSOCIATION OF
VISUAL ARTISTS OF CANADA
ON THEIR FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY

Art — a treasure of the human soul belongs fo
the whole nation. Therefore, nurturing it is the
responsibility of the entire Ukrainian community.

Half a century has passed from the creation of the
Ukrainian Association of Visual Artists of Canada’.
This organization, which unites Ukrainian visual
artists and has done so for five decades, is the only
one of its kind in Canada. In fact, there is no other
group of creative artists of Ukrainian heritage in
Canada which has survived so long and has contin-
ued to flourish.

This is not surprising considering that Ukrainian
visual artists have a long- standing tradition of cre-
ating their own organizations whose aims have
been to organize exhibitions and to promote the
development of Ukrainian art. For example, at the
beginning of the 20th century in Kyiv, which was
then under the rule of czarist Russia, artists, Petro
Kholodny and Vasyl Krychevsky, together with
Mychajlo Biliashivsky, an art historian, and Olek-
sander Oles, a poet, started the Organization of
Ukrainian Plastic Artists with a focus on exhibitions.
In Lviv, in Western Ukraine, which was part of the
Austrian Empire, the artist lvan Trush with assis-
tance from Mychajlo Hrushevsky, the famous histo-
rian, initiated the creation of the Society for the
Development of Ruthenian Art (Tovarystvo dlia
rozvoiu ruskoii shtuky) in 1898. In 1904 the Society
of Friends of Ukrainian Literature, Learning, and Art
was organized in Lviv. The Group of Advocates of
Ukrainian Art was active in Lviv between 1922 and
1926 when Western Ukraine was under Polish rule.
Later the Association of Independent Ukrainian
Artists (ANUM) brought together modern Ukrainian
artists from Western Ukraine and Europe, organ-
ized international and local exhibitions and pub-
lished magazines, catalogues, and books (1931-
1939). Spokii (1927-1938) brought together young
Ukrainian art students who were studying in War-
saw, the capital of Poland, while Zarevo (1933-
1936) did likewise in Cracow. All of these groups

organized exhibitions and played a key role in cre-
ating a Ukrainian artistic milieu. Due to a very diffi-
cult political and socio-economic situation at the
time none of these independent groups had an
opportunity to survive for a long time.

With the advance of Soviet forces into Western
Ukraine near the end of the Second World War
many artists, afraid for their lives, left their home-
land and found themselves in Western Europe. The
first Convention of Displaced Ukrainian Artists took
place in January 28, 1947 in Munich, Germany. The

The Visual Arts Section
of this Club chaired by
Mychaijlo Dmytrenko was very
active®. After a very success-
ful international gathering at
the First Convention of
Ukrainian Artists and Writers
in 1954 in Toronto, the visual

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The first USOM exhibition titled Exhibition of
Ukrainian Art was held in 1957 and featured the
work of eighteen artists from Toronto, St.
Catharines, Montreal, Winnipeg, and Edmonton'®.
All artists who participated had immigrated to
Canada after the Second World War. When the
Second USOM Exhibition opened in 1959 in Toron-
to, the number of artists had grown to 24. This exhi-
bition was dedicated to “The 300th Anniversary of
Hetman lvan Vyhovsky’s Victory over the Russians
at Konotop and to the 250th Anniversary of the
Proclamation of Sovereignty by Hetman Ivan
Mazepa, a Great Ukrainian Nation Builder and Art
Patron”. In the catalogue, Bohdan Stebelsky wrote
that it was his fate “to consolidate the
organiza—tional alliance of Ukrainian artists working
in various visual art fields in various cities in Cana-
da. Presently USOM has 34 members in six Cana-
dian cities. In Toronto alone it has 20 members.”

The year 1960 was a productive one in terms of
exhibitions. The Third USOM Exhibition took place
in Toronto in April 1960 with 23 artists participating.

It was held prior to the large international Exhibition
of Ukrainian Art at Wayne State University in Detroit
in which many members of USOM took part.”? The
First Autumn Exhibition was also held in 1960 from
December 17-25th at the Prosvita House in Toron-
to.

The exhibition in 1961, with 20 participants, was
dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the death of
Taras Shevchenko, the greatest Ukrainian poet.
Other exhibitions followed in 1963, 1965, and 1967.
Participating members of these early exhibitions
included such well known artists in the Ukrainian
community as Kateryna Antonovych, Julian Bucma-
niuk, Mychajlo Dmytrenko, Ivan Keywan, William
Kurelek, and Myron Levytsky, as well as, younger
ones such as Andrij Babytsch, Mykola Bidniak,
Daria Krawciw-Yemec, Halyna Novakiwska, Irena
Nosyk, Lydia Palij, Petro Sydorenko, Emil Telizyn,

and Irena Shumska-Moroz. In the early sixties a
younger generation of artists like Daria Zelska and

