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NATIONAL EXECUTIVE
UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC WOMEN'S LEAGUE OF CANADA

The three year term of office of the National Executive with Headgquarters
in the Eparchy of Edmonton, is ending and the time has come to report on
its three year activities.

As your newly elected President at the Congress in Winnipeg in July, 1992

I acknowledged the full responsibility I had undertaken as President of
this significant Organization. It was clear to me that to successfully
lead a national organization to greater heights would take first of all an
abundance of energy, much planning, consultation with my peers, constant
prayers and an executive working together every step of the way. It is my
belief that for an organization to grow it must always reach for new heights
in its activities. I have been fortunate in this belief in that the members
of my executive appeared to share this same view. I expressed in my accept-
ance speech in Winnipeg that I would commit all my energies to achieve the
goals my executive and I would set for our term, and I have done that .
Although we may never reach the 100 per cent we set out to do, what matters
is that we try. The talents in the members of my executive are outstanding
and our Organization is fortunate in having their membership. I believe we
have made great progress in the spiritual, cultural and social development
growth of our Organization. This success must be attributed to the members
of my Executive and the entire membership.

The leadership of the President and her Executive can only achieve success
through commitment and dedication, but more particularly through prayer

and spiritual guidance. We have been fortunate in the many prayers that
have been answered through our Celestial Patroness, the Holy Mother of God.
We have much to be grateful for to our Spiritual Director, Very Reverend
Mitred Nicholas Diadio, who has prayed with us and guided us along our way.
His true loved for the members of our Organization was particularly evident
during our Spiritual Pilgrimage to Ukraine in celebration of our fiftieth
anniversary as a National organization. He has enriched all of our lives
spiritually.

The National Executive developed its three year program based on the objec-
tives according to the (1) Resolutions and Recommendations passed at the
17th Ukrainian Catholic Women's Leaqgue of Canada Congress in July, 1992 in
Winnipeg, (2) Dictates of the UCWLC Constitution and By-laws, (3) Recommen-
dations of Plenary Conferences held in September, 1993 and 1994, as a needs
arose during our three year tenure.

The National Executive had an office for National Organizations on the 2nd
floor of the Episcopal Chancery Building for the Eparchy of Edmonton. This
arrangement was very helpful in that we had no difficulty in having the
required accommodation for our meetings and any other necessary activities.
The President maintained the majority of the inventory in her home, however
the English Corresponding Secretary was responsible for the majority of
inventory mailings and billings.
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The National President's responsibilities are extensive. This report will
cover the major highlights of those responsibilities and activities.

INTERNAL RELATIONS

During the three year term of office, the President chaired 42 executive
meetings, four special meetings and two Plenary conferences. The Vice-
Presidnets, Irene Warenycia and Anne Burtnik, chaired two meetings. All the
meetings were held at the National Office at 204, Eparchial Chancery Build-
ing. The President prepared and typed the agenda for each meeting. The
recording secretary, Valentina Moravecka, recorded the first three meetings
of the term. Due to her personal circumstances she submitted her resignation
to the National Executive in November, 1992. Subsequently the National Exe-
cutive, by unanimous agreement, appointed Anna Bumbak as the official Record-
ing Secretary for the duration of the three year term. The extent of duties
carried out by the Recording Secretary, Anna Bumbak, are contained in her
Congress report.

To provide the National Executive with their spiritual needs, Most Reverend
Bishop Myron Daciuk, OSBM, Eparch of Edmonton, appointed Very Reverend
Mitred Nicholas Diado as Spiritual Advisor. We have benefited greatly fram
his spiritual guidance and the support he has given to the National Executive
regarding many issues which arose during the term. We must particularly ack-
nowledge his special help and prayers during our Spiritual Pilgrimage to
Ottawa and Ukraine in celebration of the 50th anniversary of the UCWLC as a
National Organization. May God bestow many blessings upon Very Rev. Mitred
Diadio, give him good health and strength to continue in God's service. May
the Holy Mother of God, our Celestial Patroness watch over him.

The corresponding secretaries always gave their full co-operation in assis-
ting with typing and mailing. Their individual reports are contained in the
Congress Report Book. For convenience it was necessary for the President on
occasion to handle the correspondence, prepare and type letters, directives
and other materials., I want to thank the English Corresponding Secretary
for all her assistance in handling the mailings and invoicing.

The President wants to acknowledge key members of her Executive who provided
outstanding support and assistance to her during the three year term . Al-
though every member on the Executive was helpful and made a valuable contri-
bution and I thank them, the following must be individually acknowledged.

LENA SLOBODA- H.L.M., Resource Person to the National Executive, Chair-
person of the National Constitution and By-laws Committee.

Her full time commitment to the UCWLC organization has not
been surpassed. She has ban a mentor, an advisor and total
supporter to the President. She has drafted Position Papers
presentation to Government, developed a new structure for
the Organization for consideration, drafted a 'Mission State-
ment, proposed Constitution and By-law amendments, presented
at training seminars for the National Standing Committees.

The President cannot begin to list all of the outstanding
contributions she has made to the UCWLC for inclusion in
this report.
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IRENE WARENYCIA- First Vice-President. She has throughout the three years
given full support to the President at public representations,
preparing her own presentation materials. She translated all
of the President's circulars, directives, reports, proposed
Congress Resolutions, and such other materials as required,
from English into the Ukrainian language. Her assistance in
planning and co-ordinating the Spiritual Pilgrimage to Ottawa
and Ukraine in celebration of the UCWLC 50th Anniversary was
very significant. Her support in presentations in Ukraine
was invaluable, with decisions having to be made instantly
in the face of unknown and unexpected situations. She instantly
prepared written communications in Ukrainian required along
our journey.

Irene acted on many occasions as our Press representative.

She prepared Press articles of announcements and reports
following the 17th Congress held in Winnipeg in July, 1992,

and continued to fulfill this role on numerous occasions.

Irene Warenycia authored the report on the UCWLC 50th Anniv-
ersary Pilgrimage to Ukraine in 1994 and prepared the UCWLC
official document of protest regarding the television segment
"60 Minutes" entitled "The Ukraine - The Ugly Faces of Freedom".

ANNE BURTNIK- Second Vice-President. The President received much counsel
and assistance beyond what may generally be expected from
a member. Her accompaniment on the Pilgrimage to Ukraine was
very important. She has relieved the President of a great
deal of responsibility in the planning of the Congress program.
Her knowledge of the Organization makes her a very valuable
Resource Person for the UCWLC. The Eparchy in which she resides
should take advantage of this resource . H.L.M.

VERA BUCZYNSKY- Resource Person to the National President and Editor of
'Nasha Doroha'. The President consulted with this Resource
Person on numerous occasions over the three year term. The
counsel and advise given was very significant, aiding the
President to make appropriate decisions for the benefit of
the Organization. Her depth of knowledge of the Organization
is an important asset to be recognized.

RELATIONS WITH EPARCHIAL EXECUTIVES

A close relationship was maintained with the Eparchial Executives through
correspondence, telephone, facsimile and perscnal visits.

The National President had mailed out two 'Information Newsletters', ten
Directives and various other commmications . The Eparchy representatives

to the Affiliates received directly correspondence from the Affiliate -

'World Federation of Ukrainian Women's Organizations'. From time to time

the publication by the World Union of Catholic Women's Organizations was

sent by the National President to the Eparchy Presidents. Because the Ukrain-
ian Canadian Social Services mailed their communications directly to the
Eparchy Executives, the National President dispensed with this double mailing.
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Eparchy Executives continued the practice of exchanging newsletters with
each other through the National Executive. This mechanism must continue
to keep the National as the focal point of all inter-eparchial relations.
Such exchange of activity communication binds the organization together
and passes on ideas for new approaches. In the three year term 1992 to
1995 the President with her Executive directed the program development

for the Eparchies to be totally based on the 1992 Congress Resolutions on
'The Family and Family Violence'. A tremendous amount of effort was dedic-
ated to program development by each National Standing Committee and pre-
sented to the Eparchies for their utilization and dissemination to the
Branches. This is a new approach for greater development of our organizaiton
and its members. Much of the research and initial program development was
carried out by our Resource Person, Lena Sloboda, who has an extensive
library of research materials in her home.

Lena Sloboda assisted the President in organizing and presenting two training
seminars to the National Executive Standing Committee members to help them
with the program development to be sent to the Eparchies.

The National President and her Executive take this opportunity to express
their gratitude to Lena Sloboda for her tireless work and dedication for a
better organization.

It is essential that the Eparchies carry out the majority of their program
planning based on the Resolutions passed at the National Congress. The
President has taken opportunities at the Eparchy Conventions and other
meetings to suggest to Eparchies and Branches not to overburden themselves
with too many projects or extensive fund raising at the Parish level without
retaining a significant portion of the funds for their member development.
Our Organziation at the Branch level is an easy target group for fund raising.
Although this is an essential part of parish life and needs, we must work
more closely in accordance with our Constitution. Our member must feel they
are spiritually, culturally and socially fulfilled by their participation in
our Organization. We will as an Organization become what we allow ourselves
to become. The success of our Organization will be demonstrated by our growth.
Are we prepared to change for the greater good and success of our Organization
into the future?

PLENARY CONFERENCES

Plenary Conferences were held in Edmonton in September of 1993 and 1994,
with 28 and 29 participants respectively, and with the attendance of the
Spiritual Advisor, Rt. Rev. Mitred Nicholas Diadio.

The agenda was prepared jointly by the President and the National Constit-
ution Chairperson and discussed with the National Executive. The 1993
Plenary Conference began on September 24th with an all day discussion on
Constitution and By-laws. The Plenary chose Evhenia Sherman, Past National
President, to chair a committee for the purpose of reviewing, preparing the
amendments for a rewrite of the UCWLC Constitution. The Plenary approved
for Evhenia Sherman to select members to the Committee as she requires,
however, it was proposed that each Eparchy should have their Constitution
Chairperson send in their Eparchy concerns. Any proposed amendments were
to be reviewed at the next Plenary Conference in 1994.

The Standing National Committees reported on their activities. All current
organizational business and problems were discussed. Discussions were held
for the planning of celebrating the 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC and the
25th Anniversary of the publication of the League Journal- 'Nasha Doroha'
for 1994. It was determined that for the 50th Anniversary the National Exe-
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cutive should lead a Spiritual Pilgrimage to the Holy Shrines of the

Mother of God, our Celestial Patroness, to Ottawa and Ukraine in 1944.

For recognition of the 25th Anniversary of 'Nasha Doroha', the Eparchies
were asked to make special contributions for publication of their activities
and to make special financial contributions to cover the cost of printing
commemorative issues. Any additional costs of the Jubilee publication are

to be covered from the Reserve Fund of Nasha Doroha.

With respect to the 'Policy Paper of 'Nasha Doroha', it was recommended
that the policy be reviewed, that input be obtained from the Eparchies and
proposals for updating be discussed and determined at a future Plenary
Conference.

At the Plenary Conference in September, 1994, in addition to the normal
business, the upcoming UCWLC 18th Congress was discussed and the theme

of the Congress was formalized:- "Our Direction in the Organization'. It
was further agree that a major presentation would be developed for the
Congress program on establishment of regional councils as a new direction
of the UCWLC organization.

The President reported on arranging for the writing of Icons of the Holy
Mother of God of 'Vyshorod' and 'Odihitria' with an Iconographer from Lviv,
while on the pilgrimage to Ukraine. These two Icons have been obtained

fraom the Iconographer, have been reproduced and are available to the
Eparchies and their Branches. The Icon of the Holy Mother of God of
Zarvanycia has now been obtained by the President and is now in the process
of being reproduced.

Discussions with respect to the constitution are being reported by the
Constitution Chairperson, Lena Sloboda. The Eparchial Presidents reported

on their activities with respect to the implimentation of the 17th Congress
Resolutions on the 'Family'. Chairpersons of the National Standing Committees
outlined their work plan and materials sent to the Eparchies for their

Branch programs.

The National President participated in Eparchial Conventions where she had
the privilege of extending greetings on behalf of the member of the National:
Executive and was invited to be a main speaker at a majority of the Conven-
tions.

The President participated in the following Conventions:

Saskatoon: 25th Convention, Regina, Saskatchewan (Nov. 6 - 8,1992)

The theme: "Strategies for the Twenty-first Century- Presentations on
'Our Church in our Eparchy-Where Do I Fit In?' and review of the Chernobyl
Relief Effort Project.

26th Convention, Yorkton, Sask. (Nov. 4-6, 1994)

The theme: "The Family- God's Church in Miniature". In the general session
the key address was 'The Parish, Our Family' . The National President gave
a presentation on membership and activities in our organization and ful-
filling our mission.

EDMONTON: Mini Conference - Nov. 11,1992. One day meeting.

26th Convention - (Nov. 5 - 7 ,1993) -
The Theme: "The Ukrainian Christian Family - Domestic Church'. The President
presented to the Convention the structure and activities of our Affiliates.
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TORONTO: 19th Convention , (Oct. 7 - 9, 1993)

The Theme : "F_‘or a Healthy Ukrainian Family"- Presentations reflected act-
ivities in which family members can participate together for a healthy
spiritual , cultural life, living in the Ukrainian tradition.

WINNIPEG: 26th Convention - (Oct. 22 - 24, 1993).

The Theme: "We want God in our Families". Presentations reflected how
spirituality can be lived in our families daily. The President's message
covered activities with the Organization and the forthcaming 50th Anniv-
ersary of the UCWLC.

The Eparchy of Edmonton has 29 Branches, with 8 of the branches located
in Edmonton. With the National Executive being situated in Edmonton, the
National President was invited by all of these Branches in Edmonton to
speak to their members or attend their various activity function. The
President also visited the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary in Calgary
on October 15, 1995 for their Thanksgiving Program. The Eparchial President
accompanied the National President for the Calgary UCWLC Branch program.
The President gave a presentation and presented to the members present
the 50th Anniversary Apostolic Blessings. The President wants to thank
the Branch President, Anne Pawelek , for her wonderful hospitality in her
hame and for the overmight accommodation. The President appreciated the
invitations to attend at the Branches. The opportunity to present members
with the 50th Anniversary Apostolic Blessings during the year long celeb-
rations was especially meaningful. This gave the National President the
opportunity to personally acknowledge the value of each member to the
Organizaiton.

Annually, the CWL National Executive invites the UCWLC President to bring
greetings at their National Convention on behalf of the Organization: .
This invitation was acknowledged by letter, or by asking a local branch
President or Eparchial President to accommodate such an invitation.

