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INTRODUCTION

The idea to write a short history of the Pontifical
Ukrainian Minor Seminary of St. Josaphat with an annotated list
of all students and teachers originated in 1976/77 during the
celebration of its 25th anniversary. The rector, Father Stefan
Cmil’, liked the idea and made available all the necessary
documents, but his unexpected death on January 22, 1978
interrupted the work. As the 40th anniversary of the seminary
approaches, the present rector, Father Evhen Nebesniak, has given
encouragement and support to the updating and completion of the
work, and it was decided to publish it in 1990 instead of waiting
for 1991, the actual 40th anniversary.

The main reason in publishing the history and lists is to
preserve the records for posterity. Experience has taught that in
time much information can be permanently lost, as nearly
everything about Ukrainian schools in the past in Ostrih, L'viv and
for the first hundred years in Kyiv was lost.

Although the Ukrainian Pontifical Minor Seminary is not a
big school, it is important, since it is the only Ukrainian middle
school in diaspora with Ukrainian as the teaching language. it is
a witness to the generosity (not always fully appreciated) of the
Holy See towards the Ukrainian Church and the Ukrainian people,
providing a basis for well educated priests and lay leaders, with
a knowledge not only of theology, but also of the Ukrainian
language and culture.

The spelling of proper names, most of which are of Ukrainian
origin, creates considerable difficulty, since students, teachers
and sisters are from various countries in diaspora, each with its
own system of transliteration from Cyrillic. In the present work
the names of all students and some teachers are spelled as they
are on individual passports. All other names are given in the
international transliteration of the Parisian Slavic Institute. All
first names are in Ukrainian pronunciation and Parisian Slavic
Institute transliteration.

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The main text of the present work is in both English and
Ukrainian languages, but this was not considered necessary for
the lists, charts and indexes.

Chapter 1 is the history of the minor seminary. A history of
the Ukrainian Salesians is included, because the history of the
seminary cannot be fully understood except in the context of the
formation and activity of the Salesians.

Chapter 2 contains lists of administrators, biographical
data for each Ukrainian Salesian teacher at the seminary, the
names of others who helped with the teaching or served as
assistants and information regarding the daily schedule,
academic program, curriculum and extracurricular activities. At
the end of the chapter is given a chronological chart of Ukrainian
Salesian teachers with their years of teaching and/or rectorship.
Lastly there is a list of the Ukrainian Sisters Servants of Mary
Immaculate who have taken care of the kitchen of the seminary
since 1969. (From 1959 to 1969, the kitchen was taken care of
by Italian Sisters from Grottaferrata).

Chapter 3 consists of annual lists of new students, with
information for each regarding his birthdate, birthplace, class in
which he was first enrolled and the year in which he left. Also
noted is if he passed the Italian maturita examination and, for
those who were ordained priests, the date of ordination. There
follows a statistical chart arranged by years, giving the number
of students in each class that year, the total number of students,
the number of new students, the number of students who passed
the maturita examination and how many students were from
various countries. As of May 1, 1990, 46 alumni have been
ordained priests. At the end of the chapter is a summary of
ordained alumni. At present (1989/90) 16 alumni are studying for
the priesthood. The seminary is mentioned by the student’s name
in the annual list of new students.

Two indexes conclude the book. The first is an alphabetical
index of all students from 1951 until 1990, with their years of
study in the seminary, the countries from which they came, and
the page numbers on which they are lisled. Finally there is an
index of all other persons who are mentioned in this study.

CHAPTER 1
HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

Earlier Ukrainian Minor Seminary Education

The first minor seminary in the Kyivan.Church and of Kyivan
rite was opened in 1709 in L'viv. Although it was not called a
minor seminary, its first two years could be considered as a
minor seminary and the program and subjects taught in the other
years were a combination of those of a minor and major
seminary. The Ukrainian Seminary of L'viv was initiated by
Father Trombetti, an Italian Theatine and rector of the Armenian
Pontifical Seminary in L'viv. The Propaganda Fide, the Roman
Congregation in charge of matters concerning the Eastern Rite
Churches, approved the idea and promised financial support.
Father Trombetti began with the acceptance of two Ukrainian
boys into the same building used for the Armenian Seminary,
which was property of the Propaganda Fide. In all matters the
two seminaries were separate, only the building and lessons
were shared by the Armenians and the Ukrainians. The seminary
was closed in 1784 by Emperor Joseph I{ of Austria, who by the
first partition of Poland in 1772 had become the ruler of
HalyCyna. In 1784 he founded the General Seminary in L'viv and
all seminarians were transferred there.!

