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RESUME

This booklet deals with the geographical distribution and
demographic characteristic of the Ukrainian population of
Canada.

Under separate headings the author discusses the following
topics: periods of the Ukrainian immigration to Canada, number
of immigrants and their social composition, distribution of their
rural and urban settlements, sex ratios, age groups, language,
religious denominations, education, occupation and profession.
Special attention has been paid to the changes in their distri-
bution and their demographic structure from one decade to
another. .

The work has been based mainly on official sources, particu-
larly the statistical material from decennial ‘censuses and annual
reports of the immigration and colonization authorities of the
former Department of the Interior and its successor, the De-
partment of Citizenship and Immigration. Other sources and
-selected literature, used as references, are listed at the end
of the paper.

Numerous tables, maps and diagrams are used as docu-

mentation.

The Ukrainian immigration to Canada, which started in
1892, can be divided into three periods, separated from one
another by the years of two world wars. Each period is charac-
terized by a substantially different class of immigrant, particu-
larly with regard to education, status and ambition.

- The immigrants of the first period (1891—1914) consisted
of peasant farmers from the provinces of Galicia, Bukovina and
Transcarpathia, which before the First World War formed an
integral part of Austro-Hungary and, to a smaller extent, from
Ukrainian territories remaining under the Russian domination.
These Ukrainian immigrants had very limited financial means
and were mostly illiterate. They came to Canada with the hope
of acquiring their own land and social justice, and thereby
giving their children a better future, than that they had them-
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selves. A large part of them settled on virgin lands in western
Canada, establishing their colonies along a 1200 mile belt,
stretching from south eastern Manitoba to the Peace River
region in Alberta. This belt forms the backbone of Ukrainian
rural settlements. A smaller number, lacking the necessary basic
means to start farming, found employment as farmhands and
general labourers on railways, construction, mines and other
areas where hard manual work was done, in order to eam
money, so that they could go farming. The immigrants were
praised by Canadian authorities for their industry, thrift and
quick adaptation to their new surroundings. Due to their hard
work, endurance and perseverance they succeeded in putting
many million acres of virgin land under cultivation and in con-
tributing largely to the opening of the Canadian West.

- The immigrants of the second period (1922—1939) also con-
sisted mainly of rural people, but they were not illiterate as
the first wave was. This group included a number of skilled
workers, tradesmen and educated people, war veterans of the
Ukrainian Army, and some immigrants with a substantial amount
of money. Some of them settled permanently on farms. A major
part, however, was inclined to city life, taking employment in
industry, services and as organizers of their own enterprises.
They joined the first settlers and helped them in organizing
social and cultural life throughout Canada.

The third period of Ukrainian immigration began in 1946/47
after the Second World War. The immigrants of this period
were mainly political refugees of all the social layers and regions
of Ukraine. In this group were a significant number of profes-
sional and business men, who integrated into the Canadian way
of life and made a great impact on the Ukrainian communities
in Canada.

The exact number of Ukrainians immigrating to Canada
never has been known, since the immigrants of the first period
were classified mostly according to state or region they came
from. Official data of earlier censuses were not correct and esti-
mates -of various authors vague. To establish the number of
immigrants of the first period the author calculated it from data
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released by the Department of the Interior. According to it
(Report of J. O. Smith, Commissioner of Immigration, Winni-
peg, to the Secretary of the Department of the Interior, Ottawa,
of February 1, 1901. Comp. V. J. Kaye. Early Settlements, p. 361)
the total of Ukrainians, reported in Winnipeg in the years 1893-
1900, was 27,036. On the basis of annual reports of the Immigra-
tion Office, the number of Ukrainian immigrants in the years
1900—1914, was reported at ports of entry to be 148538. Alto-
gether 175574 persons. This figure does not include many
thousands of Ukrainians, who on their arrival were listed as
“Austrians N.E.S.”, “Hungarians N.E.S.” and ,,Russians N.E.S.”
This later figure, if added to the first, would indicate the number
of Ukrainian arrivals being in excess of 200,000.

During the second period of immigration about 68,000
Ukrainians came to Canada, and after the Second World War
(1946—1961) over 37,000. Allowing for at least 1% natural annual
increase and for a minimum 10% of Ukrainians included among
Austrians N.E.S., Hungarians N.E.S., Russians N.E.S. and, after
the First World War, for Polish and Rumanian groups, we get
a fairly good estimates of Ukrainians in the years of censuses.
In comparison with official data these minimal estimates appear
to be as follows:

The adjustment above was made to agree with the census data
of 1961. In reality, the number of Ukrainians in 1961 was much
greater, as it may be concluded from the 56,744 persons, who
reported the Ukrainian as their mother tongue but were not
listed as Ukrainians.
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According to the Census of 1961 Ukrainians constituted the
largest Slavic group in Canada and formed 2.6% of the total
population. They ranked sixth as a distinct ethnic group in
Canada, and second and the third in the Prairie Provinces
(Comp. Tables Nos. 1 and 3). Their percentage of the total
population reached its maximum (2.8%) in 1951 and decreased
since then because of discontinuity of immigration from Europe.

Since the beginning of immigration Ukrainian concentration
has been mostly in the Prairie Provinces. At the end of 19307,
due to intensive motorization of farming, and development of
industry, there started a strong migration of rural population
to the cities and towns, particularly, to the industrial centres
of Ontario. This migration affected geographical distribution of
Ukrainians and resulted in pronounced changes in their social
structure, as it is reflected in census data. However, in spite of
migration from rural areas to urban centres and a consequent
drop of rural settlers from 70% in 1931 to 35% in 1961 (Tabl.
No. 5) the proportion of Ukrainians in the rural districts re-
mains unchanged, since this internal migration is a general
phenomenon and Ukrainians are lagging. Their holdings, in
many cases, show even an increase due to acquiring lands of
their neighbours. The distribution of Ukrainian rural population
in proportion to the total in 1961 is shown on the map (Fig. 8).

A larger part (67%) of Ukrainian urban population is con-
centrated in great cities, whose distribution is presented on the
map (Fig. 10). Bigger centres with 1000 and more Ukrainians
are listed in the Tabl. No. 7.

The distribution of the Ukrainian labour force with regard
to occupation is shown in Table No. 17. In comparison with the
average for Canada Ukrainians show twice as large a percentage
of farmers, but a much smaller percentage of owners, managers,
professionals and merchants, Although the number of Ukrainian
professionals doubled since 1941 (Comp. Table No. 20), they
are lagging in such lucrative professions as physicians, druggists,
lawyers, architects.

However, occupation of Ukrainians in teaching profession
and military service is above the Canadian average.
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The migration to cities created better facilities for educa-
tion. Nevertheless, Ukrainians show a high percentage illiteracy
among older people, who in their school age during pioneering
years were lacking school facilities. Negative impacts of the city
life are the loss of mother tongue and defection from Ukrainian
traditional relations. However, Ukrainians struggle with a good
result to retain their identity.