Christina Nawrocka Kudryk, who had immigrated to
Canada as children and had received their art edu-
cation at Canadian universities, became members
and took part in the exhibits. Overall this was a very
active period in the history of USOM, a pericd
which continued to embrace many Ukrainian artists
of several generations and from several provinces.
After the departure of Mychajlo Dmytrenko to Wind-
sor in 1957 and later to Detroit, USOM leadership
passed to the vice-president, Dr. Bohdan Stebel-
sky, who remained in this position, with one break
when Ivan Keywan of Edmonton headed USOM

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sponsored an exhibit of drawings and watercolours
by Feodosii Humeniuk, a leading non-conformist
artist from Ukraine, who was having difficulties with
Communist authorities in the USSR and who was
not even aware that an exhibition of his work was
taking place in Canada. Other exhibitions included
the Christianity and Contemporary Ukrainian Art
Exhibition Dedicated to the Millennium of Baptism —
Christianization of Ukraine-Rus’ 988 A.D., which
was held at the Metropolitan Toronto Library in
1988, the USOM group exhibit held in January
1990, and the benefit exhibition and sale which
were held in May-June 1990 to raise funds for the
Ukrainian National Museum in Lviv in newly sover-
eign Ukraine.

It is noteworthy that initially exhibitions were held in
various Ukrainian community halls, but when com-
mercial Ukrainian galleries opened in Toronto
USOM started exhibiting at these professional
gallery spaces. They included the W & W Gallery,
Focus Gallery, and the spacious gallery of the
Ukrainian Canadian Art Foundation (KUMF), all in
Toronto.™

With the election of Andrij Babytsch as president of
USOM in March 1994 there was a revival and a
marked increase in activities in Toronto. Also for the
first time several artists recently arrived from
Ukraine joined USOM and were elected to the
executive. In May, 1994 a group exhibition with 28
participating members was held at KUMF. The new
Executive organized an exhibition in New York at
the Ukrainian Artists Association of USA gallery in
November 1994. The USOM Executive, as well as
individual artists participated in the Povernennia
(Return), an exhibition which was organized by the
Ukrainian Canadian Art Foundation and which
resulted in the donation of 38 paintings to the
National Museum of Ukrainian Art in Kyiv. The ret-
rospective exhibition and banquet for Mychaijlo
Dmytrenko, the founder of USOM in Canada, were
organized jointly by USOM and the Ukrainian
Canadian Art Foundation in November, 1995.
Encouraged by Andrij Babytch and his energetic
vice-president, Halyna Novakiwska, USOM mem-
bers took part in group sketching trips in Ontario
starting in 1994. Paintings from these trips were
displayed in exhibitions entitied Autumn in Decem-
ber of 1997 and Etudes in May of 1998. Both were
held at the Ukrainian Canadian Art Foundation

The First Art Auction with proceeds going to the
Children of Chernobyl Canadian Fund took place in
April 1996 at St. Vladimir Institute. In November
1996, to celebrate the fifth anniversary of Ukraine’s
independence an exhibition called Freedom was
organized jointly by USOM, Mychajlo Dmytrenko,
and the Association for the Advancement of Ukrain-
ian Culture at the Biegas Gallery in Detroit. Sixty-
two artists from Canada and the USA participated
in this large exhibition. The Second Art Auction took
place the following year in May also at St. Viadimir
Institute in Toronto. Proceeds were earmarked for
the Children of Chernobyl Canadian Fund and the
“2000" exhibition.

in December 1999, USOM organized “2000" The
Exhibition of Canadian Artists of Ukrainian Heritage
to mark the new millennium. A catalogue was pub-
lished with an introduction by Daria Darewych and
brief biographies of all 41 artists from several
provinces, who participated in the exhibition, includ-
ing some artists who were not members of USOM.
Each artist was represented in the catalogue by
one work of art, most of which were reproduced in
colour.

In 2001 there were four exhibitions starting with the
Art Auction held at St. Viadimir's Institute in Toron-
to in February, an Exhibit of Small Works held at
KUMF gallery in April, and an exhibition marking
Ukraine's 10th year of independence in September
also at KUMF Gallery. There were 27 artists partic-
ipating in the 10th Anniversary of Independence
Exhibition which was accompanied by a catalogue
with colour and black-and-white reproductions and
each artist's biography. The year concluded with
the Andrij Babytsch Retrospective Exhibition cele-
brating the artist's 80th birthday. A banquet honour-
ing Andrij Babytsch was held on the eve of the exhi-
bition opening, with the artist, his family, and mem-
bers of USOM in attendance.®

In 2003, the USOM exhibit at KUMF Gallery was
dedicated to the “70th Anniversary of the Famine of
1932-1933 in Ukraine”. Twenty-two artists took part
in the exhibition and were represented in the cata-
logue, which included a list of artists and their
works, as well as black and white reproductions of
the paintings and sculptures.