Inventory of the UCWIC National Executive

The National Executive has had printed two Icons - "Mother of God of
Vyshorod" and "Mother of God of Odihitria'", which are available and
have been sent to the Eparchies. The icon "Mother of God of Zarvanycia"
is just being reproduced.

A new President's pin design has been approved by the National Executive
and Eparchial Presidents and is being now produced.

UCWLC Flags

The firm of Dominion Regalia in Toronto continues to make flags as requested.
Halyna Baga, resident in Toronto, continues to oversee this project to
facilitate on the spot checking of proper lettering of Branch names. We

very much appreciate her support. Her report is in this book.
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UCWLC Journal - "NASHA DORCHA"

The Editor of the UCWLC journal "Nasha Doroha'", Vera Buczynsky is resident
in Toronto , and the printing is done by the Basilian Press in Toronto .
The National Executive Treasurer is responsible for and carries out the
administration. Sylvia Kunanec is responsible for co-ordinating the print-
ing, maintaining and up-dating the addresses, and the mailing. In addition,
she proof reads the English section. Anne Turesky co-ordinates members of
UCWLC Toronto branches to pack the journals and prepare them for mailing
once in each quarter . The President and National Executive are grateful to
all those involved for the time and effort so generously provided and thanks
all of them. The report of the Editor and of Sylvia Kunanec is printed in
this book.

The journal "Nasha Doroha" commenced its twenty-fifth year of publication
in 1994. A special cover was designed to commemorate the 50th Anniversary
of the National Organization and the 25th Anniversary of our Journal -
"Nasha Dorcha" . The Eparchies were encouraged to submit for publication

in the anniversary year articles of outstanding activities at the Eparchy
and Branch levels. This approach drew more Branches to share the happening
of their activities with their readers. Many significant articles were pub-
lished. The UCWLC journal receives many campliments from people in the lit-
erary field. Our sincere thanks go to the Editor for her continuing service
and effort to maintain a high standard. Our UCWLC journal is sent to many
individuals, Bishops, International Organizations , to Ukraine, to libraries
and of course to each U.C.W.L.C. member.

Relations with Ukrainian Catholic Council of Canada and its Constituent
Organizations - UCBC and UCYC

The President attended numerous meetings of the Ukrainian Catholic Council
of Canada where she gave reports of UCWLC activities. The President had
requested a review of the O Constitution at the commencement of the three
year term. Unfortunately there was not a suitable arrangement made for this
to take place. The President together with the other UCCC members took part
in meetings with the 18th Congress Planning Committee. Annually UCWLC con-
tributed their share towards the budget committment to UCCC.

Relations with Canadian Organizations

The Ukrainian Catholic Women's League of Canada was indirectly represented

in the UKRAINIAN CANADIAN CONGRESS (U.C.C.) for many years through the Ukrain-
ian Catholic Brotherhood. The annual membership dues were shared equally
with the Brotherhood. However, the UCWLC name was not recorded or recognized
as a member organization. At the October, 1992 Congress, Irene Warenycia,
Vice President represented the National President. There were 27 UCWLC del-
egates attending this Congress. Since the 1992 Congress many changes and
various activities have taken place. The U.C.C. has increased its activities
with the Federal Government, establishing many support programs with Ukraine.
Many of these changes have taken effect as a result of the Declaration of
Independence by Ukraine from the former Soviet Union of Russia.
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U.C.W.L.C. Membership in Ukrainian Canadian Congress

The Ukrainian Catholic Women's League of Canada strived for many years
to obtain independent membership in the Ukrainian Canadian Congress ,

but this was not realized. Therefore at the UCWLC Congress in 1992 in
Winnipeg a Congress resolution was passed to pursue the matter of mem-
bership further and to submit a formal application to the U.C.C. An
application was made to the U.C.C. January 28th, 1993. The Ukrainian
Canadian Congress advised the UCWLC President by letter of December 7th,
1993 that at their Presidium meeting on December 4th, 1993 our applic-
ation was again taken under consideration and was approved. The UCWLC

is now recognized as a member of the Presidium and the next meeting of
the Presidium is scheduled for February 18th, 1994. The National Exe-
cutive appointed their President, Catherine Chichak, as their represent-
ative to the Presidium. Subsequently Anna Rusnak was named as our repre-
sentative to the Canada-Ukraine Relations Committee and Lena Sloboda
named as our representative to the U.C.C. Constitution Commission. The
President, Catherine Chichak, attended the first meeting as a member of
the U.C.C. Presidium on February 18th, 1994. At this meeting the President,
on behalf of the UCWLC, presented an acknowledgment of gratitude for the
membership acceptance and greetings. It was indeed a significant achieve-
ment after the multi-year efforts.

Some major decisions made by the U.C.C. Presidium over the past year.

- Establishment of a Canada-Ukraine Relations Committee. The Committee
to be active and prepare briefs to Governments, setting ocut Canada -
Ukraine needs for economic assistance to Ukraine and trade. It is also
to cammunicate issues affecting the Ukrainian Commmity in Canada and
on other matters.

- Establishment of the Canada-Ukraine Foundation. This Foundation is to
be the major financial instrument in Canada for ocollecting commnity ,
govermment and corporate dollars to oversee specific human resource
development projects in Ukraine. This Foundation would target to raise
$25 million with ratio matching funds from the Federal government.

- There have been many Partner Programs set up to assist and exchange
with Ukraine, with the aid of the Federal Government. The programs do
emphasize support for practical development projects and direct people-
to-people contact through placement of Canadian volunteers.

There are many more activities carried out by the U.C.C in the interest
of the Ukrainian Community that have been extensively publicized . It is
not possible to include all of them in this report. However, I must include
that the U.C.C. filed a protest document with the appropriate authorities
regarding the television segment on "60 Minutes" entitled "The Ukraine-
The Ugly Faces of Freedom'.

Our membership into the Ukrainian Canadian Congress has been a very impor-
tant and beneficial step for the UCWIC.

Ukrainian Canadian Social Services

UCWLC at the Eparchy and Branch levels provides much financial and other
charitable support for Ukraine and Ukrainians in other countries, much of
it going directly and some through the Ukrainian Social Services in Canada.
Each Eparchial Executive has provided in their report, which is printed in
this book, a summary of their charitable assistance at home and abroad.
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Canadian Conference of Catholic Lay Associations (COCLA)

The UCWIC representative to OCCIA is Lena Sloboda, who served as Treas-
urer and is a member of the Board of Directors. The second member appointed
by the UCWIC is Mary Mary from Ottawa. Conferences are held annually. A
report of the UCWLC representative is in this book of reports.

RETATIONS WITH INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

The World Congress of Free Ukrainians - The name of this Internmational

body was changed at the 1992 Congress in Toronto. Consideration was given
to the fact that Ukraine had gained its independence and was free. It was
therefore appropriate to make the name change of this group to "WORLD
CONGRESS OF UKRAINIANS" . The President and Mrs. Vera Buczynsky attended
this Congress. Tamara Woloschuk attended as a member of their Constitution
Committee. Under discussion and consideration were the many current issues
affecting Ukraine and its independence. Attending the Congress were repre-
sentatives from many countries where Ukrainians have settled over many
years. Our member Mrs. Oksana Sokolyk is a member of the Presidium.

WORLD FEDERATION OF UKRIANIAN WOMEN'S ORGANIZATIONS

The 6th Congress of WFUWO was held in Toronto, October 29 to Nov. 1,1992.
There were 17 UCWIC. delegates attending this Congress. The National Exe-
cutive was represented by the Naitonal President and Vera Buczynsky. Each
of the five Eparchies had designated a representative. The President pre-
sented greetings on behalf of the UCWLC. The Past President ,Evhenia
Sherman , submitted a report to the WFUWO Congress Book on behalf of the
UCWLC . Constitutional changes were made at this Congress. As a result of
the changes the UCWLC membership representation is now seven.

The annual meeting for 1994 was held October 28 -30. The President attended
with six other members, presented her report and greetings and participated
in the discussions. The President paid on behalf of the UCWLC the membership
fee for the two representatives from Poland, at $25.00 each.

Each Eparchy representative receives the Minutes of meetings and other
communications and therefore has the information on the activities of WFUWO.
A book of the 6th Congress reports may still be purchased fram the WFUWO

Headquarters.

Each year WFUWO issues posters and or stamps for fund raising in addition

to other appeal forms. The UCWLIC has not always played a major support role
in the fund raising. Perhaps we should address this issue again. We may be
embarking on many new projects before reviewing those that we should already
have some committment to.

We are looking forward to having our member, the President of WFUWO, Oksana
Bryzun-Sokolyk with us at this Congress. This will give us an opportunity
to speak to her regarding the WFUWO activities.

WORLD UNION OF CATHOLIC WOMEN'S ORGANIZATIONS (WUCWO)

The World Union of Catholic Women's Organziations had its North American
Regional Conference in Chicago, September 12 - 14, 1993. The theme of the
Conference was "Mother Earth: God's Gift". At this conference the announce-
ment was made that WUCWO had been granted United Nations - NGO Status.

The President, and Mary Doliszny attended this Conference. Mary Doliszny
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is our representative and holds the position of Treasurer General on the
Board. The Conference opened with a prayer service presented by the
President and Mary Doliszny. The UCWLC was listed on the program for this
presentation. The President also brought greetings on behalf of the UCWLC .
We participated fully in the workshop type program, acting as facilitators.
The workshop was based on the theme. Consideration was being given as to
how the women of the world could impact in saving our earth and our envir-
omment . Many worthwhile proposals were presented. A fuller report by Mary
Doliszny is printed in this book.

PRESIDENT'S OTHER ACTIVITIES, REFLECTIONS AND OBSERVATIONS

Significant events in the life of our church and community took place
during my term of office, from July, 1992 to 1995, which the President
attended.

~The Episcopal Ordination: of Most Reverend Michael Bzdel, C.Ss.R. and
his Enthronement as Metropolitan for Ukrainians in Canada;

-The Episcopal Ordination of Most Reverend Peter Stasiuk; C.Ss.R.;
These two events took place in Winnipeg on March 9th, 1993.

-The Episcopal Ordination of Most Reverend Severian Yakymyshyn, OSBM

on March 25th, 1995 in the Eparchy of New Westminster. The President
delivered greetings at the Banquet of His Excellency Bishop Severian

on behalf of the UCWLC.The New Westminster UCWLC Eparchial Executive

were most gracious hosts in accommodating the President and ILena Sloboda
with her husband for the banquet and the Divine Liturgy in New Westminster
the following day. We are most grateful to them.

-The 50th anniversary of Priesthood of Most Rev. Bishop Myron Daciuk on
Sunday , June 4, 1995;

-The 60th anniversary of Priesthood of Rt. Rev. Mitred Nicholas Diadio
on December 11, 1994.

The President and National Executive in Edmonton had the honour of hesting
a special guest from Ukraine, namely Miss Stefania Shabatura. The President
and members of the National Executive , Eparchy and Branches welcomed her
November 8, 1994 with a dinner reception. We thank our Vice President, Irene
Warenycia , for accommodating Miss Shabatura in her hame during the four
day stay in Edmonton. In Ukraine Miss Shabatura is honoured as a heroine
for her unceasing fight against the Russification of Ukraine. She was
imprisoned for her loyalty to her country. Artistically , she has been
recognized for her art in tapestry. Her imprisonment included labour camps
and exile over her human rights struggle. She is a President of a Catholic
Wamen's organization called "Marian Society of Charity" in Lviv. Some of
our Pilgrimage aprticipants had the opportunity to meet members of her
organization in Lviv. The organization publishes a small newspaper with
spiritual teachings and messages for children , which is then distributed
to the schools. We have been most fortunate to meet a heroine of such
stature.

It is my observation that our organization has now grown to the extent
that it should examine the possibility of a paid full time secretary to
give timely service and response to the many demands on the Organization.
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I can foresee the need to seriously look at the language problem in our
midst. It is also my view that the Organization must take some bold new
steps in new approaches to its structure and programming to attract new
members. The comfortable pew is always had to leave. We must make a clear
assessment of how we are fulfilling our mission. We need to change.

With regard to the 50th Anniversary Spiritual Pilgrimage, a summerized
report will follow the organizational report, in the English language

only. The report in Ukrainian, authored by Irene Warenycia, has been pritned
in "Nasha Doroha" .

This being the end of my term, I have to thank and acknowledge many people.
Some of my Executive I have already acknowledged , including our Spiritual
Advisor, Rt. Rev. N. Diadio. I wish to thank His Grace Archbishop and
Metropolitan Michael Bzdel, for allowing me to bend his ear on occasion and
to seek his counsel. I thank Most Rev. Bishop Myron Daciuk, OSBM for his
spiritual guidance and the Apostolic Blessings. My gratitude with prayers
for the moral and prayer support of my Executive through trying times
during the past three years. To all the Eparchial Executives who gave their
co-oepration and support. I would ask you to be prepared to take new -
approaches in your organizational 1life. Change that is positive is a stimu-
lant and breathes new life into your organization. Take new initiatives
but always remember to stay with your Captain, if the team is to stay
together. The National Executive is the Captain and the Constitution is
the coarse to follow. Review it carefully and let it be your guide to a
stronger organziation. We have had many successes and same failures.If we
strive for a proper ratio of sun and rain we will grow to new heights.

Lastly , I want to thank the Eparchial Execuitve of New Westminster and
their members for their hospitality and kindness during my visit in March.
I especially thank the ladies for the 'Paska" they presented me for Easter.
That Paska was in my basket for the Easter blessing. It tasted wonderful.
Thank you again.

I wish each and everyone of you and your families a healthy spiritual
life and a wonderful summer of fun. Keep safe. God bless you and may we
meet again.

HOLY MOTHER OF GOD - OTTAWA and UKRAINE. June 2nd to June 22, 1994.

SUMMARY REPORT - CATHERINE CHICHAK, NATTONAL PRESIDENT

The UCWLC National Executive at its Plenary Conference September 24-26,
1993 approved a Spiritual Pilgrimage to take place in 1994 to the Holy
Mother of God Shrines in celebration of the 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC
as a national organization. Irene Warenycia was designated as organizer.
The Pilgrimage began June 2nd, 1994 with a program in Ottawa., ending
with Divine Liturgy on June 5th. Program planners for the Ottawa portion
of the pilgrimage were members of the UCWLC Ottawa Branch, in particular
Vera Bociurkiw, Shirley Klymasz, President, and Mary March. They made

all of the arrangements for a visit to the House of Cammons, a reception
in the Centre Block with a special program and Senator Raynelle Andreychuk,
officially welcoming our group. An official Position Paper on Euthanasia
and Physician Assisted Suicide was sent to the Prime Minister and all
Members of Parliament. The President with Executive members personally
delivered the position paper to the Honourable David Kilgour in Ottawa.
The Position Paper was authored by Lena Sloboda.