when in 1845 the Pontifical Greek College was reopened in
Rome, several students from HalyCyna were accepted, beginning
their studies with subjects at the level of minor seminary, so
that for years the Greek College could be considered partly as
having been a minor seminary for the first two or three years of
study.2

The Synod of L'viv (1891) had recommended the foundation
of minor seminaries, but nothing had been done immediately.

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Acquisition of the Building and Property in Loury

After World War Ii, numerous Ukrainian refugees were
crowded into Displaced Persons’ Camps in Germany, Austria and
Italy. In October, 1945, an agricultural school was opened in
Austria for Ukrainian refugees by the United Nations Refugee
Relief Association (UNRRA) to train some of the refugees in
agricultural methods in preparation for emigration to various
countries. During the academic year 1947-48 this school was
made into a lycée [superior school or high school] of agriculture.
In the beginning it was located in Legem, but in 1947 it was
moved to Helbrun and 87 students were enrolled. The school was
highly regarded and was considered to be of great benefit to the
Ukrainian people, but could not support itself without the help of
outside funds.3

In 1947, Josyf Melnykovy¢, representative of the Service
Social Ukrainien en France [SSUF], proposed the transfer of the
school from Austria to France, and asked for the opinion of
Father Bugelli, the Director of Area Team L - PCIRO
(International Refugee Organization)- of Salzburg, who thought
that the school would be more beneficial in France, in spite of
the diffuculty involved in the transfer. He advised the SSUF to
begin investigating the possibility of moving the school.

The first steps were taken in the beginning of 1948, and
I'Organisation Internationale pour les Réfugiés [OIR], with
headquarters in Geneva, was asked to finance a loan for the move
because 1) the refugees, having received the necessary instruc-
tion, would be useful to the French economy when they were
established in France, 2) funds from OIR, which had previously
been set aside to finance the emigration of refugees to America,
would be used in France .instead, and would serve to get the
school established, and 3) the school, if situated in an adequate
chateau, could use the land and facilities and at the same time
earn enough to pay back the loan.

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OIR was asked to make a loan large enough to cover the
purchase of an adequate property which would be paid back over a
period of years, hopefully from the proceeds of the school itself.
SSUF was to provide funds for all other initial expenses, such as
purchase of equipment, transportation of the professors and
students and other things necessary to get the school into

operation.# Father Jacques Perridon, CSsR, the Vicar of the
Apostolic Visitator [Ivan Bucko] in France and also the Director
of SSUF, requested the loan of 17,000,000 francs from OIR, and
said that SSUF would provide 5,000,000 francs for the other
expenses.

OIR was slow to give approval for the amount of the loan
requested, and Father Perridon complained to them that he was
not able to conclude any contract because he did not know how
much would be available to pay for the property. In this way, he
said, the chance to purchase several suitable places had been lost
through delay and through the insistence of OIR to make the final
decision as to a choice of property.

The delay was protracted to almost two years after the
request, and OIR said that the loan would be blocked if property
were not selected by July, 1949. In the meantime, the teachers
and students, at the end of their patience, were beginning to go
to America instead. Finally with reluctance, “La Chesnaye®, a
chateau owned by a certain M. Bedouet in Loury, close to Orléans,
was chosen. The place was not ideal, being too small to
accommodate the school, which by then had 100 professors and
students, and the SSUF considered the cost as too high. When the
contract was drawn up on July 19, 1949, the amount of
17,000,000 [the loan from OIR] was paid, of which part was a
downpayment to M. Bedeout, part went to pay for the lease of the
adjoining property, part went as an advance payment on the tax
for registering the contract, and the rest was deposited with the

Father Perridon was very dissatisfied with what he thought
was a bad business, and tried to get the contract annulled, or at
least the terms of credit from OIR modified. He said that it was
impossible to pay back the 1oan within 10 years with the income
from such a small property, and that more surrounding property
would have to be leased. The SSUF had not sufficient funds to
provide more than it had planned however, and if another
guarantee or loan could not be negotiated the whole business
would have to be dropped, even at a loss.