March 2004 saw the opening of the Anniversary
Exhibition of Halyna Novakiwska, a long-time vice-
president and founding member of USOM. At the
end of October of the same year USOM held an
exhibition commemorating the great Ukrainian

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poet, Taras Shevchenko. The next exhibition was
the traditional annual fall exhibition held at the
KUMF Gallery in 2005.

in November 2006, USOM will be celebrating 50
years of activity with an exhibition that has attract-
ed the participation of over 30 members. This exhi-
bition, like the previous ones, is an indication of the
diversity of interests and creative approaches of
USOM members. It is a refiection of the member-
ship, which spans several generations — from those
who came to Canada after the Second World War
to those who were born here and to those who have
recently arrived from Ukraine.

In addition to exhibitions and catalogue publica-
tions, USOM's activities have included the occa-
sional publication of books on well-known Ukrain-
ian artists. In 1957 Ivan Keywan's book Volodymyr
Sichynsky was published under the masthead of
USOM in the series “Masters of Ukrainian Art". In
1984 a monograph on Stepan Luciw was pub-
lished, as was a monograph on Myron Levytsky by
Daria Darewych in 1985.

Also worthy of note is the USOM Bulletin which was
first published in 1999. Since then, eight issues of
the Bulfetin have been printed, providing informa-
tion on the activity of USOM and its members. The
editor of the Bulletin since its inception has been
Irma Osadsa.

Starting in 1998, USOM has held very successful
annual Christmas gatherings for its members and
friends. In 2004 an evening was held in memory of
Oleksander Archipenko, with talks by Dr. Irena
Moroz, Halyna Novakiwska, and Oleh Lesiuk.

In conclusion, it must be acknowledged that USOM
has been a creative force in the Ukrainian commu-
nity in Canada. The Association of Ukrainian Visual
Artists of Canada has continued to fulfill its goals of
bringing together artists of Ukrainian heritage,
organizing exhibitions and events, publishing cata-
logues and books, as well as promoting and nurtur-
ing Ukrainian art. There can be no doubt that both
in its early years and in its last decade, USOM has
played a significant role in the creation and devel-
opment of a Ukrainian artistic milieu in Canada,
particularly in Toronto.

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liam Kurelek. Seemingly peaceful and taciturn, he
nevertheless created a sensation at one of our
exhibitions with his painting "Bomb Over Hamilton".
Although he was a highly recognized artist in Cana-
da, he always counted himseif as one of our mem-
bers.

Our association is composed of artists from vari-
ous academic backgrounds, or schools, such as
those of Kracow, Kyiv, Lviv and Paris. In the 1990's
we had an influx of new talents from the schools of
Lviv and Kyiv. Will they be carrying on the life of our
association over the next 50 years?

USOM is celebrated for its iconographers. Their
painted churches display a vast knowledge and tal-
ent in an area of art which is integral to the liturgy
of the Eastern Rite. Presently, Bohdan Holowacki,
the current president of USOM, occupies a leading
role in the field of iconography. And we will always
admire the church murals of Myron Levytsky for his
daring departure from tradition. We also have
examples of iconography by Mychajlo Dmytrenko
and lvan Kubarsky and in churches
outside of Toronto, we can admire the work of
Mykola Bidniak.

The second president of USOM Bohdan Stebel-
sky and his wife Ariadna were very active members
in the association. Bohdan Stebelsky was our critic.
As the arts page editor of the Ukrainian Echo news-
paper, he always featured the activities of USOM
and now they are preserved in the archive of this
periodical.

Ariadna Stebelsky also wrote reviews about our
events. Her artistic pursuit, however, was sculpture.
USOM's sculpture section was further enhanced by
the arrival from Lviv of the sculptor Oleh Lesiuk,
who became involved in the life of the association.

Every period of literature and art has had its
“‘obsessed ones” who completely abandon them-
selves to their creative world, the world of high art.
And even USOM has its own “obsessed one” in the
person of Halyna Novakiwska, who illuminates
every one of our exhibitions with her creations. For
the younger artists, she is an example of what it
means to “live for art”.

Every member of our association merits attention.
Let us admire them all on the pages of this cata-
logue and in the Anniversary Exhibition.

day, and admired our friend’s Myron Levytsky's art at Irena Moroz's Focus Gallery.

The art of first generation immigrants is unique. These artists are in transition - preserving their traditions and
responding to the new Canadian environment. Their art is an important component of Canadian art history, which
is rarely recognized by the Canadian art establishment.

USOM's achievements in the last 50 years are very impressive, but it is also clear that the community that nurtured
us is quickly fading. That is why honouring the extraordinary effort that was made on our behalf is of paramount
importance.