Members from the Edmonton Eparchy involved in the organization of the
Ottawa portion of the Pilgrimage were Mary Dembicki, Eparchy President,
Mary Necyk, Mary Porenchuk, Anne Burtnik,, Josephine Kuleba and the
National President, Catherine Chichak. Irene Warenycia took full res-
ponsibility for the plamning of the Pilgrimage to Ukraine. She authored
the reports on the Ukraine Pilgrimage from which the President will write
the summary for the Congress Book. A camplete booklet of reports, events
contributions , receipts obtained for the contributions and a statement
of funds received and disbursed is being compiled and will be forwarded
to each Eparchy in due course.

The events during the Ottawa visit included a reception at the residence
of the Ukrainian Ambassador to Canada, a visit to the Ukrainian Embassy,
a visit to the Governor General's residence, a visit to the Andrij
Sheptycki Institute at St. Paul University, meeting with Rev. Andrij
Chirovsky, Professor at the Insitute. an evening dinner on the Rideau
River. Two presentations were made in the course of our program visits.
One to Senator Raynelle Andreychuk and one to His Excellency Ambassador
Victor Batyuk. The gift presented was a framed Limited Edition Print
painted by Peter Shostak , with the inscription "Mama ,Where Will We Hang
our Icon?" . The painting is a UCWLC pictorial tribute, to the pioneer
woman, to commemorate the Centennial of Ukrainian Settlement in Canada,
1981 - 1991,

A wooden plague was presented to the UCWLC Branch in Ottawa ,in appreciation
for their superlative job as hostesses. Lena Sloboda was our liaison person
with now the late Fr. Boretsky ,to arrange for the Divine Liturgy . An
Akafist in honour of the Blessed Virgin Mary was held on June 4th at the

St. John the Baptist Shrine and a Divine Liturgy on Sunday . Most Reverend
Bishop Mayron Daciuk celebrated the Divine Liturgy with co-celebrants

Rt. Rev. N. Diadio, Rev. A. Chirovsky and other clergy. A gift of $1,500
was presented to Fr. Svirsky to cover the cost of supplying Divine Liturgy
Payer Books for the Shrine. A gift of $100.00 was presented to the UCWLC
Branch in Ottawa to assist with defraying their reception costs. Some 100
delegates from the UCWLC participated in the Ottawa Pigrimage from the

Eparchies.
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Some 48 participants left for the Pilgimage to Ukraine from Ottawa on
June 5th, arriving in Kiev on June 6th at the Prolisok Hotel.

Our group was welcomed at the hotel with the traditional Ukrainian wel-

come of bread and salt on a rushnyk. This was the receiving welcome we

were given at every stop of our Pilgrimage - in Lviv, Ternopil, Chmelnytsky,
Ivano-Frankiwske, Chernivtsi.

With the President from the National Executive were Vice President, Irene
Warenycia, Anne Burtnik, Lydia Hladeshevsky, Past President , Evhenia
Sherman, Yaroslava Tatarniuk, Rt. Rev. N. Diadio Spiritual Advisor. The
official Agent for the tour was Ron Bardak, Caravel Tours, of Stony Plain,
Alta.

Our pilgrimage route took us to the Taras Shevchenko Mohyla in Kaniw.

a City tour of Kiev and a river boat trip on the Dnieper River. The visits
to shrines of the Holy Mother of God took us to Hrushiw, Hoshiw, Krachiw
and Zarvanycia, were we recited prayers and deepened our spirituality. Each
and every visit was very emotional and moving. Presentations of funancial
support were made with all of our visits. The Hospitals visited in Lviv

and Ivano-Frankiwske brought tears to our eyes to observe the difficulties
they were operated under. In Lviv we were shown at the hospital some of the
equipment that was supplied our the UCWLC particularly from the Eparchy of
Saskatoon. We visited the beautiful Ukrainian churches and cathedrals.

It was heartbreaking to see the extent to which they were destroyed under
the Soviet Regime. The deep rooted commitment to God is evident in the
Ukrainian people by the way they have put their energies to rebuilding these
beautiful churches.

We had the opportunity to meet with representatives of local govenrments,
of lay organizations and cultural groups. Brief concert performances were
presented to us. We were very much respected as an ambassadorial group
from Canada and they were keen to pass on to us information on their life,
activies, and many needs, and their desire to exchange information .

We are grateful for Sister Rose Luby, SSMI for her participation and
assistance in leading us in prayer, praying the Holy Rosary and in the

hymns we sang along every step of our travel from place to place. This

helped to keep a unity among the participants and an atmosphere of joy

and spiritual bonding. We all remained close friends throughout our journey.

This Pilgrimage was also a wonderful opportunity for the participants to

seek out and find their roots and family. The flexibility in the arrangements
was welcomed by each one on the journey. This perhaps was a once in a life
time experience , never to be repeated with the same emotions or feelings.

I believe God blessed each of us and chose us for this Pilgrimage with a
purpose. Our prayers surely were answered.

This is but a thumbnail sketch of the Pilgrimage. Only a booklet can give
justice to all the happenings along the way. This will be done. I thank
all who in any way participated in the Pilgrimage or in the planning. May
God bless all of you.

Follow-up work of National Congress held in Winnipeg in 1992, and the
Plenary Conferences held in Edmonton in 1993 and 1994 included:

Immediately after the Congress, and Plenary Conferences, the Chairper-
son, Lena Sloboda campiled the Resolutions, Recammendations and
Standing Rules for publication in Nasha Doroha. These were mailed out
to the Natiocnal, Eparchial Presidents and Chairpersons of Eparchial
Constitution Camuittees.

These were translated to Ukrainian by the Constitution Cammittee
member, Tamara Woloschuk.

Handling of correspondence pertaining to Congress resolutions.

National Plenary Conferences:

Initiated formation of Pre-Plenary Constitution Camittee meetings
beginning with the 1984 Plenary Conference.

These meetings were held annually until the 1993 meeting when the
whole National Executive was added to the Camnittee which was then
incorporated to became part of the Plenary Conference. The Conference
then began on Friday morning instead of the usual Friday evening and
the whole day was dedicated to constitution and bylaws issues. The
program was prepared and chaired by Lena Sloboda.

The 1993 and 1994 Constitution & Bylaws Plenary Conference agenda
included the following topics:

President-elect, UMWIC Certificates, Clarification of duties of
Eparchial Constitution Chairpersons, Creation of legislatioin Cammitt-
ees, Resouce Persons, Mission Statement, UCWLC Official dress code,
UWLC Flags, and Constiution & Bylaws amendments.

Resolved issues included:

Resource Persons: At the 1984 Plenary Conference, Iena Sloboda, introduced
the idea of creating a pool of Resource Persons for the Eparchial and Branch
Executives. The adopted idea became a pilot project with the Eparchial
Executives, however, the matter needed further discussions and the topic
appeared at every Plenary Conference, and finally the 1994 Conference in
Bdmonton agreed to propose the idea for consideration and adoption at the

Congress.
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Presidents' Pins:

An open UCWLIC contest to design a sketch of Presidents' Pins. Each Eparchy
responded. Voted twice on submitted designs, due to a tie-wote the first
time between Saskatoon and Bdmonton Eparchy designs. Second voting favoured
BEdmonton design and we are now proceeding to finalize the project.

Mission Statement:

The Chair introduced the idea of developing a Mission statement for our
organization. All UCWLC members were urged to submit their drafts. The
1994 Conference adopted a Mission Statement prepared by Lena Sloboda.

III. The Chair and the Cammittee were responsible for the following:

a) updated inserts for the National & Eparchial Handbook.

Jayne Paluk, and Yaroslava Tatarniuk submitted researched work for the
Handbook.

b) canpiled UCWIC constitution amendments dating back to 1983.

c) canpiled an extensive seventeen-page proposal for UMLC Regional
Councils.

Responded to the Eparchial Executives'feedback and questions pertain-
ing to Regional Councils.

d) Assisted with preparation for the UCWIC Golden Jubilee Pilgrimage to
Ottawa by preparing a Thank You plaque for the UCWLC Branch in Ottawa,
and inscriptions on brass plates for the Peter Shostak prints present-
ed by the National President, Catherine Chichak to His Excellency
Victor Baytuk and Sen. The Hon. Raynell Andreychuk, and a rubber stamp
with an inscription to mark the Divine Liturgy books presented to
Ottawa shrine.

e) prepared a UCWIC Position Paper on Assisted Suicide and Euthanasia.
These were mailed out to the M.P.'s and Eparchies along with a
Petition.

f) prepared a Position Paper on Bill C-41, rejecting the proposed amend-
ment which would provide harsher sentence if a crime is motivated by
hate based on race, nationality, color, religion, sex, age, mental or
physical disability or sexual arientation.

q) prepared Rules of Order for the 19th UCWIC Congress.

My twelve years as Chairperson of the Mational Constitution and Bylaws Com-
mittee has been challenging and rewarding in personal education.

It is gratifying to have had an opportunity to contribute to the evolvement
of the Constitution & Bylaws Committee to became a beneficial Standing
Camittee of the National Executive.

1. many amendments/changes have been made to the Constitution
at each UCWLC Congress since the last printing in 1979.

2. there are some inconsistencies that require correction.
3. present stock is exhausted.

The UCWLC Plenary Conference held in Edmonton, Alberta in .
September, 1993 placed the above matter on the agenda for discussion
with the following plan of action:

1. that all the amendments/changes made from 1980 to July, 1992,
be consolidated and provided to the Eparchial Presidents
and the EparchialChairpersons of Constitution & By-Laws.
The National Chairperson, Constitution & By-Laws agreed
to compile the information and provide compies to the ahove
sxecutive members.

2. Evhenia Sherman, the Past National President was appointed
to head a committee to commence revision of the Constitution,
with authority to co-opt other local members to this
comnitteec.

3. that all Eparchial Lxecutives provide their observations/
proposals, etc.to the revision of tihe Constitution to the
National Constitution & By-Laws Chairperson.

4. that the next Plenary Conference will examine the proposed
changes and approve the general format of the Constitution.
Progress to date is reported as follows to the above plan:

1. A consolidation of amendments/changes approved at Congresses
was received towards the end of February, 1994 to the
English section.

2. Evhenia Sherman incorporated the amendments into the current
Constitution and reviewed it, making a list of readily
visible and known discrepancies.

3., Cn April 26, 1994, a request was made to the National
Executive to remind the Eparchial Executives of their
required input.

After mid-August, 1994, two of the Zparchies responded to
the request and submitted proposals for consideration at
the Plenary Conference scheduled for September 23 to 25th

1994.
The proposals were immediately consolidated and a cormmittee called
to review them and prepare to present them at the September, 199¢
Plenary Conference. Committee members were:

On September 23, 1994 +the proposed revisions were presented %o

the National Executive at the Plenary Conference, at which time
Articles I to VIII, pages3 to 25 were reviewed, discussed and generally
accepted.

The proposals presented and accepted to date are of a minor nature.
Many of them are additions which are currently in use, however, have
not beenpreviously incorporated into the Constitution. It was further
agreed,that many sub-sections under certain Articles should more
properly be considered as oy-laws rather than Constitution matters}
and should ve so restructured. This is currently in process.

The revision is a long process which will continue until completion.
The branches will then be provided with a draft for their consideration
prior to presentation at a UCWLC CONGRESS for acceptance.

Tae major changes which were proposed at the Plenary Conference in
September, 1994, were assigned to the National Chairperson, Constitution
& By-Laws, Lena Sloboda, for proper formulation and acceptance by

the National Executive, and subsequent presentation at the UCWIC

18th Congress for ratification. Branches should receive these changes
for discussion and consideration prior to the Congress , in order

that their delegates are provided with a voting mandate.

In closing, I wish to express my sincere"thanks" to all the members
of the National Executive for their dedication and untiring erforts,
to the National President, Catherine Chichak for her guidance, and to
the many hard workers behind the scenes,"OUR MEMBERS"...THANK YOU!
May you continue to be inspired by our motto "For the Glory of GO,
Church and the People".

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REPORT OF THE
SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
U.C.W.L.C. NATIONAL EXECUTIVE
1992 - 1995

Our term of office focussed on the Family Resolution that was adopted at the
17* Congress in Winnipeg in July 1992. At the beginning of our term two
workshops were conducted by Catherine Chichak and Lena Sloboda directing
. the committees in the preparation of their plan of action. From there the
Spiritual Committee divided their work into three phases:

1. Family,
2. Marriage and Family; and
3. Family Violence

Our Committee worked in harmony and with great respect and love to one
another. We held meetings prior to and in the finalizing of our presentations.
Our plans suggested practical ideas for each of the three parts of the Plan of
Action set out to assist the Spiritual Convenors in the branches with programs
to encourage members to a renewed spirituality. These were prepared in two
languages and were sent out with the National Presidents’ Newsletter to all the
Eparchial Executives who, in turn, sent them to their respective Branches and,
with the help of their Spiritual Advisors implemented them in their daily lives.

Phase 1

Phase 1 of our worked dealt with Resolution #3 specifically, which states:
Emphasize the importance of family life and its togetherness by
participating in Liturgical and family prayers, family meals, meal
prayers, and family oriented programs.

Samples of family prayers were sent out to be used at meetings and at home.
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Members were encouraged to:

build a happy healthy family relationship on the foundation of
love;

be cooperators of grace and witnesses for the faith by work and
example; and

reflect on the prayerfulness of our pioneer woman, and keep our
Sunday worships as a family unit.

Examples of practical suggestions for members:

parenting courses;

panel discussion or open forum;

make it a point to pray, it becomes a habit and a part of you;
include in your personal prayer, prayers that reach outward for
direction in today’s needs;

be prepared to explain to your children the bible readings;
request your parish priest to explain special church calendar
holidays;

hold mini celebrations with a speaker and end with special
petitions to God for strengthening the family unit; and

make time for spiritual rejuvenation.

Phase 2
Phase 2 referred to the resolution on the family - Article 4:
Preparing for marriage and family life.