Most Rev. lvan BucCko, Apostolic Visitator for Ukrainian
Catholics in Western Europe, was greatly in favor of the es-
tablishment of this school. He presented his arguments in favor
of its transfer to France and described the problems connected
with the purchase of property in a letter to Cardinal Tisserant, in
which he expressed his exasperation at the continuous obstacles
to the realization of the project.6

Bishop Bucko promised to assume the responsibility for the
loan and to guarantee for the upkeep and maintenance of the
school. M. Jacobsen of the OIR in Geneva would have preferred
that the Secours Catholique would assume responsibility for the
additional loan, but agreed to Bishop Bucko's taking it over, if the
Sacred Congregation for the Oriental Church would guarantee the
amount.” So the affair was finally concluded and Bishop Bucko
became the proprietor through SSUF, who actually held the title.

In the end, the agricultural school was never transferred to
Loury, and Bishop BuCko proposed a modification of the plan and
the opening of a minor seminary in Loury instead. Bishop Bucko
invited the Salesians of Don Bosco to take the direction of the
seminary, and in 1951/52 three Salesian priests - Father Laurent
d'Heygere, Father Andrij Sapeljak and Father Hryhorij Harasymo-
vyC and one coadjutor/econome, Josyf Kares - were assigned to
live in Loury and conduct at least some lessons while the house
was readied for the students to live in. 18 boys were collected by
Father Perridon who, besides being the Vicar General for
Ukrainians in France was also the former rector of the Ukrainian
Minor Seminary of L'viv. They were placed by Father Perridon in
the Latin rite Diocesan Minor Seminary of Saint-Euverte in
Orléans, 19 kilometres from Loury, where they attended classes
Monday through Friday. On weekends in the second part of the
academic year 1951/52 they went to Loury for special Ukrainian
studies taught by Ukrainian Salesians and assisted at the Divine
Liturgy in own rite.

The Salesians were chosen by Bishop Bucko to direct the
seminary for a number of reasons. They are primarily a teaching
religious community, founded by St. John Bosco to care for the
education of homeless boys. Their highly qualified preparation
and experience in teaching was considered in making the choice,
as well as the fact that there were several Ukrainian Salesians
who were originally from Haly¢yna and who knew the Kyivan
[Byzantine Slavonic] rite, liturgy and traditions as well as the
Ukrainian language.

The students went to live at the minor seminary in Loury at
the beginning of the academic year 1952/53. Father d'Heygere,
the first rector, Father Harasymovy¢, Father Andrij Sapeljak and
Father Jules Gourfou were teachers. 13 of the original 18 stu-
dents made the transfer to Loury and 21 new students were
accepted, bringing the total number of students to 34.

The scholastic program was in concordance with that
stipulated by the French government as preparation for the
baccalaureate, with additional studies in the Byzantine Slavic
Rite, Ukrainian Church History, History of Ukraine, Qld Slavonic
Language and Literary Ukrainian Language. Students were to be
accepted by the Apostolic Visitator in accord with the director.
The land belonging to the chateau was to be cultivated and the
income used for the support of the students [5,000 francs per
student per month], the maintenance of the Salesians [5,000
francs per month for the rector and 4,000 for the others] and the
salaries of the workers. If the proceeds from cultivation of the
land was not sufficient, the Apostolic Visitator would provide

the deficit amount.?

The obligation of teaching in the French language caused
considerable difficulty for Ukrainian students from Germany,
England and Jugoslavia, who began to come in the next few years,
and it was also difficult for the Ukrainian Salesians. Another
difficulty arose in obtaining visas and a certain unwillingness on
the part of the French Church authorities to accept students from
other countries. Additional difficulty arose when on June 16,
1954 the jurisdiction over Ukrainian Catholics in France,
including the minor seminary in Loury, passed from Archbishop
Bucko [he became Archbishop in 1953] to Maurice Cardinal Feltin

with no hope for the future of the minor seminary in France,
after deliberation with the Salesian General Curia and with the
Oriental Congregation and with the help of Cardinal Tisserant,
the Prefect of the Oriental Congregation, Archbishop Bucko
succeeded in obtaining the promise of the necessary financial
support from the Oriental Congregation and of the administrative
and teaching staff from the Salesian Curia, making possible the
transfer or rather for the reopening of the Ukrainian Minor
Seminary in italy.