In the presentation we stressed the importance of pre-marital counselling, that
married partners help each other to be complete persons, the importance of
each partner’s roles and commitment of husband and wife, thus a good
marriage is built on a strong foundation of trust, love and faithfulness. When
we say that a Christian Marriage is holy, we are saying three things:

1. that Christian Marriage is a sacrament;
2. that Christian Marriage is supernatural; and
3. that Christian Marriage is the foundation of the Christian family.

REPORT OF THE SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
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The Fourth Commandment, Honour Your Father and Mother, constitutes a
strong foundation for marriage. Its concerns are:

respect for life;

respect for marriage;

respect for earthly goods and speech;

mutual sharing in sickness and health;

love, dignity and respect for one another; and
setting a perfect example for their offspring.

Offenses against the dignity of marriage are:
1. Adultery;
2. Divorce; and
3. Abuse - physical and verbal.

These are also contrary to the moral law.

In our research work, marriage counsellors informed us, that the three main
topics they deal with are:

1. Spirituality;
2, Budgeting; and
3. Reality of Marriage

The question of compatibility is also discussed at length.

Phase 3
The third phase dealt with Resolution #5 specifically, which states:

Raise the level of awareness in respect of the causes, effects,
nature and extent of domestic violence in our parishes and
communities.

Family violence, a problem that affects our entire society, often becomes the
prime method of solving family problems. This method is not a solution, but
creates only more drastic problems.

REPORT OF THE SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
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In this presentation we dealt with the following four topics:
1. The Definition of Abuse:

The misuse of power or trust by someone for their
personal needs or benefit dominated through
intimidation, threats, and/or violence.

2. Forms of Abuse
Here we dealt with four forms of abuse namely:

i) Wife Abuse;

i) Child Abuse;

iii)  Elder Abuse; and
iv)  Dating Violence

3. Factors Contributing to Family Violence

i) because they want to be in complete control of their
partners and/or children;

ii) as an expression of anger;

iii)  as ways of punishing

iv)  when they can’t cope with unexpected problems that arise;
or

V) if the most powerful person in a family destructs everyone,
causing suspicion and fear.

4. What can be done?

Family violence is not just a private problem. It requires that all
concerned persons work together and pool resources to prevent it.
To address this problem, ideas and suggestions were given for
consideration. We provided positive examples of help and
encouragement to young people suffering from violence.

REPORT OF THE SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
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Our mission is to continue to provide for our family during these changing
times, using the strongest weapon we can - love. As members of the Ukrainian
Catholic Women’s League of Canada, let us set an example by being good
Christian mothers, and let us nurture with love and respect the most precious
possession we have - Our Family.

We are called by our faith to recognize the goodness that still exists in this
world, let peace begin with us.

Pamphlets and circulars were sent out with the three presentations as additional
resource material.

The Spiritual Committee assisted the National President, Catherine Chichak, in
arranging for the reproduction of the original Miraculous Marion Icons. More
detailed information will be given in her report. We assisted in the arranging
and printing of All-Occasion Notes and Visiting and Get-Well Cards. We
reproduced and distributed video cassettes of the history of the Miraculous
Icons which was compiled by Yaroslawa Tatarniuk from New Westminster.

We sincerely hope that the efforts of the National Spiritual Committee, during
our term of office in the Edmonton Eparchy, have perhaps contributed in some
small way to the spiritual development and renewal of each and everyone of us.

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Our sincere thanks to our Spiritual Advisor, Very Reverend Mitrat Nicholas
Diadio, for his vigilance, guidance, patience and support, and for doing all the
Ukrainian translation of our presentations.

The committee with the Spritual Advisor Most Rev. Mitrat N.
Diado compiled information on how to celebrate the Christ-
mas Traditions in the Church Community and in the Family.

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REPORT FROM THE LEGISLATION COMMITTEE
July 1992 - June 1995

The formation of the Legislation Committee perpetuates the UCWLC toa
greater influence on secular affairs. This influence will be directed by our
moral , ethical, and philosophical considerations. The source of our
influence comes from the directives issued by the magisterium of the
one,holy, catholic, and apostolic church - from the Pope, The Bishops, and
the Councils.

Our term of office was distinguished by adopting a motto for our first
submission, to emphasize the source of our strength in this endeavour.
WITHOUT GOD,WE CAN NOT
WITHOUT US, GOD WILL NOT
For the purpose of monitoring legislation as it is being proposed and to be
able to react to it immediately, we looked at the tools availabie to us:

Law - (as defined by St. Thomas) - an order of reason regarding the
common good and promuigated by the one in charge of the community.
Law - (New Webster's Dictionary) - a rule preseribed by autharity.

Some key elements used in this compilation were the roots of our laws:

DIVINE LAW HUMAN LAW

God's essence ECCLESIASTICAL LAW- emanates from the
as revealed in Pope, the Bishops,and the Councils.
Scripture CIVIL LAW - emanates from the authorities of
and federal, provincial and municipal
Tradition. govermnment.

The social teachings of the Church were the resources used to monitor
legislation as it was being proposed. We monitored social injustice
centering on issues that were currently high profile. In 1993, a high profile
issue was “The Right to Die With Dignity”. Our specific resource used was
the “Declaration on Euthanasia” prepared by the Sacred Congregation for
the Doctrine of the Faith, May 5, 1980. Other statements which we studied
were those prepared by the CCCB and pro-life special interest groups
(Physicians for Life,Nurses for Life, Pharmacist’s for Life, etc, )

By 1994, this issue acquired the title “Assisted Suicide”. Our best aid for our
response came from an individual, the Hon.Don Boudria, M.P. with his
statement on Feb. 16,1994:

“That this House affirm its support for Section 241 of the Criminal Code of
Canada which forbids the counselling, procuring, aiding or abetting of a
person to commit suicide, and
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That this House further affirm that this absence in criminal law could lead
to a reduction in the patient-physician trust, lessening of the vatue of human
life, and an erosion of moral amd ethical values”.

We encouraged individual letter responses to him in appreciation for this
initiative.

Meanwhile , other interest groups such as the Canadian Medical
Association Ethics and Legal Affairs Committee were devising a position
paper. We suggested that the UCWLC position paper should be sent to the
chairman, Dr. John Williams.

The more groups with which we can share our position paper with, the more
impact we can have. The tensions and frustrations in our fast-paced society
demand a pooling of knowledge and wisdom to resolve conflicts which
erode our respect for life ethics.

This committee engaged in formulating texts about issues of practical
concerns on family issues. The Handbook for Legislation Process (first Draft)
was accepted at the April 7,1994 meeting. (The handbook project was
undertaken upon a recommendation proposal at the UCWLC Plenary
Conference on September 25,1993 Edmonton, Alberta.

The term legislation process simply means a group of people
making laws. We looked at issues which affect our values in family life
hoping that this approach would be acceptable for an overall interest. This in
itself is the start of normal legisiation process.

Due to our high tech media, we had a coverage of legislation process on the
international scene - namely, the Conference on Population and
Development in Cairo, September 5 -13,1994. The formation of thought
groups in this issue was as natural a process as it is in any other legislative
assemby.

The Vatican spokesman Dr. J. Navarro-Valls made it clear that church
concerns go well beyond abaortion and birth contral. The Moslem delegate
also had an impact on the formuiation of texts about abortion, reproductive
rights, sex education for teenagers., etc..... One group did not accept the
ideas of the other, conflicts arose, and compromises on texts resulted. This in
itself, is our best example of legislation process.

Our committtee submission in July 1993 on Familly Life Education followed
the directives of Resolution 92.1 (ii) passed at the 17th Congress of
Ukrainian Catholic’s in Winnipeg, July 2-5,1992:

“that the UCWLC Executives, on all levels become acquainted with the
curricuium and the programming in their schools by requesting that teachers
and health education consultants provide them with informative
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presentations and curriculum contents as:
1. amoral and secular approach to life and learning
2. making choices as to their lifestyles
3. religious and moral values teachings.

We presented nine points to watch for in video and written material which
contradict our Christian and moral views. Does the presentation :

1.foree advanced concepts and vocabulary upon eight year old children too young to
understand or be interested? (for example, pregnancy prevention,orgasm, ovilation, sperm
ovum)?

2.show discussion in sex- integrated situations rather than separate classes for boys and
girls?

3.require boys and girls to discuss private parts and sexual behaviour openly with explicit
vocabulary, thereby destroying their natural modesty, privacy, and psychological defenses
(especially ifie girls) againsy immoral sex?

4. omit meentioning chastity as a metfiod (the only absolute method) of preventing teenage
pregnancy and VD?

5. omit mention of the spiritual, psychological, emotional and physical benefits of premaritial
chastity, maritiof fidelity, and traditional fomily life?

6, omit mention of the spiritual, psychological, emotional and physical penalties and risks of
fornication?

7.omit to mention marriage as the most moral, most fulfilling and /or most socially acceptable
method of enjoying sexual activity?

8. present homosexual behaviour as normal and acceptable?

9. use material and references from the pro-abortion, pro-contraception Planned Parenthood
Organization?
These nine points directly contradict our Catholic moral values.

We felt that the context of presentations should reflect our ethics. The first
context should be an overall picture of what a human being is. By our ethics,
this implies that we are made in the image of God. Then the differing
dimensions of responsibility and freedom and interpersonal life should be
introduced. Also, a very important context which should NOT be excluded
from the curriculum is the social aspect ( to show the family as the unit in
which sexuality is put at the service of the procreation of the next
generation).

A NEWS AND NOTES information paragraph was included in the 1994
Plenary report. Our communication shared compiled information obtained
from individual legislators,news magazines, and media reviews. This
format was suggested as a means of providing insight into current events
which affect our ethical values.

As this report goes to press we would like to express that we have had an
.interesting researching two and a half years. This report is happily submitted
by :

It was suggested to the Eparchies that they and their
Branches should follow, develop and promote the resolutions
as passed at the Congress held in Winnipeg in 1992.

Phase 2 "Becoming Informed About Family Violence and the
Resources Available to Victims of Family Violence™

“"Becoming Informed about Sexual Abuse & Sexual
Harassment and Qur BRole in Assisting Its Victims"

Phase 3 "Becoming Informed About Our Environment and the
Role We can Play in Its Maintenance and
Restoration™

To carry out each of the above phases it was proposed that
the following three step progrdm be used:-

1) One Day Seminar - featuring speakers, videos,
discussions, etc.

2) A Project or Activity - centering on. that particular
phase

3) Large Binder Or Other Media - to gather information
to serve as a reference

Because all Provinces have different programs set up to
meet people's needs it was advisable for all Eparchial
Social Development Committees to seek out those programs
available in their own Province and then transmit this
information to their own Branches.

Though a questionnaire was given to Eparchial Presidents
at the 1993 Plenary Session to determine their participation
only one reply from the Edmonton Eparchy was received.

The Edmonton Eparchy found that their 'One Day Seminar'
proved to be very informative and filled a need for the
members. Though some ideas were exchanged it was felt
that our project was not carried out successfully. An
envelope containing information on Alberta's programs
was given to all Branches and information on a table
was available for those attending the seminar.

Upon reading the various newsletters of other Eparchies
it was evident that other Eparchies did endeavour to
have programs which were of benefit to their members.

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EDITOR'S REPORT OF THE QUARTERLY JOURNAL - "NASHA DOROHA"
July 1992 to April 1995

During the three-year period of this report, eleven issues of the journal were
published in the following order: one issue in 1992, four issues in 1993, four issues
in 1994, and two in 1995. From October 1994, the journal increased in size from 32
pages to 36 pages. In celebration of the 25th Anniversary of the journal, the fourth
issue of 1994 contained historical articles and photographs. The cover of the
journal was changed to be in gold and silver, which clearly commemorated our
two Anniversaries: The 50th Anniversary of our organization, The Ukrainian
Catholic Women's League of Canada, and the 25th Anniversary of our official
organizational journal - "Nasha Doroha". This year, 1995, the front cover is adorned
with the beautiful Icon of the Holy Family, which was created by our member, the
artist, Christine Mykytiuk of Toronto.

The editor began her work immediately after the 17th Congress, due to the fact that
materials for publishing need to be submitted two months before printing. The
October 1992 issue contained the following articles: the Editor's Report about the
Congress , four articles written on the theme of the Congress, the Resolutions in
English and the speech of the newly-elected President of the National Executive of
the UCWLC, Mrs Catherine Chichak along with her photograph. Other speeches in
both languages, were included in the following issues in 1993, as were the
Resolutions in Ukrainian. The themes of various articles in the journal were
chosen according to their actual date of occurence, the amount of time, and the

various Anniversaries.

1993, marked the 60th Anniversary of the Genocide by Hunger in Ukraine,
which was carefully planned by the Moscovite Regime, as well as the 150th
Anniversary of the death of Father Markian Shashkewych. Many orations, from
the Sixth Congress of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women's Organizations,
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which took place in Toronto in October 1992 were included in our journal. During
the three years , the journal contained articles and information about the work of
the Institute of Eastern-Christian Studies, called the Metropolitan Andrey
Sheptytskyj Institute, in Ottawa.

The year, 1994, was rich with anniversaries, commemorations and awards.The
United Nations declared 1994 as the "Year of the Family"” . The family is the found-
ation for the framework of society. Many articles on this and other related themes
were included in the first and second issues of the journal. The third issue in 1994,
was dedicated to the historical outline of our organization and the accomplish-
ments of the UCWLC during the 50 years since its founding, with photographs of
founding members and a tableau of all Presidents of the National Executives. Also
included in this issue was a separate article on the Tenth Anniversary of the death
of His Beatitude, Cardinal Josyf Slipyj, our Patriarch.

The fourth issue, was dedicated to the 25th Anniversary of our organizational
journal, "Nasha Doroha"which is the stimulus of our organizational work, unites
our members who are dispersed all over Canada, develops their outlook on life, is
the voice and the historical document of the Ukrainian Catholic Women's League
of Canada. In that issue, the editorial article was dedicated to the 50th Anniversary
of the death of the Servant of God, Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytskyj and included
His Excellency, the Metropolitan's, pastoral letter entitled "The Christian Family".

As Editor, I took part in two Plenary Meetings of the National Executive in
Edmonton, in September 1993 and 1994. I reported on the work related to the pub-
lishing of our journal and presented the planned projects regarding changes to the
cover - to commemorate the 25th Anniversary of "Nasha Doroha" and - in 1995, to
emphasize the importance of the Year of the Ukrainian Christian Family.