Three locations in Italy were considered as places for the
seminary 1) one floor of St. Josaphat Pontifical Ukrainian Major
Seminary in Rome, where at that time there were few students,
2) Villa Andrea in Castelgandolfo near Rome, bought by Metropo-
litan Andrij Septyckyj in 1929 to serve as the summer vacation
residence for St. Josaphat Major Seminary and 3) a Salesian
monastery in Formia. After discussion, it was decided to reopen
the minor seminary in Villa Andrea.

The Oriental Congregation authorized Archbishop Bucko on
June 12, 1956 to make an agreement with the Salesian General
Curia, and on June 24, 1956 he went to Torino to prepare and sign
the contract according to the directives of the Oriental Congre-
gation and the requirements of Salesians. In June, 1956 the
new contract was signed.

By mutual consent of the Salesian General Curia, the Orien-
tal Congregation and Archbishop BuCko, Father Andrij Sapeljak
became the first Ukrainian Salesian rector of the minor seminary
in Castelgandolfo. The seminary was opened at Villa Andrea
officially on December 16, 1956, with a solemn Divine Liturgy
celebrated by Archbishop.Bucko in the presence of Cardina!
Tisserant and of the Ukrainian colony in Rome. There were 24
students (S from France) enrolled, Father Andrij Sapeljak was
rector and Fathers Harasymovy¢, Kudla and Lyxa€ were teachers.

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Since its foundation in 1951/32 the rectors have changed,
the teachers have changed, the number of students from different
countries and the total number of students has been variable (the
highest number of students was 112 in 1968/69), but the
seminary has remained the same, with Salesians as teachers and
with Ukrainian as the teaching language (except for some
subjects in French while the seminary was in Loury). The
purpose has been constant - to give an adequate middie school
education to Ukrainian boys, the future priests and leaders of
the religious and cultural life of the Ukrainian people, with the
hope that those who do not select the priesthood will neverthless
become leaders of religious and cultural Ukrainian societies and
direct them according to true Christian principles.

The original name of the seminary in Loury was “Institut
Ukrainien St. Jean Bosco, 'La Chesnaye’ LOURY (Loiret)”. It
remained the same in Italian transiation, and in Ukrainian was
“Ukrajins'’ka Mala Seminarija sv. Ivana Bosko". The name contin-
ued to be used in Castelgandolfo, but when the seminary was
transferred to Rome, it assumed the name of Ukrainian Minor
Seminary of St Josaphat for the practical reason of not creating
anew juridical entity, but making it part of the Ukrainian Major
Seminary of St. Josaphat, already in existence for many years.

When the Archbishop Major of L'viv, Josyf Slipyj, was freed
and came to Rome on February 10, 1963, after 18 years of prison
in Soviet concentration camps, he visited the seminary. He found
there 108 seminarians, and was very pleased with that seminary
and the education it furnished. Consequently, on March 26, 1963,
through Cardinal Cicognani he appealed to Pope John XXiil and
obtained from him an Apostolic Breve dated May 14, 1963,
conferring the title of "Pontifical Ukrainian Minor Seminary of
St. Josaphat”, with the rights and privileges connected with the
status of Pontifical Seminary. It raised the rank of the school
and placed it among other pontifical educational institutions,
opening the doors for easier acceptance for further studies in
different universities for all those who had terminated their
studies and wanted to go on for further study in something other
than theology.

Description of Life at the Minor Seminary

As a rule the seminary has six classes, equivalent to the
three higher years of the Italian middie school and three years of
lyceum, terminating with the ftalian "matura” examination which
makes the student eligible for admission to a university or other
institution of higher study.

The students have a summer vacation from June 20 to Sep-
tember 20, a Christmas vacation from December 23 to January 9
and at Easter a vacation from Wednesday before Easter until
Thursday after Easter. The academic year is divided into three
semesters with Christmas and Easter vacations separating them.
In addition, the students have six full or at least haif day
special vacation days with trips outside Rome: in the beginning
of the scholastical year, in late autumn, after Christmas, after
retreat, after May devotions and before the end of the school
year. Students are free to go to the city on Thursdays without
permission, and on other days only with permission.