On October 8, 1992, I attended, as delegate, the National Conference of the Ukrain-
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ian Canadian Women's Committee in Winnipeg, and afterwards as their delegate, I
took part in the 17th Congress of Ukrainians in Canada, during which I received a
special award. This award was in the form of a medal, on the occasion of the
Centennial of the Immigration of Ukrainians to Canada, " as acknowledgement of
your contribution to the history, culture and development of Canada and

Ukrainians in Canada."

On behalf of the UCWLC National Executive, I am a member of the WFUWO
Executive and every year for three days I have taken an active part in the annual
meetings of this Federation. During the 6th Congress of WFUWO, which took place
at the end of October 1992, I took part, as delegate and moderator of a Panel Discuss-

ion entitled, "Ukrainian Press Today and Tomorrow" .

In November 1993, I was delegate and attended meetings of the World Congress of
Free Ukrainians in Toronto whose official name was changed to The World

Congress of Ukrainians - WCU.

The UCWLC Branches of Toronto and vicinity invited me as Editor to be their
guest and to make speeches . At the 19th UCWLC Convention of the Toronto
Eparchy, I read the discussion speech entitled "On The Eve of the Golden Annivers-
ary of the UCWLC", which the organization celebrated the following year.

The Silver Anniversary of the journal, "Nasha Doroha” was celebrated festively,
together with the 50th Anniversary of UCWLC in many Branches and Eparchies.
For that reason, the Editor of Nasha Doroha, Vera Buczynsky, was chosen
"Ukrainian Woman of the Week" by the Weekly Newspaper named "Ukraine And
The World", which is published in Toronto. In the issue of October 19-25, 1994, an
article was written about the Editor's work and included her photograph.

At this time, I have the pleasant task of thanking our Convenors, Mrs Yaroslava
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Kunanec and Mrs Ann Turecky for tt;eir friendly co-operation in the publishing
and mailing of the journal. I wish to thank also, the members of the Toronto
Branches who, every three months faithfully packaged our journal. To all who have
written articles to fill the pages of the journal, I thank sincerely.

To conclude the editor's report, I wish to say that, for the longest time, I have been
performing other duties, which are not included in the responsiblities of the Editor,
namely: the technical and artistic formation of the journal, proof-reading, and some
administrative duties. From 1990, I take care of all printing and publishing duties of
the journal and am in contact continually with the Basilian Father Printers.

I am grateful to God and the Blessed Mother Mary, the Protectress of our
organization, that we have successfully celebrated the 25th Anniversary of our
journal, which today has its obvious place among other organizational journals and
in Ukrainian society. May God continue to Bless us in the future!

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The Canadian Conference of Catholic Lay Associations

Background Information:

The Canadian Conference of Catholic lay Associations, OOCLA, is an
Ottawa-based umbrella group established in 1983, and the mamber organi-
zations include those men and wamen, French, English and Ukrainian, large
groups and small groups which are active in more than one diocese.

The Ukrainian Catholic Wamen's League of Canada was granted the status of
full membership in 1987 with Lena Sloboda elected, by the UCWILC National
Executive, to represent our organization. The OXCIA annual meeting,
November 23, 1990 elected Lena Slaboda to the OCOCIA Board of Directors.
Since that time she has been re-elected to the Board three times and
remains on the Board at the present time. Since elected to the Board,
her expenses to attend CCOCIA Conferences in Ottawa were paid by the
COCLA.

For the October 22-24, the 13th General Assembly, the UCWIC National
Executive naminated Mary March to also serve as the UMIC representative
to the CCCIA. The COCCLA Asseambly elected her to the position of the
secretary of the Board.

The OOCIA Board is made up of eight elected members plus the past presid-
ent, as follows:

Shirley Scalletta - Winnipeg, Manitoba
Claude Parent - Charlottetown, P.E.I.
Lena Sloboda - Edmonton, Alberta

J. Ward O'Connor - Hull, Quebec

Mary March - Stittsville, Ontario.

Since its beginning the OCCIA has reported annually to the relevant OOCB
cammission .. that on "Relations with Associations of Priests, Religious
and laity" and has had a bishop liaison on its Board.

The OOCIA has had successes in its short existence: the preparation of
briefs for the Synods on the laity and on the Priesthood, both submitted
to the CCCB, and worked on the revised Code of Canon Law, as it applies
to the laity, and submitted messages to the Federal Government dealing
with such topics as social justice, the family, etc.

Since its inception in 1983 to 1993, the CCCIA was financially supported
by the generous donations of the Knights of Columbus and the Catholic
Wamen's League. With limited funds, beginning with the 1993 annual
meeting till the present the Board focused on two major camponents: our
financial position, and our current structure and what alternative
restructuring could be made in order to incorporate the widest possible
representation and wvoice fram the laity.
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A proposal for a laity Sunday which also would have highlighted the
mission and vocation of the laity as well as raise funds was rejected by
the bishops. The bishops felt that the organizations themselves should
finance the OCCILA.

Since lack of funds prevented the Board members to meet annually, as in
the past, the business of OCCIA is carried out via mail and teleconfer-
ences.

On January 28th, 1995, members of the OUOCIA presented a restructuring
project to the Cammission for Relations with Associations of Priests,
Religious and laity. (The members of this Episcopal Camission is com-
posed of 4 bishops, a priest and a lay staff person). It was a positive
meeting, Our restructuring project was of great interest to the Commi-
ssion. Same changes were suggested. Another CCCLA proposal was again
submitted to the Cammission which will be meeting at the annual CCCB
meeting on October 12th to 17th, 1995 in Edmonton. The OCCIA proposal is

on their agenda.

In Conclusion:
The OCCIA is still alive. 1Its future is in the hands of the Episcopal
Camission. Ten years of existence has given the OCCIA experiences and
knowledge which oould serve as the catalyst for future growth of the role
of the laity.

Our hope as Canadian Catholic laity echoes and re-echoes in the powerful
appeal of Pope John Paul II at the closing of the 1987 Syncd on the
lLaity:

"In the light of the Vatican Council, and the lived experience of the
Church, there is a need for a positive understanding of the laity and
their vocation and mission.”

My hope is that a national structure for Canadian Catholic laity will be
recreaated to serve as cammnication link between OCOCB and the laity.
Even more important that this structure would serve to create awareness
among lay people in the Church of their role according to Vatican II
documents and "Christifideles Laici” the Pope's key document on the
laity.

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REPORT of the UCWLC of the EDMONTON EPARCHY
JULY 1992 — NOVEMBER 1993

At the Twenty-Sixth Eparchial Convention held November 5,6 and 7,
1991, HMary Necyk was re-elected for a second term. The 1993
Convention theme was: "The Ukrainian Christion Family -- the
Domestic Church"

From the most recent count, our Eparchial UCHLC is made up of 29
Branches with some 1,175 members. We have nine Branches in
Edmonton, two in Calgary and seventeen in our RAlberta's rural
communities.

| have planned my report in the context of certain national and
international happenings because, | feel, that each adds signi-
ficance to the Eparchial performance in the past two years.

Having said that, | will attempt next to give a breakdown of hap-
penings in this term of office.

On the bright side, wvarious Eparchial Committees stand out pro-
minently in performing their activities. They are our hard-working
Committees, that help to organize, as the need arises, prograns
designed to benefit our League Branches in our urban and rural
communities.

One of these, is our very-effective Organizational Committee. This
Committee assists in organizing various workshops and/or Seminars as
they are needed. The same Committee, together with the Eparchial
Executive, visited rural areas where, in joint session with several
Branches, they gave encouraging and informative talks, distributed
literature and assisted in orgaonizing and developing more effective
spiritual, cultural, and social development programs. Thus, we had
the pleasure and the good fortune to visit with hosting Branches at
Mundare, Calgary, Red Deer, Redwater and Edmonton Branches.

Another wvery ‘important committee is our Spiritual Committee. To
explain, this group is involved in planning our Retreat, and our
"Uidpust" at Mundare. HAgain, members of this committee visit rural
areas, provide materials, give encouraging talks and assist in

organizing and developing effective spiritual programs.
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Our UCULC Arts and Crafts Museum operates very capably within our
Eparchy, with Uera Kunda as the president. Craft courses are offered
in weaving and embroidery. The Museum held a contest for our Fall
Convention - “Embroidered "Ruchniky". Also, we held displays at
Rlberta Museum - International Day at the Ukrainian Uillage,
Centenary Display at the Ukrainian UVillage, and a Display at
Heritage Days.

As well, we provide monetary donations if they are within the realm
of our financial capabilities. We sent rather generous monetary
donations to help the church in Ukraine. Furthermore, we sent
church vestments, chalices, prayer books, and money for Bibles to
Ukraine.

| make honorable mention, at this point, when | speak of our Epar-
chial Radio Program. As far as we know, we are the only UCULC who
have our own radio program. It reaches areas where our Provincial
Access HNet-work signal is auailable. This program has been on the
air for the last 30 years. | recorded the English portion of two of
our radio programs, as well as one for Centralia at Christmas time.

Also, we donated sums of money to the Ukrainian radio programs that
promote religious understanding, to the Haria Dyma Fund, towards
student awards at the University of Alberta; and to various other
local programs. MWe support Bilingual and Sadochok Schools,
flulticulturism and Pro-life mouvements.

He are working in earnest to re-tap the potential of our youth into
channels where their involvement would be satisfying to them. We
involve our youth when-ever and wherever possible in our Eparchial
functions and they have responded favorably. Also, our UCHLC
supports the Eparchial Youth programs.

Each summer, our UCHULC Edmonton Eparchy plays a co-ordinating and
co-operating role with other Ukrainian communities in managing the
Ukrainian Pavilion at Heritage Days in Edmonton. Last year there
were 50 Pavilions and we were pleased to have won “First Prize." for
the second time in two years. MNMary Necyk was food chairman the
first time we received the award, and Ellen Ryski was food chairman
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in 1992 when we won the First Prize Award again. Our Arts & Crafts
Museum has their display there each year.

We are justly proud of yet another very important project, - our
one-evening-a-week Adult Ukrainian Classes which we conducted in two
Edmonton schools for the past ten years. Mary Necyk was, and is,
program co-ordinator. Each year we hold beginner classes and
advanced classes. Along with this program, our Eparchy has re-
printed "A STANDARD UKRAINIAN GRAMMAR" by Yar Slawutych. and fary
Necyk is in charge of the sales of this book , which is used as
reference in several Universities in the world where Ukrainian

Classes are held. We sell this Grammar book to Rustralia, HNew
2ealand, Toronto, UWinnipeg, New York and other foreign Universities
as well as to individuals. |In 1992, we gave gifts of our grammar

book to visiting professors from Kiev, Luiv and Cherniwtsi.

| am very pleased to tell you that with the proceeds from this book
during my term of office as president of my Alberta Eparchy [ was
able to furnish our UCULC apartment with all the necessities, rugs,
a paint job, vertical blinds, all office supplies, even a computer
and printer.

Also, the Eparchial Legislative Committee undertook the
responsibility to write letters to our politicians (Premier Kline,
Prime Minister Chretien, MLA'S and M.P.s) on matters important to
us.

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Report of the Eparchial Executive of the Ukrainian Catholic
Women’s League of Toronto
From July 1992 to April 1995.

For the period, July 1992 to April 1995, the UCWLC Eparchial Executive of
the Toronto Eparchy was under the leadership of two presidents - Maria
Komarnycky, from July 1992 to October 1993 and Irene Wrzesnewskyj from October
1993 to April 1995. We submit the report of activities of both presidents as follows:

The Eparchial Executive carried out its obligations according to the UCWLC
Constitution, the directives from the National Executive with the themes of “ With
Pride In Our Past, Towards a Glorious Future” and “ The Role Of TheUCWLC
Member In The 21st Century “ as their guide.

The President of the Eparchial Executive tried to maintain closer ties with
Branches with more frequent visits, through correspondence, by telephone calls
and bulletins. She had the great pleasure of visiting not only Branches in Toronto
but also the following Branches: Hamilton, Oshawa, Ottawa, St. Catharines, and
Niagara Falls. Members of the Eparchial Executive often accompanied the President
or took her place when she was not able to attend. During these visits, the Eparchial
President offered greetings, made speeches on organizational topics.

Monthly meetings were held every third Monday of each month in the Eparchy
Building on Bathurst Street. The Eparchial President chaired the meetings and prep-
ared their agendas except for two meetings which were chaired by the 1st Vice-Pres-
ident, Tamara Woloschuk in her absence.

On the occasion of Bishop Isidore Borecky’s birthday, Mrs Komarnycky and Mrs
Wrzesnewskyj, the Cultural/Educational Convenor greeted His Excellency with a
bouquet of flowers. Each year the Eparchial Executive take part in the Eparchy Day
Liturgy and Festivities at the Exhibition Grounds.

1993 marked Bishop Isidore Borecky’s 45th Anniversary as Bishop and his 50th
Anniversary of Priesthood. The Eparchial President and Executive attended the gala
banquet to honour this occasion. Mrs Komarnycky was a member of the organizing
committee.

She attended the 50th Anniversary of Priesthood celebration of Rev. Father
Volodymyr Shewchuk, pastor of the Shrine of St. John the Baptist in Ottawa,
where Mrs Komarnycky extended greetings on behalf of the Eparchy Executive and
presented Rev. Father Shewchuk with a gift . Father Shewchuk, passed into God’s
vineyard the following year.

Together with the editor of “Nasha Doroha”, Mrs Vera Buczynsky, the Eparchial
President represented our organization at the Blessing of the new Printing Press
of the Basilian Fathers.

UCWLC Branches take an active part in the activities of the Ukrainian Canadian
Congress and th Ukrainian Women’s Committee representing our organization
diligently.

Our members also hold important positions in affiliate national and world
organizations such as the WFUWO, WUCWO, and the WCU. Our members help
the Religious Orders such as the Sister Servants of Mary Immaculate and the
Redemptorist Fathers at the Redeemer House in Toronto, by attending numerous
meetings in preparation for the annual Pilgrimage in Ancaster and their annual
fund-raising Teas .

The Branches continue to send generous donations to aid Ukraine in the form
of religious books, and cash donations for crippled children, the sick, orphans,
and the elderly, poor widows. Almost all Branches joined the “One Dollar Fund “
sponsored by the World Council of Ukrainian Social Services , to assist Ukraine
to foster a communally supportive, self-sufficient social system.