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The rector has the right to accept new students, usually on
the recommendation of their respective bishops, and the right to
send any student away. The rector gives a report to the Sacred
Congregation for each student. The econome makes a financial
report every month to the Sacred Congregation and once a year to
the Salesian General Curia. The system of general administration
and of teaching, the order of the day and the weekly class
schedule have remained essentially the same for years.

Further information about life in the seminary, and about the
students and their activities can be found in "Malyj Seminaryst”,
a non-periodical journal of the students, of which so far 16
numbers have been published.

Reunion of Former Students in 1985

On June 14-16, 1985, at the minor seminary in Rome was
held the first reunion of former students, attended by alumni
from different countries. Bylaws were composed for the
organization of former students, officers were elected and it
was decided to get together more often.

UKRAINIAN SALESIANS

It seems that the first idea of founding the Ukrainian branch
of the Salesians of Don Bosco was conceived by Father Kyrylo
Silec'’kyj (1835-1918), the pastor of Zuzel' in the Belz deanery of
the Eparchy of Peremy3l’, and he made several trips to Torino to
investigate the possibility. In his parish he had already founded
the Sisters Servants of Mary Immaculate in 1892 and the
Josephite Sisters in 1894

This idea was realized later by Father Petro Holyns'kyj,
catechist of the gymnasium in Peremy3l' and referent of the
Peremy3)’ Eparchial Consistory, and it was supported by Father

On account of the political situation after World War (!, the
plan to organize a Ukrainian branch of the Salesians on Ukrainian
ethnographic territory was aborted, because those who were
ordained could not return to their native land. When Bishop Ivan
BuCko conceived the fdea to reestablish a minor seminary as a
continuation of the Minor Seminary of L'viv (1919-1944), he
obtained the consent of the Salesian General Curia for the
Ukrainian Salesians to undertake its direction.

On November 24, 1951, in Torino, the first contract was
signed by Bishop Butko and Father Renato Ziggiotti, the General
Prefect of the Salesians. Two of the Ukrainian Salesians were
assigned to the seminary, Father Andrij Sapeljak as director of
studies and Father Hryhorij HarasymovyC as confessor. They
arrived to Paris in the beginning of 1952 Father Sapeljak
remained for a while in a Salesian monastery near Paris to study
the French language and Father Harasymovy¢ went to Loury.
Meanwhile, on December 8, 1951, the feast of the Immaculate
Conception, the rector celebrated the first Divine Liturgy in
Loury. During the first year the Salesians taught the semi-
narians only on weekends during the second half of the school
year, because the building was not yet ready. They went to spend
their first weekend in Loury on February 28, 1952. During the
week they lived and attended classes in Orléans, 19 kilometers
distant, and Father Harasymovy¢ went there often to hear their
confessions and teach them about the Byzantine Kyivan rite, to
which they all belonged. Loury was officially opened on June 29,
1952,

During the time of its existence in Loury, the seminary was
under the direction of both French and Ukrainian Salesians.
Because of the increasing number of students [18 in 1951/52, 34
in 1952/53 and 53 in 1953/54], additional Ukrainian Salesians
were sent from Italy to help teach, mainly religion and
Ukrainistics (subjects referring to the Ukrainian Church, its rite
and history, and to Ukrainian history and its culture). All other
subjects were taught in French by the French Salesians. On

Eight Ukrainian Salesians were ordained before the opening
of Loury: Cmil" in 1945, Porod'ko and Tyndalo in 1947, Kudla and
Samotyj in 1948, Andrij Sapeljak in 1949, Tyljavskyj in 1950
and Harasymovy¢ in 1951. Seven were ordained in Loury: Mazjar
and Vasyl’ Sapeljak in 1933, Hajdukivs'kyj and Pryszlak in 1954
and Hryny3yn, Koca and LyxaC in 1955. Since the minor seminary
was moved from Loury, seven more have been ordained: Saba in
1957, Korol' in 1960, Novak in 1966, Ortyns'kyj in 1368, Krotec'

The three year contract which had been signed in 1951 was
not renewed by Cardinal Feltin of Paris, the new Apostolic
Visitator.