They ardently support the Holy Spirit Seminary in Ottawa and the Metropolitan
Andrey Sheptytsky Institute, St. Paul University, Ottawa .

In preparation for the 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC , the Eparchial President
invited His Excellency, Bishop Roman Danylak to celebrate a Moleben, which was
well attended by UCWLC members. Afterwards, the Eparchial President made a
speech which was later included in the journal, “Svitlo”.

A great deal of work was put into the preparation of the 19th UCWLC Toronto
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Eparchy Convention. The theme of this Convention was “ For a Healthy
Ukrainian Family”. Invitations were extended to the two Bishops of our Eparchy
and to our National President, Mrs Catherine Chichak who was the main speaker.
The panelists of the 19th Eparchial UCWLC Convention were: Rev. Father John
Barszczyk, Mrs Marta Naberezny, and Mrs Tania Czolij. The Cultural/ Educational
Convenor, Irene Wrzesnewskyj, was responsible for the outstanding display of
Icons and other archives. The 19th Eparchial Convention took place successfully
and with it, ended my term of office as Eparchial President.

In closing, I wish to express my sincere gratitude to our Spiritual Advisor, Rev.
Father Barszczyk, for his precious , spiritual advice and his prayers. Sincere thanks
to the people, with more seniority and experience in organizational work, for their
valuable advice, co-operation and their help. I would, also, like to thank all
members of the Eparchial Executive for your friendship and co-operation. For the
newly-elected President, I wish you great successin the organizational work
ahead of you.

Christine Kowalsky was the main speaker, while several representatives from
various Social Services, led group discusssions. The entire program was initiated
and organized by the Spiritual Development Convenor, Marion Barszczyk.

1. In our Christmas Bulletin to the Branches, we reminded the members to celebrate
Christmas according to the Ukrainian Catholic traditions and customs. Our Branches
organize Christmas Eve, Easter ( sviatcheny), Epiphany (Kutia) celebrations in their

Parishes, where such traditions as , Vertep, Christmas Carolling, “Children Sowing
In The New Year” and Hahilky take place.

2. The Eparchial President presented a speech to the Catechists and Religion
Teachers who attended the celebration of the publishing of the new Children’s
Ilustrated Catechism.

3. The Annual Eparchial Spring Tea took place last year at Sts. Peter & Paul Parish in
Scarborough, with its theme, “We Welcome the Ukrainian Family”. The moral and
material support was tremendous. There was a display of a traditional Ukrainian Eas-
ter Table, a beautiful display from our Museum - “The Pioneer Family”, and pysanky
writing demonstrations. The entire “Easter according to Ukrainian traditions”
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theme resulted in a warm family atmosphere and very positive feed-back from all
who attended. Among the guests attending were representatives from various
organizations , the clergy, Reverend Sisters, children from Sunday School Classes
and, most importantly, Ukrainian families.

4. This year’s Annual Eparchial Spring Tea, took place at St. Josaphat'’s Parish Hall
with its theme, “Respect the Past - You’ll Build a Present”. Proceeds from this Tea
were designated for the Eparchial Executive’s Organizational Fund .

5. Pilgrimmage to Ottawa - Project of the National Executive.

The UCWLC Branch of St. John the Baptist, in Ottawa and its Organizing
Committee under the leadership of Vera Bociurkiw, must be recognized and
commended for their excellent work. The entire Pilgrimmage in Ottawa was of a
high calibre and took place on two levels - Cultural and Spiritual. The program was
truly interesting . The special attention given to every detail, by the organizers as
well as their congeniality, built a warm, welcoming atmosphere - a perfect example
of how, from small beginnings a great spiritual feast can result.

6. Eparchy Day - Exhibition Grounds
Toronto had the honour of welcoming Metropolitan Volodymyr Sterniuk,

survivor of the Catacomb Church in Ukraine. The celebrations were organized by the
joint committee of BUC and UCWLC. All organizational responsibilities undertaken
by the UCWLC were diligently fulfilled. This project was the responsibility of the 1st
Vice-President , A. Oleksiuk.

7. The Annual Pilgrimmage of S.S.M.I. at Ancaster

The UCWLC had the important reponsibility of preparing and organizing the
pilgrimmage. The Eparchial President was invited to officially welcome the
Ukrainian Clergy , the Rev. Sisters and all the visiting pilgrims. All Branches fulfilled
their obligations admirably which resulted in a very successful pilgrimmage. This
project was the responsibilty of the Social Convenor Julie Yasinski ,Tatiana
Diachinsky and their committee members.

8. The UCWLC and BUC jointly organized the Commemorative Concert to honour
the 50 th Anniversary of the death of Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytskyj in October
1994. The program was of a highly religious - artistic character. The organizational
matters were the responsibility of A. Oleksiuk.

9. The Eparchial Executive organized a special project - “The Publishing Fund for the
Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytskyj Institute”. Branches will ask their members to
support this project with their personal donations.

10. All social projects and activities were the responsibilities of the Social Convenor,
Julie Yasinski who received assistance from the 2nd Vice President Helen Gedz, and
their committee.
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Cultural - Educational Convenorship

The Cultural - Educational Convenor, Maria Komarnycky, prepares and
includes in the Bulletins to Branches numerous educational and cultural materials
such as, the article entitled “The Burden of the Ukrainian Family” and information
about Christmas and Easter traditions. In 1994 to commemorate “ The Year of The
Family”, in the Anniversary Edition of “Nasha Doroha”, a special article was
written by the Cultural-Educational Convenor. Mrs Komarnycky was responsible for
the project - A Holy Picture (Obrazok) of the Holy Family along with the prayer of
Met. A. Sheptytsky] entitled - “Prayer for the Christian Family” . The “Obrazok” was
given to UCWLC Members as a souvenir of the “Year of the Family”. The original
Icon of the “Holy Family” was specially painted by one of our UCWLC members, a
highly respected artist, Christine Mykytiuk. This unique and very beautiful Icon of
the Holy Family was Blessed during the Liturgy on October 2, 1994, at the Anniver-
sary Celebration of our organization at St. Mary’s Dormition Ukrainian Catholic
Church in Mississauga. This Icon of the Holy Family now, adorns the front cover of
our journal, “Nasha Doroha”. This very special Icon, has now become a travelling
Icon for the Branches.

Organizational Convenor

1. Our editor, Vera Buczynsky composed, and sent out to all Branches, a question-
naire on organizational matters. Thus far, only a portion of them have been
returned.

2. The Organizational Convenor prepared a guide for proper funeral rituals and
procedures for deceased members and for their close family members.

3. Mrs. Buczynsky regularly checks to make sure that we adhere to the UCWLC
Constitution in our work.

4. She visits Branches in Toronto and outside of Toronto, whenever she is invited.
Archives - Museum

Our archives are continually organized and well kept. A project is being planned
to produce a Video Tape.

Our 50th Anniversary Celebration was truly enriched by the beautiful and truly
unique Museum Display.

Social Welfare

Our Resolution of the 17th UCWLC Congress, “Let’s Help Others” has truly been
fulfilled by the excellent charitable works done by our Branches. It is very difficult
to summarize the contribution our members have made on behalf of various
charitable projects. We prepared and sent out a questionnaire to all Branches to
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help their Charitable worke ta ho ui0re efficient.

2. The Toronto Eparchy has adopted the Socia]l Welfare Services in Vinnytsia,
Ukraine. We are helping the Catholic Branches in Vinnytsia with donations of books
food and clothing. St. Josaphat’s UCWLC Branch is »apporting the workers who are
building a Church in Vinnytsia.

We supported financially the publishing company of Lviv - with theVolume II of
the Almanac “The Catacomb Church”.

A donation was also sent towards a radio program, “ The Voice Of The tjoart” - 5
children’s program in Kolomaya.

3. Children Of Chornobyl - “Friends Of The Children”

The younger generation is working on this project - our children. They do their
work with people of professional calibre and are very successful as a result. They are
saving the lives of orphaned children, invalids, and children in institutions. Our
UCWLC Branches are helping physically and materialistically.

Aid is also given to the following countries: Poland, Yugoslavia, Siberian Republics
of the former USSR, Italy, and countries in South America.

At the conclusion
of twe- mte—- wumal Executive under President Rosalie Kitz was installed at the
C _.dra or 5u. George in Saskatoon on January 21, 1995 with Rt. Rev. Dr. Vladimir Mudri
officiating at the installation ceremony.

This report summarizes our activities as called for by the aims of our

Organization.

ATIM ONE - Catholic faith

We continue to emphasize the development of personal spirituality through
education, and participation in prayer and meditation, in service and in sacrifice. Sister
Theodosia’s presentations on the theme "Come. Pray With Me" were essential to our on
going development as a prayerful people.

In June 1994, our Executive coordinated Branch participation in a special
family pilgrimage to the "Our Lady Of Sorrows" Shrine at Cudworth, Sask. (the only
Ukrainian shrine in our Eparchy). Here, members from ten branches led worshippers in
prayer and devotion, in song, and in praying the rosary. In a symbolic gesture, three
evergreen seedlings were planted to commemorate the Year of the Family. The seedlings
were planted by Mary Halabura representing the UCWLC Branch of Holy Eucharist Parish
in Cudworth; Eparchial executive President Sonja Pawliw; and Jayne Paluck on behalf of the
National Executive.

In March 1995, at the Church of the Dormition of the Blessed Virgin Mary
in Saskatoon, a Sorokousty Service was celebrated in which members of the Eparchial
Executive and Branch Presidents remembered and prayed for the souls of sister members in
the Eparchy, who have passed on to eternal life.

Our Branches also take part in the annual Vidpust in Yorkton and in the
International World Day of Prayer held in many centers. Financial support for the rebuilding
of our Church in Ukraine continues on an on going basis.

AIM TWO - Culture

Our cultural priority is the Musée Ukraina Museum. The 7500+ artifacts
which are now in our possession have been prepared for computer disk for easy information
access. A resolution adopted at the Eparchial Convention (1994) calls for each Branch to
hold at least one annual fund-raising event until such time as the new museum building
becomes a reality.

We were privileged to acquire a large number of personal materials from the
estate of the late Dr. Stephanie Potoski, Honourary Life Member, who passed away in 1994.
These articles contain a wealth of information concerning the history of our organization, and
they record Dr. Potoski’s many contributions at the local, national and international levels.

Musée Ukraina will house a beautiful display of costume apparel. This project
is being coordinated by Lillian Kobrynsky, Dr. Yaroslava Kojolianka and Emilia Panamaroff
of the Musée staff. Phase one, consisting of eight costumes depicting the Royalty era, has
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been completed.

We have formed an Eparchial choir which brings together members from ten
branches. Under the direction of Lillian Kobrynsky, our choir has already performed at a
variety of events including the Eparchial Convention Banquet (1994).

Eparchial Executive members and Branch representatives took part in a
workshop dealing with the Petrikivka painting style. By rekindling interest in this art form
we hope to stage successful workshops in centers across the province.

Locally, Branches continue to offer classes in a number of cultural domains:
language; stitchery; pysanka; writing; culinary arts; dance; and religious/cultural customs of
special occasions.

AIM THREE - Citizenship/Development of our Organization

We emphasize close communication with all our Branches, through phone
calls, newsletters and many personal visits with the Eparchial President and executive
Members.

We encourage all Members/Branches to maintain a high public profile. The
"Eparchial News" publication has been extremely useful in delivering the news of our
Organization to all League members and to the Catholic community in general.

We hold annual meetings of the Branch Presidents. These allow for their input
into the decisions of the Eparchial Executive. They also provide an opportunity for social
bonding, for discussion of mutual problems and for sharing success stories. Regional mini-
conferences and meetings are held as required.

Continuing education directed at developing the leadership skills of our
members is a priority in our Eparchy. Our goal is to familiarize each member with the
legislative process and to encourage them to capitalize on the potential of their talents.
Constitution and Bylaws chairlady, Jayne Paluck is available for such presentations. One of
the most beneficial skills learned by our members is that effective "networking" is the key to
our many successful projects.

In response to the request of the National Executive we presented submissions
on:

1) suggestions for revision of our Constitution;
2) protocol/introduction of dignitaries and special guests; and
3) potential of "Associate Membership.”

Resolutions from the Seventeenth Congress were discussed at our Eparchial
Conventions and assistance with their implementation was available. Eparchial Convention
resolutions were sent to the Branches and published in our eparchial publication.

We use our past-National and Eparchial Presidents as resource people who
can provide valuable input into our plans. '

We remember our deceased members in a special prayer service which is a
regular part of the opening ceremonies preceding our Eparchial Convention.

The Fiftieth Anniversary of the U.C.W.L.C. was observed in a varety of
events at the Branch level. At the eparchial level our plans involved:

spiritual - pilgrimage to the shrine in Cudworth;
cultural - Eparchial choir and historical costume display;
organizational - recognizing 50 year members (Helen Kushner); and
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charity - bringing Ms. Shabatura to Saskatchewan and the wrap-up of Gift Of Hope
(phase2)

AIM FOUR - Social Action

Our Social Action committee prepared a questionnaire to assess the availability
and the nature of marriage preparation courses for Ukrainian Catholics in our Eparchy.
Results indicated that only four larger centers have some type of course at this time.

The position paper on euthanasia was mailed to the Branches. Some of them
completed the petition and forwarded them to government officials as requested.

Charity

Believing that our Branches cannot support a large number of charity projects
simultaneously, we identified aid to Ukraine as our top concern and priority. This project
began as the "Chernobyl Relief Effort” in 1991-92. At the Eparchial Convention in November
1992, a resolution at the general session called for four additional shipments of humanitarian
aid from our Eparchy during 1993-94. This project was to be a combined effort by the
Eparchial Organizations under a new name - "Gift of Hope". Members of our Executive were
to share their expertise and experience as resource people. In reality, this project quickly
became the responsibility of the U.C.W.L.C., whose members collected and distributed entire
shipments. By working with Rev. Kenneth Novakowski and his Chancery staff in Lviv, we
maintained control over these shipments which when completed involved 22 - 3 million
dollars of humanitarian aid.

June 1993 was the largest of the four missions. Twenty resource people
accompanied this mission (at their own expense), twelve of whom were U.C.W.L.C. members
- doctors, dentists, nurses educators and hospital administrators. The target was dental
hygiene. A dental clinic was set up at Sheptytsky Hospital in Lviv and we filmed the first
patient being treated while we were there. A member of the Department of Social Services
(Government of Saskatchewan) travelled with us. Through our Mission, a plan for adoption
of Ukrainian children has been discussed by officials in both countries and as soon as the
moratorium on adoptions is lifted, the forty-five Saskatchewan families who await their child
will celebrate in joy!