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that the seminary in Loury would be closed and the priests and
students sent elsewhere. The Oriental Congregation consented
to reopen the minor seminary at Villa Andrea in Castelgandolfo,
close to Rome, and authorized Archbishop Bucko on June 12, 1956
to make a new contract with the Salesians. S0 on June 24, 1956,
in Torino he signed the contract according to the directives of
Oriental Congregation and the requirements of the Salesian
General Curia. The Curia agreed to supply the necessary number
of Ukrainian Salesians to direct and to teach in the Ukrainian
minor seminary. On December 16, the minor seminary officially
opened with a solemn Divine Liturgy celebrated by Archbishop
Bucko; Father Andrij Sapeljak was director and Fathers Hryhorij
Harasymovy¢, Teodor Kudla and Konstantyn LyxaC were teachers.
The next year Father Kudla was transferred to Sicily, in 1957/58
Fathers Volodymyr HrynySyn and Lev Hajdukivskyj were sent to
Castelgandolfo and in 1958/58 Father Roman Saba arrived.

During 1957/59 the new building for the minor seminary
was constructed in Rome on via Boccea by the Congregation for
the Oriental Churches. The transfer to the new building took
place in September, 1959 and for the academic year 1959/60
Fathers Roman Mazjar and lvan Tyljavs'’kyj were added to the
faculty, making a total of 7 Ukrainian Salesian teachers.

On October 15, 1961 Father Andrij Sapeljak, then rector,
was consecrated by Archbishop BuCko as the only Ukrainian
Salesian Bishop and the first Ukrainian Bishop for Ukrainians in
Argentina. In his place was appointed Father Stefan Cmil, the
first Ukrainian Salesian priest, ordained on October 14, 1945,
and for ten years (1950-1960) the first Ukrainian Salesian
missionary priest among the Ukrainian people in Argentina.

Death has claimed one rector, Father Stefan Cmil'
(+January 22, 1978) and three teachers, Father Konstantyn Lyxac
(+December 14, 1976), Father Roman Saba (+March 16, 1982) and
Father Roman Mazjar (+May 20, 1989). Of the 44 students who
were ordained, two became Salesians and teachers at the minor
seminary, Father Evhen Nebesniak, ordained on September 22,
1979 (the present rector), and Father i11ja KuleSko, ordained on
July 7, 1987 (the present director of studies).

To deepen the spiritual life of their members and to accustom the students to
organizational work, four student societies have existed from the early days of the
seminary.

1) Dominic Savio society ( for the youngest students - first and sometimes

Membership is open to all the students. Members elect their own president,
secretary and treasurer and one of the fathers is spiritual assistant.

The existence of each society depends on the number of students willing to
belong and to work. In different years and with various purposes, there have also
been clubs (groups), such as missionary, liturgical, literary, etc.

At present there are the choir, the dramatic club, the orchestra, the dancing
group and the sport teams. The first four prepare programs during the school year,
and the sport society has frequent inframural matches between classes and competes
with sport clubs of other schools. For those who want to participate, soccer,
volleyball, tennis, ping-pong and billiards are also available. The students aiso take
part in various socia) and cultural activities, of which the following programs and
activities are traditional:

Religious activities

The teachers and students observe and celebrate all religious holydays, assist
at the Divine Liturgy daily at 7:30 AM and at the sung Divine Liturgy on Sundays and
holydays at 9:30 AM. They have morning prayers in the study room, and evening
prayers with a short sermon in chapel before retiring. Besides assisting at the
church services celebrated in the seminary and some also at St. Sophia Pro-
Cathedral, they take part in other Ukrainian religious celebrations in Rome and sing
the Divine Liturgy in various Latin rite churches in Rome and in {taly, especially
during the Church Unity Octave. Five solemn Divine Liturgies, with receptions for
the seminarians and outside guests, are celebrated during the year: on the Feasts of
St. Josaphat and St. John Bosco, on the second day after Christmas, on the Monday
after Easter and on the Day of Thanksgiving.

For their personal Christian perfection, the students make an annual retreat
from Sunday afterncon to Tuesday noon during one week of Lent.