We set up a "cottage industry" in Lviv, Chernivtsi and Horodenka. Our
Mission supplied the materials and local women produced the works of art, which will
supplement the meagre wages of the family, their church or school.

We met members of the Marion Society and their President, Ms. Stephania
Shabatura, whose interesting life and dedicated actions of service have earned her the
deserving title of "modern day heroine”. We visited ten soup kitchens managed by these
ladies. St. George Branch (Saskatoon) supports this program with annual donations of
$1200.00.

It was an honour for us to sponsor a visit by Ms. Shabatura to our Eparchy.
Beginning with a presentation at the eparchial convention and for two weeks following, Ms.
Shabatura visited many branches and parishes sharing her experiences. All our branches
responded generously, but special mention is deserving to the Branches of St. Basil (Regina),
St. George (Saskatoon) and branches I and IT of St. Mary, Our Lady of Perpetual Help
(Yorkton).
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The Gift of Hope project brought much personal satisfaction to us as an
Organization and as individuals united in a common cause. It brought a sense of pride,
knowing that we had successfully completed a project of such magnitude. But neither
satisfaction nor pride describes the feeling of the twelve U.C.W.L.C. members when we
attended Divine Liturgy at the Cathedral of St. George, Lviv, concelebrated by Cardinal
Lubachewsky and Fr. Ken Novakowski! And to be invited to join the Cardinal for worship
in his private Chapel, and then share breakfast with him, was for all of us a very moving
experience and one that we will always treasure as a highlight in our lives! It was gratifying
to hear Cardinal Lubachewsky commend the work that the U.C.W.L.C. in our Eparchy was
doing and this compliment gave us the added incentive to continue our efforts in this project.

This phase of Gift of Hope will conclude during 1995. To say it was a success
would be modest because it has yet to be equalled by others. Thanks to the hard work and
dedication of coordinators Deidre Wiest and Emelia Panamaroff and the perseverance and
hours and hours of volunteer work by our Branches, their members and their friends, we can
honestly say that we were able to bring the gift of hope to a people in crisis.

The spirit of Gift of Hope continues and in March 1995 it entered a new phase
when the Eparchial executive and Branch Presidents approved a plan for aid to continue.
This aid will be targeted specifically for Ukrainian youth in Brazil and in Ukraine. The Gift
of Hope which we will offer is education. By coordinating a foster child program we will
endeavour to pay the education costs of young people who then might be better equipped to
break the cycle of poverty.

Our branches were also concerned with the poor and needy in other parts of
the world. Shipments of clothes, household linens, etc. were sent to Brazil.

In addition, donations of this type were also provided to the needy in local
centers and to those in need in the far northern communities.

The actions of our Executives are based on the knowledge that we achieve the
best interaction with our Branches through effective personal communication. Branches want
to be consulted. Members want to be part of the decisions as well as the toil. We know that
our Branches are the foundations of their Parishes and the communities in which they live.
In fact, it would be difficult to identify even one worthwhile community project in which our
members did not play a key leadership role.

The philosophy of our Eparchial Executive is that the League must be a place
in which every Catholic woman is welcome. By our example, we have set a standard for
humility, friendship, openness and compassion. By our example we have shown that the
League can be a place for all ladies regardless of age, talent or interest, and it is our
responsibility to allow for personal development and growth in an atmosphere of common
direction.

On behalf of our Executive, we extend a sincere "thank you" to Sister
Theodosia for being our Spiritual Advisor/Director. She was much more; she was truly our
guardian angel, protector and consoler. She took an active part in all our meetings, and in
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all our projects. Her support, her counsel, her humour and her friendship have greatly
contributed to the successes that we have achieved. It is our good fortune that sister
Theodosia now holds the record for Eparchial Executive spiritual advisor - ten years working
with Presidents Chrusch, Paluck, Pawliw and Kitz!!}

Thank you to His excellency Bishop Filevich for his encouragement and
interest in our Organization and for his on-going and much appreciated support.

We offer a complimentary b(;uquet of thanks to the retiring members of the
National Executive. Your efforts on behalf of our Organization are indeed appreciated.!

Overview

The Eparchial Convention of the UCWLC was held May 15 - 18, 1992 in Vancouver, at the Ash
Street Centre, when 14 people were elected to hold office as members of the Eparchial Executive
Committee.

Currently, and for the past five years, Mary Beley is our President,
Ann Korpen is Treasurer, Millie Kozak is Recording Secretary, Gloria Tatamiuk serves as
Corresponding Secretary (Ukrainian) and Sonia Julmi as Corresponding Secretary (English). The
President chaired all meetings, prepared and presented an Agenda. We have had 21 meetings

during the 3 years period.

Sister Jerome Chimy, SSMI, served as our very dear and able Spiritual Advisor, until her transfer
to Mundare, Alberta, in January 1993. At that time Sister Cecelia Fystor, SSMI, admirably filled
this office until she too was transferred to Australia in July, 1994. After her departure we were
pleased to welcome Sister Ambrosge Stachiw, SSMI, as our friend and Spiritual Advisor. Each
one of our Spiritual Advisors always prepared an enriching presentation on a segment of the
teachings of the bible, our role as members of the UCWLC and our religious life. In September
1992, our Eparchy suffered the loss of our beloved Bishop, His Excellency Jerome Chimy,
OSBM. With his death we lost not only a Bishop, but a friend, advisor and strong supporter of
our orgenization. Until the appointment of a new Bishop, the Very Rev. Kenneth Olsen was
elected as Eparchial Administrator.

A new Bishop, His Excellency Severian Yakymyshyn, OSBM, has only very recently arrived
His Consecration (Chirotonia) and Installation took place on March 25, 1995, at St. Mary's
Church in Vancouver. There were approximately 1,000 people in attendance with 750 for the
banquet which followed. Community leaders, and church dignitaries of various faiths from
across Canada, the United States, Rome, France and Brazil attended to honour our new Bishop
and participate in the celebration. The UCWLC took an active part in this celebration.
Representing the UCWLC National Executive were Mrs. Catherine Chichak, our National
UCWLC President, who extended Greetings on our behalf, and Mrs. Lena Sloboda, National
Chairperson of the Constitution and By-Laws Committee. Bishop Severian's first Pontifical
Liturgy in his Cathedral in New Westminster was held on March 26th. At this time he was
greeted by some of his parishioners: keys to the cathedral were presented by Parish Council
President, Paul Stevenson; UCWLC Branch President, Mary Beley, greeted His Excellency with
bread and salt, representing the children of the parish were; Eveline Kozak, Anthony Fedechko,
and Michael Kozak who presented a floral bouquet.
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Imnteraction with Branches

Our Eparchy consists of 11 Branches with a total membership throughout the province of 331.
In our Eparchy we have tried to build & close rapport with ovr Branches and members stressing
communication, love, support and understanding.

We have emphasized the benefit of regional meetings and their productiveness to planning and
exchange of ideas and concerns. Many of our members are elderly and not now able to actively
participate in UCWLC activities. The President has visited all Branches during the past three
years for Prasmyk's, UCWLC Day Celebrations, Regional Meetings, 50th Anniversary
Celebrations, and special Branch events. On several occasions, the President was accompanied
by other members of the Executive, For example, for the Regional Meeting in Vemnon, Sr.
Cecelia Fystor, (Spiritual Advisor), Gloria Tatamiuk and Joyce Vermeulen (Constitution
Committee Members), and Millie Kozak (Recording Secretary) accompanied the President.

General mailings to the Branches have included 7 circulars, 15 information packages, and all
information forwarded by the National Letters and phone calls to individual branches are
ongoing. We have received and answered 94 pieces of correspondence plus numerous phone
calls.

Cultural Cemmittee

This committee has provided information which has been sent out to the Branches on Christmas
and Easter traditions, materials on Ukrainian art, and the history of Ukraine and its people.

During the Pacific National Exhibition in Vancouver, August 21st to September 7th, 1992, our
Executive Member, Gloria Tatarmiuk, was a major contributor to the display of Ukrainian
costumes, which depicted modes of dress from all regions of Ukraine, and also to the banners
which were displayed throughout the Ukrainian Pavilion. On November 7, 1992, with the help
of Branch UCWCL Executive members, she prepared an exhibition and display of Ukrainian
clothing for the Festival in Prince George. For the observance of Ukrainian Day, April 1, 1993,
this display was festured at the Norquay Junior Secondary School in Vaancouver. And again on
April 19, 1993 it was displayed at the Eaton's Centre in Victoria Mr. Tatarniuk has written a
history of the Ukrainian Catholic Church and its affiliate organizations in the New Westminster
Eparchy, to which Mrs. Tatamiuk contributed the history of the UCWLC.

Charitable Activities

Our Branches have been very active in charitable work. Several branches have adopted children
of the Chornobil crisis; have raised money to be sent to Ukraine, have packed and shipped
parcels of clothing to Ukraine; have made monetary contributions to the Sisters, Seminarians, -
and a number of churches in Ukraine.
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We would like to especially acknowledge, because we are a small Eparchy, their very generous
contribution to the Pilgrimage to Ukraine. Donations were as follows:

Nanaimo Branch $100.00 New Westminster Branch $200.00
New Westminster Parish 284.00 Richmond Branch 500.00
Surrey Branch 100.00 Vancouver Branch 200.00
Nanaimo Parish 238.00 Vemon Branch 200.00
Vernon Parish 475.75 For a total of $2,297.75

Vancouver Branch, which is one of our largest branches, has been particularly active in
charitable work. They have purchased materials, threads, and patterns to a total of $500 and
forwarded these to the village of Mokre to be sewn into banners for their Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church; for C'ernivci in Ukraine they purchased a chalice, paten and asterisk at a cost
of $800; and donate money to the Social Services for parcels of clothing to be sent to Ukraine.
They have assisted in Ukraine, Yogoslavia and Poland with children's clothing, shoes, food and
medicines. They have sent vitamins and medicines to the value of $2,000 to orphans in
Chortkiw in Ukraine.

Support of the Church, Youth Groups and Religious Education

The Branches give monetary support to the catechism programs and Youth Groups in their
parishes, not only for religious materials but for outings, bus trips, etc. Ten children from our
Eparchy attended a summer camp at Winfield, B.C. We also honour our communicants and
graduates and observe these occasions with special gifts.

Special Events

With the observance of the 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC , there have been celebrations in
each of the Branches to mark this occasion. And on October 30th, 1994, the Eparchial
Executive held a luncheon, to which all Branches were invited, following Divine Liturgy. At
the opening of Liturgy, League members in Ukraine dress entered in procession carrying banners
and candles. After Luncheon, there was a video shown by Gloria Tatarniuk of the pilgrimage to
Ukraine. A video was made of the day's activities and is. available for purchase. We also
celebrated the Commemoration of 100 Yeara of Ukrainian Settlement in Canada with a Tea and
Concert, and honoured the pioneer UCWLC members from the Lower Mainland with the
presentation of a corsage. Members also participated in the First Apmiversary of the
Independence of Ukraine held at St. Mary's parish.

Ongoing Fund Raising

In 1992, the Executive UCWLC Committee made a decision to have a third reprinting of their
cookbook "Ukrainian Traditional and Modern Cuisine”, and this has been a major fund-raiser
for us. In August of 1992 we had a booth at the Pacific National Exhibition in Vancouver at
the Ukrainian Pavilion for the sale of these books. Cook books sales are ongoing but we must
especially thank both the President, Mary Beley, and Mrs. Gloria Tatarniuk who have been
particularly active in the sale of these books.
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Clesing Remarks

It has been a very busy three year period filled with changes and adjustments for all as the
Eparchy was without a Bishop for two and one-half years. We would like to thank all with
whom we worked for their assistance and cooperation: Fr. Kenneth Olsen, the Parish Priests,
our Spiritual Directors, Mrs. Chichak our National President, Mrs. Sloboda, the Chairperson of
the Constitution and By-Laws Committee, Mrs. Tatarniuk, our representative to that committee,
Mrs. Buczynsky, the Editor of Nasha Doroha, the National Executive, all our friends and
colleagues of the UCWLC - both on the National and Branch levels - for their strong support
z’%:ﬂ We,wish all a very successful Congress.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
JULY 1992 TO JUNE 1995

During this period the Archeparchial Executive was headed by two Presidents.
Stephanie Bilyj completed her term of office in October, 1993. The 26th
Convention held in Winnipeg, October 23, 24, 25, 1993, elected the present
Executive, which is led by Pauline Dyrkacz. Rt. Rev. Mitrat M. Buyachok
was re-appointed Spiritual Advisor.

The new term began with a Divine Liturgy which incorporated special peti-
tions for all UCWLC members, Executives and Presidents. The solemn
investiture included the reciting of a pledge by each Executive member,
and the receiving of a lighted candle, symbolizing unity of intent to
bring the light of Christ to those we pledged to serve.

The 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC and the Intermational Year of the Family
high-lighted many events and evoked prayer-—action throughout the Archeparchy.

At present the Archeparchy encompasses 35 Branches, with 15 in Winnipeg
and 20 in outlying points; the 1994 member count being 1768.

Our Executive communicated with Branches through newsletters, the press,
telephone calls, visits, Winnipeg Regional and general meetings (held
monthly), seminars as well as Regional Conventions in centres outside of
Winnipeg. Branch mailings always included resource materials for programs
and member enrichment.

The long-awaited acquisition of an Archeparchial office enabled us to estab-
lish archival files and to hold meetings in a permanent location. Resource
books were added to our library, catalogued and made available to Executive
members and Committees as reference. Further resource booklets om various
subjects continue to be developed. Library and Educational/Resource is a
special project of our lst Vice President, Elsie Kosowan.

The theme of the October/93 Convention was, "We Want God in Our Families."
In this context, a very successful workshop was held, which drew on dele-
gates from the 3 component organizations.

Five Regional Conventions were held as well.

- Rosa Branch hosted a Convention on October 4/92 with 38 members present
from the 4 area Branches. The Archeparchial President, Stephanie Bilyj,
chaired the Convention. Pauline Dyrkacz, guest speaker, chose the topic,
"Faith and Life Today." Other members from Winnipeg who took part were
Helen Manilla and Shirley Lisowski.

- Seven Branches participated in the Convention held in Brandon on September
27, 1992: Forty-six members attended. Jean Sherman was guest speaker.

Her topic was, "Organizational Matters." Others present were: Stephanie
Bilyj, Archeparchial President, Jean Michalishyn, representative to WFUWO
and Helen Manilla, Alpha House rep.

- The Convention hosted by the Ethelbert Branch on Sept.l12/93 was attended
by 52 members from 5 Branches. Shephanié Bilyj, Archeparchial President,
chaired the conference. Pauline Dyrkacz addressed the gathering on the
topic: "The Family in Distress," and followed it up with a mini-workshop.
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~ At Vita on October 2/94, 45 members from 5 Branches gathered for a Con-
vention: Rosa, Sundown, Vita, Tolstoi and a visiting Branch, Beausejour.
Pauline Dyrkacz, Archeparchial President, introduced the guest speaker,
Patricia Warren, Organizational Chair. Her topic was, "Duties of Delegates
and Preparing a Convention Report." Elsie Kosowan reported on Educational/
Resource materials. Gwen Pich, Membership Chair, informed the gathering
about member responsibility and member recruitment. Also present from
Winnipeg were Jean Sherman and Jean Michalishyn.

- Rossburn Branch hosted a Convention on October 16/94. Seven Branches
were represented, with 94 members in total. Guest speaker, Jean Sherman
spoke on "Structure of the UCWLC." Pauline Litynski shared from her ex-
perience as Archivist. Jean Motkaluk, member of Archeparchial Executive,
also attended.

- Another Regional Convention is planned for the Dauphin area for May 28/95.
Branches included in this area are: Gilbert Plains, Grandview, Roblin,
Ethelbert, The Pas, Flin Flon, Thompson and Dauphin.

In carrying out its work, the Archeparchial Executive was guided by the
League Constitution, Resolutions approved at the 17th Congress, the 26th
Convention and by directives from the National Executive. Our plan of
action in the past 3 years centred on family and the strengthening of
family life.

For Family Week, celebrated from February 13-19, 1994, the special mate-
rials with suggested parish programs and activities were uniquely carried
out in a variety of ways. Reports from Branches were encouraging and
enthusiastic.

Various Committees worked diligently at developing programs and related
materials to meet the needs identified by Branches in both urban and
rural areas.

Four day-long seminars were planned on "The Sacredness of Family." Of
these, two already have been carried out, with great success:

- May 14/94, Celebrate a New Family ~ Sacrament of Holy Matrimony
- Jan.21/95, Birth and Baptism - A Gift of God's Love.

Informative booklets were prepared as hand-outs for each seminar. Display
and demonstration of wedding breads was done by Shirley Shwaluk of Brandon.
Other displays included festive breads and foods, diduch, ritual cloths.

A sing-along of traditional music and customs were included.

Executive members responded to form committees to help organize and pro-
mote these seminars which have proven of benefit to members and the
community. Each group was guided by Shirley Lisowski and Glikeria Iwaniuk,
respectively.

Other Spiritual Development activities were:

- 3 annual retreats held in Winnipeg, November 1992, 1993 and 1994
under the direction of Rev. Fr. J. Radkewycz, Rev. Fr. C. Pasichney,
OSBM. and Fr. Jos. Pidskalny, OSBM., respectively.

— All meetings were opened with prayers for families. Branches re-
cited Rosary prayers for families, as well.

An additional Cultural Development activity is the compilation of a beau-
tiful embroidery sampler album with designs from various regions of Ukraine.
These will be displayed as a wall-hanging at our fall Convention.

Social Development work included all - Branch mailings re:

- White Ribbon Campaign petition and boycott of Sega's "Night Trap," a
video game for children with a violent context.

- Petition opposing full scale Sunday shopping.

- GAP letter campaign to Attorney Gemneral and Justice Ministers to curb
child pornography, appeal not to drop charges against Toronto artist,

Eli Langer.

- Requested verbal and written communication with M.P.'s re: infringement
on family values of proposed Bill C-41.

- Branches responded to an appeal by Dr. J. Barwinsky, U.of M. Faculty of
Medicine, for financial assistance to bring Dr. Gennady Knyshov of the
U. of Kyyiv, to attend a scientific meeting of the Society of Thoracic
Surgeons and the Postgraduate Course in Palm Springs, California.

In the area of Legislation, most Branches have actively worked on the
National Executive's Position Paper on Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide.

Our Constitution Committee submitted a proposed Mission Statement, worked
on revisions to the Constitution and Bylaws, distributed copies of the
proposed Guidelines for Regional Councils to all Branches and presented
the concept to the general meeting of the Winnipeg Region on March 30/95.

As previously arranged, Mary Tomchyshyn completed a collection of Nasha
Doroha Journals. The bound set will be presented to the National Executive
at the Congress.

The 50th Anniversary of the UCWLC was reflected in League Day celebrations
and was the subject of homilies which focused on the monumental contri-
bution of League members to family, Church and community life in that half
century of effort.

The Archeparchial Executive developed and distributed a promotional leaflet,
now available in both languages, to broaden community awareness of the work
of the UCWLC and to promote interest in joining its ranks.

Members had an opporhunity to participate in three planned Pilgrimages:

1) to the National Shrine of St. John the Baptist in Ottawa, June 2-6/94.
Eleven participated.

2) to Shrines of the Blessed Mother of God in Ukraine, also June, 1994.
Five participated.

3) to the Grotto at the Dormition Church at Cook's Creek, Aug. 12, 1994.
Preceded by bearers of the Anniversary banner and the Archeparchial
flag, members of 18 Branches followed in procession, each with their
Branch flag, and singing the League hymn. A Rosary of prayers were
recited for special intentions of the League Anniversary. A booklet
for this purpose was prepared by the Spiritual Development Convenor.

A special visit to Mary Dyma, Honorary National President and a founding
member of the UCWLC, now residing at Holy Family Nursing Home, was delayed
due to her illness and other encumbrances. It is hoped that this mission
will have been accomplished by Congress time.

In accordance with League aims and practices, the Archeparchial Executive
continues to maintain cordial and harmonious working relations with:

1) the hierarchy, spiritual advisors and clergy, seeking their support
in our efforts and rendering our assistance when required.

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- A notable number of our members serves as parish coordinators of
catecheses/lay catechists, Ukrainian language instructors and
pastoral care givers.

- On Mar.9/93, the Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy witnessed the or-
dination of His Grace Metropolitan Michael Bzdel, C.Ss.R. as Archbi-
shop of Winnipeg and Metropolitan for Ukrainian Catholics in Canada,
as well as the ordination of His Excellency Most Rev. Peter Stasiuk,
C.Ss.R. as Eparch for Ukrainian Catholics in Australia and New Zealand.
Members at all levels attended this event.

- Ordinations to the Holy Priesthood of Rev. Michael Winn, Rev. Victor
Yakowchuk and Rev. Darren Kawiuk, events of April 25/93 and June 12/94,
were attended by the Archeparchial President. Sets of Ukrainian/Eng-
lish dictionaries were presented to these newly-ordained members of
our Clergy.

- On Sept.l1/94, the President and lst Vice President attended the
Liturgy of Thanksgiving & Banquet in celebration of the 25th Anni-
versary to the Priesthood and elevation to the dignity of Mitrat of
our Spiritual Advisor. Rt. Rev. Msgr. M. Buyachok. We sent a con-
gratulatory letter to the commemorative book and presented a gift.

- The UCWLC has responded to a call from the Archbishop's Chancery to
parishes and organizations, to review the needs of the Archeparchy
and to seek means to rejuvenate the Church. To this end, the Arche-
parchial President has agreed to serve on an Ad Hoc Committee to plan
a Synod of the Laity.

- On a lighter note, annually, Executive members visit the home of the
Metropolitans with "koliada", bring greetings & well-wishes and deli-
ver flowers to enhance their celebration of the Nativity of our Lord.

- UCWLC Branches in the Winnipeg Region share the privilege of planning
and hosting the Metropolitan's New Year's Levee, on a rotational basis.

the Ukrainian Catholic Council of Manitoba along with its constituent

organizations, UCBC and UCY, the UCWLC takes part in coordinating the
activities of the Council, which consisted of arrangements for biennial
Archeparchial Conventions, planning annual Name Day and Anniversary cel-
ebrations for the Metropolitan, and bringing greetings at those banquets.

Ukrainian Catholic Youth

We extended on-going encouragement to our Youth by our presence at some
of their well-attended meetings and seminars. The UCWLC has provided
tangible assistance towards revitalizing our Youth by ensuring programs
that nurture and redirect them to meaningful involvement in church and
parish life. From 1991 to 1995, our Branches have supported our Youth
Ministry monetarily with an obligatory assessment of $10.00 per member
annually.

Under the capable and dedicated direction of the Archeparchial Youth
Coordinator Sr. Marie Bielski, SSMI, and her Assistant, Frances Gunn-
ing, our Youth Ministry has become firmly established.

Affiliate Organizations

- Conferences.of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women's Organizations
were attended by our representatives. The Congress in 1992 and Ple-
nary Conferences in 1993 and 1994 which were held in Toronto, were
attended by Jean Michalishyn and Jean Sherman, respectively. Awealth
of valuable information from these conferences was shared with our
members. Individual members also are supporters and subscribers to
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its periodical, "The Ukrainian Woman in the World."

Four UCWLC members serve on the Ukrainian Canadian Women's Committee,
National Council, while 9 serve on the Executive of the Ukrainian
Canadian Women's Committee, Winnipeg Branch. UCWLC members assist
with their Tea, an annual fundraiser.

Ukrainian Catholic Religious Education Centre

Annually assessed on a pro rata basis, our Branches give monetary
support to this Centre. The Sisters Servants of Mary Immaculate
prepare religious resource materials, train lay catechists and con-
duct adult education programs. Some Branches elect to make additio-
nal contributions in support of the Centre, as well.

The President attends the Centre's Annual Meetings, held in November.

Pauline Dyrkacz was guest speaker at the official launch of the SSMI-
authored Program for Grade Two Catechism, "We are Children of Light,"
held on June 16,1994. Branches of the Winnipeg Region assisted with
the reception.

Ukrainian Catholic Schools

Branches contribute to an obligatory Scholarship Fund which is alloted
to both schools annually. Representatives from the Archeparchial Exe-
cutive or appointees, usually attend the Awards Day ceremonies, to
present these scholarships to students who have exhibited the most
progress in the Ukrainian language for the school term.

In 1994 the President presented 5 scholarships of $150.00 each at

St. Vladimir's College and 8 scholarships of $125.00 each at Immacu-
late Heart of Mary School. The School designated the balance ($400.00)
for bursaries.

Archeparchial Executive and Branches support their Annual Fundraising
Dinners.

Annually, also, Branches of the Winnipeg Region run a special-pro-
ject raffle for Immaculate Heart of Mary School.

Holy Family Nursing Home

Throughout the year, on a rotational basis, members of Winnipeg Bran-
ches and their families assist residents of this Care Home in transport
to Chapel for Sunday Liturgies.

Members gather to bring the joyful "koliada" alongwith holiday greetings
and small gifts for the residents.

Branches throughout are also allied with area Care Homes, where visita-
tion with residents is carried out and major Feast Days observed with
Liturgies. Similarly, congeniality and assistance is accorded to

the wider community and abroad:

Catholic Foundation of Manitoba
- The UCWLC is now represented on the Board for a 2-year term.,
- Renders support to and assists with the annual Caritas Award Dinnmer.

A fund established in 1995 will be distributed among the 3 dioceses
for religious training.

Individual Branches support such charitable centres as Chez Nous
(a Drop-in Centre for the homeless), Sisters of Charity, Welcome
Home and the Christmas Cheer Board, with donations of food, cloth-
ing, books, household articles or food hampers.




3) Inter-Church Council

- Regional reps. attend meetings to assist with planning the annual
inter-denominational World Day of Prayer Services, often providing
Ukrainian translations and readers for the given prayers. Ukrainian
hymns are also introduced in some of the area services.

- At monthly meetings members recite the prayer and contribute to the
gathering of "the Least Coin." Contributions in 1994 totalled
$644.94 and in 1995, $738.00. These amounts were sent to the Inter-
Church Council for distribution.

4) League for Life
Archeparchial and Branch Executives maintain on-going memberships in
the League for Life and support its annual fundraising dinners. Mem-
bers participate in pro-life activities such as the annual Walk-a-Thon
and Life Chain.

5) Manitoba Lung Association

Annually (in September) Branch members of the Winnipeg Region gather
at this Centre to pack Christmas Seals for mailing.

6) Folklorama is Winnipeg's multi-cultural folk festival.

Here, each summer, our members hostess the Kiev Pavilion's Coffee
House, which features authentic Ukrainian baking. This year, they
are compiling a booklet of recipes for tortes and cheesecakes.

7) Ukrainian Social Services of Manitoba

- Attended their workshop on Family Violence, March 2, 1995.

- They are collaborating with Winnipeg Branches to assist in collecting
and directing distribution of clothing, shoes and children's books to
orphanages for the very young in the Lviv Region of Ukraine.

8) Aid to Ukraine

Branches generously responded to the appeal for assistance to the
children of the Chernobyl disaster.

9) Cardinal Slipyj obligatory fund, on-going since 1965, was established to
aid the Catholic Church in Ukraine. A cheque in the amount of $1400.00
was hand-delivered to His Beatitude Myroslaw Ivan Cardinal Lubachiv-
sky's Chancery in Lviv during the Pilgrimage in June, 1994, by Jean
Sherman and Jean Michalishyn.

10) Brazil Fund

Annually monies are paid into this fund to aid Ukrainian Catholic
seminarians and children's institutions. Amount contributed in 1995
was $2787.50. Branches also send parcels of clothing to be distri-
buted to needy families.

11) Ukrainian Canadian Congress

Anna Rusnak, a UCWLC member, served as Treasurer from 1992-94.

The Archeparchial President attended the Grand Banquet in honour of
Leonid Ruchma, President of Ukraine, on Oct.26/94. Sponsored by the
Congress, proceeds from this Banquet are being used to establish a
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Canada-Ukraine Foundation to facilitate, develop and enhance bila-
teral relations between Canada and Ukraine.

Three Archeparchial Executive members attended the UCWLC Plenary Conferences
held in Edmonton in September, 1993 and 1994.

In carrying out our many and varied activities. the Archeparchial Executive
recognizes the assistance of the Winnipeg Regional Executive. Under the
